GULLIXGS FROM TI1E C0UETS.

Trial of Win. IIin un tit Charge orrssslns
Counterfeit Money.

John Bain, who, with his brother, TVilliam
and one Sapb, were arrested at Goodland for
nassing five-dolla- r counterfeit silver certificates,
pleaded guilty in the United States District
Court, yesterday mornine, and in the afternoon
went upon the stand as a witness for the de-

fendant at the trial of the brother. The two
were merchants at Goodland, and through their
trade the government is seeking to prove the
money was issued. John Bain, while readily
confessing his own participation in the crime in
putting the - notes in circulation,
acquitted his brother. The govern-
ment : claims that William furnished
the money, and bought the draft which was
sent to McKinzie and Brownley, at London,
Ont., from whom tbe counterfeits were ob-

tained. McKenzie and Brownley have since
been arrested and convicted. George Tullis
testified that at Bain's store three of these coun-
terfeits were given him in change for $20, and
when he discovered the character of the money,
he was compelled to lose half of the money, and
take the other in trade, before the matter conld
be settled. The trial is still in progress.

Supreme Court Matters.
The new tern of the Supreme Court begins

on Monday next, and eall day will be the Toes-da- y

following. The new docket shows fifty-on- e

more eases than there were on the one of last
term, there now being 1,135 cases pending. This
indicates that tbe court is falling behind its
business at the rate of about one hundred cases
a year, the records showing that the new busi-

ness is not increasing more rapidly thin hereto-

fore, but, on the contrary, coming in more
slowly. Since tbe expiration of tbe commission
to assist the judces, which began in 1881 and
terminated in 1SS5, the cases have run up from
C30 to 1,135, and it is probable some action will
be taken at tho coming session of the Legislat-
ure to clear the dockets. There are several
plans proposed, some of the attorneys favoring
an increase in the number of judges, some pre-
ferring a revival of tho temporary-commissio- n

plan and others advocating the creation of an
intermediate appellate court.

Judge Irvin Disposes of Taw-ltrcake- rs.

In the Criminal Court, yesterday, Asbury
O'Neal, charged with setting fire to tho excelsior
manufactory, was pronounced guilty by Judge
Irvin, and sentenced to the penitentiary for eight
years. Michael C Boyle was found guilty of
robbery, but the Judgo took the punishment un-

der advisement. The long pending case against
Laura March, charged with securing furniture
from Born & Co. under false pretenses, wa3
taken up, and tbe argument heard.

Attorney Patterson's Trial.
William Patterson, the attorney, was placed

on trial in the Mayor's Court, yesterday,
charged with disturbing a political meetine held
in Tomlinson Hall two weeks before the elec-
tion. He demanded a trial by jury, which was
granted. He is acting as bis own attorney. He
has filed in the Superior Court a damage suit for
$15,000, on account of the arrest.

Pleas of Guilty.
In the United States Court, yesterday, Geo..

W. Hose and Daniel Allen, both of Fort "Wayne,
pleaded guilty, the former to a charge of vio-
lating the revenue law and the latter to that of
personatinz an officer. Rose was fined $10 and
costs, and Allen's sentence was taken under ad-

visement

Mrs. Luey Warner, the woman arrested in

No more freight for east-boun- d shipment by
lake will be received at St. Paul after to-da- y.

The railroads now have an opportunity to ad-
vance rates and make some money.

It is believed that President Corbin is carry-
ing out the wishes of the Pennsylvania people
when be refuses to accept business from West-
ern lines, except at full tariff rates.

Within the last week the Chicago. Burlington
& Qoincy and the Union Pacitlc have each placed
orders with a Pittsburg mill for 10.000 tons of
steel rail, weiehing seventy pounds to the yard.

The Jay Gonld syndicate has recently pur
chased JjO.OOO shares of tbe Atchison, Topeka &
Santa Fe road, which is making some of the
originsl stockholders of the company somewhat
anxious.

Tbe Erie directors are looking for another ap-
peal from the English stockholders for a divi-
dend, at least on the prefered stock, but the
management is disposed to use its surplus in
improving the property.

It is estimated that the revenue of the leading
roads in the Trunk-hn- e and Qentral Traffic As-
sociation territory have earned ten million dol-
lars less money in the last few months than they
would if they bad maintained tariff rates.

The Mexican Central road has just let con-
tracts to an American bridge company for two ,

iron truss bridges, one to span the Chubisear
river, another to cross the Lorma river. Each
will have a central span over 230 feet long.

The building of a road from the southern

The Chicago, St Paul & Kansas City, which
made such a plucky and interesting fight before
tbe Interstate Commission to be freed from the
operation of tbe long-and-short-ha- ul clause,
has just issued its annual report, which shows
that the road has suffered seriously in its earn-
ings through the operation of the interstate law.

The Southwestern lines are said to have
agreed upon a plan of settling their rate
troubles. The plan embraces a clearing-hous- e

for competitive business, and a board of ar-
bitrators consisting of the presidents of the
roads, who are clothed with power to fix rates
and enforce them under penalty of discharge
for every subordinate officer detected in cutting
rates.
