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LITTLE FREIGHT HANDLED

Striking Switchmen Provoked at Their
Discharge and the Moving of Trains.

Engineers and Firemen So Far Express Only
Sympathy, bat It Is 8aid There Is Danger
of the Strike Becoming General

.

Yesterday railroad officials claimed that they
bad the backbone of the strike now broken, and
that to-day they will be moving their trains with
econsiderable promptuess. Of course the roads
are more or less blockaded at this point, and it
will be a day or two, at best, if at 8ll, before the
trains are moving with their usual regularity.
Most of the roads were able on Saturday after-
pooan to pull out loaded ears which were on tracks
in their city freight depots and in their place
putio cars loaded with freight for the city.
Most of the day platform-man were at work and
some switeshiog was done in the yards withoust
tbe men beiag molested. Last night the oficials

thought it would be unwise to keep their switeh-
ing crews in service except those needed todo the

switching of passenger traive. Most of the roads
claim to have men to do the work. The strikers

were very quiet so far as the eity yards and
Union tracks were concerned, but were giving
more or less trouble on the Belt road. 7Their
plan bas been to uncouple trains at a dozen
places when they slowed down for a railroad
crossing. An Ohio, Iadiasca & Western train

on Sunday morniog was an lhour or more get-
ting started after coming to a stop. Some of
of the roads have hLeaded off the strikers in this
thing by placing an engine on the rear of the
train as weil as at the front, this engine holding
the train back so effectually tbat the strikers
are unable to pull the pios. It is understood
that the superintendents will hold apother meoet-
ing to-day, to be in shupe to meet any new
phase the strike may assume. While some of
them are sanguine that the worst has been
passed those of longer experience in matters of
this kind will not be surprised if the men, when
they really find that they are out of jobs, are
more troublescme than they have been. At
midoizght thirty freicht trains had passed over
the Belt road in twenty-four bours.

The Outiook of the Strike,

It was learved last night from an authorita-
tive source that unleas the railroad officials will
eonsent to abitrate with the strikers through
Sweeney, who is at the head of the national
association, or some third person, the engineers,
firemen, and perhaps the brakemen, will go out
before to-morrow morning. There is a good
prospect, as one who knows expressed if, that
oue of the greatezst railroad strikes the country
has ever seen will be precipitated here before
another twenty-four hours have passed unless
the officials conesent to treat the switchmen in
what they believe to be a spirit of fairpess. All
the grand officers of the Brotherhood of Loeco-
motive Epgiceers and of the Firemen’'s Associa-
tion were telegraphed last evening to come %o

Indianapolis forthwith, and théy will be here
to-day or to-night

Maay of the switchmen and employes of the
roads in other capacities ciaim that their side of
the case has never been fairly preseanted to the
public. An old railroad employe, and one who
says that he is opposed to strikes at all times,
made the following statement to a Journal re-
porter last night: “The threats the officials
bave made have cansed the men to be more in-
dignant and to work harder to win. Some of
the officials have threatened their men with the
law, others charged them with cowardice, and
some have already discharged their employes
Not only that, the O., I. & W. has gone so far
as to discharge seven of its engineers bacauss
they refused to work with ‘scabs.’ Such meas-
ures as toese have only cansed the men in a!l
the operative departments to talk more amoog
themseives. The railroads have refused to deal
with the switehmen, or to have anything to do
with an outside man. In other words, they
have refused to allow the men the same priv-
ileges they have themselves, and insist on hav-
fog. In the first place, if a road becomes
iovolyed in a lawsuir, or any Dbusiness
traosaction, they insist on employing an outside
man to adjust the misunderstandicg. If a
switchman is killed in the service of a company,
whils his corpse is in the house and his fanuiy
in sorrow and distress, the company has an
agent to go around to all persons knowing any-
thing about the accident, to obtain testimony
in favor of the company in ease there is a suilt
for damages. The result is, when the case
comes up before the court it 1s made out, and
the widow 2and orpban are beaten out
of what i3 justly and honorably
due them. Iittle does the widow know
that such evidauco as this is being taken, After
that comes the ~lrim agent, who goes around
and tries to make a compromiss for a mere pit-
tance. There is another thing I desire the pub-
lia to know. When a man loses a hand, an arm,
or a leg, he is taken to the company’s physician.
Not because the company is liberal, but because
there is a paid agent in the physician, who takes
a written statement from the injured man, in
case a suit is bronght The man is always
asked, ““Whose fault was this! and in his suf-
fering he geuerally says, ‘It was partly
mine.” [Little does he koow of the
trap into which be bas fallen,
for the law of Indiana says that where an em-
sl‘tzo is io any part to blame he cannot recover

ages.

“It seema to me that a comphany whieh is
afraid, and positively refuses to settle witha
paid agent of its employes, is afraid that the
paid agent is a smarter man than the officials
themselves. If the companies would consent to
bhave the difficulties settled by a third party
they would always get a better settlement, and
they would save the people of the countiry a
great deal of expense and trouble. I have been
& very ocareful observer of the switech-
men's  strike, aod I will give =a
few [acts which cannot be diaputed
The trouble began in the Panhandle yarda To
begin, the switchmen on all the roads but the
C, St L. & P. got an increase, the foreman to
3235 per day and the switchmen to $2.10. In
the yard of that road the yard foreman or econ-
ductors got $2.50. Their helpers at first got
£1.95, but were cut to $1.90 per day. When this
was done the night halpers were raised to $2,
the 5 cents being taken off the day men. The
conductors were given a 40 ceut raise. When
the men from the other roads would meet those
belpers on the Panhandle they would
give them the laugh, and taunt
them with ‘we are betier men than you.’
Thbe Panhandle men also claim that their yard-
master is a tyrant. They charge that he
wouldn’t give them time to eat, and worked
tbem twelve and thirteen hours per day. The
discontent grew until the committee was sent
to all the roads, asking more pay. [ really be-
lieve the men bhave a grievance. There should
be some law enacted that would take away
some of the danger now attached to work in a
railroad yard.

““I thiok, after the superintendents have
threatened the men with discharge and will not
make any conceasions toward a settlement, even
it they do think the men asked too much, the
public must be in sympathy with the men. If
the roads had been desirous of dealing falrly
with the men they would have met them and
bad a friendly talk over the difficulty, at least,
You may know all the railroad men of Indian-
apolis are not going togo out in the dead of
winter unless they koow the switchmen have a
Just grievance.”

The firemen, engineers and brakemen held
two joint meetines with local switehmen yester-
day, and beth were very largely attended. The

firat was in Masonic Hall, in the afternocon, from
< until 5 o'clock, and thea an adjournment was
had until evening when the session was held
iIa the old State Bailding. This lass

meeting commenced at 7 o'clock, and was still in
508500 at the lime of going to press. No definite
information as to the joint action of the broth-
erboods at either meoting was obtainable, but 1t
is regarded as quite possible that the
engineers and firemen, with the
brakemen, will join tke switchmen
if their demands are not heeded. Ous of the
orgacizations also held a meeting in the Iron
Block, last evening, when the question was dis-
cussed uotil midonight Definite aection, how-
ever, was suspended until the joint meeting
bad come te some conclusion.

Prospect of Trouble in Texas.
Hovston, Tex., Nov. 25.—For several days
past the Brotherhood of Loecomotive Engineers
in this city bave been in session. Their delib-
erations were kept entirely secret. It has leaked
out that the engineers of the Southern Pacific

i Company have a grievance against J. J. Ryan,

master mechanic of the road, snd propose to
take a firm stand against him. The shop men

working under Ryan are withlhim, it is said,
and will stand by him. The Brotherbood to-
day appointed a ecommittes, wio left for New
Orleans to-night to coneunlt and arbitrate with
the mapsgement of the road with regard to the
matter. Things look decidedly squally, and it
is thought by many that ur'ess matters are
speedily adjusted a strike, extecding from the
Mississippi to the Pacific ocean. on the South-
era Pacifie, will be inaugurated.

Industrial and Trade Notes.

The Indianapolis Car Company require 30,000

boits a day. FPurchasing agent Vourhees has,
in the last few davs, boughbt 3,000,000 mors feet
of pine and 2,000,000 of oak lumber.

Indianapolis elevators on Saturday last con-
tained 493 996 bushels of grain, against 495,496
bushels one week ago, and against 479,530 busk-
els for the corresponding date in 1887,

The Indianapolis Cabinet Company last
woek made a large shipment of desks to Lon-
don, England. Secretary Coffin says the busi-
ness has improved largely in the past foew days.

Under the arrangements for runuing the
sireet cars which began on Saturday last 1,650
cars pass the sransfer car daily between 6 A. M.
and midanight. All the cars of the thirteen lines
pass the transfer.

The Indianapolis Excelsior Company this
morniog begins the erection of new buildings in
the place of those recently burped. It will re-
build with brick and largely iocrease the ca-
pacity of the faciory.

Chandler & Taylor this morning will shipa
car-load of their engines to the City of Mexico.
One engine is to be used for furnishing power
for an electric-light plant and the others for
manufactories in that city.

The United Siates encaustic tilo, coffin-works
and glue-works have all made arrangements
with the Indianapolis Naturai-gas Company to
farnish them with gas, the supply of the Broad
Ripple company baving partially failed.

The bouses representing the two leadiog
quick yeast manufactories of the Weat are dis-
tributing throogh their Indianapolis agencies
about 2,500 pounds a_week. On the little two-
ecent cakes the profit is said to be nearly 150 per
cent.

The Huat Soap and Chemical Company ts
tarning out every week 12,000 pounds of chip-
ped for laundries and 5,000 pounds of other de-
scriptions of soap. One laundry last week
closed a contrast with the company for 20,000
pounds of chipped soap.

The receipts of poultry on Tharsday last at
this point were the largest on any day since In-
disnapolis became an important point in that
business. Several hundred coops were brought

in by freight and express, and hucksters came
pouring in from all directions.

The Indianapolis Bolt & Machine Company
is pressed to the limit of its capacity with work.
It is building maebivery for manufacturing ex-
celsior and some heavy presses for the encaus-
tio tile-works in Hamilton, O, It also has num-
erous large orders for heavy bolts.

The proprietors of the woolen-mills report
business larger than ever before. They are
ronning full time and full-handed. It is hignly
probable that both companies, Merritt & Co.
and Geisendorff & Co. will, in the spring, make
considerable improvements to their plants.

C. H. Gillette, bent-wood manufacturer, will
begin work in his new buildings, west of the
river, this week. With his increased room and
improved machinery he expects to tara out 50
per cent. more work than bhe did in his old
factory on Shelby street. He begins with over
100 men on his pay-rolls.

This week Landers & Co. begin operations in
their packing-house. Last week Kingan & Co.
killed. on an average, 3,000 hogs a day, and Cotf-
fin, Greenstreet & Fletcher 700 a day. The
strike has so interfered with business that it is
possible a sufficient number of hogs cannot be
broughs in to fill the demand.

Addison Bybee, president of the Woodburn-
Sarven weel-works, says that in the early
spring the company will resume work on its
new buildings west of the river, ecarrying
out the original plans. This is one of the
establishments which took in sail awaiting the
results of the national election.

The three manufacturers of confectionary are
very busy. Daggeit & Co. are turning out 30,-
000 pounds of common, and 14,000 pounds of
fine candy & week. It is estimated that the
three manufactories are converting 215 barrels
of sugar a week into candies of various kinds.
Indisnapolis has become quite mnoted for its
articles of this kind, and the goods are shipped
in all directions, even going into New York and
New England as well as West and South.

Sinece it is difficult to buy choice Lutter the
sales of oleomargarine have largely increased.
It is stated that more of the article is now sold
on this marget than at any time since its intro-
duction. One merchant, who claims to be sell-
iog 1,000 pounds a week, says a ehort time ago
a lady from the northern part of the city dropped
into his store and saw a tub of oleomargarine
neatly done up in pound lumps. Supposing it
to be batter she purchased a
pound, and was surprised when the merchant
charged only 20 cents for it. She took it home
and was so pleased with the article that she sent
ber husband to the merchant in the afternoon
for twenty pounds more, The merchant in-
formed the husbaaud ttat it was oleomargarine.
He took it, nevertheless, and the family are now
using it, all excepting the husband thinking it

to be choice butter.

NATURAL GAS.

A Newspaper Man Thinks General Harrison

Much allowance can be made for (ieneral Har-
rison’s pessimistic view of the last new fuel
whea it is stated that he expresses it at the time
that his house is under the regime of the
plumbers, who are putting in the fixterea, All
Pittsbarg knows how that is. When the
lsisurely artisan has torn up three hoards from
the floor of your library and drilled a hole in
the chimney piece of your parlor before going
of to labor io fresh fields ang pastures new for
three and a half weeks, doubts as to the sue-
cess of the new fuel naturally burden your
mind. When he comes back and makes a work-
shop of your dining-room for & space of ten
days longer, the hankering for the poetic days
of the old-fashioned fire becomes decided and

sitive. Every Pittaburg bouseholder bas

gen 10 the present state of mind of the Presi-
dent-eleot, and will unite in tendering him their
sympathies.

But they can alss give him their assurance
that he is speaking from insufficient experience.
After the niumber has departed and left him
subject only to the domiclliary visita cf the gas
inspector aud the semi-oceasional notifieation of
the cas eompany that his bill will be raised, he
will begin to know what the pleasures of nat-
ural-gas fires really are. The pleasures of
watehing the changes of an old-fashioned fire
may be great; but the joys of emancipation
from sogegy backiogs, refractory kindling-wood,
amoky soft coal, or elinkers in your base burner
are beyond computation.

THE CONDITION OF STREETS

Work of Gas and Street-Car Companies
Did Not Give Time for Improvements,

——ii—

Continuous Rains Also Embarrassed the Wagh-

ington-Street Contractors Who Are Doing
Their DBest to Satisfy the People.

—~

The streets of Indianapolis have not been in
as bad condition for many years as they now
are and have been for the past two or three
months. There are several causes for thisstate
of affairs. The three natural gas companies
have been vying with each other to lay all the
the pipes poesible, and the street-car companies
have been running a good second to them, eo
that there is scarcely a street in the eity that
has not been turned inside out, at least once,
and some of them two or three times. In addi-
tion to this, since the middle of September,
there have been nearly forty days of rain, ren-
deriog their repair diffieult and much of that

time impossible. Of course, the condition of
the streets has been the canse of great incon-

venience and complaint on the part of the eiti-
zens. The weather, however, has been the

cause of mueh if not most of the ineconvenience
and discomfort. October, usually the most

pleasant fail month, was this year about the
most dissgreeable in the twelve, and on more
than half of the days in November thus far
there has been a constant down-pour of raio.
Washiogton street, which almost everybody

passes daily, has been as bad as any, if not the
worst, and as that street has been the subject of
newspaper comment a Journal reporter inter-
viewed one of the contractors for its improve-
ment and ascertained the following facts about
it The econtract for repairing Washington
street was cousumated in July, and after the or-
dinance for its improvement was passed, an-
other ordidanes was passed requiring that all
proyerty-owners and parties desiring to {nuko
gas and water connections should do so Wwithin
a given time, and inasmuch ss the paving cculd
not be laia until that time expired commence-
ment of work thereon was delayed until late in
that month. The grade of the street had then
to be cut down along the whole distance in the
center of the street, from eighteen inches totwo
feet, the dirt had to be carried away and the
strest-car tracks had to be lowered to thegrade,
all of which took time, and more time was re-
auired becaunse the street-car linea had to be
ran te accommodate the people, and everybody
else used the streets, so that the workmen were
corstantly interrupted and ecould not work to
advantage. But with all this the work wonld
have been fully completed before the first of
this month, but for the delays ecaunsed by tl}.
rain. The workmen could not only not work in
the rain, but the water on the sireet put it in
snch condition that the work eould not be done.
No one is so seriously affected by this state of
affairs as the contractors. 1t bas very greatly
inoreased the cost of the work and bas absorbed
apy profit they might otherwise have made out
of it. The coutractors have not only fully and en-
tirely lived up to the terma of their contract, but
they have, in addition, added wery largely to
the material unsed in the work. In some parts
of the street, notably, between Pennsylvania
and Illinois, they have added several inches in
depth of broken stone. This they have done
at their own expense, to make a perfect vave-
ment, which they have made, and the use of
the street will demonstrate that the city has as
good a pavement as is laid anywhere. The
work has been prosecuted just as fast as was
possible to do to make a good and perfect pave-
ment, which it is the interest of the contractors
to do, both to save money now, and because
they are obligated to keep the streetin repair
for seven years.

This gentleman was asked about the pending
ordinance for the pavement around the State-
bouse. *“‘Yes,” ne said, ‘'l see that a newspaper
charges that there is a $50,000 job in that ordi-
nance, and says Mr. New is to make
a great amount of money out of it. The facts
about that are simply that a petition was filed
for a similar pavement to that on Washington
street for the remaining three sides of the State-
bouse grounds, and an ordinance has passed the
Council, and is now pending in the Board of
Aldermen. Since the entire gross cost of the
work will not be $25,000, the newspaper is un-
necessarily alarmed. If the ordinance should
pass as it pow is, it is by no means certain that
there will be any work done ucder it Thaers
certainly will not be unless the Legislature
should first make an appropriation to pay for
it. The profit on that amount of work could
not be very much, in sny event. The newspa-
per is also at fault about there being no compe-
tition for the Washington street pavement.
Three bids were made, in response to advertise-
ments, and, if the pending ordinance shovld
pass, advertissments for bids will be made, as
required by law, and the parties that bid on the
Washington-street pavement can do so for it,
and sv can all others so desiring.”

Christ Homan and Divine, and HMis Teach-
ings the Spirit of Modern Civilization.

Rev. Dr. Walter M. Walker, pastor of the
First Baptist Churoh, at the Theological Semi-
nary, at Morgan Park, Ill, filled the pulpit of
the First Baptist Church, yesterday morning,
speaking on the theme, ‘“The Fundamental

Facts of Christianity.” He took as his text,
John, twenty-fifth verse of the nioth chapter:

“"He answered and said: Whether he be a sin-
ver or no, 1 know not; one thing I kaow, that
whereas I was blind now I see.” Thais blind
man, the Doctor said, was the type of all those
who have given most effective testimony to the
gospello all ages of the Christian era.

The lfnmanity of Christ no one questions. If
we go to Bethlehem we find Him lyiog in His
mother’s arms—a babe. He grew to noble man-

hood; He increased in stature and wisdom. He
was intensely buman. ‘‘Gather together all the
traits of character which adorn and make beau-
tifal a human life,” said the Doctor. *'Bring
everytbing which poetry bas written, or min-
strelsy has said; bring everything to which man-
kind bowe down and renders homage: briog the
strength and fire of manhood, the grace and
loveliness of womanhood, and eombine all into
one single man, and he will not equal in his
manhood the perfect manliness of Jesus Christ.
He was not only human, He was divine.”

The Doctor then mentioned the condition of
the disciples when the great commission was
given to them, and described  the
seeming ioadegunacy of their means
for its accomplishment; without influence,
or wealth, or power, they were commanded to
evangelize the world, but they had the mighty
presence and help of Jesus Christ. The day of
Pentecost saw five thousaud added to the
chureh. Oppoosition was exerted in vain to sup-
press the gospel for 1,800 years; but it is at last
at the height of its power. It has given us are,
scisnece, eivilization and government, and it is
the mightiest force which mow leads the peopls
on. The gospel changed Paul the persecutor
into Paul the apostle and Christian martyr.
It changed John Newton, the slave-trader, into
John Newton, the pcet, and one of the greatest
preachers of the world. “When men urge
objections against the gospel,” the Doctor con-
tinued, “we should point them to its great ae-
comvlishments—to all the charitable instita-
tions it has erected, to all the homes it has
blessed, to all the heroeas to which it has given
birth—and we say it could not do all these,
except it be of God. Thus we will see
that three thines are indisputable. Firss,
the faet of the divinity and humanity; second,
the fact of the spread of the gospel;
and third: the fact of its beneficent resuits.
These should strengthen faith and lead the un-
believing to become bslisvers ”
