uriDI SMUGGLER CONVICTED.

Tlie Jury, After a Short Deliberation, Erin3
in a Verdict Against Gardner.

Aubusx, N. Y., Not. 23. When tho United
States Court opened this morning, tbe govern-

ment attorneys were allowed to introduce) 1,500
pounds of smuggled opium in evidence in tbe
Gardner case, which was then continued. Hon.
Richard Crowley, for the defendant, made an-

other motion to dismiss the case, on tho ground
that tbe indictment places a value of $10 per
pound on opium, and no evidence was advanced
to show that it possessed any value. Tbe mo-

tion was denied. He then asked the court to
a

rule that there could be no conviction uader
tbe first and sixth counts in the in-

dictment known as the smuggling counts.
The council claimed there was not
a shred of evidence to show that the defendant
brought opium over from Canada, even if be did
receive and conceal it. This was also denied.

Mr. Crowley surprised the lawyers and spec-

tators by announcing that he would here rest
his case. He then summed up for the defense,
saying this was the most remarkable case he
hsd ever witnessed. After tbe court-roo- had
been flooded with trunks and packages, and
witnesses had sworn what they contained, the
government had seen fit to rest the case with-
out ope nine one of the trunks, and not one of
the jury could say what the contents were.
Only two small cans had been opened the ones
which a chemist bad analyzed and it was not
proved that they contained opium. Who could
say tbe defendant had smuggled any
opium? He urged the jury not to draw
any inferences against the defendant because
he had not put him on tbe stand in his own be-
half. Every prisoner stands with tbe great
shield of presumptive innocence above him un-
til proven gnilty. We rest our case upon the
absence of legal evidence on the part of the
government

United States Attorney Loekwood summed up
for the government. Tho address of the op-
posing counsel, be said, was the most remarka- -

bio he had ever beard. lie had not taid a word
about tbe evidence, but had simply arraigned
the government for cot introducing more evi-
dence. The court bad found enough evidence
in tbe case to send it to a jury on a question of
fact. He characterized the defendant as a man
whose every etep since tbe government got on
bis track, had been connected with crime. He
then reviewed the testimony of the principal
witnesses for the government, and ureed that
the perpetrator ct such crimes should not go un
punished.

Judge Coze charged the jury, eaying he re
gretted that some people looked upon smuggling
as a pardonable ouense. It tbe evidence were
trne in this ease. a heinous crime bad been
committed, and the government had been de
frauded of .15,000. There was no dispute as to
the facts. There was no question but that the
substance alleged to be opium was smuggled
into tbe United States. as it done by tbe de
fendant! That was tbe question for the jury to
pass npon, after considering all the evidence in
the case, lie called the jury s attention to
Gardner's movements in Canada, under an as
sumed came, and his threat to put a bullet
through the customs ofUcer when discovered
Dearths river bapk.

Tho jury retired at noon, and in three- -
quarters of an hour returned with a verdict of
guilty on six count of the indictment. Assist
ant Attorney Hoyt then promptly moved the
case or the United btatea against John C
Haynes. Lrwin A. Gardner and John W. Stone.
juage uunaage, or uuuaio. aemanaea a sep
arate trial for his client, Haynes, and to this
District Attorney Loekwood objected. The
court held that tbe three cases should be tried
togetbor.

Tbe witnesses who testified in the Gardner
smuggling case repeated their testimony. The
object of tbe government in calling tbe same
witnesses was to show that the opium, which
the defendants had conspired to steal, had been
smuggled into tbe United States, and tbe gov
ernment, in seizing it, bad acquired title to it.
The government bad not closed its case when
the court was adjourned at 10 o clock to-nig- ht.

GERMANY'S FAILURE IX AFRICA.

The Work Will "ot Be Abandoned Because
of the Itecent Check.

Berlin, Nov. 2S. In the Reichstajr, to-ds- y,

the debate on tbe budget was resumed. Herr
Liebknecht (Radical) attacked the foreign policy
of tbe government and auggested that it ought
to propose a general European disarmament.

Herr Von Boetticher, Prussian Minister of
State and Imperial Secretary of State
for tbe Interior, declared - that the
suggestion was impracticable. Frince Bis-

marck, he said, bad never provoked
a conflict. On tbe contrary, he steadfastly
sought peace. The federal government, Herr
Von Boetticher eald, were well aware that tbe
social legislation of past years bad cot removed
all evils, but they would have been held forget-
ful of duty it they had done nothing. Their en-

deavor had beon to remedy the evils singly.
The government cast back upon tbe Sooialiat
party the charge of pursuing a policy of aggra-
vation. It waa the dire of tbe govern mint to
reconcile antagonism and promote tho wel-

fare of all classes.
The colonial question was paramount in the

debate, almost all of the speakers referring to
the subject Herr Von Bennincaen aid that
Germany ought not to be discouraged by the
failures iu East Africa; she should not give up
the game as lost at tbe first check. Eneland,
Spain and Portugal had met with similar mis-

fortunes at first Referring to tbe naval loan,
he said that the amount asked was not sufficient
to build and equip twenty-eigh- t additional ves-

sels, and he demanded a careful examination of
the question.

Hamburg, Nov. 23. The Hamburger Corre-
spondence publishes a Berlin letter, which is re-

garded as an official utterance. Tbo writer says:
''Germany is entitled to hold tbe Sultan re-

sponsible for the con-executi- on of the treaty
with tbe East Africa Company, there being a
suspicion that he may have even enconraged the
risings. But as England desirea the support of
the Saltan, Germany acquiesces in her policy, on
the condition that ehe receive Enslish support
in a reigon which is of subordinate value for
tbe Eoclirh colonial policy, but which is of
prime importance to Germany. Should the op-

position in England carry its anti-Germa- n pro-
posals, we should be reluctantly forced to tbe
conclusion that England believes that there is
no need now of Germany's friendship, and that
it will cot be needed in tbo future. Situations
in which England would feel the want of the
friendship of a Euronean power are perhaps
improbable in tbe immediate future, but they
are by no means impossible. "

IRISH LAND IUIIcilASE.

A Third Beading: of the Bill Defeated by an
Objection hy Mr. Healy.

London, Nov. 2S. The debate on the Irish
land-purcha- se bill was resumed in the House of
Commons this evening.

Mr. Mahony, Nationalist, moved the insertion
in the bill of a new clause to the effect that the
land commission shall take as security for the
payment by tenants of their installments the
improvements executed by the tenant or his
predecessor in his title.

Mr. Balfour, Chief Secretary for Ireland, op-

posed the motion on tbe ground that it would
introduce great confusion, and, also, because it
was against the interests of the purchasing
tenant.

The motion was rejected by a voto of 139
to C4,

Mr. Smith, tho government leader, appealed
bo the House to assist la closine the discussion
on the bilL The government, be said, was
desirous of meeting the opposition as far
as possible, and would accent tbo series of
amendments proposed oy Mr. Healy relating to
sub-lettin- g to laborers, and, also, the provision
that the land commission shall not sanction an
advance of money to a tenant unless they are
certain that the application of the tenant was
cot made under duress. The government also
intended to promote tho hill dealing with tho
reeistration of titles.

Mr. Morley and Mr. Sbaw-Lefev- er both ex-
pressed themselves satisfied with these con-
cessions.

BOULANGER AND HIS WIFE.

Cautes that Have Led the Latter to Institute
Divorce Proceedings.

Pahis, Nov. 23. -- General Boulancer's wife is
taking steps to obtain a divorce. It is stated
that one of the richest widows in France i3 will-
ing to marry Boulanger.

Mme. Boulanger has threatened divorco pro-
ceedings against the famous General for some
time past. The came of Mils. Reichemberg has
frequently been connected with Boulanger's
came, as has also tbat of a well-know- n countess.
Mme. Boulancer has for some time past lived
separate from her husband. The causo of the
separation was at first 6aid to be due to ques-

tions of religion, but this is cot the case. Gen-

eral Bou'anger was married in 1SC5, when a
mere captain, at the Eelise de la Trinite. at
Paris, to the daughter of M. Renonard, the
owner ot a largo printing establishment in the
Rue Garanciere, near St. Sulpice, bet who by
oeglecting his business became bankrupt and
wr.s afterward given a berth in the French con-

sular service, his last post being Corfu. Mme.
Ronouard, his wife, had some money in ber own
right which she saved from the wreck, and this
she lf t to Mme. Boulanger, who therefrom de-

rived an income of $5,000 a year. The General
had money from bis father, but this be bad
spent, and as Mme. Boulanger has withdrawn
from his home her income goes to the education
of ber daughters and for ber own living.

General Boulanger's married life was, at first,
all that could be deired. In 1537 be was given
a post as inspector at St. Cyr, and be seemed to
enjoy domesticity to its full extent Mme. Bou-
langer is described a being, at tbat time, a
weman of imposing fgure, with large ejes, and
heavy brown hair, and was thoroughly devoted
to ber husband, whose praises as "little Captain
Georges" she never wearied of singing. Bou-
langer himself was described as gay and good-humore- d,

'wlth a tongue as sharp as a sword."
After tbe Franeo German war, tho Boulanger.
then a general, was appointed director of
infantry in tbe War Office. It was then that
the first domestic differences arose. When, in
16S5, be was made Minister of War, the strained
relations between husband and wife were pretty
well known in Paris. After, bis oSctal duties
he began to seek for amusement outside hia
bouse. He became a constant frequenter of the
green room of the Comedie Francaiss, and deep-
ly devoted to Mile. Rsicbembere.

Washington, Nov. 23. Congressman Wm.

31. Springer, chairman of tbe committee on Ter-

ritories, ii in a ranch better frame of mind to
ward Dakota than he has been at anytime since
he was elected to the chairmanship of the im
portant committee over which he presides. Mr.
Springer now thinks that the Territories of
Washington, Montana, and New Mexico
should be admitted to statehood, and
that Dakota, also, shonld come in. Mr. Springer
evea goes so far as to say that he does not be
lieve that the Senate will consent to
the admission of the others unless Da-

kota is divided. ci that he is
willing to compromise on any reasonable terms.
As there are a number of Democrats who are
willitig to vote for the division of Dakota if the
opportunity is offered, it 13 probable that that
Territory may receive its deserts, which have
been so long denied. Mr. Springer is extremely
anxious, for some unexplained reason, for tbe
organization of the Territory cf Oklahoma.
This is the first territorial measure on the cal-

endar of the House, and Springer expects to
win friends to its support by promising
to compromise on Dakota. Tbe only peculiar
thing about this bill is the absolute
refusal of those who are crowding it most strenu-
ously to listen to amendments providing for tak-

ing up the lands within the proposed new Terri
tory under the homestead act. All of it must
be sold under the cash entry plan, and it is this
that leads those not in Mr. Springer's confidence
to believe that there is a large-size- d African
somewhere in this particular woodpile. In fact,
it is charged very plainly in some quarters that
the Oklahoma bill, in its present form, is the
devico of the cattle syndicate to secure
titles to a vast area of the most
valuable grazing lands in the United States at a
merely nominal figure, and it must be admitted
that this charge seems to be borne out by the
determination of Mr. Springer and his associates
to deny actual settlers the right to make home-
steads on this desirable section of the United
States.

CORNELL UNIVERSITY' LOSS.

A Ccnrt Decides It Is Not Entitled to the
Million-Dolla- r McGraw-Fisk- e Legacy.

Ithica, N. Y., Not. 23. A decision on the
contest over the will of Mrs. Jennie McGraw-Fisk- e

has been expected from the Court of Ap-

peals for a long time, and when a dispatch came
from Albany last night that the university was
beaten, treat excitement prevailed. Mrs. Fiske
died four years ago, leaving over $1,000,000 to
Cornell University. Iler husband coatested
the will, on the ground that Cornell already
possessed all the property allowed by law. The
Surrogate Court decided in favor of the uni-
versity, but the general term reversed the de
cision. Joseph McGraw, who has been close! y
Identified with the suit, said that it would be
carried up to the United States Supreme Court.
II. W. Sage, one of the founders of the univer-
sity and its most generous patron, said last
night: "The decision was a surprise to me. We
eannot tell anything about what will be our
farther action until we receive the opinion ot
the conrt. and find out what their arguments
are. bo far as I am concerned, I never had en
tire confidence in winning the
suit upon any other irrouad than
that the land grant which canted
our property to reach a tum in excess of what
the law allowed, was cot legally ours and should
cot be charged to us in any accountings of prop- -
riv we navecai. e do not own that land,

never did, nor never shall, and we are onlv en
titled to the interest from it. Our intention has
alwava been to carrr the suit to the highest
court, if necessary. We shall now be obliged
loaiKioi unuw awes fcoprenie Court for an
interpretation of the law of Congress in giving
the una in trust, wnetner the government in
tended to give it as the law requires, to the State
in trust for the univerity. or to anvbodv who
could bay it. I have always had great faith that
we could win the suit on these ground." Tho
professors of the law school are unanimous in
in the belief that the university has good
grounds for an appeal, and will eventually win
the suit. The other university authorities
are equally hopeful.

The Popo Has Not d Upon Departing
from the Italian Capital.

Rome, Nov. 23. Tbe Vatican having lately
receivod a large cumber of telegrams inquiring
as to the truth of the reports that tho Popo
bad resolved to quit Rome. Cardinal Eampolla,
Papal Secretary of State, replied through the
various nuncios that nothing of tbe kind had
as yet bean decided upon. An inquiry
has been addressed to the Berlin authorities
whether the Emperor's silence with regard to
his recent visit to tho Pope indicates coolnes
between Germany and tbe Vatican. In accord-
ance with requests from the governments of
Austria and Spam, Cardinal Rampoila has in-

structed the nuncios at Vienna and Madrid to
endeavor to prevent the projected meetings cf
Catholics in those countries to demand that tht
temporal power of the Pope be restored.

GENERAL FOREIGN NE1VS.

An Eleven-Year-Ol- fl Itoy Begins Business at
an Imitator of "Jack the Kipper.'

London, Nov. 23. A boy named Husband,
aged eleven, the first to give notice of the die
covery of the body of the boy Searle, who wai
found dying in tho streets of Havant, yesterdaj
morning, with bis throat cut from ear to ear,
has been arrested for the murder. The crimt
was undoubtedly committed in imitation of

"Jack the Ripper," the chronicles of whosi
butcheries have incited depraved youth in many
parts of the kingdom to emulation
of his deeds, and the police throcghout
tbe country are thus confronted with a new
problem. The Spitallields's vigilance committee,
organized to aid the constabulary in detecting
tbe Whitechapel murderer and preventing
further crimes, has secured the approval of the
police to their appointment of ten men each
night to watch the courts and alleys of the Est
End, and otherwise act conjointly with the
metropolitan force. Each man will carry a dark
lantern, a whistle and a night stick, and bo in-

vested with all requisite authority.

In court circlea here cf late that Emperor Will
iam is suffering. from an acute attack of hie
chronic trouble, a swelling inside the ear, about
which the doctors are much alarmed. It keeps
him awake almost continually, and drives him
to constant occupation for relief. His odd wat
of turning np at sunrise drills, and b;i
strange aetivitv in rushing from one functioa
to another all day are thus accounted for. On
Sunday one of the people best informed in En-
gland on inner Berlin news told me he had be-

come worse during the last few days, and yes-
terday it was announced that owing to a cold he
will remain in doors during the rest of the
week. If the ear malady should take a serious
turn there would bo immense excitement all
over Europe.

The Land Leacua -- 'Itoaster.
London, Nov. 23. Several witnesses wcra

examined before the Parnell commission to-da- y

with reference to outrages in the Castle Island
district, county Kerry.

Maurice Kennedy, a farmer, reluctantly gave
evidence regarding the proceedings of the local
league, of which he was a member. He had
heard tho word "roaster" used at meetings of
the League, but be did not know its meaning.

Mr. Shannon, a Dublin solicitor, who is as-

sistive the Times, testified tbat Kennedy told
him that the local le&gce bad a list of roast?rs
bung ud in the office. Roaster meant a tarn-sp- it

for roasting or boycotting landlords. Tbe
people were forbidden to work for men who&e
names were on the list of roasters. The court
then adjourned.

The Breach of Parliamentary Privilege.
London, Nor. 23. The Telegraph, usually a

bitter and uncompromising Tory organ, has
taken np tbe cudgel in favor of fair dealing with
the members of Parliament as sueh, and advices
Mr. Balfour to amend the treatment he ha
hitherto meted out to Irish commoners. The
Telegraph's strictures are undoubtedly the
outcome of the Sheehy incident, sinco the paper
expresses its belief tbat it would be eminently
wise for the authorities to direct policemen and
jailers to respect the precincts of Parliament as
well as the persons of members in pursuit of
their delegated duties, but there is in its article
an undercurrent cf sentiment inducing the con-
viction tbat tho general policy hitherto pursued
by tho government toward its political oppo-
nents has not redounded to its credit or ad-
vantage.

General Warren's Successor.
London. Nov. 28. Col. James Monroe, who

has been appointed chief commissioner of Met-

ropolitan police, to succeed General Warren,
served twenty-seve- n years in Bengal, whence ht
returned to England in l&Si, to replace Mr.
Howard Vincent, at present member of Parlia-
ment, as director of criminal investigations. He
was subsequently appointed assistant commis-
sioner cf Metropolitan police, but resigned re-

cently owing to his inability to endure tbe
harshness of General Warren, and accepted a
position in the Home Office. His atpcintment,
which the Quean has sanctioned, is a personal
triumph, and is universally approved.

Austrian Hostility to Germany.
Berlin, Nov. 23. The Cologne Gazette, al-

luding to a reported di3erecce between Prince
Henry of Reusse, the German ambassador at
Vienna, and Count Von Taafe, tbe Austrian
Priao Minister, says tbat Germany regards
with ever increasing disquiet the strength and
sizr.i&canco of those Austrian parties which ara
at heart hostile to the German alliance. Tho
Post, discussing the situation in Austria, ex-

presses fear that the influence cf Germany is
seriously threatened and that the alliance is im-
periled.

Soldiers Strike far Hack Pay.
Constantinople, Nov. 23. Two thewsed

men, whose time in tbe army had expired, and
who were about to be tent homo before being
paid, revolted while tbeywere on board trans-
ports in this harbor, and demanded their pay.
They raked the boiler fires, and declared tbat
the vessels should not sail until they had re-

ceived the money due them. The Minister of
War, with ruuca difficulty, raieed sufficient
money to pay the men, and the vessels then left
port. Tbe Sultan has ordered an inquiry into
the affair.

Chahleston, W. Va, Nov. 23. Tbe Supreme

Court to-da- y refused the attorneys for Flem-
ing, Democratic candidate for Governor, a writ
of prohibition prohibiting the County Conrt
from counting Lewiston precinct, in which it
was said the election officers were not sworn
according to law. This decision is one that was
not expected by the Democrats, and in conse-

quence the Republicans claim they have gained
an important step in the recount of the county.

Wheeling. W. Va., Nov. 27. A mandamus
was issued by Judge Geo. E. Boyd, of the Cir-
cuit Court, this afternoon, on petition of Geo.

PANIC IN A SCHOOL-BOO- M.

A Cry of "'Fire!" Causes Great Excitement
Which a Teacher Vainly Tries to Subdue.

St. Louis, Nov. 28. A panic occurred at the
Blair school, to-da- y, and nothing but the great
presence of mind of tbe corpa of teachers pre-

vented great loss of life. The steam heating
apparatus eot out of order, and the rattling in
the coils, coupled with escaping steam, alarmed
the children, who. fearing an explosion, started
for the door. Miss Bettina Erebs, the teaeher
in charge, got to the door first and prevented a
stampede. Scarcely had order been restored,
however, when tbe noise in the steam pines was
repeated with increase! violence, and before
Miss Krebs could reach the door a second time,
the terror-stricke- n children had gained the halL
The faithful teacher was borne to the floor and
trampled upon, receiving serious injuries. The
excitement spread to Room No. 10, just oppo-

site, presided over by Miss Clara Stickle, and
tbe children became unmanageable thero. The
shuffling of feet and hissing of escaping steam
spread the panic to Boom 14. Miss Marr P. Mil-

ler, and she, too, was thrown from her feet
and trampled upon. The janitor appeared on
the scene, and did rough but beroio work
in preventing the children from trampling each
other to death. A pupil in room No. 5 raised
tbe cry of fire and tbe pupils made a rush for
the ball. Miss Cullen, the teacher, with com-
mendable presence of mind and heroic efforts,
quelled the disturbance and in a brief period
order was restored. Two teachers. Miss Miller
and Mies Krebs, were badly injured by being
trampled upon. Soven pupils were injured.
Birdie Wickened was so badly trampled upon
that she had to be removed in an ambulance;
Aunie Dodge, severe internal injuries and ex-
ternal bruires; Aunie Meyers, head bablygasbed
on stone steps; Emma Delendorf, left arm bro-
ken; Ruth Beilly, serious internal injuries; Ida
Klostermeyer, Australia Strcrh and Elsie Mc-Brid- e,

baaly bruised but not seriously injured.
The panie created intense excitement and many
parenta hurried to the school-hous- e to look aft-
er their children.

Who the Lone Highwayman Is.
San Francisco. Nov. 23. A detective in the

employ of Wo'.l. Fargo fc Co. is authority for
tbe statement that the recent series of bold
eta re robberies m northern California were tbe
work of "Black Bart," tbe famous lone hieh-wayma- n,

who robbed thirty-on- e stages in this
State before he as finally captured five years
atro and sent to Sao Quentin. Bart, whose real
name is Dolles, rr.roe from Missouri and began
his robberies in 1870, and for thirteen years he
completely mystified tbe police. His system
was to watch stapo coaches with powerful field
glarsc?, and when he found no armed guard was
on the etazo, ho would mask himself and hold
up the stage without reward to the number of
passengers on board He regularly returned
the money and valuables to the . female
passengers, and it was his custom to leave
doggerel verses on broken express boxes
makine came of the detectives. Ho was finally
caught iu San Francisco and sent ti San Quentin
for seven years. The detective learned that
"BUck Bart," after his release last January,
went to Visalia, in Kern county, and registered
as Moore. Whsn the staje was robbed near
Heading, last July, tho detective suspeetod
Bart and investigated. He found all tbe famil-
iar methods uiei by the lene highwayman, and
since then three other staces have been robbed in
the neichbortng coucties, all by tho fame skill-
ful band. Descriptions of the masked kichway-ma-n,

as well as bis daring and ali.il!. correspond
witn Bart. Detectives have hopes of soon catch-
ing him. but the prospects are dubious, as be
has eluded them before for more than ten
years.ens the whel body.
