Superintendentsand Switchmen Would
Like to Reach an Understanding.

The Latter Still Talk About Arbitration,
While the Officials Say They Are Moving
Throngh Trains Satisfactorily.

i

The strike apparently did not have mueh at-
tention from the superintendents yesterday, as
they held a short session only in the morning,
and after that those from adroad returned to
their respective homes to take their Thanksgiv-
ing dioner. Nothing was done at the meeting
except 1o receive repotts, which showed that the
delayed freights wers well cleared out A de-
termivation wis expressed to carry out the pro-
£rammse not, to re-employ any of the strikers
One of tl:sguperintendents said that he expected
that when the men found that they were really
out of work they wonld be more desperate and
inake more or lees trouble for the companies,
but they were proparing to protect themselves
should any unlawful acts be attempted. The
movement of fraight over the Beit road yester-
day was the jargest in any twenty-four hours
in the lagt two weeks, and with all roads the
turov,gh busineas was vousually large. No local
business was done or local freights run, it being
& boliday, but this morning it is proposed
10 put on a number of new men who Lave been
employed so that business in all details wiil be
accomplished. A committee of the switchmen
was around amoang sthe engineem and firemen to
induce them to join in the striike, but one, who
is of the committee, is quoted as'waying that it
received poor encouragement; but the committes
gave them to understand that unless they did

coms out the strikers, in time, would get even
with them. One of the superintendents said,
last night, that he was satisfiea that a large per
cent. of the men now wish they bad remained
at 'E.hair poses.

Yesterday morning a switch in the Ohio, In-
diana & Western yards was thrown, after the
engine and three cars had passed over it, and
five ears, following, were thrown from the
track. During the afternoon a half dozen
wen loitering about the Union Station began
calling one of the brakemen on an Ohio, In-
diana & Western train a seab and viler names,
and when he went to step onto the platform to
throw a connecting-lever, one of the men caught
bim by the arm, and with an oath, puiled him
off. The latter turned on his assailant, knocked
bim down and pounded bim well. When his
friends showed a disposition to interfere, Con-
daetor Croekett, of the C., St. L. & P., who
8toed pear, said, *“You stand bask. That brake-
man stood a d——d sight more than I would.”
Seeing some policemen coming, the men and
their wounded comrade jumped on to the back
platform of a passing switchlog-engine and went
on to Irish Hill to have repairs made. Less
talk is beard of the engineers and firemen
going out. It is sald they are mak-
ing bic wages, so heavy is (traffic,
and consequently are disposed to count the cost
before they move. There are a few young en-
Rineers, who have no families or other de-
pendencies, it is stated, who show a willingness
to join the strikers, but ove of the veterans,
who is conservative in his ideas, saye that a ma-
jority of the engineers are not in tavor of
strikes, and are not likely 10 go out of the way
to become parties to one. It was quite evident
Iast night that the railiroad official thought the
danger of aoy other class of tralomen joining
the strikers was past. There is an impression
in railroad circles outside of the superintendents
that part of the men will be allowed to return to
work should they express a desire so to do.

A Compromise Suggested.

The engineers, firemen and brakemen expect
to secure a conference with the superintendents
to-day. The spokesmen for these three classea
of employes say that they do not desire to see a
general strike, and will assist the officials in
avoiding one, if the grievance committee is given
a hearing. However, the three have voted to
go ous, unless the roads make some conces-
gsions, and there seems to be a determina-
tion to stand by the action taken at Tues-
day's meeting. “[f the gsuperintendents will
show a disposition to submi: to arbitration,
the matter ecan be adjusted in a few
hours,” said an eugineer last night. "‘The switch-
men, I have reason to believe, did not expect to
get all they demanded when they struck, but

they did expect some eoncessions, and they will
never go back to work wuntil they have been

granted. If the right kind of spirit is shown
when the grievance committee meets the super-

intendents, I think it caa be arranged so that
the men can go back to work. The roads will
not suffer any by the concessions they will have
to make. The situation summed up is just
this. The eungineers, firemen and
brakemen have agreed to sopport the
switchmen. If the officials refuse to treat
with the strikers, and employ new men
in their places it means a general strike. We
have pledged our honor in agreeing to stand by
the switchmen, and our pledge will not be
broken. Some people say we should not care
whom the companies hire to do the switching,
but there are reasons why we do care. If green
men are put on many of them are likely to be
crippled or killed; some have already been in-
jured. The law holds us responsible for every
man we kill with our engines, and for that rea-
son we will not work with men who do not un-
derstand their businese. There is
another mistaken idea many people
bave about a switchman's work. I
see some suverintendenta say switching is un-
skilled labor, and therefore should not command
high wages. 1f itis unskilled labor. I shonld
like to know what akilled labor is. The work
pot only réquires a physically sound man, but
one with a clear brain. A switchman must
know where every side-track and private switch
is located, and where the keys to them are kept;
he must keep in his head a hundred or more
gignals that are necessary in making up trains;
he must know where every ear that comes to
bhim belongs, acd a hundred other things that
can only be learned by long experience.”

The brakemen are more radical in their sup-
port of the strikers than the firemen or engi-
neers, and if the strike should spread it seems
probable thas they will be the next to go out.
The thing that is practically driving the engi-
neers and firemen to stand by the switchmen is
the stand the latter took in the great Burling-
ton strike. They could have continued at work
there, it is said, but instead they all sacrifiad
good paying positions, and supportad the strik-
ere. The engineers now say that not to stand
by the switchmen would be an act of ingrati-
tude. The opinion prevailed last night that to-
day would either bring a settlemeant of the
trouble or spread of the strike.

—————
They Condeinn Violence,

The switchmen met in the old Supreme Court
room last mnight, and canvassed the situation,
but took no action that is likely to change al-
fairs until efforts at arbitration close one way or
the other. The reported acts of viclence caused
considerable talk, which led to the adoption of
the following:

Whereas, It has come to our knowledge through tha
evening papers that acts of violence have been com-
mitted on some of the railroads entering the city by
some unknown persons,

Resolved, That we, the switchmen of Indianapolis,
do most heartily condemn the actions of anv person
or persons engaged in any illegal aet, and will do all
in our power to bring such parties to justice, if any
such are reported as striking switchmen. Be it fur-
ther

Resolved, That we sympathize with the business
men of this city in suffering a depression of business
owing to a strike of the switechmen, who were com.
pelied to take such steps to exact f{air wages and just
treatment from their respective railways.

Rosolutions of Keights of Labor,
The following resolutions we:s passed by Wil-
letts Assembly of the Kaoights of Labor at ite
meeting last night:

Resolved, By Willetts Assembly, No. 4479, K. of
L., That the switchmen of this city, in theirattempt
to secure from the railroads sufficient compensation
to insure them the necessaries of life, deserve and are
entitled to the support of all men and women who
earn their living.

Resolved, That this asssmbly hereby extends to
said switchmen its support and sympe‘hies in their
effort to insure fair treatment and reasonable wages;
and be it further

Resolved, That we hareby eondemn the railroad su-
perintendents and other officials for their failure to

arbitrate with or mect said switchmen, aud hear and |

consider their grievances.

PALMER AND THE G. A, K.

The Ex-Governor Talks of His Withdrawal
and Responds to Some Criticisms.

SpriNgFiELp, IlL, Nov. 20.—The féeling
among Democratic soldiers and friends of Gen.
Palmer in regard to his withdrawal from the
Grand Army of the Republic bas been intensi-
flad by the reported interviews with various
members of that organization, among them
Messrs. Healy and Seribner, of Chicago.

Palmer said last evening: “‘I have read the in-
terviews, and received a great many letters on
the subject. Many of the letter-writers approve
what they suppose I have dome, and others,
anonymous writers, abuse and denounce me.
Some propose an organization o! ex-soldiers.
When circumstances show it to be nscessary
ex-goldiera can take their places with other cit-
izens to discharge their social and political du-
ties like free men. The ipterviews published
furdish all the evidence that can be required of

the well-understood fact that the Grand Army
organizatioh is political in its tendencies and
an organized adjunet to the Republican party.
That the professional soldiers and Republican
politicians succeeded in convincing some sol-
diers that Mr. Cleveland was their enemy was
probably true, but what interest the soldiers
have that differs from the interest of other citi-
zeus is too hard to comprehend. No man of
truth or sense will say that Mr. Cleveland ever
abused the soldiers, oris their ememy. Col
Wiley Scribner is a Chicago Republican office-
holder. He says my withdrawal from the
Grand Army will hurt me as much as my with-
drawal from the army did. The soggestion
that I disobeyed an order of General Sherman
during an engagement, and that hefailed to hold
me responsible, is sas disgraceful to General
Sherman as it is to me. The factis that I was
relieved of the commaond of my corps after the
question of rank had been waived by me and
upon my own application to Gen. Thomas, who
approved of my conduct, and was my warm
firtend until his death. After this transaction
I was assiened to the command of the Depart-
ment of Kentocky by express direction of Mr.,
Lincoin, and held it some fiftoen months, and
afterward was on duty io North Carolica until
the middle of August, 1866. The idea thata
major-general could disobey an order from his
superior, given on the battle-field, and still re-
tain the coufidence of Mr. Lincoln, Edwin M.
Stanton and George H. Thomas, is so absurd
that it is disgraceful to assert it. In 1568 this
story was in some form told when I was a ean-
didate for Governor. It was then treated with
contempt by every honorable soldier. I hope
everybody will understand that I am entirely

. satisfied with my canvass for Governor. The peo-

ple of the State gave me an honorable vote, and
my party, without exception, supported me
with enthusiasm.”

The Genera!, His Family sand the Senator
Start on Their Sad Journey to the West,
NeEw Yorg, Nov. 20.—The remains of Mre.
W. T. Sherman, accompanied by her family and
Senator Jobhn Shermanp, left on the 6:30 Penn-
sylvavia train to-night for St. Louis. There
were no religious services in this eity. Thir-

teen carriages with mourners accompanied the
hearse to the raiiroad depot.

.S1. Lovis, Nov. 20.—The private car contain-
ing the remains of Mrs. General Sherman will
arrive at the Union Depot, in this eity.on Satur-
day morning. The services will be held at Col-
lege-street Chureh, at Grand and Lindsll ave-
oues, and the interment will take place at
Greenwood. The pall bearers are: R. I'. Tan-
sey, Generals Pope, Henderson and Noble, and
Mayor Francie, Henry Hiteheoek, D. K. Ferga-
son, F. A. Drew, and Jas E. Yeatmaun. The
usual ceremonies at the receiving of the body
will be made at the door of the chureh, in
procession. Low mass, without sermon,
will be the form of worship,
the choir singing meanwhile, and after the mass
the obsequies. This simple ceremony will re-
quire the services of only one priast, but a good
msay clergymen will be present in the sanctu-
ary. The church will be draped, and a select
choir will do the singing during mass and other
obsequies, Thomas Sherman, son of the de-

ceased, (s 8 member of the order of the Society
of Jesus, and it is he who is coming with his
mother's body. The other *son, Teecumseh, and

the four daughters will also be present at the
fuperal.

in the United Siates. TlLere was po more de-

voted Christian in that organization than Mrs.

Sherman. She pave her strength and her in-
influence to her church, and exerted them to
their utwost both aiong the lines of its benevo-
lent work and in the counsels of the church
where she exerted much power. She gracefully
and faithfully performea all the soeial duties
which her position entailed upon her, but she
gladiy turned, as she could force oppertunity,
from thoss attractions which would have been
as an earth!y heaven to so many, and found her
chief delight in being about the Master's busi-
pess. ‘The rich and thoge decorated with soeial
rank respected her. The poor loved her. And
#o all classes in Washington will stand as true
mourners by her grave.

Death of “Ragged Mary.”

Cricaao, Nov. 20.—In a miserable hovel of
lower Clark street a woman died of consump-
tion a few days ago. There was no funeral
pageant when the black hearse came and took
away the body. For twenty years "Rngo:'i,
Mary” has been a familiar figure of the “levee.
She lived among the lowly and scld elothing for
two decades. ‘‘Ragged Mary” was the wife of
John Meyer, who lived in squalor taat he might
accumulate money. In a dingy basement at
453 Clark street the husband and wife had lived
for years, and there children wera born to them.
They hoarded their money until & goodly sum
bad been accumulated, and then bought prop-
erty on Wabash avenus and on South Clark
strest. which is now wvalued at $£250,000. Of
their children, Sarah, the elder. had begped on
the street. The second child, Frances, a bright
and beautiful girl, became a pavement waif,
and sold flowers on the streets of Chicago.
Eight vears ago she vanished from Chicago, and
nothing more was heard of hsr until a few
weeks ago, when ehe was arrested in Prooklyn
for a diamond robbery. After being five days
in the Tombs in New York, she was honorably
acquitted of the charge against her, and hur-
ried back to Chicago to reach the bedsice of her
aying mother. “Ragged Mary” nad laid down
her burden for the last time, aud died in her
daughter Frances's arms. Jobhn JMeyver, the
father, through whose miserly ways tha fortune
had been secured, looked on the deathbed scene
uomoved.

Commercial Evangelists Want Low Fares.

CuicAGo, Nov, 20.—M. J. Pickering. president
of the Commercial Travelers' National Protect-
ive Association, is in the eity. Mr. Pickering
states that s meeting of the pational board 9t
directors of this organization will convene in
this city on Saturday next; that the commercial
travelers are eystematically working throughout
their entire national association to have the
interstate-commerce aw amended so as 1o per-
mit the granting by railroad companies of direct
concessions to recognized merchant travelers
To this end strong local pressure will be
brought to bear through the organization’s city
and State divisions, reinforced by mercantile
institutions and associations geperally, located
within the various eongressional districte, on
every member of the Fiftieth Congress, which
sssembles during the coming month. President
Pickering says that the twenty-second section
of the law provides tbat nothing in the act
should be construed so as to prohibit rairoad
companies from carrying ministers of religion
at a reduced rate of trsnaPorution. and he
therefore naturaliy expects Congress to grant
similarly favorable legisiation to the drummers,
who are the commercial evangelists of the Na-
tion. '
