AN lKCCONCILAKLE SOUTIHtOX.

Congressman Oaten Sys the South Will Be
Solid Until the Negro Is Disfranchised.

Cyeriftl to tho Icdiauaoolis Journal.
Washington, Nov. 33. Nothing since the

eloction has created such a sensation here as an
interview with .Representative Oates, of Ala-

bama, that appears in the New York World this
morning. Colonel Oates is tho ablest aed moit
influential member of bis delezation. He wears
an empty 6leevo to show that he lost an arm in
lighting for the lost cause on theCbickahominy.
He is a member of the judiciary committee of
the House, and led the filibustering that defeat-
ed the direct-ta- x bill in the last Congress. In
this fight he started out with, seventeen men
who were opposed to the bill. He managed his
small force so ably that he kept the rest of the
Ilonso at bay, and finally got enough reinforce-
ments to seenre a postponement of the bill until
next Tuesday, when he intends to renew his op-

position. He says that this bill, which refands
to the Northern States the money advanced by
tbem toward the prosecution of the war, shall
not pass while ho is in Congress unless the Re-

publicans will consent to add as an amendment
a clause refunding tho cotton tax collected in the
South during the war.

But it was not of this that Colonel Oates was
talking in the World interview. He waa com-

menting on the supposed policy of General Har-

rison toward the South and the suggestion tbat
the new President would appoint a protectionist
Democrat to his Cabinet and liberal members of
tbat party to office. Colonel Oates said that it
would make no difference to tho white people of
the Sonth who were appointed to offices down
there by President Harrison; that every wbite
man who accepted an appointment from a RV
publican administration, whether ho be a Dem-

ocrat or not, would be ostracized by his neigh-

bors. Colo.el Oates further says that there
will be no spilt in ' the solid South until the
negroes arc disfranchised, and declares that he
believes that neither negroes, Chinamen nor In-

dians should be allowed to vote. As long as the
negroes have the ballot, the white people of
the South will be solid against them,
and will prevent their exercising the rights of
suffrage as far as they are able to do so.

Colonel Oates also announces that the Dem-

ocrats in the next House of Representatives
will, by filibustering, prevent the Republicans
from increasing their strength by admitting
contestants to scats, and that the Republican JL

majority in the House on the closing day of tho
Fifty-firs- t Congress will be very little, if any,
greater than on the first day of the cession.

The Democrats have given up all hope of ob-

taining a majority in the next House of Repre-

sentatives, and concede that the Republicans
will have a margin of from three to nine.

and an indemnity of $10,000 paid to Captain
Collins, the principal owner, and all port charges
and customs duties on the cargo remitted. The
consul says this may be considered a very satis-
factory disposition of the iucident ot tho illegal
capture and detention of the vessel.

Ho Steals $8,500 from a Columbus Bank and
immediately Starts for Canada.

Special to the Icdjanaaoils Journal.
Columbus, Ind., Nov. 30. A profound sensa-

tion was created here thi3 evening when it be-

came public that the First National Bank of
this city had been robbed of $3,500 in cash by
Teller Will Sehrieber. The bank officials first
discovered the robbery when they opened the
safe this morning. The money was taken on
Wednesday evening, after tho time lock
had bean set, but belore the
door had been closed. Sehrieber made
an exense for going to the e&fe, where he, uno

slipped ont seventeen packages, each
containing $300. He had that evening stated
that he was going to Indianapolis to spend
Thanksgiving, and, as yesterday was a holiday,
the bank was not open. After proenring the
money, he went directly and boarded tho tram
going ncrth. This was the last seen or heard of
him until this afternoon, when a telegram was
received from him, addressed to UK Ong,
cashier of the bank, and dated St. Thomas,
Canada, which simply read:

"I will be at the Queen's Hotel. Toronto, on Satur-
day. Will Schkieber."

It is not Known what the absconder intended
to accomplish by his telegram. As might be
snspected there is a woman in the case. Her
name is Fannie James, and her home is in Chi-

cago. Sehrieber has been keeping her in royal
style for some time, aad has a suite of rooms
fitted up in eleeant style in this city, which she
is known to have visited not long ago. It is
very evident that the woman is in
with him in the theft, as he is known to have
received a telegram from her recently, stating
tbat the fands were all right and that she
would start for Canada at once. From this it

'is supposed that his peculations are much
larger, and have been covored up in his
accounts, which are now being investigated.
The bank officials state that they are confident
that $3,500 is all the amount taken. Sehrieber
is about twenty-tw- o years of age, and has been
connected with the bank about six years. He
has not been above suspicion by his employers,
and they have kept a close watch on him for
some time, as they knew his salary of $G0 per
month would not justify the extravagant style
in which he lived. His parents and sister live
here, and they are distracted at the news.

BASE-CAL- L ARBITRATION

Meeting: of the Joint Board at Pittsbarg
Changes in the National Agreement.

Pittsburg, Nov. SO. The joint board of arbi-
tration of the National League and American
Base-bal- l Association, met hereto-day- , and made
several changes in tne national agreement,
besides transacting some other important busi-
ness. The League was represented by President
N. E. Young, of Washington; Jehu L Rogers,
of Philadelphia, and W. A. Nimick, of Pitts-
burg. President John B. Day was detained at
borne by illness, and Mr. Nimick acted as his
proxy. Chris Von Der Ahe, of St. Louis; Cbas.
Byrne, of Brooklyn, and Zach Phelps, of Louis-

ville, represented the Association. Mr. Young
was elected chairman of tho committee, and Mr.
Byrne, secretary. The national agreement was
then taken up, and the following changes made:

Section 2, Paracraph A, relative to contracts
with players, was changed o as to read, "Nor
shall any player, withont the consent c. the
club with which he is under contract, enter into
any negotiation or contract with any other
club."

Paracraph B was changed to rend as follows:
"Kvery regular contract shall be registered and
approved by the secretary ot the association of
which the contracting club is a member, who
Bhall forthwith notify," elo.

The last line of Section 4, which prescribes
how players shall bo reserved, was amended so
as to read: "And such players, together with all
others thereafter resularly contracted with by
such club, are and shall be ineligible to contract
with any other club member or either associ-
ation, a rarty hereto, except as prescribed'

An amendment was made to Section 5, provid-
ing tbat in case of the diabandment or expul-
sion of a club the players shall be released from
contract and reserved, but their services shall
at once be subject to the acceptance of the
other clubs of tho association.

The introduction of Section C was ameuded
to read as follows: "Each club member of eith-
er association, and party hereto, shall have ex-
clusive control of its own territory, and no club
shall bo entitled to membership in either asso-
ciation party hereto from any city or town or
county in which a club member of either asso-
ciation party hereto is already located.

Section 7 was amended as follows: "No game
shall be played between any club member of
either association party hereto, or any ot its
players under contract or reservation, with any
other elub or team while representing same."

Section 8 was stricken out and the following
eubstituted. ''Each association perty hereto
shall have the right to make and entorce ail
rules and regulations pertaining to the control,
discipline or compensation of all plater under
contract with aud reservation to its club mem-
bers, provided such rules and regulations shall
in no way conflict with the provisions of this
agreement. "

The "Heda" Said to lim Growing Bolder la
Their Talk and Demonstration.

CniCAGO, Nov. 30. Tho following is pub-
lished heter Ou the day of the Anarchist exe-

cution a small hand, or "bund," met in a base-

ment under a Milwaukee-avenu- e saloon, not far
from Parsonss old home, and each individual
present pledged his life-bloo- d to revenco the ex-

ecution of the four leaders. That little ''bund
has now developed into a number of societies
tbat meet at dead cf eight in the rear cf nld
buildings, sometimes at the house of one of tho
members, and when they meet, the foreign
tonued members renew their rows and talk of
the bloody revolution which they will some day
brine about. Like the parts of a mythical ser-
pent, whieh, when struck, would fly to pieces,
and afterward collect to form tho
body of the same snake, the An-

archists who were scattered at the
time of the execution have returned, formed
themsohesinto secret societies, and aro banded
together once more. No one knows thia aa well
as Inspector Bonfield, aad he is giTing his undi-

vided and sole attention to the secret and haz-

ardous work of following up the little societies
of Anarchists and keeping track of the move-

ments of their members. The recent demon-
strations of the "Reds, at thejmeetins: in Lake-vie- w,

the other night, and at the performance
in Thalia Hall last night, where characteristic
tableaux of anarchy triumphant over liw and
police wero given, are the boldest and most de-

fiant demonstrations since the hanging of Tar
eons.

"Are not tho Anarchists showing their heads
and Hauntine their colors more now than
they were a few months agoP was asked
of Inspector Bonfield this morning.

"Yes, I'll admit that they are," he replied
with an ominous nod.

So long as wo don't talk
openly about our revolution, about our secret
intentions, oar dynamite and such things, the
police will not dare to molest us.
Bonfield has his spies at every corner,
and every radical word is taken
down and marked against us on his books; but
when you find a 'student at a publio meeting,
go to him quietly aud invite him to come some-

where. Let only a few whom you can trust be
present, and then explain to him about the rev-

olution which we aro working for. There is
where he must be educated tu beliefs with us.
We dare not say in public what we do here;
that you mutt never forjret. After we have
secured enough 'students' they must bo divided
and spread all orrr the city. Only a few can
meet at a time, but when the time comes for the
revolution, throe days will be enough to collect
our students in on a ;!ace.''

"Were it not for the administration of tho
civil-servic- e law by mugwump influences, Pros
;dent Cleveland would have been As
jroof of this statement, Daniel Msgone, col-

lector of the port of Now York, was compelled to
say: 'The course of the commission has in every
way been embarrassing to the necessary super-

vision of this ofuce. The civil service has suf-
fered more throneh the course pursued by tho
majority of the commission than from open en-
emies. There cannot exist & fair-minde- d offi-

cial in the country who does not favor civil
service if fairly conducted. I certainly do.' "

Mr. Edgerton further said: "In all alleged
violations of law by Democratic officials, instead
of asking to correct errors, if any were made, by
official correspondence with such office-holder- s,

resort was had to investigations, under the as-
sumption that these violations were intentional,
when it reality there was no purposo to violate
the law The civil-servic- e commission ordered
investigations, the results of which wero given
to the public, and the parties investieatad
shown to be cuiltless of cbarces made against
them. The llarrityand Suberger cases were
examples of this sort of proceedure. The whole
thing was made public, when it could have been
corrected by judicious correspondence."

The commission has spent all money appro-
priated for printing, and it is unlikely any more
examinations will be held until a new appropria-
tion is mado and becomes available for such
purpose.

no Will Have Something: to Say to the Legis-
lature About Eloction Laws.

General Hovey, the newly-electe- d Republican

"I am just preparing my meessge to the Leg-

The Legislature 13 Demo-
cratic by a large majority, but thez cannot enact
any laws too stringent for me in the direction
cf purifying elections and protecting the ballot.
I would disfranchiie forever every man who
is concerned, ia giving or receiving a
bribe, and, in addition to disfranchisement, 1

should send to the penitentiary every roan con-
victed of making a second attempt at bribery or
corruption. I would also make it impossible for
one man to bo within fifty feet of another when
depositing his vote. Then those who lonjht
votes could not hate any guarantee of delivery,
and the incentive to bribery would be largely
destroyed.

Personally, I don't know of tho use of a cent
for curroption in the campaign, but I have
heard that money was ccrrufly used in larce
amount by both parties. I sj.ent considerable
money ny&elf to influence votes, but not a cent
to buy one. My money was largely spent in
tending out ipoechei and Is iters. I know, poai--
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
