TELEGRAPH POLES IK STREETS.

The Western Union Company Wins in the
Suit Brought by the City of Ft. Wayne.

tfpeciaf to the Indiananolis Journal.
Fort Wayne, Ind., Dec. 5. An important

question in reference to the relative rights of
the property-owner- s and the Western Union
Telegraph Company in reference to the erection
and maintenance of telegraph poles and wires
was determined at Columbia City yesterday. In
1874 the Western Union Telegraph Company ob
tained from the city of Fort Wayne the right to
construct its line on Calhoun street, in said city,
and the company, has continuously maintained
the same down to 31ay. 1837, without objection
from any one. In 18S7 the City Council of Fort
Wayne ordered tbe sidewalks on that street to
be widened and the street improved, and to en- -

able this to be done, and because of the crowded
condition of Calhoun street, the City Council
ordered poles and wires to be removed from
Calhoun street and placed on some other street
less used, or underground. In the improvement
of that street the telegraph company, at request
of the property owners, moved many of Its poles
out to permit sidewalks to be widened, and In
consequence of this the telegraph poles became
out of line and the storm of Nov. 2G, 1SS7,
caused tour of the poles of tbe eompiny to fall
down, and thereupon Louis Fox, William Flem
ing, Augustus C Trentman and Ellen D. Burs--

ley, as owners of property fronting ,on that
street, sought to enjoin tbe telegraph company
from replacing its poles and wires in front of
their property and to compel tbe Western Union
Telegraph Company to place its poles and wires
on some other street not so crowded and less
used, or to pat their wires under ground. The
defendant claimed its right to use said street by
reason of acquiescence of property-owner- s and
city by direct license from the city, noon tbe
faith of which the telegraph comnany acted, and
also by virtue or the rights acquired by it under
the act of Congress of July, 16C6. The ease was
commenced in tbe Allen Circuit Court at Fort
Wayne and was taken on charge of venue to
the Whitley Circuit Court at Columbia City,
where it was tried before JudgeWalter Olds,one of
tbe ablest nisi priua judges in the State and re
cently elected one of the judges of the Supreme
Court of Indiana. The trial lasted over a week
and Judge Olds held: First, that it appearing
that the Western Union Telegraph Company
had accepted the act ox Congress ot July, lSCo,
the Common Council of the city of Fort Wayne
could not compel tbe telegraph company to re
move their poles irom Calhoun street, which is
a post road, or require them to be put under
ground; second, that the city and property-owner- s

were estopped by their acquiescence and
conduct to enjoin the replacing and maintaining
of their lines on Calhoun street; third, that the
city, under the act of Cod cress of July. 18CG,
might nave power to exercise control in tbe lo
cation of the poles upon the street when flr-i- t

erected, but tbe city having, in the firet in-

stance, indicated where poles should be placed,
could not now require them to be moved;
fourth, that the city, under its police powers,
could not pass any ordinance or do any act which
would deprive the telegraph company of any
right given by tbe act of Congress or abridge
any or its rights tinder that act; fifth,
that tbe telegraph company, ucder the proof in
this case, were ready and willing, at all times,
to locate its poles to suit tbe convenience of
property-owner- s, and it would be unjust and in
equitable to now mako an order for the com-
pany to do that which it was ready and willing
to do before the institution of this suit; sixth.
that tbe erection and maintenance of telegraph
poles snd wires upon the street are not an ad
ditional burden, but is one of the uses for which
the street was originally located. The court re-
fused to grant an injunction, dissolred tbe tem-
porary injunction heretofore granted and en
tered a general finding xor the telegraph com
pany.

TASCOTT AGAIN ARRESTED.

lie Fills tbe Description, but lias Not Bcea
Identified Tlie Reward Raised to $50,080.

Chicago, Dec. 5. Public interest was again
revived in the Snell murder case to-da- y by the
publication in an afternoon paper ot a statement
made by Mr. A. J. Stone, son-in-la- w of tbe mur.
dered millionaire, in which Mr. Stone was
qouted as saying that the supposed murderer had
been captured. Mr. Stone eays that what he
did say was as follows:

"I have received a telegram from a man who
claims to have arrested Tascott; that he now
bad him in his possession, and he wished to
know when I could send to identify him. 1
answered at once, 'How do you know it is Tas-cott- V

Cannot you send a photograph to be iden-
tified? In answer I receivod a message saying
that the man answered all descriptions, and
that he would send a photograph on Monday.
That photograph is what I am now waiting
for."

The announcement made later in the day,
that Mrs. Henrietta Snell had increased the
amount of reward from $20,000 to 50,000, mak-

ing it the largest amount ever offered for the
capture of any human being in the world, at
once lends additional interest to this celebrated
crime. The reward will be paid by Mrs. Snell
through the Chicago police department, and as
she is the widow ot a man who died leaving an
estate valued at $4,000,000, the payment ot the
reward upon Tascott's capture may be relied
upon. Mr. Stone to-nig- ht informed an Assocl- - -

ated Press reporter that all ''suspects" arrested
must be held and photographed, and that tbe
likeness must at onco be sent either to himself
or Chief of Police George W. Hubbard. No
detectives will be sent, as heretofore, until a
picture is sent and strong marks of identification
are present in the photograph.

Amos J. bneii was murdered eitner auri eg
tbe night of Feb. 7, or tbe morning of tbe 8th,
18S3. On the morning of the Sth, the family
coachman entered the millionaire's house, 623
Washington boulevard, from tbe rear, to start
the fires. In the house, beside Mr. Snell, were
his two grandchildren, who were sleeping on tbe
top floor, with two nurse-girls- . Mr. Snell slept
on tbe parlor floor, just above his oEce. The
coachman found the latter room in much disor
der, with the safe open, and books and pa-
pers scattered everywhere. He ran upstairs to
awaken 3Ir. Snell, and in the main hallway he
almost fell over the body of his master, cold in
death. The police were at once notified. An
examination of the body showed a bullet-woun- d

through the brain, made by a 44-cali- revolv
er, and another through the heart, of the 33
size. Police investigation very scon connected
William D. Tascott with the crime, but when
the police sought to arrest bim it was
found that Chicago knew him no more. The
youthful murderer was an individual who bad
many special marks of identification. He was
an American, and his gold-fille- d front teeth and
scars of bullets In his leg, received, it is said.
while escaping from the Kentucky penitentiary.
have led to numerous arrests in every part of
the country, but in each caso the arrested party
turned out not to be Tascott.

It Causes Uneasiness Among the Tories

Wolseley Not Interested in the Matter.
London, Dec 5. Lord Randolph Churchill's

attack upon the government, in the House of
Commons, last night, together with tbe close
vote which the division on his motion disclosed,
has caused much uneasiness in tbe Tory ranks,
and created a feeling ot uncertainty in official

circles. The alleged fact that Lord Churchill
based his arguments upon the advice and
promptiogj of General Lord Wolseley has
also had its effect in inspiring a be--

lief in the miods cf many of the
more moderate Tories that the motion of the
Paddington member was justifiable. Quite a
number of Conservatives admit the validity of
the principle advocated by Lord Rajidolph, but
deprecate the methods ho employed, believing
that the measures of the executive government
ought not to bo interfered with by the
legislative branch. It is now thought prob-

able, however, in view of the premature
publicity given to the government's inten-
tions in Egypt, that more English troops
will be sent to Suakim before an 'attack upoa
the Arab besiegers is ordered. Instructions
have been issued to the authorities at Woolwich
arsenal that militarv atores intended to be for
warded to Egypt must take precedence over all
others, and that passenger steamers shall be
employed in their transportation, if by that
means they can be dispatched more rapidly
than in government transports.

Owing to a report that General Wolseley had
been in communication with Lord Randolph
Cburcbill and had inspired tbe latter's attack
upon the Suaaim expedition on account of the
inadequacy of the proposed force. Mr. Stanhope,
the War Secretary, wrote a letter to General
Wolseley on the subject, asking him upon what
military authority he supported Lord Randolph's
views.

General Wolseley, in his reply, says that
there has been no interchange of confidence be-

tween himself and Lord Randolph, and that he
is not responsibla'for tbe latter's statements.

The Conservative charge that Cburcbill took
the government by surprise, last night, while
warning the Liberals to prepare for a division,
Is explained by Churchill's friends. They assert
that he informed tbe government, early yester-
day, that be intended to move an adjournment,
but that he did not place the motion upon tht
notice paper, fearing it might be blocked. Lord
Randolph himself emphatically denies that be
communicated with the Liberal "whips" on the
subject.

XHC PLAN OF CAMPAIGN.

A Witness with a Had Character Testifies la
the Interest or the "Times.'

London, Dee. 5. Upon the opening of the
Parnell commission, to-da- y, Sergeant Morony
read a roport of a speech by Mr. Tanner, mem
ber of Parliament for the middle division of
Cork, denouncing a man named Heggsrty, who
bad been boycotted. On cross-examinatio- n

Morony said this was bis first attempt at report-
ing. He could cot take short-hin- d notes.

Sir Charles Ruesell made application for an
adjournment of the court from Friday next un-
til Jan. 15. The application was granted.

Other witnesses were called, who swore that
they knew of cases cf boycotting and ootrage.
On being cross-examin- e! they all testified that
they knew of persons ho had written the
threatening letters to themselves, their object
being to excitb sympathy. The lesgue. they
said, denounced outrages, and was mainly

in securing reductioos in rent, wbicb
were very properly requested after the bad sea-
sons of 1878 and lb"(J. Tbsee witnesses said it
was their belief that if the reductions had beer
voluntarily granted tbe country would have re-
mained peaceful.

He had also attempted to de
fraud tbe Gresham Life Insursoce Company.
Replying to Mr. Davitt, the witness said tbe
police had intimated to him that they did not
know what would lefall him in coocection with
tnose insurance matters if be refused to give
evideoce on behalf of the Times, and that he
then consented to testify.

avoiding the internal rerenue laws," would be
an appropriate description of the proceedings of
the Democratic caucus conference which pre-

pared the amendments proposed to the Repub-
lican tariff bill by Mr. Vance, of North Caro-

lina, in the Senate, this afternoon, if tbe propo-

sitions he presented are to be taken as any
criterion of tbe general work which was done
by tbe caucus. No sooner did Mr. Allison call
up the bill, and, after the reading of the first
section, present and offer an opportunity for
amendments, than Mr. Yacce proposed to abol-

ish the minimum punishment for violations of
the internal revenue laws and leave everything
to the deseretion of tbe court This would
give tbe court in tbe community where
violators of the law were tried an
opportunity to jmpose a fine of
1 cent or imprisonment for fifteen minutes
whenever a favorite moonshiner was found
guilty. At the time the proposition was made
several Republican Senators were at lunch, aod
a verbal vote gave it a majority. A call of the
Senate was taken and the amendment was de-

feated by a strict party vote, with the exception
of McPberson, of New Jersey, who stood with
the Republicans.

A series of similar amendments were proposed
by Mr. Vance on the part of the Democrats, all
intended to make it mors difficult to prosecute
moonshiners and place the enforcement of the
loose laws suggested in tho hands ot the moon-

shiners themselves. For instance, he wanted to
see the present law amended! so that only a
prosecution by information could be instituted
upon affidavits by collectors of internal revenue,
their deputies or agents. This was defeated by
a party vote. Then he proposed that trial
should be had before the nearest United States
commissioner, "so that," he said, "this tbing of
carting men under indictment around over the
country, giving federal officers an opportunity
to collect mileage and fees, can be stopped." It
was obvious, however, that the intention was
simply to permit local influences to govern trials
of moonshiners, and tbe scheme was voted
down." Then he proposed that the Commis
sioner of Internal Revenne, with tbe approval
of the Secretary of the Treasury, may compro-
mise any civil or criminal suit, or remit or com
promise any judgment. This was a.so dereMed.
It is becoming evident every day that the Dem
ocrats in the Senate propose to fight, inch by 1

inch, the tariff bill now under consideration.
and if they cannot secure imendmenU de-
manded by tbe South they will stavi of tb
final adoption of the bill by the Senate to a day
so late that it will be impossible to give tbe
House an opportunity to cast its final vote upon
the measure. It is etated that when tbe bill is
passed by the Seuate and comes before tbe
llouse upon a demand for a conference, that
Senators Allison, Morrill and Beck will be ap
pointed conferees on the part of the Senate, and
Messrs. Milis, McMillin and Kelley on the part
of the House.

TIIE COMING INAUGURATION.

An Unprecedented Demand for Accommoda
tionsIndiana Moving Rather Slowly.

Washington, Dec. 5. "Already I have re

fused over fifteen hundred bona fide applica
tions for rooms during next March," said the
proprietor of one of the leading hotels, referring,
this evening, to the approaching inauguration;
"and I expect to retuse.r ho continued, "thrice
that number. I have, this early, had twice as
many applications for rooms as I had during the
entire season of four years ago. None ot the
landlords are engaging rooms at this time."

A crowd is almost c onstantly around the
quarters of the inauguration committee, aui
to-da- y the subscriptions come no to $46,013.
Surprise is no longer expressed when some
one writes to secure quarters for three or
four thousand men, or a brigade or two of troops;
such things have become matters of course. On
each desk, to-da- y, were placed tiny little por-

traits of Harrison and Morton on ivory cards.
fastened together with striped and star-spangle- d

ribbons. Many persons from other cities come
in to make inquiries about the preparations for
the inauguration. Tbe inauguration of General
Harrison will be the centenary inauguration, as
in 17S9, one hundred years before. General
Washington was inaugurated as the first Presi
dent of the United States. This is a fact that
hag escaped notice in all tho arrangements so
far made for tbe inauguration ceremo-
nies. A citizen speaking of (the matter
to-da- y suggested that the fact of its bame the
centenary should be atamoed in some way upon
tbe Character of tbe celebration. He thought
that the designs for the ball tickets and invita-
tions should commemorate that fact, and that tbe
decorations should also have that in view. The
idea most general in the designs suggested for
bait tickets and for decorations is that of a log
cabin. As tho design recalling the old Tippe-
canoe campaign will probably not find favor,
tbe centenary idea comes prominently to the
front

This morning's Post has this paragraph in its
inauguration news: "It is a little singular that
among tbe large number of clubs and military
organizations that have beon beard from, not a
word has been received from any Indiana or-
ganization. Pennsylvania has very nearly mo-
nopolized the attention of the committee on
public comfort; New York already bas a fair
representation; New England has signified her
intention ot augmenting tbe inauguration
throng; Kansas. Ohio and Illinois have been
heard from, but Indiana,' the home of the Prev
Ident-elec- t. has as yet sent no representative to
Washington to secure quarters for any elubs.''
The understanding here is that the Hoosiers
will perfect their own organization, and that
they will conduct it through a committee to be
appointed at Indianapolis.

THE FIFTY-FIRS- T CONGRESS.

What Republican Members of the Uoase
Think About an Extra Session.

Special to tbe Indiananolis Journal.
Washington, Dee & Some enterprising

newspaper correspondents clubbed together to-

day and made a very thorough canvass of the
Repnblicaus of tbe two houses as to the advisa-
bility of an extra cession of tbe Fifty-firs- t Con-

gress for tariff revision or the division and ad-

mission to statehood of Dakota, and statehood
for other Territories, cr both purposes. The
feeling is almost unanimous that an extra ses-

sion is Inevitable if a tariff bill is not adopted
by both branches of this Con eress, and more
than half of the Republicans favor an extra ses-

sion on the Territorial question at once.
Assuming that there is to be
no tariff legislation, and that the
Territories are not to be admitted this session,
an extra session in April must be looked for.
Thero are a number of Republicans that point
to this, and strong arguments are used to con-

vert Senators and Representatives who are op-

posed to the idea. The first reason presented
is, of course, the necessity for an early organ-

ization of tbe House, because of the very small
majority. There is no longer any disputing
that the Republicans have a majority. The
only question is as to its size. Most Republic-
ans say it will be so small that it will be danger-
ous, politically speaking, to delay organization
till the second week in next December. Judge
Parson, one of the oldest and strongest members
from Illinois, Expressed the general feeling when
ne said that he expected tbe new Congress to
meet ia April; that they could pass substantial-
ly the Senate tariff bill,which would be disposed
of by the Senate this session (of course it would
then have to pass the new Senate
again); that they could admit South
D&kota. Montana and Washington Ter-
ritories, and pass an enabling act for
North Dakota, and that they would perfect some
general pension legislation before the regular
session in December. "I have no desire," said
be, "to conceal my motive for admitting tbe
Territory in the spring. We have a very small
majority in each House, more especially in the
Senate, and it is desirable that the majority
should be increased in the Fifty-firs- t Congress.
Tbt.hree Territories aro entitled to repre--i
ssnr&uon during the new Congress, and I tiiink

, we shotahl admit these Territories during an ex-'- rr

tvritg session, eo that they may be fully or
ganized into States and send six Senators and
as many Representatives as they are entitled
to, to be regularly enrolled as a part of the
Fifty-firs- t Congress at tbe regul ir meeting in
December."

paign. They agreed, also, that thero was still
a gooa sum or money leu in the treasury.
After some other little matters of business were
disposed of, the committee had an informal dis
cussion as to the propriety and practicability of
holding an extra session of Confress, Mr. New

.having expressed a wish to learn tbe
views of the committee. Thero was
almost a : unanimous) opinion that in
case the present House adjourned without pass
ing a tariff bill, the Fifty-firs- t Congress should
be called together to revise the tariff, to de
cide tbe contested election cases, and to admit
four new States. It was also suggested as ad
visable that the Republican candidates who in
tend to contest tbe seats of their opponents who
had reseiTed certificates of election, should pre
pare their cases to present to Congress immedi
ately after 4th of March, presuming that an
extra session would be called. There beine
several of these gentlemen in the city, they
were invited to appear before tbe committee and
eonfer concerning their contests, and in several
eases the committee agreed to advance funds to
pay the necessary expenses. The committee
exchanged congratulations upon the capture of
the House as well as the presidency, and seemed
to agree that the Republicans would now be in
power indefinitely.

MINOR MATTERS.

Gen. Tom Browne's Friends Urge that lie
' Allow the Use of His Name for Speaker,
fsecial to the Indianauolls Joaraea.

Washington, Dec. 5. Prominence is given
to the following in this evening's Post: "The
latest candidate spoken of for Speaker of the
next House is Gen. Tom Browne, of Indiana.

Mr. Clark-
son said: "If it is worth while to deny any such
improbable rumor, you may say there is no
truth in it whatever. I have not been tendered
that or any other position by President-elec- t
Harrison, nor had any communication or conver-
sation with him on any such subject, cor have I
had t'je slightest intimation as to the personnel
of the new Cabinet. I have made no changes in
my business or newspaper at Dei Moines, nor
do I contemplate doing so. I am East to attend
