PAROLED BY THE GOVERNOR.

Prisoners Released Provided Th?y Will Show
nereifter Records of Good Behavior.

GoTernor Gray issued two conditional par
dons, yesterday, one to John B. Cbipmao, who
was sentenced to for murder,
in Green County Circuit Court, Nov. C, 1S75, and
one to Walter Dunham, who was sentenced to
the northern prison for life, June 3, 1877, for the
murJsr of a man named O'Brien, at Fort
Wayne. The latter esse is spoken of, by those
familiar with the circumstances, as one in
which executive clemency Is particularly appro
priate. Dunham was a young employe of a Fort
Wayne factory, at the time O'Brisn's body was
found in the canal there, and an abandoned wom
an, named Mollie Durrer, testified that she taw
Durham and two companions named Hartman
atd Tracey, throw O'Brien into the water after
beating and robbing him on the canal bridge. It
was shown that the woman was Hartman'a
wife, and under the law as it then stood, her
testimony lor or against her husband was not
allowed, and Hartman was released. Dunham
and Tracey were sentenced to be hanged, but a
new trial was had and both were sent to the
penitentiary for life. Tracey died at Michigan
City a few years after he went there, protesting
with his last breath that Dunham was in
nocent of the murder imputed to him, and
Dunham himself has always stoutly asserted
that he was cot guilty.

Meantime the woman on whose evidence Dun
ham and Tracey were convicted filed an affidavit
that she had perjured herself in giving testi
mony at their trial, and two farmers, named
John Glass and William Orr, cow state that
they saw O Brien fall in the canal accidentally,
but said nothing about it at the time for the
reason that they bad been in come disreputable
locality and feared their wives would hear of it
if they gave testimony. These state-
ments, coupled with outside testimony.
and the nearly unanimous petition of the tench
and bar or Fort Wayne, seenred the prisoner s
pardon yesterday, and Dunham's brother, Mr.
R. F. Dunham, of Fort Wayne, left on the
evening train for Michigan City, bearing the
document with bim. Governor Gray, in refer-
ring to the matter yesterday, said the pardon
was issued as a parole, and not as an uncondi
tional release, and that, where be . used bis
power as the executive in such eases, he had
made it a rule to make a convicts
release conditional on his good be
havior. "I believe it to bo a good plan,"
said he. "The fact that his , liberty
depends absolutely on his keeping sober and be
having well is a strong incentive to do. tright in
the mind of a man released from the - peniten-
tiary, and I have always inserted such a elause
in the order, with the exception of one or two
cases where the parties released were very aged
and infirm men."

Chipman, the other recipient of executive
clemency, went to the penitentiary when only
twenty-fou- r years of age. His crime was the
resnlt of a quarrel with a farmer, into whose
barn Chipman and a friend had gone to search
for something with whieh to repair the harness
of their team. At the time they wero .return
ing, intoxieaied, from a ball, and the owner of
the barn ordered them oft the place. Chipman
then shot him.

Degrees Conferred by Scottish Rito
Masons at Their Session Yesterday.

A Large Xamter of Visitors Evinca Much In-

terest In the Work Five Ilandred Tersons
Attend the Linqaet in the Evening.

Thera was a very large attendance at the sec-

ond day's session of the Scottish Kite convoca-
tion; in fact, it was a perfect jam in the after-
noon, and demonstrated to a certainty that the
new temple, which was considered more than
ample when it was built a few years ago, is now
as much too small as the old one in Baldwin's
Block was when vacated. This is apparent cot
only in the capacity of the soeial and banquet
rooms, but also in the working portions
of the building, and may lead to
the' utilization of the vacant ground,
back of the present quarters, for enlarg-
ing the temple. The number of candidates pre
senting themselves for initiation, yesterday, was
increased to forty-thre- e, mainly from Fort
Wayne Lodge of Perfection, where the degrees
pertaining to lodges of Perfection are conferred
in the same manner as Adonlram does in this
city; but when members of that body desire to
intestigate the hieher grades of Scottish Rite
Masonry, Indianapolis is their Mecca and tho
semi-annu- al convocations their opportunity.

It w&s a little after 2 o'clock in the afternoon
hea Dr. Charles E. Wright opened Saraiah

Council, Princes of Jerusalem, and it required
active work on his part to invest the candidates
with the mysteries of the two degrees in
time for the banquet hour, which was set at 5
o'clock. The degrees controlled by the Council

Mr. Griffin is
an eloquent and graceful speaker, and his happy
expressions and well-chose- n words were fre-
quently applauded. The next toasts were the
"Grand Lodge F. & A. M." and "The Knights
Witheut Reproach the Knights Templar." but
owing to the limited time and lateness of the
hour. Grand Master Isaac P. Leyden and Grand
Commander Reuben Pod en, who were to have
responded, respective!, did not speak. ''Our
Country" was treated in an entirely original
manner by Robert W. McBride, of Waterloo, his
idea being that it was not so much tne extent of its
territory that brought it an enduring name, as
it was the kind of citizens it produced. He
thought Masonry was doing its full share in in-Stilli- ng

an obedience to laws, and a love for all
that is pure and coble, In the minds of all men
seeking admission into its ranks. "The Su-
preme Council, A. A. R," was assigned to Col.
