While
admitting the importance of tho object to bo
accomplished, they practically defeat it by offer-
ing amendments which will prevent the accom-
plishment of that object. Let Congress grant

American enterprise.

that the word implied. He was not here to say
that that ought not to be done, but it should be
done withe eyes open.

Mr. McCrea, of Kentucky, and Mr. "Wheeler,
of Alabama, briefly advocated the bill, and
armed its constitutionality.

"STAM-K- r IS DEAD."

One of Ills Fellow-Worke- rs Gives Seasons
for This Belief.

Montreal Witness.
"Stanley is dead.'' This what the Hon. Dr.

Williams said to t. Witness reporter yesterday
morning, in answer to a question respecting
the great traveler's whereabouts. "I know,"
he observed, "that I am going against a great
body of opinion in making this statement. It
is a dreadful thing to say. But I am not ft poet.
I look at the cold facts. Stanley is dead, and
his death is due to vanity. Ostensibly he
headed a column for the relief of Emin Bey.
Really he was working in the interests of
the British Geographical Society. Stanley,
whom I have known well, whose ambitions
dreams 1 have listened to eight after night
when I was assisting him in the pian for the
formation of the Congo Free State, was galled
by the magazine critics, who, while lauding
him as a journalist, regretted that he was not a
botanist to describe the flora of the country; a
palaeontologist, to deal with differentiations in
structures; a biologist, to scientifically value
ancient remains, btanley felt sore over this.
He bought a small scientific library and studied
hard. lily belief is that with the ambition
and a very high one it was of adding a new
country or a new river to the map of the world,
Stanley has left the path of duty, got into anew
track, encountered savage tribes, perhaps can-
nibals, and was murdered. These Zanzibar dis
patches, these stories from deserters I never
put the least faith in them. hat are the facts?
The last letter from Stanley was dated Jnne,
1887 about two years ago. Kemember that
Stanley went, not as Livingstone, who carried
nothing more formidable than a jackknife
or a fowling piece to provide himself with
food, but at the head of an army with banners.
He came among the tribes as a eonquerer. Each
village would turn out. He would be opposed
at every step by the natives, and he would bo
opposed by the Arabs, trained warriors, with
modern arms, whose slave business It was the
ulterior object of his mission to kill. The jour- -
nev, then, would be one unbrokei series of en
counters, which, without any base of supply.
depending entirely on what his followers could
carry on their beads, with nothing for his
European band but the maize and the highly
flavored fruits of the country, which they could
not use with no hope of relief would at last
destroy the morale of the best men in the
world. A man in low spirits falls an easy
victim to fever.

'Or, consider this again. Tippoo Tib. tho
big slave-deale- r, furnished Stanley with eome of
his men. Tippoo Tib knew that Stanley's mis-
sion was ultimately destined to destrov his
source of wealth. Might it not well be that he
had arranged a plot whereby Stanley should be
destroyed? If Stanley had pulled straight
through, hurried his men as fast as possible.
and not deviated from his pathf Emia Bey might
have been relieved."

"Was Stanley sanguine when yon last saw
himr

"He was in the best of spirits. But I don't
believe he had sand enough for this last jour
ney, lie was wore out with previous hardships.
He was a little man, and had extraordinary
courage. Who is there cow to take the lead of
another column? Not a man anywhere."

wiir he revered Lincoln.
A Man Who Was Once a Soldier, and Owed

Ills Life to the President.
New Tork Tribune.

One night during the haat of the campaign in
this city, a plain man with a soldier-lik- e bearing
was addressing an audience of workiegmen in
one of the down-tow- n wards. The speaker said
that he had always been a Democrat, but that
this year he should vote for Harrison, and as he
grew more earnest in his appeal for a protective
policy he referred eloquently, and almost rever
entially, to tho memory of Abraham Lincoln.
Some in tho audience thought it strange that a
life-lon- g Democrat should so refer to Lincoln.
but those who knew said in explanation that
the speaker was the hero cf one of the most pa-
thetic stories told of the civil war. The story
runs liko this:

Two young boys from one of the towns in this
State had early enlisted in the Unoin army.
They marched side by aide, shared the same
dangers, ate together and slept together. One
of the boys was not so strong as the other, and
often, after a hard day's march, he would be
quite exhausted. At such times the stronger
one would carry the knapsack or the weaker,
and lend him his arm over rough places.

One cicht, after ft particularly wearisome
march, tho sickly lad was more exhausted than
usual, and was sinking heavily to the ground
when he was told that it was hi3 turn
that night to serve on picket duty.
The stronger youth at once volunteered to
take his place, and altho igh he, too, was worn
out with the double load he had carried during
the day, he took his stand for the night with
gun in band. Toward morning the tird eye
lids would co longer stay open, and he was
found asleep at his post Then came the trial
by court-martia- l, and the sentence, to be shot
for sleeping while on duty.

In vain it was pleaded that he slept but a mo
ment, that he was taking tho turn of a sick
comrade military rule was inexorable. Tho
condemned lad tried to comfort his friend, and
then wrote to his father and mother,
telling tnem wny their son must die.
At his home was a young sister, who, after she
had heard the letter read, at once set out for
Washington to seo President Lincoln. She
found the President and told him the story, and
after a few inquiries had been made of the Sec
retary of War, the great man with the kindly
heart wrote across the death sentence: "Par
doned. A. Lincoln. "Go home," he said to the
trembling girl, "and tell your brother to be
proud that he has such ft sister, and you, my
girl, have reason to be proud thatyou have such
a brother.

And those of the audience who heard the
story admitted that the pardoned soldier bad a
right to reverence the name of Abraham Lin
coln.

No Smoke, but Plenty of Fire.

Forgery is
charged in connection with the matter, and the
Michigan Central people threaten sensational
developments.

take effect, according to the law, within tea
days. Tho order restores west-boun- d rates to
the tariff in operation before the cut was maae
by the New York Central. The restoration is ft
direct result of the action taken in Chicago at
the meeting of the Central Traffic Association,
when rates were advanced on east-boun- d

freights. The advance goes into effect on Dec
17, tho same dav that the advance in east-boun- d

rates is ordered to take effect.

The earnings of the passenger department of
the Lake Erie & Western road in the month of
November, were $7,002 in excess of those of the
corresponding month in 1887.

Matters are brightniug with the Ohio, India
na & Western road.

The Cincinnati, Indianapolis. St. Louis &

through it, and is sending all its freight, as
well as pssssneer trains, over the North Bend
cut-of- f. This improvement will be completed
within thirtv days, if tho weather continues
favorable. The track is now down to grade.

During the past year 1,500 tons of heavy steel
rails have been put in the track of tho Cincin-
nati,' Indianapolis, St. Louis & Chicago road,
main line, and 180,000 new cross-tie- s.

Railroad managers are beginning to show
their appreciation of the need of cars by placing
large orders in the last few weeks.

An Eastern man has suggested p plan which
he thinks will put an end to all railroad wars.
It is, in eilect, that where there are several roads
doing a competitive business between prominent
points, one road shall carry all the through
business' and then divide the profits with the
competing lines in a prorer proportion. He
says that the other lines conld turn their atten
tioa then to their local traffic and develop the
towns through which they paes and charge rate
which will leave something Above the paying of
operating expenses and fixed charges.

Washington. Dee. 7. It was ordered that
whet the House adjourn to-d- ay it be to meet
en Monday next.

Mr. Dunn, of Arkansas, from tbo committee
on trefchant marine and fisheries, reported back,
and the House adopted, & resolution calling on

the Secretary of tbo Treasury for information as

to what relief can ! f arniihed by the revenue-cutt- er

service and tha life-savi- n? service to
American whaling and fishing vessels wreeked

in Bebrinff lea or tbo Artie ocean.
Mr. Foran, of Ohio, from the committee on

appropriations, reported the invalid pensions
appropriation bill, which was referred xto the
committee of the "whole.

Mr. Crisp, from the committee on elections,
submitted the report of the South Carolina con-

tested election case of Smalls against Elliott,
and it wa3 placed upon the calendar. It : finds
in favor of the contestee Elliott. The minority
resolution, presented by Mr. Rowell, of Illinois,

and also placed upon the calendar, provides for
the seating of Smalls.

The Ilouse then went into committee of the
whole Mr. MeMillln in the chair on the pri-

Mr. Spinola, of New York, offered en amend-

No one knew what the agreement between
Nicaragua and the company was.

Mr. Cox, of New York, expressed his ignor-
ance of the facts upon which his colleague

'predicated his statement that this was a stock-
jobbing affair. Stocks might be affected by it;
he did not know. After a brief constitutional
argument in support of the measure, he urged
the importance of its passage from a commercial
stand-poin- t.

Mr. Farqnhar, of New York, remarked that
if the amendment were adooted. the bill would
be like the play of Hamlef with Ilamlet left
out Sneaking m aavocacy of the measure he
declared that it would place in the hands of the
United States the key of the Sonth American
aod Indian trade. Let the United States show
to the con cress of the three Americas which
would soon meet in this city, that, instead of the
empty phraseology of resolutions of comity and
good will, the government bad opened to the
two Americas south of ua a higbway costing
$100,000,000. backed np by the sentiment of the
Fiftieth Congress.

Mr. Adams, of Illinois, contsnded that the
clause which the amendment proposed to strike
out did not confer any dangerous authority, and
that tt was necessary in order that the work
should be successfully accomplished.

Mr. Spinola Rave his hearty concurrence to
the remarks of his colleague in favor of the ex-
tension of American commerce. All he desired
in reeard to this bill was that it should be per-
fected, lie did not want to lend himself, under
any buncombe ideas, to the passage of a bill
which would one day rise up and haunt Con-
gress, lie believed that it was cot sufficiently
guarded, and that by implication the govern-me- at

might be held to financial responsibility.
Mr. Keed, of Maine, inquired upon what the

gentleman based his belief.
Mr. Spinola On the whole bilL
Mr. Keed But on no particular word or sen

tenee?
Mr. Spinola No, because they have been too

cautiously evaded.
Mr. Keed suggested that the bill cot only did

not contain a word which bound the govern-
ment, but it did contain a clause expressly stat-
in that it should not be bound.

Mr. Spinola remarked that the language was
similar to that used in the centennial exposition
bill, and that the government had been obliged
to make the appropriation good.

' Mr. Keed replied that the gentleman was' as
much oat in his history as in his law.

Mr. O'Neill, of rennsylvania-T- he $1,500,000
w paid by the people cf Pennsylvania and cot
by the general government.

Mr. Holm an argued against the constitution-alit- r
of the measure, contending that it was cot

authorized by the clause granting Congress the
power to regulate commerce. In opposing the
bill, he predicted teat if the bill passed in its
present shape. Congress would he asked, in lees
than ten year?, to guarantee the bonds.

Mr. Kerr, of Iowa, expressed himself as favor-
able to the measure, which would encourage the
creation of an inter-oceani- c canal. lie had
heard it rumored, however, that this company
was being incorporated in the interest of the
Panama canal, in order to prevent any other
company from coming in. lie desirsd to know
whether that was true.

Mr. Clardy, of Missouri I say, emphatically,
ro. The Panama Canal Company has been
fighting the bill.

Mr. Blount found in the fact that the ccm-pan- y

d:i cot seek a State charter which he
a?&rtd was competent for it to do a reason
why the bill should receive a careful and cau-
tious examination and scrutiny. He predicted
that the incorporators of the company having
the government committed to the enterprise-wo- uld

come to & future Congress and ask the
government to go farther and maintain the en-
terprise by contributions.

Mr. Sponola's amendment was rejected.
Mr. Ilolman offered the following amendment:
Provided, That nothing in thi act shall be so con-

strued as to commit the L cited states to any liability
whatever for or on account of said company; nor
shall toe United States be held in any wise liable or
responsible in any form, or by implication for any
debt or liability which said company may incur; nor
be held as guaranteeing any engagement or contract
of said company, or as having assumed any responsi-
bility for the acts or the proceedings of said company
in any foreign country, or contracts or engagements
entered into in the United States.

Mr. McAdoo, of New Jersey, replying to a
ngeestion thrown out by Mr. Ilolman that the

pending legislation might result in entangling
the United States in foreign complications, eaid
tnat it was inevitable that before long there
would be a canal through the isthmus. The
United States could cot remain indifferent to
the tremendous foreign interests growing op on
this continent. If any canal was built under
foreign patronage the United States would find
itself entangled in its efforts to protect the
isthmus against foreign influence. Europe
was land-hungr- y. ller eyes were turned
upon this continent, and the feeble
republics of Sonth America1: could only
be preserved from foreign aggression
and from subserviency to foreign interests by
the moral, the financial and. if necessary, the
military power of the great Republic of Amer-
ica. This bill would protect American rights.
He would not have the government embark on
foreign ventures uselessly, but he remembered
that God had given to this eountry as a heritage
the duty of preservinc from the North sea to
Terra del Fnego a republican form of govern-
ment, a territory free from foreign despotism.

Mr. Phelan, of Tennessee, thought that every
suggestion made by the gentleman from New
Jersey in favor of the measure was an argument
against ita passage. He criticised tne advo-
cates ct tho bill for pressing it for-
ward at a time when there was
co opportunity for that careful
aiicufrion and consideration which the impor-
tant questions involved in tho measure demand-
ed. He submitted a brief constitutional argu-
ment against tho bill. He hoped that the Ilouse
would postpone until a more suitable timo the
discussion of a proposition which engrafted on
the statute books a policy totallv and radically
new, and entirely hostile to the best interests
of the United States.
