PARLOR BATES HOUSE.

An Effort to Have the Next General As-

sembly Do Something in Its Interest.

Warden Fatten's Administration of the South-
ern Frison Docs Sot Please Ilia Fellow-Partisan- s

Who Want to Fatten on Contracts.

Interest in the affairs of ths State Frison
South is revived by a movement by the friends
of ex-Ward- en Howard of that institution to se-

cure the discharge of Warden Patton and the
appointment of one to the position better suited
to the wants of the ring tLat formerly fattened
on the prison. It will be remembered that in
March, 1S57, the legislative committee on the
affairs of that institution made a report
concerning its management and con-

dition which brought those directly
responsible for its situation into public
disgrace, and revealed a state of affairs calcu-

lated to bring the Commonwealth into disrepute
for allowing such conduct in the direction of a
penal institution. It was shown that there was
co proper system of book-keepin- g at the prison,
and Warden Howard admitted that tbo books,
as kept, showed a greater amount due the State
than he could account for, or was able or willing
to pay. He refused to produce the bank and
check-boo- k used in the transaction of his
oQcial business, or the Touchers for
hit aeeounts of the several funds which
ha controlled. Other testimony showed that
he drew and failed to account for waeet due
guards and employes of the prison; secured pen-
sion money of a convict under duress; failed to
account for earnings ana receipts of the insti-
tution; appropriated provisions, raw material
and labor belonging to the-- State, and by divers
failures, neglects and peculations, created a def-
icit amounting to $73,000 or more. The com-
mittee also reported that Howard had failed to
file his bond, and asked that the facts in'the case
bo communicated to the Attorney-genera- l for
his action, which has since been done and suit
brought by the State against Howard. At the
same time the committee reflected severely
on the board of directors for
their culpable neglect of duty, and asked that
their immediate resignation be requested. Oth-
er statements included in the report of the com-
mittee were that money influences had teen
brought to bear upon the election of the warden
and that in the choice of Howard such influ-
ences were used. Mention was also made of
contractors woo paid a premium to the prison
officials for their contracts; that 6uch officials
were cognizant of and assisted in covering up
evil practices, and that neglect, corruption and
peculation was the rule rather the exception.
Naturally, where such practices prevailed the
convicts suffered. Maggoty meat, foul bedding,
insufficient sanitary regulations, are some of
the complaints mentioned in the committee's
report The example set by the chief managers
extended throughout the prison. Even the

prostituted his official position te secure
the confidence of convicts and obtain money
from them for the alleged purpose of securing
pardons for them. Cruel and inhuman punish-
ment characterized the administration. During
IS75-- G a convict, named Goddard, was punished
and killed, and his body burnt in the furnace.
In 16S1, another, named O'Neil, who was un-
able to perform his task by reason of sick-
ness, was handcuffed all night to the door of a
cage without the knowledge of the prison
physician, and was found dead in the morning
of coneestion of the lungs or neart. About the
same time a colored convict named Mungo was
"catted1 to death, dying in great agony from
the effects of the castration. Other instances
of inhuman cruelty are mentioned, and many of
tho eases are revolting in their barbarity.

In view of this recent exhibit of neglect, dis-
honesty and cruelty, the assurance of the men
who were guilty of it, in trying to get the in-

stitution into their clutches again at this time,
is something wonderful. "I do cot know how
they have the nerve to present themselves so
soon again," said a well-poste- d observer
of State politics yesterday, "unless long en-
joyment of the spoils of the penitentiary at
Jeffersonville has imbued them with the idea
that they own that institution. The new war-
den, Mr. Patton, has taken hold of the prison in
a manner which indicates that he intends to
run it as it ought to be run. The only com-
plaint urged aeainst him is that he is 'arbitrary
which meant, in this case, that he will not give
in to the demands of the old crowd of leeohes at
Jeffersonville, who would like to have thing3 as
they were before his advent."

Inquiry at the Auditor's offce developed simi-
lar testimony as to Warden Patton's
fitness. "They will not be able
to get him out on the score of incapacity," said
Auditor Carr. "He has inaugurated an intel-
ligible system of book-keepin- g where there was
none before, gotten order out of chaos, and
made the prison self-sustaini- ng and orderly,
with good discipline and good management.
Some of the old debts left by Howard have been
paid out of the appropriations made slnee Pat-to- r

took charge, and I think the best thing the
Legislature could do would be to appropriate
enough to pay off the balance, and give Patton
a clear field."

SOLDIERS' AND SAILORS' ORPHANS.

How Children of Indiana Veterans Ara Cared
. for at the Knightstown Home.

At the Governor's office, yesterday, the tenth
annual report of the trustees of the Soldiers' and
Sailors' Orphans' Home at Knightatown, was
filed. The following are the principal state-
ments, suggestions and recommendations:
The Home cow includes a main building con
taining seventy-si- x rooms, a school-hous- e, a
chapel and two industrial buildings, with steam
heat, electrio light and water-works- . The ca-

pacity of the dormitory is 300 children and
fifty employes. There are now 340 children and
fifty-nin- e employes. One hundred additional
applications have been made. Six cottages at
$4,500 each would furnish room for COO children,
and $4,000 would enlarge the dining-room- . A
fully equipped hospital will cost $0,000.

The insurance on the building which was
burned . has been expended, save $162.10.
Of the main building fond of 65.000,
$03,471.93 have been expended. Of the
school-hous- e and chapel fund of $25,000, all
has been expended. Of the $20,000 shon fund.
$17,051.55 has been paid out, and of the $5,000
for improvement of grounds but $3,857.33 has
been used. Receipts from the State treasury
were $55,530; disbursements, $54,447.85.

Of the 340 inmates of the institution 105 were
admitted during the past year. Of the 340.
210 are boys and 130 cirls. Five children have
died during the year. Twenty-nin- e children
were discharged during the year and eieht re-
turned. There are fifty-seve- n boys and thirty-thre- e

girls who are learning trades in the indus
trial departments. The trades taueht are print
ing, tailoring, snoemamng, carpentry, baking.
floriculture, farming, gardening, engineering,
sewing and dress-makin- g.

Numerous and valuable donations have been
received from the organizations of the G. A. R.
and W. IC. C. It is estimated that in Indiana
there are now 1.000 orphans of soldiers. The
trustees state that in the employment of help
preference is always given to soldiers, their
wives or daughters.

THE SCHOOL C03IMISSI0NERS.

A. Body from Which Council Can Take Les-

sons as to Its Transaction of Busings.

The City Council could learn some valuable
lessons from the School Board. The latter trans-
acted as much business last eight in fifteen
minutes as tbe,former does in two hours. The
secretary reported that during the month of No-

vember warrants amounting to $32,105.05 were
drawn on the treasury. Treasurer Williams's
report made the following showing on Dec. 1:

Balance in special fund, $156,597. OS; balance in
Gregg fund, $5S: licrary fund, . overdrawn.
$3,0S4.73; tuition fund, overdrawn, $153,037.12;

total balance in the treasury, $3,567.90. The
finance and auditing 'committee reported bills
presented during the last two weeks amounting
to $1,C62.25, which were ordered paid.

Superintendent Jones, in his monthly report,
stated that the enrollment for November was
larger by 567 than in the corresponding month
last year. The attendance, however, had only
been 1 per cent, better. That in October was
very poor on account of the election excitement,
it being on an average 3 per cent, below that of
October, 1S37. He tboustbtit was somewhat re
markable that immediately after the election
there was much moving, as in several of the
school-house- s it was impossible to seat the new
pupils. The trouble had been remedied, how-
ever. The committee on teachers and
salaries reported the resignation of Mrs. Sarah
Bert, of No. 28. The monthly report of the
library committee made a very favorable show-
ing. It showed that during November 23.920
books were circulated, being an increase of 1,603
over the corresponding month last year. The
committee recommended that the salary of the
library page be raised to $20 per month, and the
board approved it.

Superintendent Jones eailed attention to the
fact that under the rules the holiday vaoation
this year would bo two weeks. So long a vaca
tion, he said, would end this year's schools on
the 21st of June, one week later
than heretofore. Tho teachers did not
like the arrangement, and be therefore
recommended that the rules be changed so the
schools could open on ednesdav after New
Years, the remaining days of the extra week to
be made up during the spring vacation. The
change was so made.

In order that some financial obligations may
be met the placing of a temporary loan of $23,-00- 0,

at C per cont., payable Jan. 1, 1S59, was or-

dered. The board then adjourned.
