WIVES OF TWO GREAT STATESMEN,
—

Tributes of Bismarck and Beacounsfield to
Their Inspiring Gentuses.
Cassell’s Meagazine.

Prince Bismarck, when speaking of his wife
not long ago, is reported to have said: “‘She it is
who has made me what 1 am.” There bave
been English statesmen who could say quite as
much. Burke was sustained amid the anxiety
aod agitation of pablic life by domestio
felicity. ""Every care vanishes.” he said, *‘the
moment I enter beneath my own roof!”

His deseription of his wife is too long to quote,
but we must give an epitome of it. Of her
beauty he said it did not rise from features, from
complexion or from shape; ‘‘she has all three in
a hich degree, bnt it is not by these that sbe
touches the heart; it is all that sweetness of
temper, benevolence, innocence and sensibility
which a face can express, that forms her beauty.
Her eyes have a mild light, but they awe you
when she pleases; they command, like a good
man out of office, not by authority, but by
virtue. Her stature is not tall, she is not made
to be the admiration of everybody, but the bap-
piness of one. She bas all the firmress that
does not exclude delicacy; she has all the soft-
nees that does not imply weakness.

*‘Her voice is low, soft musie, not formed to
rule public assemblies, but to charm those who
can distinguish a company from a crowd; it has
this advantage, you must come close to her to
hear it. To describs her hody describes her
miod; one is the transeript of the other. She
discovers the right and wrong of things, not by
reasoning, but by sagacity. No person of so
few years can know the world better; no person
was ever less corruoted by that knowledge. She
has a true generosity of temper, the most ex-
travagant cannot be more unbounded in their
liberality, the most covetous not more cautious
in their distribution. Her politeness seems to
flow rather from natural disposition to oblige
than from any rules oz the subject.

‘1t is long before she chooses, but then it is
fixed forever, and the first hours of romantie
friendship are not warmer than bhers after the
lapse of years. As she never disgraces her good
nature by severe reflections on anybody, so she
never degrades her judgment by immoderate or
ill-placed praises, for everything violent is coo-
trary to her geuntleness of disposition and the
evenness of her virtue.”

Lord Beaconsfield described his wife as “‘the
severest of eritics, but a perfeet wife.” She was
tbe widow of his friend, Mr. Wyndham Lewis,
and twenty years his elder. The great affection
whieh Disraeli entertained for his wife, whom
he always esteemed as the founder of his fort-
unes, is well known. She was in the babit of
traveliog with him on almostall occasions. At
a dinner party a friend of the Earl had no better
taste than to expostuiate with him for always
taking the viscountess with bim. ‘I cannot
understand it,” said the graceless man, *for you
know you make yourself a perfect laughiog stock
wherever your wile goes with you.” Disraeli
fixed his eyes upon him very expressively and
eaid: “I don’t suppose you can understand it,
B., I don't suppose you can understand it for
no one could ever in the last and wildest excur-
sions of an insane imagination suppose you 10
be euilty of gratitude!”

On the 34 of April. 1872, Disrasli made a great
speech in the Free Trade Hall, Macchester. In
a box at the end of the hall, opposite the plat-
form, sat several ladies, conspicuous among
them being Lady Beaconsfield We asretoldly
one who was oo the platform that next in inter-
est to the grest speech of the evening jwere the
sympathetic face of the orator's wife and the
way in whieh, from time to time, the orator
Iifted his head as if to ask for her approval.
Whean all was over Mr, Disraeli waited in the
retiring room for a ghort time and was then
driyon rapidly to the house of his host, Mr. Ro-
maine Callender, in Victoria Park. There Lady
Beaconsfield was awaiting him, and no sooner
were the carriage wheels heard upon the gravel
than she hurried from the drawing-room to the
hall, rushed into the arms of her husband, em-
bracing him rapturously, and exclaimed: “On,
Dizzy! Dizzy! this is the greatest night of all!
This pays for alL.”

merit thegood will of his ‘ellow-citizens. Itis
my opinion that by the end of his term of office
his friends and many of his political opponents
will be willing to say it was good for the coun-
try to have had him for President.”

“‘Do you think he will be governed by the

‘‘General Harrisoa will no doubt listen to
what those around him may have to say; but,
when received, he will use his own judgment,
and I feel convinced that it will be satisfactory
to the country at large.”
