will be satisfactory to the men who pay their
money to support this organization.

"The Knights of Labor are not dead yet,
said Mr. Powderly, in conclusion, "but they
were traveling that way, and had we'permitted
the rebellious element that was in to stay In, it
would soon have killed us. As fast as we dis-
cover any rebellious or anarchistic element in
the future it wRl have to get out."

THE IIIGIlKST COUKT.

Who It Admits to Practice Before It, and
the Way It la Done

Washington Special to rittsLurz Dispatch.
The Supreme Court of the United States is

daily the scene of an event which, while not of
eipeeial interest to the spectators, is of marked
interest to the actors. It is the introduction of
lawyers from the various States and Territories
to practice before the highest judicial tribunal
in the land. A lawyer to be eligible to admit-
tance must be a member of the Supreme Court
of his own State or Territory and must be in-
troduced by a member of the United States Su-
preme Court bar in good standing. As soon as
the few formal words of introduction are ut-
tered by tbe sponsor the applicant is directed
to the clerk's desk, and there, in company
with any others who may have 1 been
introduced, he is sworn to observe the
rules and observances of the court and
to maintain the Constitution of the United
States. The applicant is then conducted to the
clerk's room, where he signs bis name and A-
ddress in a book kept for tbe purpose, and also
paya the $10 fee, usually with a crisp $10 bill.

Scarcely a day passes that one or more at-
torneys are not introduced to tbe Supremo
Court. Monday, however, is tbe day generally
selected. Monday is the day on which tbe
court renders its decisions. Tbe installations
take place as soon as tbe last decision is read,
and. as a rule, tbe last decision of tbo day is
read by the Chief-jnstic- o, who waits until the
other judges have concluded. The Chief-justic- e

then bows to the Attorney-genera- l, who in turn
bowa to tho lawyers who have announced tbeir
intention of introducing professional brothers.
The sponsors and the applicants rise and the in-

troduction follows.
The Supreme Court Bible is a small, black

velvet-covere- d octavo. It has been used in the
administration of every oath since 1SUS. Every
Chief-justic- e and every Associate Justice of
tbe United States has held this little sacred
tome in taking the oath of office. Many thou-
sands of lawyers have held it, and to write the
names of the men who have touched its covers
would be to name the men who have made tbe
bench and bar of the United States illustrious.

RESTORING TUB DEFORMED.

An Interesting; Case Showing; How Sorcery
lias Advanced In This Country.

New York Commercial Advertiser.
Much interest has been aroused recently in

the subject of making crooked bones of the
human body straight and, in a general way, re-
storing to the normal form persons who for one
reason or another are malformed. Of course
radical treatment in such cases can be applied
only to yeuthfnl subjects whose misshapen
bones have not become hard and brittle. An
extraordinary degree of succeis has attended
recent efforts in this direction even in cases
of excessive deformity. Surgeons have discov
ered that the pliable bones of children can be
made to take almost any shape that is desired.

One of the most interesting of recent develop
ments of this character is the means of curing
"club feet," which arise from a malformation of
the bones of the feet. Great progress has been
made in this branch of surgery at a city hospital
and dispensary devoted to the treatment of chil-
dren suffering from hip and spinal diseases and
deformities. At this hospital the appliance used
for straightening out club feet may be generally
described as a traction school shoe made of
steel. Its principle is simple and involves the
gradual drawing of the foot into its natural
shape and position by the application, by means
of adjusting screws, of a constant pressure. Tbe
peculiar feature in the use at this hospital,
of this well-know- n principle, is the form of the
shoe used and the entire absence of any surgery
in the treatments. The shoe has two forms,
one called tbe antero posterior traction shoe,
used in cases of the simplest form of club-foo- t,

wbere the heel is drawn up, so that the toes are
used to walk on. The other form is known as
the external-latera- l traction shoe, used in ca ses
of compound club-foo- t, where the heel is dra wn
up and the foot turned over, with the toe turned
in. In both forms of shoe there is a steel
plate, to which tbe foot is bound, with a flange
raised on one side to prevent the foot from
slipping off. A steel brace runs up to the knee
and is held in place by a band clasped around
the leg just below the knee.

In the first form, with the foot so bound.
pressure is exerted by a screw attached to a
plate, tending to bring tbe heel down and the
toes up to their natural relative position. As
the foot yields to the pressure the treatment is
followed up by the shoe. The
second form of the traction shoe is tbe most
recent and ingenious development of tbe prin
ciple, and this peculiar form is used only in this
hospital. The success in the treatment with it
of tbe compound form of club-fee- t, notably in
cases whieh have yielded to no other treatment,
has aroused much interest. It is merely a com
pound form of the first shoe, as the club-fo- ot it
is designed to treat is the compound form of
that treated by the other. Besides the force
exerted to draw down the heel, a lateral press
ure is applied to overcome the turning under of
the foot.

A remarkable example of the effectiveness of
this treatment, compared with the failure of
others, is the ease of a bov, eleven years of age.
ai present in tao r uiy-mnin-aire- os nospitaL
He was born with a club-foo- t, and in his short
life has had his foot operated on by surseons
eight times. He was admitted to the Flfty-cinth-stre- et

hospital on Nov. 10. When he en-
tered the hospital bis foot was represented in a
last, whieh shows that the foot was completely
turned under and the hsel drawn up, so that
tbe outside edge of the foot near the little toe
was the point of support. Among the opera-
tions unsuccessfully tried on his foot was oste-
otomy, or the removal of a wedge-shape- d

piece of bone from the outside of the
foot under the ankle joint to permit the foot to
assume its normal shape. Now, after less than a
month's treatment at the hospital by the trac-
tion shoe, tbe foot rests almost squarely on the
sole, and the surgeon in charge expresses him-
self as confident that at tbe end of a month tho
cure will be complete and tbe foot firm and
stronginitsnaturat shape. This was an especially
difficult case on account of former treatment by
sorcery. Tbe treatment by tne shoe is said to
be almost painless. After the surcreon examined
the boy s foot yesterday, the little fellow hob
bled off speedily enough, though awkwardly, to
the play-roo- m with a number of others, some
with one leg in a traction shoe and some with
both enc&sod.

The Other Powers Guessing at the Mean-

ing of Russia's Military Movements.

Da Lessep3 Urgently Appeals for Pecuniary
Help on His Canal Project John Bright
Likely to Die at Any Time Cable Notes.

KUSSIAN MILITARY MOVE3IENTS.

European Statesmen Indulge in Guessing
at Their Probable Meaning;.

Yienna Special to New Tors: World.
"What is the meaning of the movement of

Kussian troops on the western frontier?'' is tho
question which is now being most anxiously
discussed by European statesmen, politicians
and newspapers. The Russian official answer
is that the new arrangement of quarters will
facilitate the supply of troops with provisions,
but as it is an indisputable fact that the Rus-

sian armies quartered along these same fron-

tiers were last winter more than decimated by
disease in consequence of poor feeding, inade-
quate accommodation and neglect of all sani-

tary precautions, the reason given cannot pos-
sibly be the true explanation of the new march
to the western border.

At an early stage of the concentration of the
Russian forces Prince Bismarck entered into
this question and assumed that the Russain
Cabinet was convinced that in the next Europe-
an crisis the weight of Russia in the diplomatic

The political cerrespondenco of the Preussische
Jahrbucber, the authors of which are usually
familiar with the policy of the German court,
states that German diplomacy has at last con-
vinced tbe Czar that Germany has never thwart-
ed Russia's Oriental policy, that Germany may be
friendly to Rutsia without offering to fight Rou-
manians and Bulgarians, aud that all Russia can
expect of Germany is that she should re-
main neutral. The opinion is also expressed
that the Rosaian concentration has in view not
so much the Eastern question as the Franco-Germa- n

one, which may break out any day,
and during the earlier stages of which tbe
Russian government does not want to be inact-
ive.

Affairs in the Balkan peninsula, however,
threaten a serious reversal of the Eastern ques-
tion, which is likely to upset the calculations of
the German writers. The year which is now
drawing to a close has witnessed several new
developments of the contest. Russia's failure
to effect anything in Bulgaria has been more
marked than ever. But still the Russians have
been the more successful in Ro-ma-

nla and
Servia.

TOE SHAII OF PERSIA.

Reasons That Induced Tar-Ed-Di- n to Change
His Imperial Mind.

London Special to Sew York World.
Some surprise is manifested here that the

Persian government bad yielded to the demand
of Russia to grant an exequatur to tbe officer
delegated to act as Russian consnl at Meshed,
and is regarded as a straw showing the direc-

tion of the wind on the Rnsso-Persia- n frontier.
Several months ago it was given out from
Teheran that the "King of Kings," Nasr-Ed-Di- n,

Shah of Persia, would make a tour of the
European continent, tho especial feature of
which would be a visit to St. Petersburg, where
he would pay his respects to the Czar of all the
Russias. At the time tbe announcement of the
Shah's proposed trip was made it was supposed,
and indeed nobody doubted, that Eneland was
endeavoring to secure from Persia a concession
permitting tbe passage of British troops across
Persian territory, a privilege which Russia
never thought of asking for, but availed herself
of whenever she found it necessary to exercise
it. It was presumed then that the Shah was
eoing to St Petersburg to make terms with the
Czar on tbe basis of admitting or excluding the
tranait of English soldiers, assuming that Rus-
sia could and would offer more than England
for the right to invade or the choice of render-
ing neutral the Persian territory coveted for
the purpose of making anvantageoua military
movements.

Suddenly it was discovered that England saw
no necessity for the presumed advantage of
transporting troops through the Persian sands,
and simultaneously it was revealed to the Rus-
sian autocrat that his dread of Nihilist dirks,
bombs, revolvers, etc, would not be m any de-
gree allayed by the presence in Russia of the
Shah. The feelings of the Czar in this
matter were broken gently to the Shah
with that refinement of Russian delicacy
which is something akin to striking a man on
the head with an ax, and forthwith tho "King
of Kings" was persuaded that he would better
remain at home. Having resolved to continue
business at the old stand Nasr-Ed-D- with
true Oriental regard for the amenities of royal-
ty, proceded to notify tbe Czar of his intention
by refusing to grant an exequatur to tbe Rus-
sian consul at Meshed. This act of resent-
ment on the part of the Shah against a brother
monarch, who, profiting by the experience of
others of his ilk, bad decided to have his car-
pets, bedding, etc, soiled by a "pagan brute''
was promptly taken cognizance of by the Czar's
government, with the intimation that, though
the Shah might not visit his Russian brother,
the latter would by proxy visit him in a never-to-be-forgott- en

manner if the consul was not
immediately recognized and otherwise made
perfectly at home. The significance of all this
is that when next Persian territory is overrun
by foreign troops the invaders will be Russians.

The Cargo the Galena Will Carry to Ilaytl
Money Claims Against That Government.

The biggest lot of arms and ammunition that

has yet left this port for Hayti will probably
get away Monday morning. The vessel will sail
without the permission of the Haytian consul,
but it is not likely that Collector Magone will
seed a revenue cutter after her. She is the
United States war ship Galena. The officers
say that they are off for Hayti early on Monday,
and many or them bade their friends good-by- e

yesterday afternoon.
"I have received no orders from Washington

to send a cruiser to Hati," said Admiral Ghe--

rardi. I have been asked, however, to havo
three ships ready for sea without delay, and
these orders are being carried out as fast as
possible. The three ships being got ready are
the Galena, the Richmond and the Yantic

All the afternoon the work of loading supplies
on the Galena went on rapidly. Among other
things put aboard were 300 tons of powder and
& large number of shells. The Galena is 1,700
tons displacement and carries one sixty-pound- er

and six nine-inc- h cues. Her crew is made
up of 200 men and 24 officers. She is command-
ed by Capt. G. W. Sumner. She is said to have
orders to leave on Monday for Port-au-Princ- e,

where the other vessels will join her as soon as
they can be got ready. Tbe Richmond is com-
manded by Capt. Allen P. Reed, and the Yantio
by Capt. Oscar F. Hey erman.

Besides seeing that the decision of the State
Department in regard to the Haytian Republic
seizure is respected, there is supposed to be
other work for the commanding officer of
whatever squadron is sent to Hayti. This work
will be to bring about the payment of eeveral
claims against tbe Haytian covernment
which are held by American citizens, and
recognized by Congress. One of these claims
is for $00,000. and is held by Adrian Van Bok- -

kelen, a former United States consular agent at
Port-au-Princ- e, who was illeeally imprisoned by
tne Haytian authorities. This case was settled in
accordance with a protocol drawn up by the
represetatives of the two jroverntnents. Anoth-
er case is that of Antonio Polletier. whose vessel
was aceused of being a slaver and confiscated by
the Haytians. Tbe Pelletier award was 'for
only 50,000, although on his return to this

. country his wife had married again, supposing
him to'be dead. Pelletier is said to have died
at the Astor House of a broken heart shortly
after he had learned of the emallcess of the
award. Still another claim is tbat 'of L. II.'
Lagare for $117,500 and interest since 1874.
The Haytian government contracted with La-
gare to start a national bank at Port-au-Princ-

and at the last moment backed out. It is sup-
posed now that the State Department wants to
know exactly what the Haytian government
proposes to do aboulthese claims.

pleting tbeir addresses. A desperate fight be-
tween the Catholics and Socialists ensued,
in the course of which many persons
were injured. The police were finally
compelled id fire into the riotous crowd in order
to cuell the disturbance, and several persons
were wounded. After order bad been restored
the ringleaders of the socialistic erowd wore ar-
rested and locked up.

The Fighting Near Zanzibar.
Zanzibar, Deo. 9. The British steamer

which was recently sent to Bagamoyo returned
here to-da- y with several Isdian traders and their
families on board. They report that the town
is wrecked. There was severe fighting on Thurs-
day and Friday, and the rebel loss was heavy.

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PRESIDENTIAL SCHOOL.

A Novel Scheme to Do Away with Several
Disagreeable Features of a Campaign.

A suggestion costs nothing, and it often leads

up to ereat results. The country is now busy
fixing up General Harrison's Cabinet, and there
is no use in blinding ourselves to the fact that
there are not enough offices for the number of
competent men in the field. Cabinet officers,
while attending to the details of their business,
are expected at the same time to constitute the
President's advisory board. They are men who
ought to know what Presidents ought to be and
ought to do. If they did not know these thines
they would sot be selected for such positions.
But out of, ssy, 1C0 rentlemen prominently
urged by the various States but seven can bo
chosen. This leaves a surplus of eminent sages
without tbat peculiar occupation for which they
are fitted. Tbe most delicate task of both political
parties has been to select a President that shall
offer no tarcet for the enemy's fire. Neither
party has yet put up a man who has not said or
done somethinc offensive to the other.

How would it do to found a presidential col-

lege and put the curriculum in the hands of the
gentlemen rejected from the Cabinet? These
men know just what Presidents ought to be.
Let every State be equally represented by one
or two professors, and each party in its students
occording to its numerical strength. The col-
lege should be erected on the ton of a high mount
atn or in tbe center of a vast plain. The pupils,
or candidates, should be sent there in long
clothes, before the period of teeth-cuttin- g. Then,
from the kindergarten age to forty, these
toys should be carefully guarded aud
trained. They should be versed in all ordinary
branches, and made familiar with tne science
of all governments. Every detail of our own
government should be familiar to them; all
methods of politics made familiar to them; all
springs of human action revealed to them.
Isolated from the world, their minds would be
receptive of all great truths and noble ambi-
tions. Tbo secret of success would be in pre-
venting their ever having engaeed in the affairs
of men, or having expressed any opinions on
any subjects. There would be no social, or po-

litical, or businees record to twist in the exigen-
cies of a campaign. There would be no recoil of
thoughtlessly uttered opinioos or conyictions.
Such a school, founded by the government,
would reduee the surplus, give honorable offices
to worthy politicians and furnish the only sort
of candidates tbat we can ever put up and run
on their merits as statesmen.

THE WJJITE HOUSE STOKIES.

Mrs. "Whitney's Insinuations.

The Whit IIon 1 9 slanders have been brought

before the public again, this time by Mrs. "Whi-

tney, and, as a matter of coarse, for the purpose
of denying them. She gives ao interesting ac-

And this story accords with th
general understanding and belief here. But
when Mrs. Whitney goes further, and charges

that these stories oricinated with Republicans,
abe states what Republicans will not and should

not allow to pass unchallenged. No one doubts
that Mrs. Whitney implicitly believes what she

writes. But language could not be framed to
state the ease more incorrectly than she does
because of her want of knowledge.

Upon this point she is reported as saying:
"How the slanders ever started in the first

plaee I don't pretend to know, but we have al-
