The stock market was active by spurts to-
day, and except in the dull periods, was strong
all the way out, and s general, and i1n somse io-
stances, murked advances occurred. There was

s general bullish feeling on the street this morn-
ing, and “besrs,” 1n view of the recent set-backs
in Delaware & Hudson and Omaha were inelined
to be shy and covered freely, sspecially as the

pnews of the day was almost entirely of a favor-
able nature. The decision of the Interstate-

commerce Commission in regard to selling tick-
ets to scalpers was looked upon as a big “*ball”
eard. The buying of the grangers was quite
noticeable throughbont -the day, aud they were
strouger than for some time past, besides which
the foreigners, after the sarly trading, displayed
» disposition to parchase in different
portions of the list, which bad considerable
nfluence. There wasan impression that the
dividends upon the Gould stoeks would be as be-
fore, and reports which apparently emanated
trom official sources were put out to that efect,
wod later the official sction accelerated the ad-
vance begun in the early morning. The coal
stocks were the great feature of the day, all of
them being more active, and the well-known
fact that the business for the past year has been
something extra and the rumors of the heary
earnings of the leading roads, made the “‘bears”
somewhat nervous, and covering waa freely in-
duiged in. There was s rumor that Jersey
Centrsl would be treated to & spurt similar to
that of Delaware & FHudson the other day.
The early prices from London came lower
this morning, and this market opened lower in
sympathy for most of the list, though there
were a few marked exceptions. The weakness
was only momestiary, however, and while the
business done was esmall, prices rose rapidly
with the coal stocks, Missouri Paeific and New
England in the lead. There were, from time to
time, slight reactions, but they were always fol-
lowed by more animation and a further advauce,
Missouri Pacific becoming very prominent for
ita strength, snd Readicg snd Richmood &
West Point also. A drop in New Englaad, in
the afternoon, caused an interruption to the rise
for some time, but the dividends on the Gould
stocks started the list up azain, and, in the last
hour, Delaware & Hudson made a sharp ad-
wvance. The mar ket finally elosed quiet but
strong, generally, at about the best prices of
the day. The nwective list is almost
invariably higher, apoa Delaware & Hudeson
rose 2, Lake Eria & Western preferred 1%,
Atehison, Lackawanns aod Jersey Central 1} per
cent. each, Louisville & Nashville 1 per cent,
and others fractional amounte.

1y jc more, then sold off ¢ and advanced (e, de-
elined le, again advanced 1je and clogoed aboat
1ic higher than yesterday. Some sensational
pews caused a little unsettled feeling and irreg-
ular prices, but fluctuations were confined with-
in parrow limits. A rumor that an error had
been discovered in Bradstreet's compilation of
stocks of flour, and that supplies were smaller
than reported, bad a stresgthening effect, but
this was subsequentiy denied snd the figures
reported to be correct, which, ip
turn, caused weakness. A rumor of large
sales of flour at Minneapolis was circulated, but
being discredited had only temporary efiect. A
quiet, steady feeilng prevailed in coro, with
tradiog of the sarne light local echaracter that
bas been witnessed in this market the past few
days. The pit was quite dull and neglected the
entire session, fluctuations being confined to a
§o range. The situation, on the whole, was
quotably steady and a very good inquiry existed
for the leadicg futures at inside prices, espscial-
ly so for May, at 37je, and although this month
touched this figure several times, all orders to

urchase were not exscuted, so urgent wasthe

emand. The speculative market opened
at sbout yesterday's closing figures, was
guiet and steady for a time,
then advanced J¢, became inoactive, and the
close was 3¢ tole bigher than yesterday. Oats
were quiet, and an unsettled feeling prevailed,
the near futures being easier and the more dis-
tant ones a shade firmer. There was .o partie-
ular pressure to sell, and as a moderate demand
existed from May ‘‘shorts,” prices advanced }o,
and the market closed steady.

Spirit of the Chicago Wheat Market,
CHICAGO, Dee. 12.—The price of wheat aver-
aged higker to-day, and the market was strong
most of the time. “lt acts as though it was
scouring for a decided movement oue way or

the other,” was the frequently-expressed senti-
ment. The bulis bad the cail on pows and

price. The first item ecircalated related to a
traflic mistake iu the footings of Pradstreet's

table of stocks of flour. This error was vari-
ously stated to be 500,000, 580,000, and 600,000

barreis, the erroneons total making the stoeks
appear larger than they really were. This was
subsequently contradicted. lan connection with
this, Pillsbury, the Minneapolis miller, wired

that stocks of flour were in reality ahout 200,000
barrels less than the average stocks in the West
since the publication of these reports was com-
meuced. He alao confirmed therepors of a sale of
50,000 barrels of flour for exportation, ‘‘the
highest price of the erop.” Fuarther items of
bull news may be comprised in a statement that
it is snowing hard 1z DJakota and western Min-
nesota, and that receipts are expected to fall
rapidly at Minneepolis in econsequence of the
8torm and reduction of supplies; that receipts at
Chieago for the day foor up to only 28 cars, of
which one ear is contract grade, and estimates
for to-morrow are 25 cars; that a demand is
springing up for wheat from interior winter-
wheat peints through Indiana, lllinois, and from
Louwville. Aunother factor was the growth of
the belief that the ball leaders bad it in their
power to advance prices without riek, and that
they were about ready to abandon their milking
policy and inaugurate a little ante-holiday boom.
So long as the ‘“‘extravazantly high prices”
alleged to de ruling here fail to attract wheat
to shis markes, the leading operators can-
not be made to soe that they are rraning
serious risks. They even refuse to beliave that
there is wheat in the covntry to overwhelm
them, and they still insist that the correctness
of their position will be fully established by ab-
solute scareity of wheat before the next year's
crop becomes available.

The bears were deficient in ammunition, and
local specniative sentiment was against them.
Even Hutehinson, their recent solace and back-
bone, was seemingly doing nothing for t' air
eomfort and advautage. May wheat opened at
$1.09, scored an advaoce to £1.10§, early,
worked back, with occasional {c reactions,
to £1.09], advanced again to 21.104, sold off gev-
era! times to #1.10, or that vicinity. and at the
tail end of the sesaion, steamed up to £1.107,
closiog at $L10§21.10]. Janoary opened at
$1.054, ranged at $1.04;@1.05}, and eclosed at
the outside Trading was of only moderate
voluwe, and largely professional, though com-
mission merchants report a renewal of public
interest to some extent. The closing prices
show an entire recovery frem yesterday's de-
eline. Oun the last buige there was free selling
of local long wheat, bought on the previous
breaks, but the market took the offerings with-
out woeakening.

IT IS A HOLLOW FRAUD.

That Is Commissioner Edgerton's Opinion
of Civil-Service Reform.
Baltimore Epecial.

The Washiogton correspondent of the Amer-
ican had an extended interview with Commis-
sionar Idgerton on the civil-service law, in
which the Judge eriticised the methods of the
commission. Said he:

““Were 1t not for the fact that three-fourths
of the employes now holding offics in the
federal departments were thers in 1883 Mr.
Cleveland would still be President after the
4th of next March, instead of giviog up bhis
place to a man who fully recognizes the true
status of the civil service, and who will prob-
ably fully reward all bis friends. I confidently
expect that in & few months after the in-
auguration the muss of nEpoinuu under the
civil service rules will look as it struck by a
very coid and windy blizzard. As President of
the Civil-service Commisssion I ean hold out no
bhope whatever to them. Civil-service reform is
something that should grow slowly, as the needs
of the government require it. As it is, it is like
a potato vine growing in a dark cellar—it comes
up white and slender, and after a fow days
droops down and dies. So it will in this ense.
A perpetuity of tenure of office can never obtain
in this country, as it is, in the first place, di-
reetly opposed to the constitutional principles
of the goveroment. Then, logically considered,
it is equally faliacious. Why should a man
placed in office expect to stay there till his hair
is whitened with age, and keep out younger and
better men! What argument ¢can be made to
keep in office certain men, while others just as
good, and perhaps better, are kept out! The
man on the outside is capable of just as good
work as the man who is inside, and why should
not he be there! Look at the matter as you
may, it only becomes the more and more evi-
dent that federal offices wiil always continue to
be given as rewards for party workers.”

Taking up a letter from his desk, Judge Ed-
gerton remarked:

‘““Here is a sample of the good work the com-
mission is doing. Here is a lady who has regu-
lariy occupied a place at the head of the list of
eligibles in Pennsylvania. Her markiog was
above that of any candidate in that State, or
any other. Is not this evidence that the Civil-
service Commission does not make its selection
on the grouunds of merit! This lady has for
three years regularly been piaced on the eligible
list by examination, and at the end of each year
dropped, as she had been selected to fill none of
the many vacancies that have occurred. So,
what is the use of extending the scove of the
Civil service Commission when we have such
cases copstantly before us?! This matter of in-
creasiag the scope of the service is being earried
too far. Not long ago they included ninety-six
giris at the Boreau of Prioting snd Eograviog
whose only duty 18 to take up a sheet of paper
and lay it under a press. Now they talk of in-
cluding the government Printing Gffices, Why,
if a rat runs across the floor they will waat to
include him in the civil service. Civil service is
s hollow, extravagant fraud. It will bankrupt
the treasury:f it gets a chance.”

. The Pekin Duck,
New England Homestead.

I run the largest duck farm in Ameriea, and
find the Pekin the best duck for boih market
and table purposes. The Boston marketmen
assure me that my ducks are the best that come
into the market, and naturally I am not able to
fill my orders. I have raised 10,000 ducks this
year, and find the business more profitable than
ever. My birds bave dressed on an average
10 pounds per pair at nine and ten wesks
old. The young birds commence laying
when five months old, layiog through the fall
months, and molt slichtly the first part of De-
cember, and about the middle of that month
begin to lay again. We get, on the average,
abont 140 eggs usually from each duck. This is
the average money account, and 1t is a better
return than from our best hens. The first of
our ducklings went to market this year on May
10, and netted us 40c per pound. They were
ten weeks old and dressed five pounds apiece,
and cne pair dressed 12§ pounds, bade
is es#atial in warm westher, as the
dueklings  suffer from the heat. My
yards are 10x100 feet each, ceontaining
150 young birds. I have to keep the
yards disinfecied, or they would become very
fiithy in wet weather. Youog ducklings are not
subject to disease, but they will zot thrive in
fiith. I have to keep the breeding ducks warm
aond dry daring the winter to induce early lay-
ing, feeding them on equal quantities of boiled
turnips, coro meal and wheat bran, and giviog
them all the green stoff they will eat in the
shape of refuse cabbage, green rye and ensilage.
The young ducks commenced laying about Jac.
1. My ducks are all hatched and reared arti-
ficially, and put upon the market at a cost of
five cents per pound.—James Rankin, Bristel
county, Massachusetts,

To Cure Nervous Horses.

Finely bred, intelligent horses are very often
nervous. They are quick to notice, quick to
take alarm, quick to do what seems to tbem, in
moments of sudden terror, necessary lo escape
from posesible harm —from something the{ do not
understand. That is what makes them shy, bolt
and run away. We cannot tell what awful sug-
gestiona strange things offer to their minds. For
aught we can tell, a sheet of white paper in the
road may seem to the nervous horse a yawning
chasm, the open front of a baby carriage the
jaws of adragou ready to devour him, snd a
man on & byeicle sowe terrifying sort of a fiy-
iog devil without wings. But we find that the
momeunt he becomes familiar with those things
orany other that afright him, and knows what
they are, he grows indifferent to them. There-
fore, when your horse shies At anything, make
him naﬂnlnud with it; let him smell it, tooeh it
with his seositive upper lip, aud lock closely at
it. Pemember, too, that you mast familarize
both sides of him with the dreaded objeet If
he only examines it with the near nosiril and
eye ha will be very likely to scare at it when it
appears on his off side. So, then, rattle your
paper, beat your bass drum, flutter your um-
brella, ruu your baby carriage and your bieyele,
fire your pistol and clatter your tinware on both
sidess of Lim, aod all around bim, uotil he comes
to regard the noise simply as a nuisance and the
material objects as only trivial thioes, liable to
get hurt if they are io bis way, He may not
lesrn all that in ooe lesson, but continue the
lesson, and you will cure all his nervousness.
