Keport and Recommendations of the County
Grand Jury. y v.

The final report of the county grand jury.
submitted to Judge Irvin last evening, shows
that during the ten days the jury was in session
231 witnesses were examined, twenty-fou- r in
dictments returned' and six cases dismissed.
some suggestions with referene to the work-
house and jail are set forth, the jurors believing
that there is not enough work furnished prison
ers. They think the work-hous- e is too inviting for
petty criminals, especially during the winter
season, and it is recommended that some plan
should ba adopted whereby the prisoners can be
made to work more than they do now. The jail,
the jurors report, is entirely too cramped, and
it is suggested that the State laws be so
amended as to give the Mayor or Police Court
jurisdiction over petty theft, thus saving the
expense of boarding this class of prisoners at
the county jail awaiting grand jury action. The
county poor asylum was found in good condi-
tion. Quite a number of indictments were re
turned. Some of the more important were not
given to the pubiio because the arresta
have not been made. Jesse John-
son, it Is believed, was indicted for
attempting to kill his wife. The indictment
against George Hacker is for assault with intent
to kill James Bruce, but he will not be arraigned
until Bruce s condition Improves. His bond
was fixed at $3,000. The jail prisoners indicted
are Williams Goins, John Taylor. Boswell
Ward, John Shipman, Wm. Marquis, Bert
Bowen, petit larceny; Wm. Havens, Frank
Clark and Frank Mcuinms, hichway robbery;
James Ferriter, assault and battery, and Creed
Dehorney, embezzlement. All on arraignment
pleaded not guiltv except Wr Goins. The
lory discharged Geo. Hawkins, John Hageertv,
Thomas Smith, Thomas M. Entee and Minnie
Preston, charged with petit larceny, there be
ing no eflaence against them.

Itrldges-Tomllnso- n Feudw
The Bridges-Tomlinso- n feud, which furnished

ao many sensations for Wayne township some
time ago, is again in the courts. Judge Howe
and a jury are hearing the story re-tol- d, the liti
gants being John Bridges and Perry Tomlinson.
After the neighborhood quarrel had assumed
various phases, some of Bridget's cattle tres-
passed on Tomlinson a land a year and a half
ago, and in order to irritate his enemy Tomlin
son put them in bis stable and refused to release
them. Bridges called on a justice of the peace
for assistance, and with several eonstables the
complainant went to Tomlinson'a house one
night to take his stock by force. Tomlinson
met th force at the door, and when Bridees at-
tempted to enter the stable shot him. The ball
struck midges in the mouth, and broke some of
his teeth and a part of bis jaw. Tomlinson
settled with the Criminal Court, and now
Bridges wants $5,000 damages from him on ac
count of injuries received. A large number of
witnesses told what they remembered about the
feud yesterday.

The Temperance Evangelist's Description of
the Sia of Drunkenness Strength of

Eeforni Foand Only Christ's Love--

At the xseoiiczof instructions to Chriitiani,
In the Y. 21. C A. auditorium, yesterday after-
noon, Francis Murphy addressed tho ministry
atil workers oa the subject "The Secret Ct

Christian Growth, Faith in God." Three hun-

dred people were there desiring prayers for a
i troager i!e in Christ, and tho greatest inttreit
wu manifested on the part of the whole audi-eae- e

in ibe adrice, clesrly given by tho Taogel-it- s.

He read, from the ninety-firs- t Psalm, the
words: "He that dwelleth in th secret lace
of the Most High shall abide under the shadow
ef the Almighty. Surely He shall deliver tbee
from the snare of the fowler and from
the noisome pestilence." Mr. Murphy
then said tho most skUfall weapon
that the deril has iathU world is drinlt "No
one will attempt to deny that he continued.
"It is pat op in infinite variety of . attractive
forms, in lovely bottles of raried ehaDe, in
sparkling cat glass, in every ray to allure the
moat refined. It has become associated with all the
nobiir sentiments of "which we are capable, and
that, too. under the most apparently innocent
and graceful hospitality, until all the ambitions
and pleasures, jojs and sorrows of our teautiful
life are gathered around this tempting cap.
Christians, here then, is a thins not merely
wedded by the fallen, bat which has a deep-roote- d

hold upon the very vitals of our society,
even in its hizhest phases. If

?e no aid assail it, it must be
in high places as well as low. What
is needed to accomplish such, a gi?aatic more- -

trent? I will tell yoa simply faith in God.

The opening prayer
was mads by the Rev. Dr. Keen, of Roberts
Park, after which the great congregation joined
