boarls ia Decatur county are rel-

atives of candidates on the ticket
voted for on Nov. 6. Tbe Indianapolis Demo-

cratic organ this week published wnat pur-

ported to be a summary of the evidence
givn before the court now taking
testimony. The report of the alleged evidence
is very misleading and creates an entirely falsa
impression. None of the witnesses testified
that Carpenter bad pail them money to influ-
ence their votes, or to buy the
votes of others. All of them
said that they were for Carpenter any way, and
the mney received or promised was to pay
traveJinj and other legitimate expenses. A
nurxber of Democrats spent time and money
working for Carpenter, and tbe' litter
stnply reimbursed them for their labor. Mr.
Carpenter i& one of the most honorable men in
Shelby county, and repeatedly told men during
tbe campaign that ho would cot give one cent
to buy rotes. The following is a short synopsis
of the principal evidence given on behalf o the
contestor (Ray):

Thai Major (Dem.) I had talked with
Carpenter some days before the election,
probably a week or two. In that talk there
was some discussion as to thebest mode of work-
ing to his interest. I told him that I
thoujht that there could be a vote
or two made in bis interest by organiza-
tion; also, that it would take some money
to make that organization. He asked me how
much would be necessary to defray the expenses
of such an organization, and I said 3

to $35. lie said for me to ef
fect such an organization as I could.
I got $25 in the corner barn on the square. On
cross-examinatio- n Major stated that Ca reenter
did not say anything about influencing bis (Ma-
jor's) rote with money, or tho votes of others,
lie testified that th "money was for tbe purpose
of organization, to get men to work for
him (Carpenter) in the election. The
money was to defray the ex-
penses in people leaving their work.
Nothing was said by Mr. Carpenter as to the
use of money on donbtful or floating" voters.
I suppose that he understood the object to be
to defray the expenses in electioneering,
looking after men and spending my time in his
interest So far as purchasing votes nothing
was said.

Adam Honse (Dem.) The money I got
was cot to , be used to Influence
Toters in any way. Nothing was said by him to
me about that. I talked with Carpenter about
one week before the election.

Marion Dewitt stated that be got $1 from
Carpenter for distributing pasters. Also, thax
Carpenter said that tho office was cot paying
him anything, and that he could cot afford to
give anything for the 'float.

David Lee, Democrat, stated that he went
with Bill Arnold out to Carpenter's house, and
Carpenter gave Arnold an order for $5. Tbe
order was on a fellow named Walker,
and Arnold said the money was "to buy treats."

The evidence of Redding Doran (Dem.) was
tbat he got $50 from George Dunn, which was to
pay him for his . time; that be was
a Democrat, but against Ray.

A. J. Ensmmcer (Dem.) testified tbat $5 was
sent him by Thomas Maholm, which he re-

futed. This was to cover the expenso of cigars
given away and a trip made.

It is Charles Lispen&rd, and
your people live in Brooklyn, N. Thpse are
the words that were addressed to Charles L.
Allen, a prominent citizen of this city, some
three months ago by a farmer residing in Ben-

ton county, this State, and here is the sequel:
One bleak evening in the fall of 16C3 a small
boy six years of age was hurrying through a
street in Brooklyn, N. Y., with a basket of
shavings on his arm, which he bad obtained at
a factory near by. As he ran on he was seized
by a big burly man, hurried into a cab and
drifen swiftly away! Days, weeks, months and
years went by. The mother had a good living
and spent hundreds of dollars in search of
her miesing boy. She finally settled in the
belief that he had strayed away and fallen off
the pier. Charley fell into the hands of a farmer
named Allen, who resided in Benton county,
this State. The farmer was very unkind.
Charley ran away from bis cruel home to go, he
knew not where. lie was overtaken and re-

turned to farmer Allen. Allen and his two sons
then took the determined lad to the barn and
hanged him with a rope by the neck. Neighbors
interfered and Charley's life was saved. Allen
and both his sons were sent to the penitentiary
for attempted murder. That was over twenty
years aco.

The House Devotes the Day to Consideration
of the Nicaragua Canal Bill.

Washington, Dec 11 Mr. Warner, of Mis-

souri, asked unanimous eonsent for considera-

tion of the Senate bill appropriating $230,000 for
the purchase of . a site for a public building in
Kansas City, Mo.

Mr. Blount, of Georgia, objected.
Mr. Hooker, of Mississippi, introduced a con-

current resolution providing for a holiday recess
from Friday, Dec 21, until Monday, Jan. 7.

Referred to the committee on ways and mean3.
Mr. Clardy, of Missouri, moved thst the House

go into committee of the whole on the private
calendar for the further consideration of the
Nicaragua bill, and, pending this motion, moved
that all debate on the bill and amendments
tboreto be limited to forty minutes.

Mr. Blount, of Georgia, raised a point of order
against the latter motion, contending that de-

bate could be limited only on a specified section
of the bill, and not upon the entiro measure.

This Doint was discussed at considerable
length, a difficulty arising from the fact that,
on Friday last, the bill was considered in a very
irregular manner, amendments being made to
all the sections indiscriminately, instead of be-

ing offered to each section consecutively. In
order to settle the question, Mr. Payson, of Illi-
nois, offered an amendment providing that the
bill shall beread by sections; debate on the first
section being limited to thirty minutes.

Mr. Wilson, of Minnesota, rising to a question
of privilege, sent to the Clerk's desk, and had
read, an article from a New York newspaper,
declaring that two elements were united against
tho Nicaragua-cana- l bill the agents of the Pa-
cific railroads and the attorneys of the Panama
Canal Company civing an interview with
Judge Daly on the subject, and intimating that
the gentleman who had offered amendments
to the bill, Messrs. Wilson, of Minne-
sota; Cobb, of Alabama; Bland, of Missouri,
and Spiuola, of New York, were seeking to de-
feat the bill by indirection. These gentlemen
Indignantly denied being influenced in their ac-

tion in offering amendments by any purpose ex-
cept a desire to perfect the measure, nnd the
latter referred to Judge Daly as a man who,
since hi3 retirement from the bench, had beea
connected with breezy enterprises.

Mr. Cox. of New York, paid a warm eulogy
to Judge Daly's Integrity, and in an emphatic
manner denied the charge that he was a lobby-
ist.

The matter was then dropped and Mr. I'uy-son- 's

resolution adopted; and the House went
into committee of the whole on the Nicaragua
bill.

Mr. Payson, of Illinois, offered an amendment
providing that all shares, stoefcs, bonds, certifi-
cates and other securities shall be issued from
the principal office in New York, and shall be
disposed of only for cash. The amendment was
defeated by a tie vote, but it was agreed that a
vote should be taken in the House.

Mr. Soinola offered an amendment limiting
the capital stock to $100,000,000, and the amend-
ment was supported by Mr. Payson and opposed
by Mr. Bayne, of Pennsylvania, who declared
that the bill would be passed this session if it
occupied every Friday.

The committee then rose, and after an hour
and a half spent in a vain effort to secure a
quorum, upon a proposition to limit debate, the
House took a recess, the evening session to be
for consideration of private pension bills.

The House remained in session an hour this
evening, the time being principally consumed in
an effort to settle on some method of procedure
for consideration of private pension bills, but as
no agreement could be arrived at, the House at
8:30 adjourned till Monday.

RAILROAD GRANTS.

Jndge Hoi roan Thinks There Is No Chance
of Forfeiting; Unearned Lands.

Washington, Dec. 14. Judge Holman, chair-
man of the House committee on public lands,
said to-da- y that the prospect of any land-grant-forfeitu- re

legislation passing this session of
Congress was very gloomy. A bill to forfeit all
unearned land grants was in conference between
the House and Senate, but he saw no reason
to expect that those differences could be recon-
ciled. The House had passed a bill to forfeit
all railroad grants where the roads were not
completed within the time specified in the
granting act, with a provision for the protection
of bona fide purchasers of these lands from the
railroad company prior to Jan. 1 last. Tho
Senate had also passed a bill for the forfeit-
ure of all land grants where tho
roads were not completed at the time the for-
feiture act should go into effect. The House,
Judge Holman said, was willing to make any
concessions that were fair and reasonable. It
could not, however, concede all that the Senate
asked, and his discussion with the Senate con-
ferees last session had convinced him of the
futility of further conferences with a view of
securing a basis on which both houses could
agree. Matters had drifted along in this way
for nearly four years now, and each year made
tho situation worse. All the railroads would bo
completed before anything was done by
Congress, if the conflict between the two houses
continued, and he supposed it would then
be urged by the Senate that there
were no lands to forfeit and that all the grants
had been earned. To prevent these railroads
from acquiring rights while forfeiture bills were
pending in Congress, the House had, about a
month before adjournment, passed a resolution
declaring that the railroads should not hereafter
be allowed to acquire rights that should fore-
stall or in any way operate as a bar to future
legislative action by Congress, but nothing had
ever been (lone by the Senate with the resola-lutio- n,

which, if it should become a law, would
at least secure the rights which the United
States had now in these land grants and make
the consequences of delay by Congtsss less
damaging.

MINOR MATTERS

Democratic Admissions as to Lack of Evi-
dence Against Col. Dudley.

Washington, Dec. 11 Four or five Indiana

Democrats of national renown, or notoriety,
were holding a private conversation this after-
noon, upon the subject of the grand jury inves-
tigation, at Indianapolis, into the authenticity
of the alleged Dudley letter, when another
Democrat approached and inquired how it was
that no indictment had been found against CcL
Dudley, when this reply was made: "We have
been unable to trace that letter to any oe. No
one wants to take the responsibility of furnish-
ing proof of where it came from after it left
New York in the mails. We will
have to prove, of course. that the
letter was received by the man to
whom it was addressed, otherwise it was no
crime to write or mail it. To make it constitute
a crime, wo have to prove, first, that it was
written or sent by a certain person, that it was
received by the person to whom it was ad-
dressed, that it was prepared and sent with cor-
rupt intentions; we cannot prove any one of
these essential poitts, and there is no probabil-
ity that we ever will. No one is willing to come
fo'rward and testify to either of these facts."

Indiana Democrats here do not hesitate to say
that there will be no indictment found against
Colonel Dudley, and that there has not, at any
time, been any probability of it

The particular care
of stata which is just now bringing deepest
frowns to the presidential brow is the case of
Edgerton. Edgerton, the aged president of the
Civil-servic- e Commission, told a reporter that in
his opinion civil-servic- e reform was a failure and
a 'hollow, extravagant fraud." Whereupon the
President in righteous indignation exclaimed:
"My opinion is that it is not the civil service
that is a hollow, extravagant fraud, but the
chairman of the Civil-servic- e Commission."
Cleveland also used a big "d " in talking.

Edgerton must go. The President has fully
decided on that A member of the Civil-servic- e

Commission is my authority for the statement
that for several months the President has con-
templated a removal of Edgerton. and that he
is now sorry he did not use his ax long ago.
Oae explanation given for the delay is the queer
one that nobody could be found to nil the place.
There are and have been plenty of candidates,
but none of the right sort. Now, however,
somebody is to bo found who will take the place
and its &.00 a year, for Edgerton must eo, and
that quickly.
