THE INlERSTATE-COMMEItC- E ACT.

Charles Francis Adams Believes that ItTends
tu Make Monopolies of Railroads.

Boston', Dec. 15 The Hon. Charles Francis
Adams, president of the Union Pacific Railroad
Company, addressed the Commercial Club, this
evening, on the subject ot the present condition
and tendencies of railroading in this country.
Ha bad been asked, particularly, to express bis
views of tbe Interstate-commerc- e act and its
practical workings. Folio-win- g are the salient
passages of his speech:

Si nee tbe interstate-commerc- e act went into
effect, two years ago, there has been what micht
be called a craze for railroad construction. The
interstate-commerc- e aet was in operation. It
was impossible to pool, and the long haul regu-
lated the short haul Then followed a depth of
railroad morals among freights agents
lower than bad e?ea previously existed and
that is saying much. The dishonest methods
of rate-cuttin- g, the secret systems of rebate, tbe
indirect and bidden payments made to influence
the course of traffic, resorted to or devised dar-
ing the last two years, I do not hesitate to
say, are unprecedented in the whole bad record
of tbe past. In this respect I Indorse every
word of indignant denunciation which Jodee
Cooley is reported to have recently uttered. It will
be asked why the penalties of the interstate-cor- n

merce act are not enforced against those who
thus directly and indirectly evade its provisions.
Tbe question may be asked of ne, why do you
not cive information and institute proceedings
under the law? I merely say in reply that, apart
from a prejudice against being an informer,
while I am morally sure that these things are
done, I cannot furnish legal proof of them. My
information comes indirectly or at second band,
.and, while I have no donbt myself of its accur-
acy, yet if I were brought to boog as to time,
and place, and circumstances, I could not eive
them. It is this absence of good raith wnich
has brought the railroad system to its present
condition, and threatens to carry it still lower.
To attribute it to the interstate-commerc- e act is
an utter mistake. If that act were totally re-
pealed to-morr- it would produce bat a tem-
porary and stock-jobbin- g relief.

THE TERRITORIES.

--Mr. Springer Engaged in Modifying the Pro-
visions of Ilia Omnibus Admission Bill.
Washington, Deo. la. In accordance with

with the expressed intention of the Democratio
eanens of last Thursday, to support the omnibns
bill providing an enabling act for tbe admission
of the Territories of Dakota, Montana, Wash-
ington and Xew Mexico, and of giving to the
people of Dakota the privilege of determining
whether that Territory shall be admitted as one
or two State., Representative Springer, chair-
man of the committee on Territories, has been
en pa trod in formulating the necessary amend-
ments to the bill reported last session to make
its provissions conform to the proposed changes.
To meet the change in the time of holding elec-
tions for delegates to the constitutional conven-

tion. Mr. Springer has prepared an amendment
providing that the elections in tho four Territories
shall be beld on tbe first Tuesday after tbe third
Monday in May, 1859, that tbe delegates so
elected shall meet in convention on the follow-
ing 4th of July, and prepare constitutions to be
submitted to the people for ratification or re-

jection on tha first Tuesday after the first Mon-
day in November following. To determine
whether or not the Territory of Dakota shall be
admitted as a whole, or divided, the uroposed
amendment to the omnibus bill provides that at
the election for delegates to the constitutional
convention in May, each qualified elestor may
have written rr printed on his ballot the words

for division," or "againit division.'' If a ma-
jority of tbe votes east in that part of tbe Ter-
ritory Soutb of the seventh standard parallel,
running due wst to the western boundary of
the Territory, shall be "for division," the dele-
gates elected shall assemble at Sioux
Falls. If a majority of votes cast north of
the seventh parallel shall be for division, then
tbe delegates so elected who may reside north
of said parallel shall assemble in convention at
Bismarck. Each convention shall then form a
Constitntion for it State, whieh Constitution
shall be submitted to the people for ratification
or rejection. Each State shall be entitled to
one Representative in Congress. The appropria-
tion to meet the expenses of holding the two
conventions is increased so as to provide for
each convention the sum of $20,000. It is pro-
vided that, should the people reject the re-
spective constitutions, the territorial govern-
ment of Dakota shall continue its existence the
same as if this aet bad not been passed, or if tbe
Constitution for either north or south Dakota
should be rejected, then the part of
the Territory rejecting shall continue un-d- sr

the territorial government of Dakota.
In case the people vote for division, provision is
made for the appointment of a commission by
the two conventions to readjust and agree upon
tha amount of the Territorial debt to be as-
sumed by each of the proposed States. Mr.
Springer will call a meeting of his committee
some time next week: for tbe purpose of sub-
mitting the proposed amendments to them for
consideration. lie hopes to be able to report
the amendments to the bill to the House at an
early day. lie will also ask the committee
to consider tho propriety of proposing
an additional section to the omnibus
bill providine that whenever any organized Ter-
ritory of tbe United States shall have a legally
ascertained population equal to the cumber
necessary to entitle it to a representative in
Congress, snch Territory shall be authorized,
through its Legislature, to call a constitutional
convention to consist of cot less than seventy-fiv- o

members, who shall assemble at the seat of
government of the Territory and form a Consti-
tution for submission to the people. If a ma
jority of the people vote for it, it is to be trans-
mitted to the President and by him laid before
Congress, and if the Constitution so adopted be
republican in form and in accordance with the
Constitution and laws of the United States tbe
Territory shall be admitted into the Union
whenever Congress shall pass an act therefor.

PROTECTION FOI PENSIONERS.

Some of the Swindles Now Practiced
Chances that Will Stop Impositions.

fpcisl to the Indianapolis Juurnaw
Washington, Dec. 15. The pension attorneys

in Washington had a harvest which they availed
themselves of to the best possible advantage
during the long campaign whieh elosed last
month. It will be remembered that about
eight .thousand pensions were granted in the
State of Indiana alone during the campaign, and
that altogether there were thirty-fiv- e or forty
thousand pensions allowed during the political
season. There are issued daily at the Pension
OCace, for the information of the public, lists of
names with postoEce addresses of persons to
whom original pensions or increase of pensions
are granted. Copies are given to the correspond-
ents, and they are telegraphed over the country.
Despite the efforts of the authorities at the Pen-
sion Office to keen advance oopies of these lists
out of tee hands ot penston agents, they are
proenred. and in many instances before the pen-
sioner has received information that he
or she has been allowed an original
pension or an increase ot pen-
sion, the attorney secures a contract by
which he gets paid for the work which has
already been done. The most popular use made
of these pension lists, however, is in cotlfyine
the pensioners, without any regard to truthful
information, that the condition of their cases at
the Pension Office warrants the belief that a fur-
ther increase can be secured. A small fee is
exacted for the application for an increase of
pension, and a contract signed giving a snug
sum if success is achieved in the application for
a further pension. The confidence of pension-
ers is, therefore, often abussd and the ignorant
are imposed npon.

When the next Congress takes up the general
pension laws it is believed that a provision will
be made which will ent tbe pension agents out
of their business entirely. It is proposed to
make tbe laws so plain and the form cf applying
for either an original pension or an increase so
simple that the most ignorant will know how to
go about it without expense.

CANADA'S MINERAL. WEALTH.

Ontario Possesses Vast Deposits of Iron, Cop-
per, Cold, Silver and Marble,

special tu the Indlanasolls Journat- -

Washington, Dec 15. Inasmuch as there
has been a great deslof talk lately about Cana-
dian annexation and the division of the Domin-
ion into States of size fit to eome into the Union,
it might be of interest to know something of that
vast country to the north of the United States
which, while politically in no way related to us,
is so intimately tied up with the prosperity ot
the United States: Canada is often looked upon
as a bleak, barren territory fit to produce little
besides lumber, furs and skins. Yet within the
confines of the Dominion there are vast areas of
agricultural lands capable of producing cereals
in soScient quantities to supply the entire world
if crops in all other countries should fail. And
in minerals it would seem toba even richer than
the United States. In this city this week
have been two gentlemen connected
with the royal commission on the resources of
Canada. These gentlemen were John Charl-
ton, M. P., chairman of the commission, and
Archibald Bine, its secretsry. They camo to
Washington to ioquire into tbe methods of the
United States Geological Survey and to gather
all tbe ioformation obtainable relative to the
mining statistics and the mining lands ot the
United States and the various States and Terri-
tories. They were very well received here, and
have gone on to Birmingham. Ala., to witness
the tests ot a new system (or reducing sulphor
ous and other refractory ores, which are now
of little value. Some of these ores were shipped
from the mioei at Coehill, Ontario, to Birming

THE LINDAUER ASSIGNMENT.

A Decision in Favor of the County Court
Another Sensational Scene.

Chicago, Dec 13. The decision of Judges
Tuley and Ilcrton in the Lindauer prohibition
ease was announced this morning by the former
chancellor. This case arose out of a dispute over
the assets of the firm of Lindauer Bros. & Co.,

which failed some time ago for over $400,000.

Lindauer Bros, made confessions of judgment
ia favor of certain preferred creditors, by which
a number of other creditors claimed to be in
danger of being defrauded of their rights, and
they applied to the county court to take charge
of the estate and distribute the assets, on the
ground that the action of the firm was tanta-
mount to a general voluntary assignment.
Judge Prendergast held that the point was well
taken, and - he assumed jurisdiction. Then
counsel for the Lindauers went before Judges
Tnley and II ortoil and asked for a
writ of prohibition on Judge Prendergast.
A rule was issued citing the Judge to
show cause why the writ should not issue. Tbe
issue was joined and bas been under argument
for two weeks. Tbe decision this morning de-

nies the prayer for a writ on the ground that it
is doubtful whether or not the Circuit Conrt
has jurisdiction to issue sueh a writ against the
county court: that the Appellate Coart clearly
has such jurisdiction, and that the pending
case, having been placed within the jurisdiction
of the chancellory side of the Circuit Court by
the appointment of a receiver by Judge ilorton,
it is fully competent to protect all of the parties
in interest from damage ariaing from any clear
usurpation of power.

The scene of action was then transferred to
the county court, where Judee Prendergast took
up the hearing of the contempt proceedings
against attorney Newman. Mr. Newman is of
counsel for tbe Lindauers, and was cited for
contempt in refusing to testify as to certain
things which he had said to the court bailiff, to
the general effect that certain papers in the
case, impounded by the court, had been tam-
pered with. In view of the decision of the Cir-
cuit Court, Mr. Newman was very meek when
called on, and purged himself of contempt by
testifying that what he bad said was merely
inferential, ae be eould not understand
how certain garnishments against the Lindauer
debtors could have been begun without
the knowledge of their names had been learned
from the doenments in the box in question.

The court acquitted Mr. Newman of contempt,
and another sensation at onee developed. At-
torney Mayer, for the unsecured creditors,
asked leave to file an information against all the
members of the Lindauer firm and all of their
attorneys; against the preferred creditors and
their attorneys; against the sheriff, and against
the receiver, for contempt and defiance of the
court in attempting to defeat, thwart, and ille-
gally interfere with the ends of justice. The in-

formation was laid before the court, so that it
might take such action in the
premises as might seem meet and
proper. Orally, Mr. Mayer stated that,
in the arguments before Judge Tuley,
counsel made use of language of tbe most op-

probrious character directed towards the judge
of the county court, and made comments of a
highly defamatory and contemptuous nature,
repeatedly characterizing him as a usurper,
etc. The information was not filed, as Mr.
Mayer said he wanted to make some amend-
ments, and Judge Prendergast suggested others.
Ton may ' add," said the Judge, "that the

threats made in open court in this court
by Mr. Adolph Moses, ware of such a
nature as actually did, or, rather, that
that tbey were calculated to terrorize the court
in tbe discbarge of his duty, because the writ of
prohibition meant that if this court proceeded
the judge of this court would be arrested and
im prison ed, and, knowing the result, this oourt
was compelled to and did prepare for such an
emergency, and was, therefore, put in great
terror. You may make these distinct averments
in your petition."

Several of the attorneys rose and explained
that they had not spoken contemptuously of
the court, and said that they had been mis-
quoted.'

The exciting event of the afternoon session of
the court was the arrest of Bernard Kuppen
beimer, the receiver of Lindauer Bros. & Co.,
appointed as such by Judge Ilorton, of the Cir-
cuit Court, by order of Judge Prendergast, for
contempt of court in refusing to obey an order
to produce the books and papers of the firm,
and tbe subsequent issuance of a formal order
for his commitment to jail. Early In the after-
noon session attorney Mayer made a motion
that the receiver be ordered to bring the papers
and books into court. Mr. Bashford, one of
Kuppenheimer's counsel, objected on the ground
that tbe receiver was in possession of the prop-
erty as an officer of the Circuit Court, and was
under bond, and was therefore 'responsible to
his sureties and should be protected. Mr.
Mayer held that Mr. Kuppenheimer was
never receiver of the books, which were in the
control of the county court, and
that he ought to be ordered to deliver them
without an order from the Circuit Court. Mr.
Kuppenheimer was placed on the stand, and
testified that he had the books and papers locked
up in his vault. He declined, on advice of his
counsel, to produce the key. Judge Prender-
gast tbereupon entered an order committing
him to jail until he complies with the court's de-
mand, lie was afterward recalled, and again
refused to deliver up the key. Judge Prender-
gast held that, as the property was pronerly in
tbe custody of the assignee appointed by him
at the time of Mr. Kuppenheimer's appointment
by Judge Ilorton, the sheriff had no authority
to transfer the books and papers to Kuppen-
heimer.

"For refusing to turn over the key, and also
certain books and papers, in compliance with tbe
order of court." said Judge Prendergast "1
will commit Bernard Kuppenheimer to jail for
the three days unless he sooner complies with
the order of court."

Attorney Mayer then asked that a enstodian
be appointed to take charge of the vault con-
taining the books.

At this point a recess was taken until 8 p. m.
Later, Kuppenheimer was brought before

over Christmas until Wednesday, a loss of four
business days, but tbey do not propose to con-

cur in the proposition of the Uouse to take a
fortnight recess, or a recess of any other length.
They see in the movements of the Democrats in
both Houses a positive disposition to delay a
final voto on tbe tariff bill, and will take deci-
sive steps to make them toe the mark.

Demoralized Democrats,
fpeciaf to t .e Indianapolis Journal.

Washington, Dec. 15. The most complete de-

moralization seems to have come over the higher
grades of Democratio officials in Washington since
tbe election. They all appear to expect official decap-

itation without ceremony next March, and aro trying
to enjoy their remaining days of public life. Only a
portion of them are on duty these days, and several of
them who profess to attend to their work get out lato
in the morning and stop early ia tho afternoon. The
fashionable hotels and lists where they live find them
in at 10 and 1 1 o'clock in tho morning. Thrne or
four of the bureau offleers very seldom take breakfast
nowadays under 10 o'clock, wnereas tbey were out at
8 during the campaign. One of the best evidences
that the Democrats are spoilsmen and believe that to
the victors belong the spoils, is found in the fact that
not a half-doze- n ofacers above elvil-aervic- e protection
are trying to solidify themselves with the incoming
administration with a view to retaining their places.
They freely announce that they expect to go, and that
they are only waiting for the executioner.

Women In Government Service.

Washington, Dec. 15. A letter has been received
hero stating that the first woman ever appointed to a
government position in Canada or any of its provinces
was Miss Mary McPherson, at New Glasgow, Nova
Scotia, who was the other day appointed as stenogra-
pher to the Provincial Secrstary. iliss McPerson
came from Boston, and studied stenography in
this city. It appears that the Dritlsh frorernment is
almost as much opposed to the selection of women
for clerical and other positions as has been thispov-eminen- t

under tne preent administration. Under
former administrations women were ofen appointed
to places where routine work was to be performed; bui
as this administration progressed aad the clamor for
positions by Democratic voters increased, and the de-

termination of the President and bis Cabinet officers
grew for suocession, women wei e almost ectirely
barred out. There is not more than 5 per cent, as
xnanr women appointed nowadays to positions in
Washington as there were five years ago.

system must beal itself. No act of
Congress or repeal of any aet
of Congress will greatly help it.
But in sayloz what I have said I do not mean to
imply that, in my jndement. the interstate-commerc- e

act is a harmless, much less a useful,
piece of legislation. On the contrary, I am very
sure that, as it stands, it is not. I has been in
operation two years, and we now begin to feel
its effects, and to be able to forecast its results;
and both its present effect and future results
are exactly those which its framers never con-
templated, and from which, if tbey realized them
as we do, they would recoil. The process of
gravitation and consolidation, so far as the rail-
roads are concerned, was going on fast enough
before, but the interstate-commerc- t act has
given it new impetus. Under the operation of
the act the smaller local railroads throughout
the country are being ground out of
existence. It is the long haul which brings in
the profit The smaller, independent railroads
cannot have the long haul, and are being forced,
whether they like it or not, into the maws of
the great systems into which the railroads of
the country are rapidly crystallizing. Traffic
under the provisions of the act must inevitably
seek tbe railroad having tbe long haul to the
most distant and largest center. The operation
of the law in this respect is now beginning to
make itself felt upon the smaller distributing
points. They are deprived of their markets,
for those who formerly bought of them can get
tbe same goods on better terms from the larger
and more distant centers. Contrary to every
design of those who framed the aet, its
provisions have lent a new impetus to just
those forces which it was intended to bold in
check. Under these circumstances, it may, per-
haps, be asked what my view of the future is,
and what should be done. The railroads of this
country are moving rapidly toward some great
system of consolidation. Crystallization hat
gone on during twenty years so that, while the
railroad of 300 miles was considered large, one
of 6,000 miles is now far from being the largest.
Tbe next move will be in the direction of rail-roa- d

systems cf 20,000 miles each, under one
common management. Tbe interstate-commerc- e

act, acting on the tendency of natural
forces, is at th'is moment rapidly driving us
forward toward some grand railroad truft
scheme. Even this, from my point of
view, I cannot regard as a thing to be dreaded.
I am very sure that a great consolidated corpor-
ation or even trnst can be held to a far stricter
responsibility to the law than numerous smaller
and conflicting corporations.' Under the exist
ing system no one can be beld to account.
Evasion is always possible, and invariably it is
"the other man" who is responsible for the
wickefn. With one large corporation or trnst
it would be otherwise. A well-devise- d railroad
clearing-bous- e scheme would prove iu Practice,
whether so intended or not, in the direct line of
the enforcement of the interstate-commerc- e act,
in all its better features, and It has many such.

If I were asked this evening for concrete prop-
ositions I would say, delay, at least for a time,
tbe present too rapid tendency toward crystalli-
zation or consolidation by repealing the
features of the interstate-commerc- e act whieh
are precipitating events in that direction. If the
anti-poolin- g provisions of the aet may not be
wholly repealed let them at least be so modi-
fied that contracts made among railroads sub-
ject to the approval of tbe Interstate-co-
merce Commission, for the division of
competitive traffic at reasonable rates,
may be binding in law. Then en-wbi- ch

courage any movement will tend to
raise the standard of commercial morality in
railroad circles. Nothing will tend more imme-
diately to that result than the organization of
the railroads into some public and regular clearing--

bouse system, through whieh the traffic
management of the country can be taken out of
tbe bands of irresponsible subordinates, who
now so vilely.abuse it, and be restored to those
who should be responsible in fact as well as in
name.

Railroads Will Advance Kates Monday.
Chicago, Dec. 15. The advance in freight rates

. between Chicago and the Atlantic seaboard, on both
east and west-boun- d traffic, will go into effect on
Monday. No attention will be paid by the other lines
to the cut of 5 cents on dressed beef by the B. & O.
The most important feature of the advance is the
restoration of a high grain rate. In anticipation of
the advance the grain tonnage during the past few
days has been enormous. A falling off will doubtless
now ensue, but tho reaction will be speedily offset, it
is expected, by the heavy corn movement, which is
now steadily growing in volume.
