Shipments of atone, brick and
lumber in here for building purposes continue
large, which is nnnsual in the middle of De-
cember, bat the mild weather has permitted the
pushing of snch work Later than usual. The
receipts of live stock last week were the largest
of any week in this year, and the coming week
a big business of this charaeter is looked for.
Then the car-work- s, t ie state manufacturers,
are all crowding their business to fill orders,
and this requires a good deal of handling of
timber in the rough, as well as material for the
iron-wor- k of ears. For these two industries
over six ear-load-s of freight were handled last
wee ir.

J. E. Uannegan, secretary, issues a circular
stating that, "On account of the meeting of the
Western lines in Chicago, on Deo. 13, and at the
request ot several members of the association,
the date of the annual meeting of tbe Western
Association of General Passenger and Ticket
Agents has been changed, and it .will now be
understood that the meeting will be held at the
Southern Hotel, St. Louis, "Ma, on Thursday,
Dec. 27, at 11 o'clock a. m."

Investigation shows that large blocks of tick-
ets reading over Western roads have been
placed in numerous Eastern tieket-sealpe- r

ofikes, and it is to be a great undertaking to re-
store and maintain rates so long as these tickets
are scattered broadcast. Whenever the market
is cleared of these tickets, it will be a grand
thing for the Indianapolis roads, as theee blocks,
almost without exception, carry a passenger via
Chicago, no matter whether he be going to the
Northwest, the Pacific coast or the Southwest.
Unless the interstate commission pronounces all
issues of this else $ of tickets which are handled
by the brokers illegal and not good to travel on,
it is feared that it will be many months before
they are cleared off the market.

W hat Will They Do?
fo the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal

I suppose it is conceded by everybody here-

abouts that the influence of the Prohibition
party during the late campaign, so far, at least,
as Indiana was concerned, was given to the

I am
keeping my ear close to tho ground, waiting to
catch tbe first news of the result of that "com-
bine." Of course General Fisk is for practical
temperance and will expect (?) some practical
temperance legislation from his Democratic
friends as a reward for his success in carrying
his State for Cleveland and a Democratic Legis-
lature. But as to Indiana? Onr Legislature
will soon be in session and I want our Prohibl-- '
tion friends to let us see where they stand, and
just what they "expect'' in the way of practical
temperance legislation in Indiana.

Ute Effort to Excite Animosity Between Sol-

diers and Men "Who Risked Their Money.
Cincinnati Commercial Gazette. V

There appeared in yesterday's paper, on, - the
last column of th eighth pc. nnder the ' head1
cf "A Soldiefa View of the Situation," an article
that was abont as stranpe a mixture as we have
ever published. It was full of all manner of
crankiness, and we snoold never have regarded
it as worthy of publication or of notice, except
that it associates all the financial crookedness
and eraziness that baa been in tbe heads of tbe

and tho morbid d urine: the last
twenty-fiv- e years, with the claims of the sol-
diers. There was a sense of obligation behind
the publication ot this remarkable letter, to
make known to the public that sucn follies as it
illustrated were possible, and to say by way of
admonition to those who have the cause of
the soldier at heart and do not propose
to count the cash very closely in doing
him ample and complete justice, they mnst
have a care, and disassociate the cause of the
veterans from the freaks of the cranks regard-
ing money. Nothing more unwarrantable has
been written than tnat which has been apparent-
ly promulgated by concert recently to excite
the jealousy and the animosity ot the men who
carried the guns and put down the rebellion by
fores of arms, toward those who placed their
fortunes at the disposition of the authorities,
and furnished, throuzh their confidence in the
Government, the material aid "the sinews of
warr to feed and clothe the armies and main-
tain them in the field that -- their valor might
save the country. It is invidious, and
an exposition of venom and mis-
information, to be exploiting: the figures of in-
terest paid on the bonds of the United States,
and contrasting them with the wages of the
soldiers and the pensions that are drawn. We
should think the whole people of the United
States, by this time, oncht to know it was a tri-
umphant business for them to preserve and ele--
vato tho credit of tho government There was
only one way in which it was practicable to do
that, and it was to abide strictly by the con-
tract that was made with tbe men woo loaned
their money to the Government. in the dare of
trial and doubt, and received in return those ob-
ligations that are known as bond3. It is a
simple thine that all men should know, that
the bonds of the United States represent the
money that was loaned to the United States for
the preservation of the government in the as-

sertion by arms that it had the right to preserve
itself. The making of the greenback the
equal of gold, so that tbe payment
of the national debt in gold or in
greenbacke became a matter of indifference,
and the greenback generally preferred to tbe
gold: tbe restoration of specie payments; the re-
funding, at lower rates of interest, of the bonds,
as the credit of the government arose, so as to
vastlyjreduced the pecuniary burdens thrown
npon the people by the enormous cost of the
war these things all go together, and are a
part of the grandeur, and the glory, and the
power of the government that the soldiers

'saved for war was essential to its valuation.
They all had a share in it. They have all been
interested in the advancement of the credit of
this Nation until lt stands even above'that of
England. That credit, if we should nd our-
selves at war with any of the great powers
of the earth, would be worth more than
an iron-cla- d fleet or a regular army. Wo could
borrow thousands of millions of dollars at one-thir- d

the rate we bad to pay or the first loans
to put down the Southern rebellion. Warfare
now-a-da- ys is largely a matter of money. The
armed empires of Europe are crippled in finance
because they bavo been long tinder the tre-
mendous tension of the maintenance of immense
armaments. We get alone without a great
army or a great navy, and lift up our credit, but
we could borrow more money this week than
any other nation in tbe world, and at lower
rates, and raise up and equip such armies and
navies as would overwhelm any antagonist. In
peace this means for the people cheap capital,
money at moderate Interest, money
for investment without paving for it
extravagantly for the opening up
of new enterprises and the development of new
States, foundingand sustaining great and diver-
sified industries, and promoiicg the general
prosperity of the whole' people. It is amazing
that these splendid results should be belittled
and treated with petty and voluble phrases of
hostility, because those who had the sagacity to
trust tbe government in her hour of danger, or
who have since by preference put their money
in her hands at lower terms of interest than
were originally obtained, have had their reward
for doing to. Why should their courage in hand-
ing their money to the government be a re-
proach! May it ever be that those who trusted
the government with their money or tbeir lives
shall fled rich recompense in material gains, or
in the stories that aro better than riches, for the
confidence that tbey placed in the honor of the
country and its capacity to care for itself.

The Land Where the Iloosier Schoolmaster
Taught and the Circuit-Ride- r Rode.

Columbus IulJ Letter iu New York Sun.
Tbe land of "The Iloosier Schoolmaster,' and

"The Circuit-rider- , " lies about this city, and in
spite of the progress of the last fifteen or
twenty years, Dr. Eggleston would have no dif-
ficulty in recognizing it should be return now
to the region where be used to be a circuit-ride- r

himself, and to this city, where he was formerly
stationed. There have been a good many mod-
ern improvements added to tbe region since
Eggleston's time, and there are more people in
it, but the same old spirit of Iloosier nnthrift
and slouchiness dominates the region yet. The
villages have grown to cities in population, but
they are villages yet ia spirit, and even to the
eye. Columbus has electric lights, and gas and
water systems, but its streets are unpaved, its
sidewalks mere dirt paths, and its generol ap-
pearance one of dilapidation and decay. It is
known as one of the most prosperous and prom-
ising cities of the State, and its popnlation of
8,000 or 10,000 is increasing rapidly, but the
stranger seeing it for the first time would think
it was dead. Its railroad stations aro sheds;
its stores and other large buildings seem almost
deserted; its hotels would shame a cross-road- s

village in tbe East; its residences are nineteen-twentiet- hs

of them shabby frame structures,
without any pretense of neatness or even or.
comfort. Its churches seem never to have
known paint or repairs since Eirgleston's time;
its school-house- s are big brick barracks, with
the barest and most unsightly surroundings.
The only building in the place, barring the new
house of one of the doctors doctors are about
the only really prosperous-lookin- g people in
this part of Indiana is the court-hous- e and
jail, which occupies one square, but about it
stand all day scores of dilapidated tarm-wagon- s.

with decrepit horses and mules tied to the trees
to feed. The only use of the fine court-hous- e

seems to bo to afford a hitching-pos- t and stable
for the teams of the farmers.

There is not in the whole place a single symp-
tom of public spirit or local pride. The whole
aspect of the place is forlorn and dismal. The
people fit the place. They lounge about the
streets like horrible examples of the effects of
over-indulgen- ce in malaria, set up to warn peo-
ple away from the town. The men are lank,
awkward and slouchy; the women are sallow,
wretched, and slouchy, too. These aro the
people to bo seen on tho streets. Of course,
there are better looking examples of the human
eiement of tbe town, if one looks for them at
their homes, but to a stranger passing through,
the appearance of the humanity of the place is
as dismal and decayed as that of the streets
and buildings.

Celumbns is a fair sample of all the towns in
this part of the State. Tbe work ot the Hoosier
schoolmasters and the circuit-rider- s of years
ago has borne no fruit that is apparent in tbe
descendants of the generation that they taught.
Tbe villages of their time were pleasanter
places to tbe eye than the cities of to-da- y, and
If anything can be told by outward appearances
the general tone, moral, mental and physical,
ot the people has degenerated since their times.
The region is certainly prosperous and growing
and the cities and towns are thriving, but the
bigger they get the more forlorn and hopeless
they seem. It needs another generation of
school-master- s and circuit-rider- s to brine some
semblance of public spirit into the people, and
another Egeleston to properly picture in print
the present state of prosperous decay into
which the land which he immortalized has
fallen.
