TRUDE'S INVECTIVE.
A Chicago Lawyer Wordily Assails Judge
Hawes, but the Latter Declines to Respound.

CH1cAGO, Dee. 18.—Some rather remarkable
langnage was used by attorney A. S. Trude to-
day, in argoiog a case in the Criminal Court.
Heis attorney for Sumner C. Weleh, who is on
trial charged yith bribi,g a jaror in a case for
damages for personal injuries brought against
the South Chicago Street-railway Company.
The alleged bribing oceurred in Judge Hawes's
court, and the Judge took an active part in the
investieation. Referring to this fact attorney
Trude, in the coarse of his argument, said:
‘"Never since the days of George Jeffreys has a
judge on the bench so degraded himseif. When
that grand old jurst, Judge Gary, sppeared to
testify to Weleh's good character, Hawes or-
dered his testimony striczen out, because he said
he had never heard Welch's character diseussed,
although he nad known him for yeara. For two
centuries such testimony as to character has
been admissible. Judge Hawas took the lawyers
who bad organized the alleged investigation into
his chamber and eonsulted with themn. When he
rendered a long decision, finding Welch guilty,
he sent it to the grand jury to influence them,
and bad sixteen copies imnade for the use of the
newspapers. What was his motive in attaeck-
ing Mr. Holmes! He wanted the nomication
for Governor, aod while be was earryiog on his
investigation upstairs in his court-room he was
holding consultaiions with George R. Davis
down stairs.”

Mr. Holmes is president of the street-railroad
company, and Mr. Davis is an ex-Congressman.
When these remarks were reported to Judge
Hawes and he was asked for a reply to them, he
indulged in & hearty laugh and said: “Well,
that sounds jonst like Trude. But,”"he continued,
‘'you might say this: I care no more for the
opinion of Mr. Trude, or his expressed views,
than for the northeast wind—unleas it 's winter
and the wind 18 blowing hard. Butl have an
overcoat and a fur hat, and the wind can blow
all it wishes.”

Before the afternoon ended the case against
Weleh was dropped and Welch was released.
Rosenthal, the juror who testifled that Welch
attempted to bribe him, took thestand and testi-
fied that he had just returned from Canada,
where he had seen Starkey, a lawyer for the
street-car compavy, who fled from the city after
the bribery investigation. Rosenthal was now
positive that 1t was Starkey, and not Welch,
who attempted to bribe him.

CIVIL-SERVICE REFORM.

Resolutions Passed at the Annual Meeting of
the Boston Association.

Bostox, Dee. 18.—The annual meeting of the
Boston Civil-service Reform Association was

held at Young's Hotel. President D. E. Ware
was in the chair. Senator Sprague offered the
following resolutions, which were unanimously

adopted:

While we recognizs that eertain officers should be
in sympathy with the poliey of the administration,
we beliove that the routine business of the govern-
ment should be conducted on business principles; that
officers should be appointed on aceount of their fitness
for the work to be done, and should be continued in
office as long as they do that work well; that their
offices should not be used for partisan purposes, and
that representatives are chosen to legislate and should
not be required to give their time and thought to the
distribution of offices,

We rejoico that the Republiecan party, which is soon
to assume control of the government, has declared in
its naticnal platform that “the reform of the eivil
gerviee should be completed by the further extension
of the reform cystem already established by Jaw to
the grades of the service to whieh it is applicable, and
that the spirit and purpose of the reform should be
observed in all executive appointments;” and that the
President-elect has stated in his letter of acceptance
as a candidate for the presidency that ““he cordially
approves this elear and foreible expression of the eon-
vention on the subject;"” and thar “‘it.is Lis sincere da-
sire to advance the reform.” All efforts to this end
will receive ths hearty support of this association and
of all believers 1n civil-service reform.

Among measures which may be’adopted we respect-
fallv urge upon the incoming administration the fol-
lowing: The appointment of sincere friends of the
reform only in charge of the classified service, in
order thar the civil-serviea law may be faithfully en-
foreed. The retention of faithful and competent off-
cers and employes, except in those positions where
the duties are of a political nature: and removal only
for the benefit of the service, and not for partisan
reasons. The removal of faithful officers, merely be-
cause they have taken the places of others improp-
erly removed, should be discountenanced. The dis-
continuance of dictation by members of Congress in
the matter of executive appointments. The exten.
ston of the eivil-service law to a greater number of
offices, and especially the adoption of some method
of appointment of minor postmasters which shall re-
move those oflices from partisan control,

WasHiNaTON, Dee. 18.—In executive session,
this afterncon, the Senate adopted a resolution
calling upon Attorney-general Garland for a
copy of a memorial or petitioa sent to that
oflicer by the Committee of One Hundred, at
Irdianapolis, just before the trial of Coy and
Bernhamer, the tally-sheet forgera, in reslation
to the appointment of Leon O. Bailey to be
deputy Upited States district attorney for In-
diana, who was yesterday nominated to succeed
District Attorney Sellers. Tha committee, it is
stated, protested against Bailey's anpointment,
alleging that he was not qualified for the posi-
tion, and that he did not have the confidence of
the community. A copy ot Bailey's speech, de-
livered duriog the recent campaign, and slan-
dering General Harrison, has also been ealled
for, to be used by tbe committes on judiciary.
There is not the least doubt that the nomina-
tion will bo rejected. The judiciary committee
will hotd & meeting on next Monday, but may
not take action that day. This evening's Star,
after predicting Bailey's prompt rejection, has
this to say: “‘Senator Turpie, when approached
by a Star reporter, this afternoon, very em-
phatically refused to acknowledge or disown
aoy particalar ioterest in Bailey's nomination.
It is, however, generally uuderstood that it was
at the Senator's request that Mr. Bailey's name
was sent in.”

THE SUPRESSED VOTE,

i
How a Southerm Republican Proposes to
Remedy This Great Polliical Evil,
&pecial to the Indianapolis Journa:.

WasaingroN, Deec. 18.—J. W. Gordon, a
brizht, intelligent colored man from North
Carolina, bas been in the city for several days
in the interest of his race. Mr. Gordon isa
member of the North Carolina Republican ex-
ecutive committes, and is chairman of the
Republican executive committee in the county
in which he lives. In conversation with your
correspondent to-day, Mr. Gordon said:

“The Southern States had their representa-
tion in the Electoral College increased to the
extent of thirty-eight wvotes through the en-
franchisement of the negro, yet there is scarcely

a man in the United States to-day that believes
for a moment that the negro vote has any repre-

sentation in the Electoral College. It is either
suppressed or not countled. Tha result of itis

that in many of the congressional districts in
the South, the total number of votes cast is
scarcely a tithe of those cast for members in
Northern distriets. Now, I think it isa better

policy of the incoming administration tochange
thia state of affairs, and I am asking such
Republicans as I know to advocate the
policy of apportioning the mnext repressntation,
not upon population. but upon the basis of votes
cast, so that it will ba the intersst of the
whites of the South to see that the nmegro votes
are counted. Otherwise their representation in
Congress should be diminished, If this is done
it will be but a short time before the men who
now do all in their power to prevent tha colored
man from voting will be the most anxious to ses
that his name is properly enrolled, and that his
vote is properly cast and counted. I bave no
vafrieadly feeliog toward the white people of
the South, nor have tha negroes generally,” con-
tinned Mr., Gordon, “‘but inasmuch as we form
a large part of the population upon which repre-
sentation in Congress is granted, it is only right
that we should insist upon enjoying the benefits
of this representation, and | think it would be
an excellent idea for the incoming administra-
tion to advocate the change in the election laws
in the direction which I bave indicated, and to
propose that when the apportionment is made in
1890 itshould be based upon the number of votes
cast in each State, and not upon the popualation
shown by the census. This would be equally
fair in every State in the Union, and would
serve to do more good to the eolored race than
any other plan which could be devised.”

SELFISH MANUFACTURERS.
———
Illustrations of Greed as Shown DBefore the
Senate Fionance Committee,

Epecial to the Indianapolis Journatl
WasHINGTON, Dec. 18.—A manufacturer who

came liere to appsar before the Senate commit-
tee on finance in relation to certain aiterations
in the Republican substitute for the Mills tariff

bill, after listening to a number of hearings, had
this to say of his impressions, this morniog:

“I never had any idea that there was so mueh
selfisbness in asking for protection of ind~ stries.
It seems that it is ‘everybody for himeelf and
the devil take the hindmost.” Yon will find one
manufacturer asking for a reduection of duty
upon an article which he consumes in his buasi-
pess, and an increase upon the article which bhe
manufacturers. For instance, the other day I
heard some men who wanted a decrease upon
the duty on blooms, wire rods and similar arti-
cles from $11 to §8 per ton. This class of ma-
terial is used in the manufacture of drawn
wire from which wire for fence-making is man-
ufactured. The objectin asking for the reduc-
tion on biooms and wire rods was, of course, to
get cheaper raw material from which to make
wire for wire fencea. In the same breath ths
wire manufacturers asked to have a large in-
creaso upon their produetion. In other words,
they wanted to break down the manufacturers
of blooms and wire rods for the purpose of
building up those who make drawn wire.

“But I saw another exhibition of selfishness,”
continved the gentleman, ‘‘which was quite as
flagrant. A man who dyes ungrained socks and
stockings and other knit goods asked the ecom-
mittee to admit free of duty all uograined

goods, so that l'e ¢could get to dye them. This
fellow would break down a!l of our factories
which make knit goods for the purpoge of per-
mitting him to get to dye the ungrained raw
manufaetured article. It was a clear cass of
saving st the spigot and wastiog at the bang-
hole. Of courss I am a protectionist and be-
lieve that an import duty should be lavied with
the establishment and increase of manufactar-
ing interests, but I do not think that thosa who
want protection should ask it at theexpense of
others. We should go upon the same priveiple
that we ask the tree-traders to act upon: that of
a little self-sacrifice, in order that the most
good shall be done the greatest number.”

AFFAIES IN HAYTL

———

Seized Steamer to Be Released—Cape Haytien
Bombarded and Twenty Persons Killed.

e——m——

New Yorg, Deec. 18.—Captain Kelly, of the
steamer Saginaw, which arrived to-day from
Hayti, would not make any report of Haytian
affairs, but it is learned from other sources that

the steamer Haytian Republic was still in the
harbor of Port-au-Prince when the Saginaw
sailed. Passengers by the Saginaw bring im-
portant news from Hayti. On the morning of
Dec. 5, the passengers state, fvur of Liogisisac's
men-of-war—the Dessalines, Dalize, Toussant
I'Ouvertare and one other—bombarded Cape

Haytien. Tke gunboats dropped anchor
four or five miles off shore, lying broad-
side on to the town. The vessels’ guns were
fired with blank cartridges to givelnotice of their
war-like intentions. The foreign copsuls in

the city sent out a petition to the commander of
the fleet asking time to get out of the city. They
were given thirty-six houra to evacuate the
town. The people fled into the hills, taking all
the possessions they could conveniently ecarry.
They loaded their effects upon the backs of
mules, which c¢ould only carry ‘‘a carga” each,

which is 250 pounds. The supply of pack-mules
being limited to fifty or sixty, the animals were
in great demand and fabulous prices were paid
to coovey a single mule load of
the more valuable effects of the wealthy
residents to places of safety. A wealthy
resident by the name of Morel paid $100 for the
use of a single animal for the afterncon of the
first day on which the people had to remove
their effects. Incidents of a similar natare
marked the second day, and those of the poorer
classes who were fortunate enouch toc own a
mule preferred renting it out, to using the ac-
imals to save their own goods.

Shortly after daybreak on thesecond day after
the arrival of the fleet, the Haytian officers
trained their gunson the town and the bombard-
ment commenced. Operations were begun at
this early hour becanse a favoring tide enabled
the four vessels to lay broadside to the town.
The Toussaint fired the first shot, which went
whistling through the air and buried iteelf in
the sand on the beach, just in front of the
frail thatched bamboo houses of the poorer
patives. The other vessels followed suit and
fired wildly. Inafew minutes, however, the
shots began to tear through the town, demolish-
ing the fra‘l structures. The bamboo huts sue-
cumbed easily, but the stone buildings in the
eentral and more elevated portions of the town
were not 8o easily destroyed, the heavy walls
resistiog she fire for several hours. Despite the
warning they had received to leave the fated
town, many of the residents clune to their hab-
itations. Infact, it was impossible to remove
many of the sick in the city within the time
alloted by Legitime. On the tops of all the
houses in which a sick person was known to be
a white fiag was placed, but the shot and shell
were no respecters of the appealicg emblems.

None of the people who arrived to-day eould
estimate with any degree of accuracy the num-
ber killed, but it was thought that fifteen or
twenty, at least, sucecumbed to the deadly fire.

Legitime is, by degrees, losing the coufidence
of the people. and most all the sympatby is
with the north.

The agents, in this city, of the steamship
Haytian Republic are much surprised at the re-
port that their vessel will sail from Hayti, to-
day, in charge of an American crew which
sailed from here Jlast week on the Atlas line
ship Alena, to be delivered at an American port
gsubject to the disposal of this government, Mr.
Austin, one of the agents, said: *“I don't see
what either Hayti or the Atlas peoples gsin by
this. I doubtvery much whether they can brinz
the Haytian Republic up here. She has no stores,
no fuel nor anything else on board, aud she must
be in bad condition. 1 doubt, too, whether an
engineer who is not used to her engines can run
her. They say she will leave this morning.
The Galena ought to be there to-day, and will
probably reach them before she can sail. I sup-
pose the Galena will take possession of her at
once. Mr. Morse, one of the owners, is on the
(Galens, and he will take charge of his vessel.”

S. Houx, a
stock man of Hawk creek, asbout fifty miles
portheast of Lere, has for some time been
enamored of the wife of C. V. Strong. He bad
attempted several times to induce her to leave
ber husband, threatening to kill him, and upon
two occasions pointing bis Winchester rifle at
him. On the morning of the 16th Houx renewed
his abuse and threatsned the lite of Strong,
when the latter drew a revolver and shot Houx
throueh the heart, remarking, “You have had
the drop on we long enough; this time I bhave
the best of it.”

C.,, Dec. 18.—The Senate yester-
day rejected the bill to estahlish a home for
disabled confederate soldiers and sailors, and
nassed a bill amendiog the vresent pension law
by limiting the total amount to be paid out
avnualiy to £50,000. The bill provides that in
each country a committes of five veterans shall
be anoually selected by a mass-meeting of their
comrades. This committee will select from the
list of applicants such indigent and diwsabled

Several Members of the House Forcibly Ex-
press Their Views on the Salject.

WasniNgTON, Dec. 18.—A fierce fight over
civil-service reform took place in the House this
alternoon, in which New Yorkers and Indianiasos
participated. When the section in the legislative
and judicial appropriation bill making provision
for the maintenance of the civil service was
reached, Mr. Cummings, of New York, moved
to strike it out. He attacked the workings of
the Civil service Commission and the operations
of the law, declariog that they never did any
good. During the course of his remarks he
dwelt unfairly upon the recent elaction
in Indiana, and declared that Col. W. W,
Dudley had committed political crimes and was
a fugitive from justice. Thia brought Gen.
Browne, of Indiana, to his fee:, and he made »
very dignified and forceful speech in support of
civil-service reform, the enforcement of the
law, the maintenance of the commission, and in
defense of the action of the Republicans of his
State during the recent election. Hereferred 1o
the proposed investigation 1nto the recent election
and said the Republicans of Indiana courted it,
and he hoped the investigation would be or-
dered. Representative Johnston also spoke in
a similar tone. He was foliowed by Represent~
ative Bynum, who claimed that the Republicans
bought everything in his State at the election
last month, and Lad perpetrated gross frzuds at
the polis, and had been guilty of corruption
through the purchase of voters. He said the
Republican press had not uttered a political
truth for six months. Mr, Cheadle, of Indiaca,
defended the actions of the Republicans of his
State during the recent election. lan referriog
to Col. Dudley, he said that gentleman was fcr
three and a halfl years Commissioner of Pen-
sions, since when he bad been, and is now, a
resident of the District of Columbia; that if he
bad committed a erime against the federal gov-
ernment, or the State of Indiana, be could be
found here, and a process from the conrt would
apply to him io this city, and could be served ss
easily as if he were in Indiana. The Republie-
ans in his State, be said, wanted a full
and a fair investigation ioto the meth-
ods of everybody im the recent election.
He said that all fair-minded men in the State
would like an investigation which would reveal
the methods employed by which ten Democratie
Representatives were elected to the next Con-
gress when there was ouly three Republicans
elected, although the State gave the Republican
Connpessional ticket nearly 5,000 majority. He
added, that was a mystery to all pure men, and
he hoped an investigation would be instituted
with a viow to meaking it ciear. When a vote
was taken upon Mr. Cummings’s propesition to
strike out the appropriation for the Civil-service
(Commission, those who supported it were: Spi-
nole, T. J. Campbell and Cummings, of New
York; Taulbee, and Caruth, eof Kentucky;
