GENERAL HARRISON'S VISITORS.

New England Will Give the President-Elec- t
Cordial Support.

Congressman J. 1L Gallmeer, of the Concord
district of New Hampshire, who was here yes-

terday to see General Harrison, is a physician
by profession, and ia now serving his second
term as a Representative from that district.
"We don't confine our representation to tbe
lawyers when a professional man is taken up,"
he said to a Jonrnal reporter. "The other pro-

fessions get a chance occasionally, and just now
myeolleagne from the other New Hampshire
district is a preacher, although, like myself, be
has not had ranch time to work at his profession
lately. His district is more of a mannfacturinsr
section than mine, although we have a large and
diversified manufacturing interest in both, cot-

ton coods teine our main product As to tao
recent campaicn with us, it was very similar. I
suppose, to yonrs. The protection issue was
the main one there as it was here."

'How are New England Republicans disposed
to look on the incoming administration?"

'They are disposed to take a cood deal of stock
in General Harrison's execntive management,
and are ready to give him cordial and earnest
support in carrying out the policy indi-
cated in his letter of acceptance and
his speeches following his nomination.

struck the wealthy member square on the pate.
The man of means rose in his
pew, and said with intense earnest-
ness: "Brethren. I subscribe 5300 right
now for repairing this church." The minister
looked him full in the faee, and the thought
overwhelmed his pious soul as he saw the man
meant it.

His young daughter and little boy
were assisting us in the temperance work, and
haiindnced him one night to s'gn, though when
I first approached the man I had only received
tbs encouraging suggestion that I had 'better
mind my own business.' Laughter. But
nothing could resist that young girl's love for
her father. While he refused to
sign on the spot, he wanted me to go home with
him, which 1 did, and after administering medi-
cine to strengthen his nervss in recovering from
his then drunken condition, he sobered up and
signed the pledge. The next day I called to aee
him, aod found him lying on tbe bc. 'How
do yon feel? I asked. 'Weak, weak.' he replied,
'but 111 ficht this thing out if it kills me!' And
he did, and it didn't kill him either! ' Applanse.

fore ns. Like all great causes, Mat of temper-
ance mu3t invariably proceed on Che lines of in-dirid- nal

eozmctisn, and individaal conviction
is torn of the personal counsels of
men with their tretbern; and when
any clique attempts to make a wholesale thine
of it, and leave out tho element or the recogni-

tion of he supreme necessity of personal con-

viction, this whole xt'ovemsnt becomes mis-

managed, forced, unnatural, and loses the prace
of God! We ere attempting enough nonsense --

in the work or temper'auce, in the came of
religion and of scienee, oatilie of partisanship,
from which, the Lord deli rer us! We aro try-

ing to argue drunkards out of tho pit scientific-
ally, with reasons based from the very proto-

plasm up, and on through all the other 'asms'
and spasms!

GRAND DOWNING AS SPARTACCS.

An audience much larger than might have
heen reasonably expected, considering the near
approach of the holidays, greeted the appear-
ance of Robert Downing as Spartacus at the
Grand Opera-hous- e, last evening. No young
tragedian before the public has made such rapid
strides in the line of his profession as has Mr.
Downing. He possesses all 'the attributes
requisite for success. An admirable conceotion
of the character he attempts to portray, a mag-

nificent physique and a splendid voice, with an
utter absence of Downing and an intense real-
ism, be deserves the high encomiums passed
upon him, and may be regarded as a star in the
dramatic firmament of the first magnitude.
Downing has studied Roman history with a re-
sult he makes of his Spartacus a man, a gen-
eral who was feared and hated by Rome as cno
of the greatest generals her legions had ever en-
countered.

Mr. Herman as
Phasarius gave a fine rendition of the crucifix-
ion of the gladiators, and Mr. Meredith was ex
cellent as Crassus. Miss Blair as Julia looked
handsome and pleasing, as did Miss Tracy as
Sonons, tbe Tbracian's wife. Nothing but praise
can be given to alL

The scenery and stage mechanism employed
in tbe production is equal to the company and
the star, and, taken as a whole, no better pre-
sentation of tragedy has been recently wit-
nessed in Indianapolis. Particular attention
has been paid by Manager Mack to the aeesso-rie- s,

and to all tbat goes to make up an excel-
lent performance, and the efforts thua bestowed
have uot been without effect, for in every sense
the performance is most excellent.

This afternoon Mr. Downing will appear as
Virginins, in which he is said to excel: in fact
it is prounced by many capable critics to be his
best character. He will be supported by the
full strength of his excellent company, Miss
Bair as Virginia, Miss Tracy as Servia, Mr.
