THE ANACONDA SHUT-DOWN.

e
Some Facts Regarding the Copper Mines of

Montana Territory and Their Production.
Fort Wayne Gazetin.

The Chicago Herald, which, by the way, bas
pot been informed that Harrison is elected, is
still fighting the tariff issue. Its presumption is
only squaled by its ignoranece. It knows noth-
ing about the tariff issue, and it continues to ad-
vertise its ignorance. But it reached the acme
of asininity in its editorial of Monday morniog
eotitled, *“Tha Copper Anaconda.” This article,
which is a good sampie of the Heraid's style of
argument on the tarif, attempts to make the
protective tariff on copper responsible for the
Anaconda shut-down, and the Gazette will make
known the causes for the suspension of opera-
tions for the purpose of showing bow silly the
Herald has made itself. Haviop witnessed the
development of the Anacondafrom its inception,
and published a newspaper in the town of Ana-
conds, the writer is not basbful about statiog
his opinion.

The Anaconda Company's mines, consisting of
the Anaconda, the St. Lawrence, and a group of
mives known as the Chambers's syndicate mines,
sre located at Butte. The smelter is located in
the valley of the Deer Lodge river, twenty-
seven miles away. The Anaconda enterprises
in one way or another support 10,000 people 1n
Montapa. The mine and smolter are connected
by the Montana Union railway. The engineers
on this railway struck last week. This stopped
the transfer of ore from the mine to the smelter.
The smelter could not run without ore, hence it
shut down. After being shut down three days
the strike was adjusted and the smelter at once
resumed operations.

Now if the Herald can show that the tariff on
copper caused Master Mechanic Ross, of the
Montana Union railway, to make himself obnox-
ious to the engineers of the road, then its argu-
ment is good. Otherwise it is simply rot. The
Anaconda drew ita fires because the railroad
eculd not furnish it with eoal and ore at the
smelter. As soon as the road was relieved from
the strike all the Anaconda enterprises re-
sumed foll activity.

In 0o ease could the copper tariff affect the
Anpaconda. It does not produce copper in this
country, The product of the Anaconda isa
copper silver matte, every pound of which is
shipped to Swansea, Wales, where it is refined
aod sold.

Five years ago the Anaconda mine was bought
snd sold for $40,000. Under the operation of
the tariff law it has become probably the great-
est copper producer of the world. Its eapacity
bas been more than doubled within the last
eighteen mooths. From five to seven millioos
of dollars have been invested in permanent im-
provements, mining macbinery, buildings and
furnaces. The company mwrt 10,000 poople
in Montana. A eity of 6,000 people has sprung
up around the Anaconda smelter, as if by magic,
and its inhabitants are entirely dependent on
the smelter for support, All this has been ae-
complished under the tariff, at which the in-
sensate Chicago Herald ridiculously rails. The
high price of copper is made by a French syndi-
cate or trust, which absolutely controls the
markets of the world.

In view of his exposition of ignorance, on this
subject, it is doubtfal if the Herald's mining
and mental editor could distioguish the differ-
ence betweer the three compartment shaft of
the Anaconda and a man-hole of one of Chicago's
sewers.

The statement that the Anaconda employs
either foreign or underpaid labor is & malicious
and gratuitous falsification. It pays the Miners'
Union scale of wages, and its men are nearly, if
not quite, all members of the organization. It
is an American enterprise, run by Americans on
Awerican principles, and pays the scale of
wages adopted by the Miners’ Union of Batte,
and by every mining company of the camp.

THE REMOVAL OF FENCES.

Lawns Without Protection Look Pretty, but

the Custom Has Its Drawbacks.
Boston Transeript.

There was a growing fashion of buildiog
houses without fences, and we even see fences
removed from houses already provided with
them. Probably economy is at the bottom of
the fashion, but there are also masy people who
admire it. *“How pretty a street looks without
fances,” they say. *“Itislike apark.” Perhaps
it is, but do any of us want to live in a park!

Having once bad a house in one of these com-
muoities, I would like to describe some of the
peculiarities of the system. The principal
trouble was about children. It was impoasible
to turn them out \with any safety to play in their
own yard, anless they had a purse 10 constant
attendance, Moast children can be taught
to stay in a yard which bas s fence
and gate, but few are so obedient as to
remain on gronnd which bas no bvoundary
but a line of tarf. The consequence was that in
our neighborhood the middle of the street was
the favorite play-ground for ehildren of all ages,
the very little ones taking an especial delight,
like hens, in the depth of the dust, and, also, of
course, frequently running away. The idea of
home seemed to have but half its meaning to
those children, and the fact that ““a man's house
is his castle,” and that no one bhas a right to
trespase on other people’s grounds, was nsver
guessed at by most of the members of our risiog
generation. 1 have watched the children com-
ing home from schoo!, and bave noticed that
every child made a bee line for home, without
the slightest reference to Prinu grouuds, which
they crossed at every angle which was most con-
venient. I even saw a boy climb up and look
into the window of a house he was passiog.

Not only ehildren, however. but grown people
pass back and forth over each other's grounds,
as a matter of course, going between a gentle-
man’s house and his out-houses, and passing

close to the windows, or to people sitting on the

wh.

As with human beings, 8o with dogs. They
spent most of their time in their neighbors’
yards or on their piszzas, where they would
sometimes prevent callers from rioging the
door bell. There was one lady who was actually
unable to go out upon her own piazza because
the immense dog of a quite distant neighvor had
a faney for lying there, snd if she appeared
would threaten and growl at her. As to dogs
rollinog and wrestling with each other in the
flower beds, and turniog up unexpectedly in the
cellar, that was quite a matter of course.

Then there wers cows. To be sure they were
not allowed to go loose, but every now and then
one would pull up the stake to which she was
tied, eo that twice I found footprints, which
looked large enough for those of s mastodon, all
over my flower beds, and soft, pewly-made
lawn. Thenone day I happened to giance out
of one of my chamber windows, and discovered
a very large bull [foraging directly below
it, with & bherd of attendant cows.
The bad all broken ous of their pasture. The
same thing happened occasionally with horses,
I once counted nine, all passing up the street,
with notking betwsen them and the playing
children and neatly kept flower-beds. Such in-
conveniences as these do not seem to be balanced
by tue supposed beauty of the fenceiess system.

In Europe the feeling that tha first essectial of
a refined bome is privacy is carried rather too
far, for the high walls with which gentlemen’s
houses are so often surrounded are a sad draw-
back to the beauty of the country in general;
but I believe the priociple is & rightone. A
house which stands, ss it were, in the street,
which is not separated either by a hedee or fence
from the public thoroughfare, is wanting, io my
opinion, 10 one of the important elements of a
true home.

MEXICO'S NATIONAL SPORT.
Ferocious Bulls Kept Well in Hand and
Killed According to Rules.
City of Mexico Special to New York Timee.

The celebrated team of Spanish bull-fighters
who recently arrived here from . Seville per-
formed before 30,000 excited Mexicans yester-
day. There was a great crush, and at 3 o'cloek
the crowd in the amphitheater was so great that
the sale of tickets was discontinued. A band of
music was playine and everybody was impa-
tiently waitiog the alderman who was to pre-
side as judge of the fight.

At 3 o'clock the judge, sccompanied by his
buglers, entered the box, cver which was sus-
pended a bull's head. His arrival was the signal
for a general rheering, which d:d not subside
until after the Despegador de la Plaza entered
thering. The latter personage was dressed as a
Kunight of St. John, and rode abeautifully-eapar-
isoned horse, and with his sppearance in the
amphitheater an ancient custom was revived.
Atter displaying remarkable borsemanship he
approached the shady side of the plazs, where
the judee was sitting, and takiog off his hat,
respectiully asked him for the key to the torre,
where the bulis were confined. The judge tossed
it tohim, and, after unlocking the door, he re-
tired from the ring.

The bugle then sounded the eall for the bull-
fighters, and as they filed into the arena with
Mancho at their head scores of hats went over
the paling into the ring. Nearly everybody arose
and shouted as Mancho sddressed the judge,
saying, in effect, that the bulls that he was to
kill to-day were for him and his family, With
the exception of the matador, piecadors, and
banderilleros, the remainder of the team left
the arena, and the first bull, a dark animal,
with a short, shaggy neck, and sharp, curving
horns, eame from the torra He had no more
than received the rosette before he came bound-
ing into the ring, bellowing with rage. He went
for the capas, but their agility saved them from
goring, they going over the barrier to the alley-
way in a body.

Next he tackled the picador, Franciseo Las-
quedo, strikiog his horse with his borns in the
breast, and throwing the steed and his rider to
the ground. The animal gored fatally three
horses before the bugle sounded for the bander-
illo. EI Maranjito essayed the barbed darts,
and was chased behind the buladero. E| Roch-
ano entered and placed the banderillos in good
shape. Foilowing him came Bonarillo, who de-
fied the animal. The bull entered, and by a
scrateh he managed to place the barbs where
tbhey belonged. Rochano, to show bhis agility,
ran in a eircle and put the bgnderillos on both
sides of the bull's neck, amid the wildest ap-
plause. He was then given over to Mansho, who
made two false strokes. In the third he gave
the estacado, which caused the animais death.

The second bull came into the ring witha
rush. He was a magnificent snimal, with open
horns and long neck. He charged Federico
Gochicoa’s horse, but the agile picador poised
his spike so as to throwthe snimal off. He then
encountered the pledad Gareia with better Inck,
throwing the picador and his horse against the
fence. The crowd howled, expecting every mo-
ment that the man would be fatally gored, as he
was underneath the horse. A man on the sunoy
side shied his broad-brimmed hat iateo the ricg,
and the buli's attention was attracted, saving the
picador’s life. The capas, in their play, were
most excellent,. When the bull was tursed over
to the matador he was still in fair shape enough
to make it lively. He made eighteen passes at
the mileta, and was kill by Maucho.

The third bull came into the plaza very
tamely. Banderillos werse applied, the bull
bellowed with rage as the fire struck his skin,
and he chased everybody in sight into the alley-
way. Not satisfied, he went cver the barrier
into the alley, makiog all who happened to be
there hustle to save a goring. When he was
enticed into the ring sgain he killed four
horses and bumped two of the picadors’ heads
agaiost the fence. Then Espado Lobito did the
killing or butcbery of the third animal He
made four false strokes before he got in the
finishing estacado. The crowd hissed and
whistled to show its disgust, some of the sunny-
side gods pelting hin with oranges.

The fourth animal, a black ball, long-eared
and with very ugly wide horms, pluaged into
the arena, and how he did rush the torreas!
Vaquerita, gaining courage, eame from behind
one of the sectional barriers and with his capa
made the celebrated throw behind. The spec-
tators bowled with delight, and as he sacknowl-
edged the honor the animal madeadive for him,
He went over the fence to the alleyway and the

bull atter him. He ran partly round the inclos-
ure and entered the riag just as the bull's horns
were feeling his back. 'liho picadors then re-
eeived the attention of the bull. He went for
Gochioca's horse, pressing the ypicador from his
seat and leaving the entrails of the horse drag-

ing on the ground. A mono sablo, who was
fl"ngoring in the rear of the gored beast, next
claimed the attention of the maddened animal,
and the width of the ricg was traversed by both
of them. Had there been five feet more the
mono sabio would have been an sogel rom
the mono sabio ihe beast went for El Bellote.
The agile banderillo made the best capa plays
of the day, and tired the bull so that be was
easily dispatched by Maocho.

After four pairs of banderillos bad been placed
the fifth bull showed all the bravery of the cele-
brated Ateno stock. He had bardly received
the rosette in leaving the torre before he had
killed two horses and made the caudrilla seek
refuge behind the banderos. Some of the ban-
derilieros, awaiting the arrival of the horses,
made an attempt at capa plays, but they were
failures, 88 the haull, instead of driving at the
eaps, mads direct charges at'the bodies of the
tormentors, placiog them in danger of goring.
El Lobite, with his muletains, attemptad to kill
the animal, but he was rus behind the bur-
laderos. More than twenty passes were made
by the bull at the muletai. Foar strokes of the
sword, in every place buot the right place o
cause death, were made before the animal fell
to the bands of the calehetero, who dispateched
bim with a stroke of a short-bladed knifa
