& belief that within the next week empty ears
will be more plenty, and the east-bound move-
ment of graln will then be the heaviest in many
years. North-and-south roads are doiog a fine
business, and cars are well loaded going in both
directions. With all lices local traffic is heavy.
The hog and corn crops are moving freely this
mice weather, and all classes of freight show a
Jarger tonoage than usual in Decembyr. The

of any week in the history of the road. As it
was, it forwarded from Indianavolis 1,184 load-
ed cars, and brought in 726 car-loads,

During the past week the Vandalia had an-
other heavy ron of freight, brioging mto In-
disnapolis from the West 1,525 loaded cars,
thirteen lesa than in the weok ending Dec. 15,
which was the heaviest east-bound movement
in the bistory of the road.

The Bee-line manages to keep up its record as
Jeading in east-bound business, forwarding last
week 1,258 loaded cars, and falling ouly seven-
ty-two cars below the ear movement of the
week preceding, which waa one of the largest
east-bonnd movements of loaded cars of the
year.

Last week was a banner week with the Cin-

Un the main line betwesn Kankakees and Cinecin-

nati, an average of 779 loaded cars a day was

handled, most of it bemng of a loeal charseter.

Jay Gould is reported as saying that not a ton
of freight has been moved in Kaneas iz the last
twelve monihs by railroads, exeept at a loss. If
this is true it would seem to be high time thas
the presidents wers endeavoring to restere and
bring about a maintenance of rates.

President Strong, of the Atchinson, Topeka
& Santa Fe, is out West trying to mend South-
western rates, whils President Adams, of the
Union Pacifie, stays at home and expresses a
willingness to sign aoy proper peace-deslariog
agreement which may be brought to him.

Romor has it that the relations between Vice-
presidest Smith and the directory of the Louis-
ville & Nashville road are somewhat etrained,
and should he tender his resignation within the
next thirty davs it would not bea surprise to
those who are informed as to the situatien.

The Bee-line should have the eredit of beiag
the first road of importance, west of Pittsburg
and Cleveiand, to adopt the heatiog of its en-
tire passenger equipments with steam taken
from the locomotivee Thes arrangement is
working admirably. The steam pipes are all in
the lower part of the car, and as it rises it
briogs about a very even temperature in the
coach.

The railroad friends and comrades of Henry
Monett, late general passenger agent of the
New York Central & Hudson River raiiroad,
bave succeeded in raising an amount sufficient
t® cancel the mortgage remaining unpaid on
bis bome in Brooklyn, at his death, and have
forwarded the mortgage cancellad and fully
paid to his widow aud her children as a Christ-
mas offering.

Last Thursday D. K. Folsom, genera! agent of
the American Express Company at this point,
commenced his twelfth year in that position.
He thinks the business of the Indianapolis office
for 1553 has been one of the largest since he has
been tbe ecompany's general agent here, not-
withstandinog the bitter competition they have
had to meet, on secount of the rate war, between

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OPINIONS OF THE LAWYERS.
SRR e
The Supreme Court CGQuestion Calls Ouat
Diverse Views, but All Ask for Relief.

In reference to methods of relief for the Sun-
preme Court, General Coburp, having the mat-
ter of expressions thereon im charge, has re-
ceived the following additional letters:

N. O. Ross, Logansport—The court of last re-

sort should be of the highest order obtainable,
and, to be such, the judgea composing it should

have ample time to carefully consider every’

question submitted for its decision.

The relief to be given, therefore, is not that
they should give questions less consideration,
but that they should have a lsss rumber of cases
to consider.

Three methods have been proposed to give
such relie{—

1. The appointment of a Supreme Court eom-
mission.

2 An inerease of the number of the judees of
the Supreme Court, to be made under an amend-
meunt to the Constitution.

3. The ereation of a court to be of final resort
in a certain class of cases. to be defined by atat-
ute, which has by some been designated an *‘In-
termediate Court,” and others an *“‘Appellate
Court.”

Neither the first nor sacond of the above-
named methods relieves the Supreme Court
from the decision of a single case or a single de-
cision in any case. They mast consider and
pass upon every question presented for deciaion.

If & commission should be provided for the
commissioners would write out their opinions
and submit them for consideration, and the
judges must pass upon each question, and
should do so with the same care as if no such
opinion had been prepared. But little relief
would be afforded in this way.

If the pumber of judees should be inecreased
under an amended constitation, yet it is ques-
tionable whether the court thus ecoustituted
would determioe the questions involved in any
given case in less time than it now is; so that
not much would be gaiced in that way.

The third propoesition is the only o2e that
would relieve the court from the number of
cases to be decided by it. Such acours ennld be
made to relieve the Supreme Court of one-half
its businass.

By giviog the judeges of this appellate conrt
the same salary as the surreme judges receive,
equally as competent men could be  procured,
whose decisions would give like satisfaction.

It has been objeeted that this court might
sometimes hold the law one way, wkile the Su-
preme Court held 1t to be the raverse,

This might oeccur oeccasionally, but perhaps
not oftener than the Supreme Court has over-
ruled its own decisions. Let the law, as de-
elared by the Supreme Court, be given the ap-
peliate eourt.

The appellate court plea might be adopted un-
til the Constitution is amended, and by that
time its value can be determined, and if not
found satisfactory, the number of judges in-
creased instead.

B. H. Barnes, Brownstown—It is my opinion
that the best and cheapest plan for such relief,
would be to divide the State into districts, em-
bracing foureirenits, srganize an apoellats esurt
alfter the plan of the Superior Court of Marion
county, in which the four judges shall constitute
the judges of such eourt. Provide that this new
court shall bold ten terms a year, and that the
judge from whom this appeal was taken shall
not participate in the decision of said ease; and,
also, provide that onlvy certain cases may be
taken to the Supreme Court, ete.

Require this court to hold its terms at some
ceniral county seat in the district. The clerk of
the circuit and of the coupty, when located, to
be the eclerk of this court. The sheriff of the
county to be the sheriff of this court. Provids
for a reporter. Pay the expenses of the judges
whila sttending the court in general term, ete.
Excuee haste.

C. H. Reeves, Piymouth—1 bave your circular
relating to relief of the Supremse Court, and
facilitating disposition of bnsiness before it. I
will lay the matter before the bar hers om the
opening of court, to-morrow.

Meantime, permit me to say for myself, four
or five practical heads are better thao all the
members of the bar. You will bave nearly as
msany plans as there are members, and unity of
action will seem impossible. If a bhalf dozen of
you there will devise a practical plan looking to
to the [future, both as to possibilities and con-
stitutional amendments, and submit that to the
bar io cireular form for approval, you would be
ready for the Legislature. The bar would ap-
prove prepared work, while utterly unable aad
vonwilling to pregare any themselves.

Any chaoge of the judicial system is full of
tronble and complications in the futare. Any
increase in the number of supreme judges is
ebjectionable. The routine work of clerks de-
manded of the judges is a great drawback, and
relisf from that would largely aid in dispatch of
work by them. Iotermediate district courts
create s sort of combine, where all the judges,
by a sort of involuntary courtesy, sustain—or
fail to antagonize—each other. This is a spawn
of the election system, destroying the independ-
ence of the judges and keepiig the best jurists
from the beach. Judges should bhold auring
good bebavior and be subject to removal for
misconduet or inecapacity, and should be pen-
sioned when retired because of age after a cer-
tain date. An appellate (intermediate) court
should have but one judge, with writ of error
to any three the party prosecuting it might
elect, from the opinion of the ome. The Su-
preme - Court should bs protected fromn being
toe vietim of the whims and impulses of every
tyro ot the bar, and the business permitied to
go ‘o it should be only of a high order and of
importance to the general weal as matters of
law —its decisions establishing principles affect-
ing everybody and not settling a dispute to soms
one ease only. You will find our trouble a diffi-
cult one to remedy. B

Col. E. S. Robertson, Fort Wayne—I am in
favor of ar. addition to the Supreme Courtjof
five mémbers, to be divided into parts of oneand
two, each independent and of equal jarisdiction.
For fuiure needs, part three may bowprovided
for, to be added when mnecessary. 'hile the
necessary court amendment is going through a
sommission may be provided for.

I do not favor alimit upon avpeais, for the
small smmount may be the litigant’s all, while the
largce amount may be the litigant's trifle. Justice
is a8 sweet to the man who may be robbed of
$100, as to the ona of £100,000.

An intermediate court (appellate) seems to me
objectionable for several reasons. It must sit at
Indiacapolis to be useful and to have anccess to
the State law library. When [ arpeal to that
court, if I want delay I will appeal again, and
so it will be longer before the litigant gets
throuzh. The same objection to limitation on
amount would apply in this case. If1 have a
right it 318 just as sacred for determination as
the one invoiviag a dollar more than mine. If
mine is n dispate over £300, [ oueht to have the
same privileges of a higher court as the man
whose dispute is for 501

The 1ntermediate apoellate court wounld be as
costly as part two, Suprene Court, and wonld
pot be final. Its decisions would be reported,
wonld be a tax upon the profession, and would
not be final

Then I would provide a rule for the Supreme
Court—that it should either hear areuments or
read the briefs in the open eourt, and decide
the eass bafore assigning 1t to one of the judges
to weite the opinion. It woula promote rapidity,
snd briag more injelligence iuto the disposal of
the case. Now, a judge takes the recordtoa
room and in solitunde poses over it till his brain
becomes torpid. He thinks he grasps the case
sud writes an obvinilen, whieh his associates ap-
prove as good law, when perhaps be and the de-
cision are all wrong, and the case would have
been decided otherwise had all heard and dis-
cussed it

An Appellate Court Favored,

fo the Editor of the Indisnapolis Journas
‘The legal fraternity in this part of the State
is taking great interest in the diseussion going
on g vour paper as to the best remedy for the

relief of the Supreme Court, and for the speedy
disposition of legal controversies. It is every-
where admitted that something must be doae
to afford relief in these matters, for there are
pow hundreds of cases inyvolving valuable prop-
erty righta tied up in the Suapreme Court,
which, owing to the vast amount of work im-
posed on that court, cannot be reached in at
least two years. This condition of things ie
not in any particular the fault of our supreme
jundges, for it is admitted that they are the
most laborious and slavish men in the publie
seryvice. As the law pow 1s, that court is made
the drag-net for all manner of disputed ques-
tions-—from questions too small to dignify
& justice of the peace ecourt to profound
questions of statutory construetion and eonsii-
tatioual law. Will the creation of additional
suprems judges or commissionsrs obviate the
difficulties? The dignity. power and eflicieney
of the Supreme Court is the resuit of the la-
bored and united opinions of iws judges. When-
ever the system becomes such, if ever, that i1
decisions arenot the outgrowth of the study,care-
ful research acd thought of a united court, they
will cease to command that high respect which
is vital both to the dignity and usefulness of the
court. To create more judges for trhat court
wil! not, therefore, add to its efficiency to dis-
pateh busivess unless the court degenerates into
& one-msn court. J

There sre thousands of practical questions
every year growing out of daily business
transactions, the speedy decision of which
is of more vital importanes to such li%igants
that anything else-—that had better be decided
wrong by some fairly respectable court thaun al-
lowed to drag along for years. Take misde-
meanors, the establishment of highways, the
drainage of lands and small disputes in civil
actions—say under $500—these ecomprise a very
large part of the legal business. The more
speedy the decision of such matters and the
nearer thev ean be brought home, with the least
expense, the more the administration of the law
will be respected, and the less “‘the delays of
the law” will be denounced.
_ I think an appellate court of exelusive and final
Jurizsdiction of the class of cases mentioned, ex-
cept where the constitutionality of a law is
involved, would best subserve the interests
of the peovle and take from the Supreme
court nearly bhalf its business. Suppose the
State be divided into three election districts,
from each of which eiect an appellate judge for
the term of four years. Make, if you please,
five places for holding such court—Indianapolis,
Fort Wayne, Logansport, Terre Haute and
New Albany—makiog the terms eight woeks
each, or two terms a year of four weeks each.
Provide the most simple svstem of verfecting
such appeals; require the trial court to certify
only so much of the evidence in the case as will
present the legal question involved; let there be
oral argument, as of right, under limitations to
be imposed by the court; make the circuit clerk,
in the ecity where the court sits, ex-officio
clerk of the sappellate court, and fix his
compensation %o be paid out of the State Treas-
ury upon certificatea of the ocourt as to
time employed. If the lower court is
aflirmed, leave it optional with the courtto
write an opinion, but if reversed, make it man-
datory upon the court to transmit to the lower
court & written opinion for its guidance in the
reirial of the cause. If a salary of £3,500 per
annum and mileage, in ease the court should be
required to go to different places throughont
the State, was fixed, it would command a good
class of legal talent,r Under some system of
this kind the Supreme Court would certainly be
relieved of a vast amount of vexatious small
business, better enabling it 1o settie the law of
the State for the guidance of all the courts; it
would afford a speedy acd satisfactory solution
of a class of business the very importance of
which generaliy depends on a speedy bLearing;
it would enable litigants of this class
to go through to the end without swappiog
lawyers in the middle of the case:
it would bring the lawyers more together from
different parts of the State, which would resuit
in greater interchange of views, both as to the
demand for new laws and as to the administra-
tion of those we have. It wouid be an edueator
of judges for the Supreme Bench, and, what ia
above everything else, it would do away with a
system that for years has praetically amounted
to a denial of justice to the people.

. "How Men Propose” is the eatehing titie of a
eurious book. It consists of love passages from
the writings of novelists and romancists of all
countries, showing how their heroes made pro-

posals of marriage. The idea is quaint and
original, and well carried out. Nearly all the

prominent English and American novelists are
represented, the whole numberof extracts being
about 150. These tell their own story, each ex-
tract being sufficient to show the entire sitna-
tion to which it refers. An uncommonly piguant
book is the result—one that not oniy cbarms by
118 warm humaan interest, but furnishes material
for an attractiveliterary study in ecomparing the
styles of wvarious authors engaged upon a simi-
lar theme.

WHY SELLERS RESIGNED,
- ————
What the District Attorney Told Judge Suit
About the Dudley Letter.
Frankfort Banner,

Knowing that Judge J. C. Sait, of this city,
was acquaioted with some of the inside history
of the district atterneyship resignation, the Ban-
per had a represeatative call on him. Judge
Suit was bolding court at Monticello, the home
of Distriet Attorney Sellers, and the reporter
intarviewed bim as follows.

Reporter—Judge, are you rsonally ae-
quainted with District Attorney Sellerst

Judge Suit—Yes sir, 1 have known him quite
iotimately for some time.

K—What do you think of his resignation?
Did he resign to avoid the election-bribery casea!

S—What do I think about it! I am quite con-
fident he had not thought of sbrinking any duty.
His law partner, Hon. A. W. Reynolds, had just
been elected to the cirenit bench, and as their
firm had the leading practice of Monticello, Mr.
Sellers believed it to be to his interest to resien
and come home. He said to me some time ago
that he intended to resign; that his clients counld
get along without him, but that it would be
difficalt for him to get along without them. He
also stated to me that he had informed Sena-
tors Voorhees and Turpie of his intentions and
that they approved of it; that Judge Saullivan,
of Indianapolis, would probably be designated
by the President as his successor.

R.—How do his neighbors regard him?

N.—Hae is universally esteemed. The only ob-
jection I have beard to him is that he is a Dem-
ocrat. He has the confidence of his neighbors
of both parties.

R.—Did he express any opinion in regard to
the Duodley letter?

S—Yes, sir, he talked unreservedly of that
matter, and expressed, what I had heretofore
understood to be the truth in regard to that let-
ter, viz.; that the Sentivel had fallem into the
trap set for Indiana Demoerats by Dudley.
That the leWer was written with a view of hav-
ing it reach as many Democrats as possible;
that npo better mediam of circulation
among Democrats could be obtained than the
Sentinel; that only one letter was written, and
that one sent where it ‘'would certainly fall into
the hands of the Sentinel; thas it was Dudley’s
