Chicago Coopers Lave the Order and Zltf
Re Followed by 3Iany Other Assemblies.

Chicago, Dec 24. The Evening News ssys

the first real and decided opposition to the
leadership in the Knights cf Labor to bear fruit
that is ominous was the unanimous withdrawal
from the order, last Friday night, of the lr-ca- l

Coopers' Assembly 209. A red-lette- r meeting
was called to take place in the hall for the pur-

pose of considering this yery question, and when
it came to a vote not a dissenting voice was
raised in opposition that the Coopers' Assembly
should withdraw. It is probable that with'.n
two weeks all the fifty-on- e local coopers' assem-
blies in the United States will also withdraw
from the Knichts of Labor and join themselves
into a national organization, with a government
and officers to snit the radical ideas of the mem-
bers.

The cause of this movement within the order
dates Pack to the inauguration nf the great
eight-hou- r movement of 1SSG. Tne meeting
held on Friday night was the largest gathering
of coopers since the stockyard strike, when
Powderly ordered the 0,000 men either to
return to work on the ten-hou- r system, or to
surrender the charters of their assemblies. The
coopers' assembly then bad 800 members in
Chicaco. Decna the assembly refused t)
withdraw from the Knights of Labor at that
time, this number bad dwindled down until now
only 150 names are on the rolls of 2309. Said
Gsorge Schiilinc this r.fternoon: "After the
strike and the dissatisfaction growing
out of Powderly's conduct, 250 coopers
quit us in a body, and it bas been
impossible for us to get them back.
Assembly 2300 really led the charge in the eight-hou- r

movement in 18SC. and the failure to carry
out that fight is attributed to Powderly."

"Would this step have been taken had anyone
besides Powderly been elected General Hatter
Workman at the last national meetingF

"I think it would. Nothing except a general
cleaning-ou- t of the officers and a revision of the
constitution to suit the self-governme- nt of the
locals would have prevented it. .Men wanted to
withdraw after the Milwaukee meeting, a year
ago, bnt I prjrented them. After the Indi-
anapolis meeting I could not have kept them in."

"Will this move be confined to the Chicago
coopers alone''

"Not by any means. In a few weeks you'll
hear that the majority of the fifty-on- e local
coopers' assemblies in the Knichts of Labor will
bave followed the example of Assembly 230?.
The discontent ia national. They don't like the
national government of the Knights of Labox
and will go by themselves.'

"Are you still with them!
"No, I withdrew sometime ago for reasons

of my own. However, I attended the meeting
the other nieht, and 1 knew of the contemplated
action in the future."

The Infernal Machine That Was Only em
Inkstand.

Boston Letter to the Worcester Spy.
Those who keep a rosary of days seed do re-

minder that Monday. Dec 17, Is the eighty-firs- t
birthday of John G. Whittier. A year ago to-da- y

I spent a most delightful afternoon with him in
his home at Oak Knoll, a fine old estate in Dan-ver- s.

I was glad to find that time bad dealt so
kindly with him, for a growing deafness is the
only infirmity ot bis lorescore years. His eye

9 is as keen, his figure as erect, bis uervous vital-
ity as charged with force as when I saw him
in my school days. For years he was far ahead
of his times, as is seen by recalling
his championship of the abolition of slavery,
Indian education, and female suffrage, lie still
keeps abreast of bis age, and in bis conversa-
tion expressed a lively interest in politics and all
the current issues. He is an illustration of
Emerson's saving, "Let & man plant himself on
his instincts, and, in time, the whole world
comes round to bim." Heredity and environ-
ment, the potent factors in any life, bred in
Whittier the stuff of which martyrs are made,
and his voice and pen have always been quick to
defend the oppressed, without regard to per-
sonal consequences. Not long after the close of
the war of the rebellion, a small but heavy box
came by express from Lookout mountain to the
poet's home, then in Amesbury. When the
cover was removed a peculiar array cT iron
points was visible. His niece, who was a
dearly-belove- d adopted daughter, eried out ia
terror, "Oh, Uncle Greenleaf, don't touch it!
It's some dreadful explosive thing those South-
erners have sent to kill you! Don't
tonch it!" To pacify her it was buried deep
In the garden. The next day's mail brought a
letter from a friend, saying he bad sent an ink-
stand quaintly modeled from Southern balls and
Northern bullets picked up from the famous
Tennessee battle-field- . From its ignominious
burial it was resurrected to a post of honor on
the poet's antique desk, and still graces the (Jar-den-roo-

I once heard him say that he could
not understand the popularity of "Maud Mull-er,- n

which he wrote hurriedly under pressure of
an engagement with the Atlantic Monthly.
But we all know its secret "the one touch of
nature that makes the whole world kin" for
there comes into every life "a might have been.1
Mr. Whittier reads without spectacles many
hours every day, and is especially interested in
theology and modern psychical research, which
argues much for the acuteness ot his mind. I
shall never forget the gray December afternoon
when, in a hapny, reminiscent mood, be told
stories of his boyhood or with tears in bis eyes
talked of his illustrious contemporaries whom
he has outlived.

John Bright' Misplaced Benevolence.

Burning of Nashville's Handsomest Business
Itulldlng Loss Over J 100,000.

Nashville, Tenn., Dec 24. To-nig-
ht at 9:30

o'clocfe the Baxter court, the handsomest office
buildiogs in Nashville, was destrojed by fire,
which originated in the engine-room- . The build-
ing cost $CO,000, and was insured for $50,000.
In the building were the offices of a number of
leading lawyers, among them that of Mr. Bax-
ter, general attorney of the Louisville & Nash-
ville railroad, who lost valuable libraries
and papers. lu O. Dun & Co. lost
all their records, as did the Hermitage Insur-
ance Company. Jndge Matt W. Allen wss at
work on the sixth floor when the fire started,
and managed to fight bia way to tne second
floor through emoke and flames, where, after
desperate efforts, he was rescued by firemen.
He was very seriously burned and bruised by
the falling wreck. The office of the Evening
Banner and that of Riddle & Co. were damaged
by smoke and water. The entire loss will be
over $100,000 on building and libraries, but no
estimate can be placed on the papers destroyed,
some of which .were invaluable. At 11:30 I. M.
the fire was under perfect control

As a result, the animal rapidly grows weak and
loses flesh.
