The Closing of the Red Cloud National Bank—
Another Nebraska Concern Assigns.
Rep Croup, Neb., Dee. 26.—The elosing of

the doors of the Red Cloud National Bank in
this city caused great excitement among the

people. It seems that the bank has beea finan-
eially troubled for some weeks. The prioecipal
ownership of the bank was recently changed;
a0 attempt was made to create a rus on the
bank, and had it not been for private aid it
would bave bad to close its doors ths next day
after the chsnge took place. This alone has
been the means of injury to the concern, but
wamhl’ng seemed to be moving along nicely
aotil Ssturdry evening, when the baank officials,
after a hasty examination of the afairs of the
Jbank, refused to pay their checks. This wsa
not decided upon, however, until numerous pro-
tests of paper had been made at different points
over the country. The bank paid checks and
received money up to 4 o'clock Saturday alter-
poon. As pearly as can be learned the back
owes its depositors about £20,000, aad it is uan-
derstood that they bave othsr liabilities
amounting to scmethiog like  $50,000,
but it1s1mpossible to get the facts, as National
Bank Examiner Griffith is now in charge of the

concern. It is reported that he has found the
assets to be largely in excess of liabilities,
snd advises the officers to open the bank as soon
as they get thecousent of the Comptroiler of tha
Currency to do so. The bank was capitalized
for 250.000. The principal creditors are re-
ported to be at Kansas City. Close times and
p failure to collect outstanding paper are the
pripcipal causes of the failuie,

At 9 o'clock, before the festivities
of the day bad been concluded, a delegation of
about thirty men wers seen to enter this place

and proceed to the residence of a prominent eit-
izen, whose name is withheld through respect

for himself and family., The only masks worn
by them were long white caps, reaching down

to the shounlders. They were thoroughly organ-
ized, and every member seemed to know his
duty and pises perfectly. When they arrived
at the residence of their victim quite a crowd
bad beeu attracted to the scene, but, perbaps,
through terror, no effort was made to disperse
them. They entered nuceremoniously, and pro-
curing their vietim, amid much confusion and
Jamentation from members of his family, they
proceeded to an old houss in the outekirts of
towp, and posting sentinels with loaded guns,
they went through the formula of a trial. Con-
vietion of cruelty to his family was the verdiet,
but perhaps through this being their first visit,
he was released with a reprimaond, and warned
to des1st from further cruelty under penalty of
fifty lashes on the bare back. The victim is a
morsl, upright citizen, and the deed is con-
demuoed by all law-loving and law-abidiug eiti-
zens. The people say if this is a sample of the
White Cap administration of justice in southern
Indiana and Ohio, they want none of it here,
and that their motto will be, ““Death to the
White Cays.”-

The Crawford County White Cap Cases.

LeavesworTH, Dec. 26.—The cases of the in-
dicted Crawford county White Caps were called
for trial to-day, and will occupy the attention of

the court for some time. The indicted persons

are Louis Jobe, of Marietta, a mail-carrier, J.
R. Rewliogs, peace justice, of Mariet-
ta, and James Lyuch, Sam-
nel Bett, Daniel Veat, Reuben Robertson,
Charles Miller, Floyd Morgan, William Wise-
man, Charles Morgan, farmers, and Williams
Gregory, who was so badly shot by Davis,
at Marietta, recently. The %ﬂlpanu are
Mrs. Clementina Wideman an s. Nanecy
Aunthony, who were whipped by the lawless
gang in July last. Afterward the same ganz
attempted to whip Morris Moreland, but he had
been warned and prepared an ambuscade, result-
ing in several of his assailants being wounded
and leading to their identification. Altogether
over thirty men and women ware tortured by the
maranders. In February last, Lafe Findley,
Jok o F. Wrignt and William Wright were in-
dict2d and arrested for whipping Nicholag Kirch,
an old German, whom they afterward threw into
the river, but he was rescued from drowning by
other parties. All these defendants escaped
from jail at Leavenworth, bat Findley and Will-
jam Wright returned in time, and in August
lest, while intoxicated in Washington county,
were run down and killed by a raillway train.
Messrs. Fank & Funk, of Corydon, are the
rosecutors for the State, while Hon. Charles L.
ewett, of New Albany, bas been employed by
the defendants.

Mrs. Motweller’'s Kemarkable Recovery.

One of the most remarkable recoveries from
terrible and supposed fatal wounds is that of
Mrs. Ellen Motweiler, whose residence is five
miles west of this eity, and who was murder-
ounsly sasaulted on the 9th inst. by William Ben-
son with a hatechet The would-be doubls mur-
derer, after shooting M re. Moiweiler's husbana,
Jacob Motweiler, to death, with a rifle, attacked
Mrs, Motweiler from behind as she sat milkiog a
eow, strikiog her behind the right ear with the

poll of the batchet and then in the right temple
with the side of the deadly implement, causing
a fracture of the skull from the semple to the
base of the skull, and then beating her over the
peck and shoulders with the hatchet.
She is. strangely enough, reeov-
ering. She has regaigcad consciousness,
and, to-day, for the first time, was
told of her husband's murder. Considering her
weakened condition, she received the news with
extraordinary composure, eayving she remem-
bers sesine young Benson coming toward her on
the evening of the tragedy, but has no recollec-
tion of his striking her, as ks slipped up behind
ber and struck her unobserved.

The fracture in the skull isa frightful one,
ranning from the right temple to the top ot the
head, and then extending downward to the ex-
treme base of the skull. Her recoveryis no
longer doubted by her surgeon. She filnds a dif-
fieulty in articulation from the blows on the side
of the neck near the throat and the subsequent
contraction of the muscles,

MARBLEHEAD'S GRBAT FIRE.

Thirty-Seven Builldings Burned, Involving n

Loss Estimated at $800,000.
Marereaeap, Mass., Dee., 26.—This place

was visited by a conflagration last night that

devoured the entire business portion of the

town, about twelve acres. The fire was first
discovered in the house furaishing store of D.

B. H. Powers, on Pleasant street, about 10
o'clock. The direst canuss of the fire is mnot
koown. The first warning was announced by a
loud explosion of paphtha in the store. The
alarm was quickly rung in, and was immediately
followed by a second snd third, “When the fire-
men reached the burning bu'lding i1t fell with a
mightly erash. It was a woaden stracture and
was rapidly cousumed. The firemen did their
best to hold the flames in check, but their
efforts smounted to nothing. The buiidings
surrounding the structure were mnothing bat
mere shells, and it seemed as if every where a

spark fell a fire started In fifteen mioutes
from the time the first alarm was rung ia, the

entire business porton was a sea of flames. The
fire ruged fiercely and the two companies were
of no avail to meet the task they were called

upon to perform. Assistance wss sommoued
from Lyno, Salem and Swampecott, and theso
towns quickly responded. It is estimated that
th-_lnu 18 betweon £300,000 and £600,000. The
eotire shoe manufacturingdistrict, the princival
businees of the town, was burned to thes ground.
Fully sixty buildiogs weras consumed. The
people were frantic, and rushed to and fro as
though crazed. Tbe flames spread with such
rapidity that scarcely anything was saved. The
tenaots residing in the dwelling-hous:s were
completely cleaned out, and as they stood watch-
iog their bomes consumed, they presented a
pitiable sight. The fire, after demolishiog the
buildiogs in which it started, swept directly
across to Kecbabite Hall, which was totally
burned. From there it swept over toward .
B. Brown's house, which marked the Bmit of
the fire on the western side. The wind was.
most fortunately light, but the roaring mass of
flames swept over to F. W. and J. W. Monros's
shoe factory, on the opposite side of Pleasant
street. The building was a wooden structure,
four stories high, and was soon burned to the
ground. The shoe factory of Charles Reed, to
the west, also caught and was burned to the
ground. The progress of the fire was checked
upon this side at that point, but it swept un-
coatrolled to the eastward and the flames soon
reduced Paine's express office to s mass of
raius. Thus it continued. Sheds, fruit stands
and small tenement houses were consumed with
rapidity. It seemed as if the entire town waas
doomed. By this time help from Salem, Lyna
and Swampscott bad arrived, and this response
put new life into the workers. The eity was
flooded with strangers from all the surrounding
towns. On Pleasant street the dwelling houses
of Nathan Pitman, Asa Blaney, the Boston &
Maine Depot, Cole Brother's shos factory, the
horse-oar station, Stasey's drug store, Jonathan
Bourne's woolen factory, a large structure four
stories high, and numerous small buildiogs
were reduced to ashes. On the opposite side,
Joseph Lefaver's dwelling-house, H. O. Symond’s
bardware store, the Grand Army Hall and the
fire department headquarters, the Iatter a
magnificent brick building: the Rialto block, C.
Gregory’s drug store, the Boston branch grocery
store and the dry-goods store of Georce (Graves
were destroyed. On Essex strest the flames
destroyed Allerton Hall snd the immense
wooden factory of E. H. Woodbury, shoe manu-
facturer. Allerton IHall was occupied as a large
shoe factory by Jonathan Bourne. The factory
of Jatob H. Cropley & Brother, on Essex street;
Peache's shoe factory, and the houses of Dennis
and Jacob Pine wers reducad to ruins, On
Svring street the fire swept on, destroying the
residence and fastory of Wm. C. Lefevre. Its
progress was checked at the Sawell grammar-
school building. Sweeping across Spring street,
tbe flames consumed the handsome dwelling of
Dr. Whittemore. Here the flames echanged
their course, and sweeping into Sewell street
completely destroyed everything in the rear of
Pleasant street, taking everything clean upon
both sides of the railroad track. The residences
of Mr. Chamberlain and the late Thomas F.
Crossmsu, Paine's livery-stables, Thomas Rix's
fruit stand and numerous small buildings were
burned. At 3 o'elock the fire was under control,
though yet burning fiereely. This city on June
18, 1877, was visited by a fire which swept over
pearly the same distriet. During the progress
of the present fire several explosions were
heard, Fully 1,000 workmen are thrown out of
employment.

ore reliable estimates of the total losses are
£300,000. Onethousand or more men are thrown
out of employment, and many families rendered
temporarily homelesa. Thirty-ssvea structures
in all were destroyed. Thirteen of these were
dwellings, twelve were shoe 1actories, and
twelve miseellaneous. Though the boundaries
of the fire were almost identical with those of
the big fire of June, 1877, the losses by last
night’s fire are nearly double those of the former.
So quickly did the flames spread that whole
blocks were ruined in less than ffteen minutes.
It is now estimated that bstween eight and nine
acres were burned over. It is strange that no
lives were lost and that no serious accidents
happened, as the streets were thronged with
people in and around the burned district.
Chas. Choate, who broke a leg by jumping from
a second-story window, is the ovly injured per-
son reported. The heat on all sides was s0 in-
tense that curbstones were cracked and
crumbled, and ecar rails were twisted out of
shaps. The water supply was inadequate.
None of the manufacturera think 1t possible to
rebuild this winter, and there is a general feel-
ing of depression in the town. .

Some of the losses, as stated by the victims
themselves, in round numbers, are as follows:
F. W. & J. W. Monroe, £80.000; J. M. Cropley,
$80,000, insurance, $30,000; B. E. Fole, £100,000;
(. A. Slee. $1,800; J. H. Orne, $15,000; R. H.
Howe, £6,000; Bridges & Carroll, $10,000. The
loss on Rechabite Hall is $12,000; insurance, #3,-
000. The charter of Philanthropic Lodge of
Masons, next to the oldest in the State, was
burned.

Among the companies holding rieks on the
burned property are: Fireman's Friend San
Francisco, California, Anglo-Nevada Sau Fran-
cisco, Grand Rapids, Michigan, People's of
Pittsburg, Traders' of Chicago, Citizens' of Cin-
cinnaty, and Fidelity of Cineinnati.

The correctied losses aggregate about £560,000,
upon which there ia a koown iosurance of
8226,500. Besides the sufferers in these losses,
there are a great many others who lost from
£100 to §1,000 each, which will probably swell
the total loss to over £600,000. It is, of course,
impossible to give anytbing like accurate figures
of the insurance, as in many cases the policies
are in safes which are still in the ruins. It will be
several days before they can be opened.

The factory was oeccupied
by Norman & Evans, and contained a stock of
old tobaceo wvalued at §35.000. It was feared at
one time that the whole town would be de-
stroyed and Danville was asked for assistance,
but the flames were finally extinguished.

MArLBORO, Mass,, Des. 26.—The factory in
Hudson, owned by Brighton & Co., and ocecu-
pied by Apley & Coffin, doing business as the
(Goodyear Gossamer Company, was damaged to
the extent of about #£10,000 by fire to-day,
caused by an explosion of naphtha, and John
Coleman, an engineer, was burned to death, and
Daniel Hawkina seriously injured.

Tiprox, Ind., Dee. 26.—The frame barn and
dwelling of Abner Roswell, elaven miles eonth-
weat of here, burned at 4 o'clock yesterday
evening, causiog a Joss of £3,300; partly insured.
The family woras absent from home at the time
of the fire and nothing was saved from the
flames. Itis supposed to have been the work
of an incendiary.

Horrible Charge Against a Physiclan,

Escaxasa, Mich., Dec. 26. —The Mirror gives
the detaiis of a horrible affair just made publie.
Dr. W. W. Mulliken has been practicing medi-
eine here for many years. It transpires that
during nearly all that time he has been de-
bauching children, many of them as young as
ten years. Several times the fact of his infamy
was made known to the parents of his wictims,
but they, after threatening the wretch, wazld
let the matter drop to prevent a seandal. Last
Feburary two little school childres guarrelsd
and one accused the other of frequenting Dr,
Mulliken's office for immoral purposes. An at-
tempt was made to use this against Mulliken,
but tangible evidence could not be proeured.
In June last a similar experience was had, but
on Thanksziving day the fences in the vicinity
of Dr. Mulltken's oilice contained a namber of
gerious charges against the physician and the
people awakened to the faci that something
mnst be done. An investization was set on
foot and the evidenes against Malliken was of
so pronounced a chbaracter that the accused was
arrested and put under £1.000 bonds for a hear.
ing. He disappeared, and his bondemen will be
cailed upon to settle. It is charged that no less
than forty ebildren have suffered from Mul-
liken's bratality.

THE LIGHT-WEIGHT CHAMPIONS.

MeAnliffs Defeats Hyams, the English Pugil-
ist, Knocking Him Out in the Nioth Round.

: ———
Brooxuys, N. Y., Dee. 26.—Jake Hyams, the

English hight-weight champion, was koocked out
in the ninth round, to-night, by Jack McAulifle,

the American champion. The fieht was for ten
rounds, Marquis of Queensberry rules, the win-

1er to taks 65 per cont. of the gate receipts and
the laser 33 [Palace Rink, in th®eastern dis-
sriet of the city, was the scene of the contest,
and long before 7 o'clock the hall was jammed.
At least 5,000 peopls were present, and as the
seating capacity of the rink is but 3,000, there
was a terrible crush. Near the end of the fight,
when Hyams was staggering around the
ring, trying to evade MeAnliffe's blows,
the railing of the gallery broke, throwing about
twenty-five peonle down to the floor below.

Nearly all of them received injuries, and one of

them is seriously imjuved, receiving a teirible
gash in the temple.

Bouts between saveral boxers and wrestlers
preceded the eveat of the evening, Wwhich
did not begin wuntil 10:20 o'clock. Hyams
weighed 139 poonds, having the advantage of
MeAuliffe by four pounds, and stacding one and
one-balf inch higher. Dave Holland was referee.
Jack Dempsey and Johooy LEcknardt held the
watches. Bob Smith and Alf Powers looked
after Hyams. Billy Madden and Bob Drew being
behind the American. Six-onnee gloyes were used,

In the first round McAuliffe led for Hyama's
neck, repeating it twice before Hyame recovered
b 'mself. The latter got in several light blows,but
got in acorner, and before he could escape Jot
two blows in the face. Light sparriog ended
the ronnd.

In the second round, McAuliffe led again for
Hyams's face, and hit bim two or three t'mes in
rapid snecession. Hyams took his turn and
slapped the American boy three times on the
head before he could recever from his astonish-
ment. McAuliffe gotriled, and with a terrifie
left-hander on Hyams's face, knocked him down
squarely. The fighting at thia point was heavy,
the exchange of blowa being rapid acd about
everly divided, McAuliffe landed on Hymas's
chest before the round closed.

The third round started with light exchanges.
Hyams ducked with some success at first, but
MecAuliffe measured him ia a little while and
gotin good blows when his opponent's face
came up. Furious fighting ensued before time
was ecalled, MeAulife's blows being strong and
straight from the shoulder, while Hyams's
efforts did not seem to do any harm,

In the fourth round the Ameviean champion's
upper cuts and terriffic left-handers began to
tell, and Hyams began to show sigus of distress,

la the fifth round McAuliffe gained first blood
by a straicht left-handar on the Eoglishman’s
noss, Heavy work was done by both men.

In the sixth round the repeated ducking in-
dulged in by Hyams gave McAulifTe several op-
portunities to get in teliing blows, and when the
round eaded the former was bleeding profusely
and became somewhat groggy.

MoAauliffe, in the seventh round, started in
wickedly with two or three blows, which Hyams
feebly returned. !

The eighth started in lively, McAuliffe trying
to knock his man out. He knocked him down
w ith a terrific left-handed blow full in the face
and repeated the dose no less) than six times,
flooring his opponent with strong blows
every time he could manage to get
on his feet. The scene at this time
was one of wild excitement. Captain Shors
here stepped upon the stage, before time was
called, and stopped the fight. He was prevailed
upon, however, to let the fight progeed.

The ninth round started with Hyams very
unsteady and grogey. He could not avoid Me-
Au'iffe’s sirong blows, and after two or three
more knock-downs he was felled with an upper-
cut that laid him out on the floor uuconseious.

The fight was then awarded to MoAuliffe,
who showed little signs of punishment. Hyams
made a game and plucky fight, but he was
clearly over-matched. Hyams id a lithe and
active young fellow of about twenty-three
years, aud has fought many battles in the old
country, notably one with Jem Carney, which
lasted nearly three hours.

OBITUARY.

Loris Melikoff, a Famous General, Prominent
in Russian History.

PaRrig, Dee. 26.—A dispatch from Nice reports
the death of Gen. Loris Melikoff, the famous
Russian officer. He was sixty-four years old,

Loris Melikoff was ;rn at Moseow in 1824,
He was the son of an Armenian merchant, and

made his studies in the Lazaref Institute in
his native city, in leaviog which he embraced
the military career. He left college at an early
age, with the reputation of an excellent mathe-
matieian, and a good scholar in history and lan-
guages. At the age of twenty he spoke most
fluently Russian, Polish, Frenoh, German, Ar-
menian, Persian and Tartar. His military
career was quite a brilliant one, some of his vie-
tories, such as the battle of Aladja Dagh and
the storming of Kars, being among the most
brilliant feats of arms in Russian abnnpals,

After the close of the war with the Turks
Loris Melikoff sank into comparative obsourity.
The mnext occasion in which he came
prominently before the public was during the
time of the plague in southern Russia. This
soldier of fortune was appointed to arrest the
spread of the disease, as if the latter were a
mere regiment of Turks. Melikoff succeeded in
the difficult task by employing a series of Dra-
conic measures, the lawfulness of which might
be discussed, but not their efliciency. He aec-
quired in popular opinion a reputation similar
to that acquired by Mouravieff during the in-
surrection of Poland, in 18363—the reputation of
& man who, in the execution of his task, disre-
gards all other considerations. Sauch reputation
he still enjoyed when the explosion of the
Winter Palace occurred. A man of iron was
neoeded to protect the order of the siate and
society. A supreme executive commission
was appointed for the purpose, at the
head of which Loris Melikoff was
placed, with full power to select the members of
the commission from whatever quarters he
wished. He was invested with the rights of
commander-in-chief of St, Petersburg and the
adjacent distriet, and further with the direct
control over all political trials beld in the capi-
tal, the military district of St. Petersburg aod
throughont the empire. All the local authori-
ties, governors, governors-general and town
commanders were placed under the jurisdiction
of the chief of the executive commission, and
all the employes in the various departments
were bound to afford Lim their entire co-opera-
tion.

The first act of the General in assuming of-
fice was the issue of a proclamation by whieh he
declared that he would not hesitate on one hand
to take the mest stringent measures for the pun-
ishment of eriminal acts, while endeavoring on
the other to tranquillize and protect the well-in-
tentioned part of society, The most immediate
effect this prociamation produced was an at-
tempt ou the life of the man who had issued it.
Ou March 2, 1880, General Melikoff had been
out driving and was returning about 2 o'clock »,
M. to his home in the Grand Morskaia, opposite
the Protestant Church. He had scarcely left
bhis carriage when a well-dressed young man who
wae loitering in froot of the building drew a re-
volver and deliberately leveled it at the General.
The ball passed through the {olds of
his military «cloak asd the tuaie,
and fortupataly left bim unhurt.
Melikoff owed his safety to the babit of wear-
ing a number of flannnis one above the other,
A very spare man, by no means of robust con-
stit=tion, very susceptible to changzes of temper-
sture, somewhat hypouchondriae on the score of
his heaith, he had tried in the Caucasus every
preservative against cold. This flanoel padding
had proved 10 boe the only wholesome remedy
agaiust the complaint, and he had adopted it,
On this occasion it proved as good as a coat of
wail, The assassin took to flight, but stombled
over a child and was promptly seized by his in-
tended vietim, who never for a moment lost bis
preasence of mind. The eriminal was a converted
Jew from the government of Miusk, Hypolite
Joseph Wiadetski by name, who declared that
he bad made the attempt on principle, not for
personal revenge He was tried, sentenced to
death and executed within forty-eight hours
from his murderous attempt.

Having the full confidence of Alexander III,
Loris Melikefi retained his great power up to
the timo of his death.
