Cotton was steady, with sales
for the week of 310,000 bales, and eoffee was
unchaoeed with 204,000 b.gs sold. A break in
oil dropped tbe price 5e, and refined, also, de-

clined lOo per 100 gallons.
No monetary pressure now forces liquidation.

Throughout tbo eountry the money markets
are amply supplied, though slight closeness is
noted at St. Paul, and frequency of failures
causes uneasiness at Memphis. The Treasury
is still putting out more money than it takes
in $1,200,000 during tbe past week and the
ootgo of gold has ceased for the present, though
bank rates at London remain 5 percent, while
money on call at New York is quoted at 4 per
cent Tbe merchandise exports improve from
New York for December, exceeding last year's
by 6 per cent. The excess of exports over im-
ports for November resehed $22,510,394, mer-
chandise, and $3,415,415 gold.

Trade accounts from the interior are generally
satisfactory. Tbe iron, steel and coal trades at
Pittsburg are dnlL Cold weather at Omaha and
snow in Wisconsin have improved tbe situation.
At Philadelphia the iron trade is perplexed and
uncertain. Steel blooms are unsettled and
low, but rails and manufactured iron look:
better. Copper and tin are unchanged. The
syndicate has been obliged to increase its hold-
ings of copper by several thousand tons, and
the stock is now supposed to be 100,000 tons in
Europe and 30.000 here, held at $45,000,000 or
more.

Reports of railroad trade show the east-boun- d

shipments last week were 111.000 tons, the
largest ever reported, against 54,000 tons for the
corresponding week last year. Earnings con-
tinue good. Tbe course of stocks during tho
past week has been decidedly favorable to hold-
ers, especially in a few of the more active
bares, aud tbe general average of prices is

about $1 per share higher than at the opening of
tbe year. Prices of commodities, on the other
hand, still teed downward, having declined
about 1 per root in December, and about 8
per cent, since Jan. 1. The year closes with
general confidence rather greater, indeed, than
the present state of prices and rate of consump-
tion in some of the moat important induatriea
appear to warrant.
