But in early April there came to Washington,
overland, a Mormon elder, named Babitt, from
the settlement of Parowan in (now) south Utah.

settlement. There they were taken care or
with a true hospitality and kindness which none
of our family ever forgot. One good man
Fuller had died the day before, but they
brought him in fastened on a horse, and Chris-
tian burial was given him,' while men and
women, with true Christian kindness, patiently
nursed back to life those nearly exhausted.

Most of the party were unwilling to go fur
ther, and remained there, for whites and In-
dians agreed that no one bad ever been heard of
again who had tried to cross into California on
that line.

As Mr. Fremont persevered. Mr. Babbitt
aided him in all ways to refit, and cashed his
personal draft on a San Francisco bank, a trust
never before shown a gentile by a Mormon.

Now tbe fact was verified that there had been
a starving time; that it had lasted through
January into the next month; that the last fort
night had beeu desperately, almost fatally ex-
hausting quito so to poor Fuller.

This fortnight was the period during which I
knew of their starving.

The relief came to them when they cot into
Parowan the evening of the Cth of February

when I was made to know that also, that same
night. Every famny took in some of the men,
putting them into warm rooms and clean, com-
fortable beds, and kind-face- d women gave
them reviving food and pitying words. Mr.
Fremont's letters could not say en ouch of the
gentle, patient care of these kind women. And
of bis own "great relief of mind."

After this we beard no more until tbe 2oth of
May, when he telegraphed from New York as
his steamer got in from Aepinwall, and by set
of sun he was again at home.

Soon he was told by my father of what I have
been telling you here. His lawyer-habi- t of
mind had made him minntely verify what we
three women had to tell, but there was a point
beyond on which the geographer-astronomer- -

But we did not
know about all that, those days.

We only knew it was "nearing 1" when the
girls eame home, "about 2" when the fire grew
low, and "quite 3" when overpowering sleep
sent me off to bed.

Next morning, when the baggage came, the
journal of that time was taken out, and we read
the entry for the night of their arrival at Paro
wan, the bringing up of the journal to the latest
waking hour being a fixed habit. Ave read:

"Parowan, February Cth, lib, 30m., p. m..
and the brief record of tbe arrival, their safety
and comfort, and tbe goodness of every one to
them. Ue bad been around to each of his party
for a thankful good-nigh- t, and had seen them
each in warm beds; he wrote ot lhe contrast to
the bad days just past and of his own quiet
room, with its fire of logs and "the big white
bed waiting him, to which be must go now, for
he was "fatigued" and it was near midnight.

Then there followed the wish that I coold
know of this comfort and of his mind at ease.

And, at that moment, I did know.

Edison says he will work at his latest inven-

tion "until it registers sounds now lost to our
grosser senses."

I would like to tell you of a lingular transmis-
sion of knowledge between far-dista-nt points,
which he may yet be able to explain. For it
was akin to the telephone, ouly sublimated.

It would have been a ghos t story pure and
simple in older times; but to Ve in keeping with
to-da- y it is but a beautiful f act, which science
may yet reduce to useful practice.

I was so used to his eafe xeturnafrom every
danger that I had become fairly reasonable
about Mr. Fremont's journe rs, and my wise, lov-

ing father took care I should have my mind and
time usefully filled. We could not look to hear
from Mr. Fremont on lhe unoccupied line of
country be was exploring that winter of 1853-5-4;

;such impression bs'.d ever come to me before,
althoogh more than once dreadfnl suffering, ana
even deaths from starvation, had befallen his
other expeditions.

This time it csrr.e upon me as a fact I could
not turn from. Hi fairly haunted me for nearly
two weeks, until,' young and absolutely bealtby
as I was, it mafle, a physical effect on me.
Sleep and appeti te were broken up, and in spite
of my fathers a nd my own efforts to dissipate
it by reasoning, by added open air life, nothing
dulled my sens e ot increasing suffering from
hunger to Mr. Fremont and his party.

This weight of fear was lifted from me as
suddenly as I'.had come.

My house was near that of my father's, and
the younger part of his family when returning
from partie s often came to me for the remain-
der of the night that the elders might not have
their s leep broken. In - this way
one of my sisters and a cousin
came ttf. me after a wedding ball
at General Jersup s. The drive home was long
and over rough frozen streets, aud.it was nearly
1 o'clock when they came in glad enough of
tbe brif.'nt room and big wood fire awaiting
them. As girls do, they took off their ball
dresses and made themselves comfortable with
loose 'woolen gowns and letting down their hair.
while I. ouly too pleased just then to have an
excuf e for staying up with others, made them
tea a s we talked over the evening and tbe
bridge.

Tab fire was getting low and I went into the
adjoining dressing-roo- m to bring in more wood
It was an old-iashion- big fireplace and the
.at'.cks were too large to grasp with the hand;
asl balf-knel- t. balancing tbe long sticks on my
left arm, a hand rested lightly on by left shoul
der, and Mr. Fremont s voice, pleased and
laoshing. whispered my name. There was no
sound beyond the quick-whispere- d name no
presence, only the touch that wss aiL But I
knew (as one knows in dreams) that it was Mr.
Fremont, gay, and intending to startle my sis-
