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we now have of congressional districts cast-
ing 25000 at one election and only

© 10080 at another. [ believe there is power
enoungh in the federal government to carry
out this law to the lefter, arraigning in
federal courts all who dare to impede or
violate it.”

“Bnt the ohjection is made that this law
would centralize power, and place danger-
ous power in the hands of the President.”

“There is no more centralization in it
than was provided by the framers of the
Constitution. Congress is the sole and
final judge of the election of its members,
and it is better for Congress to exercise its
power directly in statutory regulation of
elections, using the President and thoe
exeentive departments as nstruments of
his will, than to suffer its integrity to be
smirched by the admission of men who
have frandulently obtained their certifi-
cates. It is better to strike at the root of
the evil than to do tardy and limited justice
by the slow and cumbersome method of un-
seating possessors of prima-facie rights.
The ery of centralization will donbtless be
raised, but the Constitution itself is the
best reply to that.”

“And do you expect the bill to pass?”

“It will be one of the greatest questions
before the next Congress. [ have made no
canvass among the Senators for their views
on the matter, but it is well understood
with us. There will probably be a great
debate in both House and Senate, a vote
on strict party lines, and I hope to see the
law in force in time to apply it to the con-

gressional election.’

THE ALASKAN INVESTIGATION,

What Ex-Insvector Thomas F. Ryan Thinks of
the Stztement of Captain Shepard.
————

Ex-special Treasury Agent T. F. Ryan is
in receipt of a portion of the testimony
taken before the special congressional com-
mittee on fisheries and marine at its recent
session in Washington ecity. In conversa-
tion yesterday with a Journal reporter, he
was asked as to the probable effect of the
investigation, and the testimony offered at
the hearing. I do not think,” he said,
“that the investigation will be a failure,
but I am sure the committee made one in
calling witnesses from different points at
different times. thereby entting off oppor-
tunity of correcting the mistakesof witness-
es and inquiring fully into statements made
by those called near the end of the sessions
of the committee. Another defect is that
the committee has frequently confounded
the investigation of abuses at the seal
islands of St. Paunl and St. George with

abuses on the main land in Alaska. Still,
notwithstanding these errors, I am hopeful

that the investigation will be valuable in

one respect, and that is that it will make
plain the true policy of this and other gov-
ernments with reference to seal interesis.”

“What do you consider to be such true
olicy, and how will the investigation be

ikely to promote it?”

“In the first place, everybody will admit
who reads the testimony that withent proper
protection the seal interests of t e islands
will be utterly destroyed, and that at no
distant day. That it is the interest of the
world that the supply should be kept up,
will be readily admitted. The testimony of
Captain Shepard, of the revenue cutter
Rush, corroborates my statement to the
Secretary of the Treasury, in March, 1887,

- that of the seals taken by marauders in the
waters near the islands, 9 per cent. were
females. If, as Captain Shepard says, forty
or fifty thousand cow seals are taken
yearly by such maraunders, who mostly sail
under the British flag, how long will it be

p before this wholesale destruction of the
producers will destroy the seal product
completely and wi]::e it out as effectually as

“our own buftaloes have been exterminated.

In his testimony Captain Shepard says:

, “During the season of 1887, [ estimated that
they killed about 40,000 seals, and would
have iaken 20,000 more had no seizures been
made. We captured fifteen vessels on

’ which we found 12,000 skins. Some of
the vessels eaptured early in the season
had taken only a few skins. The number
varied from 150 to 1,500,skins on each vessel.’

‘aptain Shepard stated further that these

Pmarauders lose nearly half of the seals they

kill in the open sea, so that the above fig-
wres, would E:n-e to be doubled in order to

«t at the amount of destruction they oc-

asion. My idea is that if the facts brought
ot in this direction_are bronght properly
to the notice of the English government, it
ould co-operate with our own in stopping
these pirates in their work of destruction,
for as all sealskins are made readl); for the
market in England she has a double inter-
est in preserving the industry.”

“Yeu bave spoken of the destruction of
sl in 1887, What was the report for last
year?

“The report for last year, as made
to the committee by Captain She
ard, is a startling one. It shows clearly
}.hat. tllu.e pea]l interests hav(ie t;w:n prostituted

or political purposes, and that our posses-
sions in the tPPal islands have been robbed
to furnish boodle for a Democratic cam-
ign. In answer to questions, Captain
shepard stated tnat he believed 25,000 seal
were taken by maranders this year; that he
saw vessels in Behring’s sea apparently for
the vurpose of taking seals, but that under
his instruetions from the Treasury Depart-
ment, he could not seize them. Questioned
as to such instructions, he said: ‘I received
confidential instruetions from the Treasury
Department, a copy of which is on file in
the department, and which were returned to
the department by their orders. If it is
all the same to the committee, I would ask
that it apply to the Secretary of the Treas-
ury for a copy of these instructions, rather
than ask me to divulge them.” Now, there
is but one construction to be put on this
statement, and that is that some influence
was brought to bear upon the department
to secure mmunity from seizare for these
maranders. Taking the situation at the
Washington end at that particular
Juneture, when the Democratic committee
was hungry for funds and the administra-
tion was disposed to toady to the English
flag, and you have the explanation of what
would otherwise be a very mysterious
affair. There will be more light thrown on

this branch of the subject later.”

THE PREACHERS

Dr. Cleveland’s Sermon on Faithfulness
in Private, Public and Political Life,

The Lesson the Rev. R. V. Hunter Drew from
Moore's Defalcation—Lecture on the Tah-
ernacle by the Rev. Owen O'Brien.

e ——

Dr. Cleveland delivered “A Political Ser-
mon” last night at the Meridian-street
Church. He took as his text Luke xvi, 10,
*“He that is faithful in that which is least
is faithful also in much.” The besetting
weakness of the American people, he said,
was that they constantly strain after the
extraordinary and underestimate the great-
ness oi fidelity in common things, They
arc ever clamoring for something startling.
“Over life’'s bholiest sacraments,” he
continned, “they fling a glittering
coverlet of ceremonials. They languish
in obseurity, and are eager for publicity
and applause.” After describing the sim-
plicity of Christ’'s life, perennial in its
beauty, undying through the centuries, he
said that all great things are the fruit of
faithfulness, whether in art, oratory or lit-
erature, and continued: “People must bhe
disciplined to faithfulness in life’s humble
tasks and relations, to be equal to its great
positions and emergencies. Oune Sighs

as he thinks of the insufficiency and un-

rincipledness of men in public stations.

oubtless men may feel that they would
make a greater effort to be faithful in public
station than they have made to be such in
private, but the old habit of unfaithfuluess
generally overcomes the new resolves, It
may be that there are some who could he
true and great in public easier than in pri-
vate, upon the principle that men who are
stingy in private can give large charities
when all eyes are upon them. Probably it
would be easier to find to-day, on this prin-
ciple, ten thousand men who are ready to
do some great and marvelous thing, than
to find one hundred men who are faithfully
hammering out each little duty on the an-
vil of individual acts. ;

But he did not think it easier to find
trustworthy, perfectly honorable men in
publie than in private station. When there
18 no more faithfulness in private charae-
ter, there will be none ip private station.
The reform that cannot prevail in private
can never do so in public. The broom that
is= not long enough to sweep clean before
our own door caunot before the people’s
door. The publie man is only the private
man lifted into place and prominence. The
ballot is a mighty power, but it does
not efleet the regemeration of him who
casts it nor of him who receives it. The
man who receives the majority suffrage of
his neighbors is not thereby endowed with
any new prineiples or integrity. So itis
that public laws and morals can never rise
higher than private ideas and conscience,
and the Nation can never be greater than
its i)rivnte citizenship. Only by so much
as the unofficial, common life of the people
is reformed, 1s any civil-service reform a
possibility. Look at the morals of a people
In columerce, in corporations, in exchange,
in marriage relations, and one sees exactly
what their character, purity and
height of intelligleuce in  politics
must inevitably be. The popular divinity
just now, in towns and cities, is financial
success. People bow to wealth, seldom
stopping to inquire how it was obtained.
Wealth, in their eyes, covers a multitude of
sins. Many of them regard poverty as worse
than wickedness. In such a moral and
social condition we ought not to be sur-
prised that statesmaunship sometimes re-
sorts to trickery; that from the gutters men
lift their stained hands and faces, demand-
ing political office and power, No nation
can be wholly great whose private citizens
are selfish and in covetous haste to berich,
The greatest thing a man can do for the
Nation is to maintain his integuvity in
private life. The value of faithfulness, to
fit one not only for the surprises and
emergencies, but for the prowmotions, can-
not be overestimated,

Great nations are built and maintained,
said the Doctor, as the coral islands are by
the countless, silent workers of the deep.
This nation was so _built and must be so
maintained. It will be to-morrow what
private citizenship is to-day. The hope of
the nation lies not alone in the deeds men
do with the eyes of the world upon them,
but upon the hidden deeds of private life,
Not till the people lose intelligence, fidelity
and patriotism shall they lose American
character, Americau glory. The hopeis in
men and women who are not only intelli-

ent, but American in their lovalty and la-
wor, “We are the custodians of the world’s
democracy.” econtinued the Doctor. *“Its
freedom and poiitical destiny is in our
hands, Humanity, oppressed, restless, suf-
fering, calls to the citizens of the American
Republie to be true, careful; to love our
country as we love our hearth-stones; to
make her purity, her nobleness, her wel-
fare, our own. Our fathers did every-
thing that mortals could do to free us from
foreign dictation and bondage; free to
think, to speak, to work, and worship.
They wrought out the task they undertoolk
heroically and faithfully. The time has
come when we need to reassert the Ameri-
can principles of our fathers; toshow again
their reasonableness and proclaim their
sanctity. Whoever is faithful in the least
of these thipgsis faithful in much. The
sms of our time and people,
often brought into our courts, are
thos« of embezzlement and fraund.
Our vices are not little vices, but those of
licentionsness and Atheistic profanity. Let
us reme . v that those who are faithful in
the custyay of small things will be faith-
ful and veastworthy in the custody of mill-
ions. Let our .Srivate citizens be loyal to
the American idea of purity and virtue in
the midst Hf all commercial corruptions and
temptations. Our fathers laid deep and
strong the foundations of our political temn-
ple, and cemerted its fair walls with their
blood. Tneir work is finished. Our future
is in our own hands. Freedow of conscience
and of honest labor is our heritage.”

The Embezzler's Way of Escape.

Rev. R. V. Hunter preached to a large
congregation at the Seventh Presbyterian
Church, yesterday morning, and in it were
many of the new members who have joined
the church through the influence of the
two weeks’ revival which closed on Satur-
day night. Mr. Hunter's subject was, ““The
Peculators; or, Dishonesty and Its Rem-
edy.” After reading his text, from Luke
xviii, 13, *And the publican, standing * * *
smote upon his breast, saying: ‘God be mer-
ciful to me a sinner,”” he said, in brief:

“The publican wasa Roman tax-gatherer.,
This business was farmed out to ‘revenune
collectors,” who examined all goods ex-
ported and imported, then assessed valnes
—arbitrary oftentimes—and compelled pay-
ment. The publican, in time, was looked
upon, not so much as an oppressor, as a
guasi thief. Valuations were exorbitant,
vexatious, fraudulent—and there was no
relief, These men ‘peculated’ upon their
power, and the people had to suffer. The
systemn was mischievous, breeding pesti-
lential dishonesty. he tendency
was then, as now, to take advani-
age of :m‘y opportunity to profit
at other peoples’ expense—no matter how
dishonorable the transaction. ' The method
of the publican differed from modern
methods, but the principle of modern spec-
ulations is the same. The past week has
brought to light the speculations of a eiti-
zen who has hitherto stood high among
business men. He may bhave been unfort-
unate at the beginning. The opportunity
was presented for misappropriating funds,
This frand led to greater frauds.
The actor’s couscience became more and
more seared. He hoped for a turn in fortune
which would relieve him. He longed for
that day. Sleepless nights, fear of detection,
and a remnant of conscience—all combined
to make life a burden. The day of deliver-
ance never came; but the day of judgment
did come, and it is awful. Such instances
are many. The daily papers teem with ac-
counts of defranding and abseonding book-
keepers, clerks, | tellers, cashiers and
treasurers, until almost all men who
have charge of large sums of the public's
mouey are watched with suspicion. The
human heart is no worse than it used to be,
"l'll_m iuppurtuniti--s are greater and multi-
PLIEMA,

. “The patrons of medicine tell us that
where a poison or disease is peculiar to any
loeality, the antidote 18 there also, Like-
wise there js a cure for this tendeney to
embezzle, and it can be found in education,
Houor and honesty are more to be sought
after than great riches. This sentiment
should be inculcated in the hewe, school

and in business. Again, it can be guarded

against by patient plodding, which brings
a fortune more Jasting and pos-
sessed with fewer thorus than riches
sccured through great haste. “‘Hur-
ryv” hWwas become a disease with
the average American, Furthermore, bet-
ter bus.ness methods otht to be adopted.
The Connecticut Mutual certainly has done
business loosely, else so vast a sam could
not have been diverted. The laws punish-
ing this class of eriminals ought to be more
secure and better enforced, and internation-
al laws ought to be such that tlight to Can-
ada would not _give immunity to certain
classes of law-breakers.,”

Mr. Hunter said that all will agree -.at
the courseof the citizen to whom he referred,
as well as that of the vablican,
has not been quite honorable. ey were
intrusted with funds which they diverted
to their own pupeses. Almighty God has
intrusted his people with some funds, time,
brains, heart, tinancial ability, social power
and what not, These, He has said, are to
be used for His glory, for the good of fellow
men, and for man’s salvation. The uncon-
verted man has diverted the fundsin his
hands wholly from the course which God’s
law preseribes. The Christian has not al-
ways been as sernpulously honest as he
might have been. The citizen who has
come 8o unfavorable before the people has
broken man’s laws and God’s laws, Those
who are out of Christ Jesus have broken
God’'s laws, also, and have embezzled God's
funds.

But there is just the same gateway open
to the embezzler as was urcn to the
publican and to Zaccheus, the chief of
publicans, That gateway is conviction of
sin. The publican knew himself and ¢came
te himself as did the prodigal. He realized
his condition. He saw where he had de-
franded and he apprehended the evil and its
deserts. But conviction did not save the
publican. Too mauy stop there, but that
18 1o remain outside of salvation.

He confessed his fault. Some who al-
most break down under conviction are too
cowardly to confess, and thus prepare the
way for a new course, But confession be-
longs to salvation. Some are too proud to
acknowledge hefore God and man that they
have sinned and propose to live differently,
But the day of cmesurc always comes. To
confess voluntarily is to be forgiven. To
be overtaken is to be condemned.

There is a way of escape for all embez-
zlers; butit is not by way of Canada. Itis
by way of the three *“C's"—conviction,
conversion, confession. These bring the
sinner to the Nazarvene, and to find Him is to
find “*the way and the life.”

Lecture on the Tabernacle.

The Rev. Owen O'Brien, of Ireland, de-
livered a leetare on the Tabernacle at En-
glish's Meridian-street Hall last night.
His snbject, “The Holy of Holies,” was s
lustrated by a model of the ancient taber-
nacle, The varions coverings were repre-
sented and the lecturer’'s remarks were

confined to lessons and truths drawn from
the ontside structure of the Holy of Holies,
The first, or outer covering, made
of badger skin, Wits desceribed,
and the lesson drawn, was Christ as the
meek and lowly Man of Sorrow, as set forth
in the fifty-third chapter of isaiah. The
next covering, that of the ram skiu, dyed
red in blood; was dwelt upon us represcut-
ing the depth of the humiliation of Christ
and the scenes of His agony in the garden
of Gethsemane and on the c¢ross. The
third covering, consisting ef eleven
cartains of goats’ hair, was made to show
the results of Christ's work, and that
He was the One who died on the cross
to save humanity from its sins.
The representation of the fourth covering
of ten curtains was produced, and the man-
ner of its adjustment explained, and the
position in which it was placed accounted
for. The four colors of the covering ex-
emplified Christ in the four gus[wb‘s. Mat-
thew, Mark, Luke and John. The purple,
as the royal one, is mentioned in Matthew;
the white linen is for Mark’s gospel, which
speaks of Christ as the righteous servant,
and the scarlet is for Luke's, as showing
the RNavier as the Son of Man,
The blue represents the gospel of John,
which tells of Christ as the one who cume
from heaven, Mr. O, Brien closed his re-
marks with an appeal to those present who
had not ncrfrptu{ Christ to Put on the pur-
le, show their rovalty and let the world
now that they belong to the kingdon of
God. The lectures will continue during the
week, in which the entire structore ofthe
Tabernacle will be ¢explained.

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A School Teacher Who Was Prepared te Make

A further examination of Arbuckle and
Staley, the tweo schoel teachers arrested,
Saturday night for attempting to pass
counterfeit money, was made yesterday
morning. It was stated that Arbuckle was
seen to pass spurions money, gud this, with
other facts, led to his being held for grand
jury action, but he was allowed to goon his
own recognizance, The ecircumstances
against him do not apper to be as bad as
those against Staley., After his bond of

$1,000 was made ont, yesterday, he started
to Charlottsville, in compauy with Deputy
Stein, to procure bondsipen, Messrs, Crock,
Walker, and Staley, the father of the ac-
cused, became his surety for his ulppcaranua
before court after the grand jury has passed
upon the case. While the examination was
in progress ofticers Sorters and Joycee took
a train for Charlottesville,

Upon reaching that place they heard
that Staley had Dbeen teaching school
seven miles distant, on Lemon Forks, Up-
on arriving at the house in that loeality
where he boarded the officers were shown to
his room, and in his trunk was found a
comvlete ontlit of connterfeiters’ tools, con-
sisting of an electric battery, varions chem-
icals and dies for guarters, halves and
dollars, and for two-and-a-half and
five-dollar  gold  pieces, Quite &
guantity of spurious e¢oin was also
ound. Among the other effects in
the trunk was a picture of Al Kerr.
Mr. Whaler, the ,man with whom
he boarded, stated that Staley had acted
very suspiciously for some time past, but
no one had ever investigated his actions,
Staley told  the officers when he
tound out that his outfit had
been captured that if they had
let him alone for six months longer he
would have produeced money which no bank
in the country would be able to detect; and
he said, further, that if he could have
sent a telegram to Charlottesville be-
fore they got there they would not have
procured their booty. =~

The people in the vieinity of Staley’s
home were very much surprised upon
hearing of his arrest. His eople
are among the most respectable in
Hancock county. His father is a
justice of the peace and one brother is
suprerintendent of the schools at Charlottes-
ville. Several of his relatives are business
men of Charlottesville, He is a graduate of
Hanover College, and was always inter-
ested in chemical experiments. Arbuckie
and he were friends at college. Arbuckle’s
statement in regard to his not knowing any-
thing of the counterfeit money is believed
to ’ true, It has been learned
that the two had met here for the
urpose of entering into a contract
Ry which Staley was to leave his school at
Lemon Forks and accept a position under
Arbuckle at Acton.

SOME DEMOCRATIC WORRIES

The Political Pirates Want Everything
to Give Way to Partisan Measures,

| ———

Little Legislation for the Good of the People
Expected—An Election Law and the Be-
nevolent Institutions Are Troublesome.
————

The session of the General Assembly will
be just one-third over when there is an ad-
journment to-morrow evening. So far
practically nothing of any public benefit
has been done. Over five hundred bills are
on the calendars of the two houses, only a
few of which have been reported on, and if
those still in the committee rooms are care-

fully considered or examined at all it will
be very late in the session before even a

majority are returned to the Senate and
House, It is already evident that the
majority propose to make partisan legisla-
tion paramount to that intended for the
welfare of the people, and it is therefore
safe to say that many commendable meas-
ures will die in the committee rooms or
be reported on unfavorably. As yet the
minority have not been given any voice in
the business before the committees. When-
ever thereisa partisan measure tobe consid-
ered they are not even invited to be present,
and when it comes to considering ordinary
legislation, they are not given permission
to say what shall go into the report.

The majority are not having a pleasant
time in agreeing on what they will do dur-
ing the rest of the session., Almost every
Democratiec member in the House and Sen-
ate came here with a long list of party
workers, each demanding some reward for
services rendered, and consequently there
are alwost as many bills as members, look-
ing to the creation of places for Demo-
crats. Every member who has presented
such a Dbill is insisting that it
shall become a law in order that

he may be able to keep his promises to his
persistent and impatient following, and
there is therefore a very interesting fight
on between those who are fathering par-
t1isan measures. Not less than a dozen bills
roviding for the election of a Supreme
‘ourt commission, are on the ealendar, and
several of them name those who shall con-
stitute the commission. The indications
are that one of the bills in which the com-
mission is not named will be selected as the
party measure. It is possible that the sub-
stitute for Representative Harrell’'s bill
may be the oue passed. At ameeting of the
Democeratic mmembers of the House commit-
tee on courts, it was indorsed, after the
clause naming the recently-retired mem-
bers of the Supreme Court as the
commission had been eliminated. and
is now on the Speaker’s table with a report
recommending that it be passed. The Re-
publican members of the committee were
not notified that the Democrats would
meet to consider the measure, and they
were not aware that any action had been
taken on it until the favorable report was
read in the House last Friday. The com-
mittee on benevolent institutions has be-
fore it several bills provuding for the gov-
ernment of the additional hospitals for the
insane, and nearly every member has a can-
didate he is pushing for a place on some one
of the new boards to be created.
‘he  most interesting  fight
will likely be over the selection
a  successor to Harrison as
ident of the benevolent hoards.

taken out of polities. One bill has been in-
troduced providing that each institution
shall have a board of its own, and that
there shall be no connection between the
government of the three by a president of
all the boards, but it will hardly meet with
much favor from the majority. The fact
that there is talk of calling a cauncus this
week to nominate a president of the boards
indicates that there is no intention to
change the existing mode of government.
Those who have made the institutions a
disgrace to the State for a number of years
are desperately attempting to secure an-
other lease of power, and they claim they
will be suecessful. Markey, the Coy-
Sullivan-Harrison candidate, undonbtedly
has more votes pledged than any other can-
didate, and he can only be defeated by
these oppssing him making a combination.
But the Elarwn county leaders of the party,
ssome Democrats say, are too odious to have
anything further to do with the institu-
tions, and as an opposing candidate to
Markey, Dr. James, of Muncie, is being
pushed. Several men from the Southern
part of the State have ailso been
mentioned as  being more  acceptable
than any one the Coy gang can name.
On this account the local Democratic
leaders are threatening to let the party
throughout the State take care of itself

[ hereafter, unless they are given recogui-

tion. They cite that had Marion coun-
ty not gone Democratic at the last election
the General Assembly might have been Re-
publican, and if it is expected to hold the
party here together, they say it will not do
to unload the Coy gang, which embraces
about all the working Demoerats in the
connty. Governor Gruay is supporting Jo-
seph Carson, of Shelby county, for the pres-
ideney of the boards, and the minority in
the Legislature are anxious to see how the
fight will end.

The demand for a new election law is
worrying the majority a good deal. Demo-
crats in neither house seemn very anxions
abont enacting such a law, but the noise
they have made and the ery of reform they
raised to draw attention from their party’s
evimes may foree them to do something.
There are many election bills in each
house, but it has been agreed in Demo-
cratie caneus that the bill to pass shall
come from the Senate. That of Andrews,
the members of the Senate committee say,
will be the one favorably reported on. The
minority on the committee are trying to
have the Harness registry bill incorporated
into the bill to be passed, but as yet they
have not received the slightest encourage-
ment. The Andrews bill is worked over to
suit the ideas of some Democratie leaders,
and it may be several days, and perhaps
two weeks, before it is reported back to
the Senate.

Koontz's Old s—oldleru.

There are now five or six candidates for
custodian of the State-hounse, an office to be
created and filled as soon as the building is
accepted from the commissioners. The
choice of the caucus will be Tim Griftin, at
present chief janitor, or Adjutant-general
Kooutz, most likely the former. Koontz's
Democratic Veteran Association is giving
him conspicnons assistance, which causes
Griffin and hisfriends tocharge that Koontz
organized it for the sole purpose of having
them boom him for the custodianship. At
a recent meeting the association gave the
ex- Adjutant-general its hearty indorsement,
and it is said, with the understanding that
some of the most active members should be
given a position under him. Irvin Robbins
18 quoted as sayving, in the Bates House the
other evening, that he refused to have any-
thing to do with Koontz’s old soldiers be-
cause he knew it was only one of his
schemes to put himself in office again.
A Democrat said last evening: “I want to
predict that if Koontz is not given the po-
sition he wants his veteran association will
not held another meeting.”

The Old Fight Over Again.

Scott Ray has announced that he is a can-
didate for renomination for Senator from
Shelby and Decatur counties. Carpenter
also says he wants to make the race again,
and unless the better class of Democrats
prevent Ray’s renomination, the two men
will again be opposing candidates. Ther-
are about 600 Democrats in the district who
are fighting Ray, but he controls the party
machinery, and may be able to secure the
nomination again. A resolution will be
offered in the Senate to-day, instructing the
Secretary to notify Governor Hovey of the
vacaney existing, and a special election
will then be called.
