A Time When He was Badly FrightenedAn
Amateur's Generous Offer.

Indianapolis Letter in Louisville L

Gen. Lew Wallace is a very impressive
conversationalist, and lu whatever group
he chances to rind himself there is always a
delighted crowd of listeners. Politics is
not a favorite theme with him, but war and
literature are. Last night ho told a good
story, which, be says, has never been in
print. Said he:

"1 was never so badly frightened dunug
my whole course as a soldier, as I was over
an experience that befell me while en-
camped near Paducah, Ky. 1 was in com-
mand, of a brigade, and we had been after
the Johnny Rebs, hot and heavy. Several
skirmish clashes had occurred, but
they wero brave, game fellows,
ana fought back with trtight and
main, on each occasion. One night I
made a feint to withdraw the troops clown
a valley, intending to move back ani re-occu- py

the ground before daylight and
lead the enemy, who would be expected to
follow, right into our ramparts unawares.
The surroundings were all such as to aid
the project-- The maneuver was executed
as I nad planned. In the gray dawn of the
morning 1 was seated in front of my tent,
when I was attracted by some noise, and,
facing about, saw the outline of a company
marching np the valley and headed incur
direction. The Johnnies, thought I. and
instantly gave the command to fire. Thero
was not a movement or the discharge of a
gun among all our men- - Three tunea I
repeated the command, shonting at
last in my loudest and sternest
voice: 'Damn it, whv don't you
fire?' At that, Captain Ross, of
the Eleventh Indiana, stepped forward and
said: 'General, that company belongs to us.
Day was now breaking clearer, aud as I
6trained my eyes I saw that the company
carried the Union flag. Well, sir, I was
paralyzed with emotion. My blood ran
chill, or rather Btood still, and seemed to
freeze in my reins. Had my order been
obeyed the whole company would have
been wiped from the face of the earth. It
was a sensation I shall not forget to my
dying day, and comes back to me oftener
than any other of my army experiences.

"It happened in this way," the General
explained: "In the company which came
60 near being butchered, not a man from
the captain down could speak or un-
derstand a word of English. They had
Joined .one of the . regiments from
Missouri, and were Germans, ' one and
alL When the order was given for
the march and counter-marc- h, they had no
idea of what was meant, and lost the way
coming back, or got separated from the de-
tachment in some manner I nereT knew
about. They were returning to camp when
I mistook them for rebels, and had it not
been that the sight of the men was keener
than my own, it would have been their last
expedition.'

Shifting the subject from war to better
times, General Wallace related another in-
teresting bit of experience to this ef!ert:

"About a year ago I was at my home Sn
CrawfordsTille, entertaining a party of
friends one evening, when x was waited
upon by the leader of a local amateur dra-
matic club, accompanied by half a
dozen or so of its promising members.
I was just adding the finishing touches to
my tragedy, ana tney had heard about it'General,' the leader said to me. Sre under-
stand yon have written a play. Ifow, we
are willing to help you all we can, and will
take the play and act it first here, and then
through Indiana generally. Hy that means
somebody with money may hear of it aud
offer to buy it ot yon. We will give it the
best send-of- f we can, because you are one
of our townspeople, and we all want to
help you. I looked into the speaker's eye,
and saw that he was in serious earnest
but I had to decline his kind offer with
many thanks.

Gen. Longs treet Talks About Southern Re-
publicans and Their Condition.

"You want to know," said General Long-stree- t,

as he repeated a reporter's jruestion,
yesterday, "what in my opinion, is needed
to bring about a change from Bourbon Dem-
ocracy to liberal political expression in the
South. The problem can be sod ved in two
ways. The first is good appointments by
the incoming administration and a tariff
high enough to keep np the rapid develop-
ment of the South, especially in Georgia,
Tennessee, Virginia and North Carolina."

"What is the political status of these
States with reference to their being brought
over to the Republican partyT"

"In these States very great advancement
is being made in developing their resources.
The money which is doing this is in the
hands of a few, and these few, as a rule,
are men of power and liberal views. Hut
the trouble lies, not with them, but in the
fact that the Republican party South is not
tit) to the standard of these men socially.

, They are liberal men and where they lead
thousands win louow, out they sacrifice
principle for social carte. They are not
politicians and for this reason their capaci-
ty for leadership and strengthening a party
is jrreat.
