Dear Sir Tour letter of 10th February has

reached me, conveying to me a copy of the reso-
lutions passed by the Denver Council of the
Union League of America. May I ak you to
convey my warm thanks to the gentlemen who,
"from under tho shadow of the Rocky mount-
ains," have expressed their satisfaction at the
courso I have taken in connec tion with your
great struggle for freedom and national integri-
ty. From tle first I have regarded your great
conflict as one in which all living men, and all
generations of men yet to live, havo a deep in-
terest, for I have felt that the failure of your
free Institutions, and of your government, would
tend to perpetuate all that is evil in the fcovern-roen- ts

of Europe, and to shut out the hope of
freedom to mankind. The English people will
rejoice when your war is over, with slavery
swept from your continent, and tho integrity of
your great country is restored. Our governing
class and our rich people have had little sympa-
thy with you, but the great body of the nation
has been sound, and wishes to live In perpetual
amity with their countrymen on j-o-

ur continent.
I thank you for your kind letter, and heartily

than all the gentlemen associated with you in
the resolutions you have sent to me. We are pep-arat-ed

by mountatnsand by ocean, but we think
the same thoughts for the freedom of men. I
am, with great respect, yours truly.

After the close of our war, Mr. Bright re-

turned to his labors on behalf of extend-
ing the franchise; ho spoke atmeeting after
meeting, and had the satisfaction of seeing
the minority in favor of this reform grow
steadily, until even the Conservative party
hnally passed a bill which, in some re-
spects, was beyond what the Liberals had
lirst proposed. In December, 1868, Mr. Bright
became President of the Board of Trade
under Mr. Gladstone, and proved to be less
of a firebrand in office than his opponents
had predicted. In 1S70 ill health compelled
him to resign his post, although for a few
years after he followed the work of Par-
liament more or less actively. In Augnst,
1873. Mr.-Brigh- t was appointed Chancellor
of the Duchy of Lancaster, which post
he held until the defeat of the Gladstone
party iu the following year. Mr. Bright
again became Chancellor of tho Duchy of
Lancaster in 1880, when Gladstone returned
to power, but resigned in 1882, when tho
government began war in Egypt. Mr.
Bright felt that he could not conscientious-
ly continue in office and countenance blood-
shed. John Bright was married in Novem-
ber, 1839, to Elizabeth Priestman, the eldest
daughter of Jonathan Priestman, of New-
castle. His wife died in 1841, and he was
married again in. 1849 to Margaret E.
Leatham, daughter of a banker of Wake-
field. There have been four sons and three
daughters from this marriage.

The separation of John Bright from tho
bulk of the Liberal party on the Irish
question is the only incident in his career
which really dimmed its splendor. Almost
from his entrance into the House of Com-
mons ho mado himself the outspoken and
uncompromisin g champion of Irish wrongs.
He boldly justified, orat all events excused,
Irish turbulence and disorder, in view of
tho cruel and oppressive character of the
land laws, and the existence of an alien
church establishment, at a time when the
Irish Catholics had in the House of Com-
mons few or no other defenders. Ho was
one of Mr. Gladstone's most vigorous and
effective supporters in disestablishing the

, Anglican Church in 1872, and he was equally
stanch in assisting in the passage of the
land acts of 1870 and IsSl. But fur

A HORRIBLE CRIME.

A Canadian Accused of Emhezzlement Slays
His Two Daughters and His Wife.

GrjELPir, Ont, March 26. W. Harvey,
book-keep- er for J. W. Lyon, and at one
time accountant for E. R. C. Clarkson, of
Toronto, was arrested this morning charged
with embezzling $4,000 from his employer,
and was shortly afterward bailed out by
Dr. Lett. During tho forenoon Harvey
purchased a revolver. The chief of police
had occasion to visit Harvey's residence
during the afternoon and found the house
closed. Forcing an entrance, he
saw Harvey's little girl of twelve
years lving on the floor of
the front bed-roo- m, with her head in a pool
of blood. A bloody hole in her head told
the means by which she had met her death.
Turing from this awful sight, ho found the
eldest daughter lying beside a bed, dead.
The chief then went down stairs and found
Mrs. Harvey with a similar bullet wound.
Further search revealed nothing more, and
no clew was found to the perpetrator of
the triple murder. Harvey was seen driv-
ing toward Schaw station, and it is thought
he took a train for Toronto. Harvey was
superintendent of St. George's Church Sunday-

-school.

Toronto, Ont, March 2C W. A. Harvey,
of Guelph, who murdered his wife and two
daughters this morning, was arrested hero
this evening by detective Black. He was
standing unconcernedly at the corner of
King and Yonge streets, smoking a cigar,
when arrested. On his person was found a
new live-chamber- ed revolver, with three
empty cartridges recently discharged, and
two chambers still loaded. He is appar-
ently insane. He had sent a message to his
son. who works in the city, asking him to
walk down town and stay with him over
night. Tho sdn had gone to Guelph on re-
ceipt of the news ot the murder, and the
message fell into the hands of the police,
thus setting them on Harvey'fl track.

Chicago, March 26. The annual meeting
of tho American Dell Telephone Company
was held to-da-y, President Howard Stock-
ton in the chair. While the balloting for
directors and other officers was in progress,
the annnal report was read. It says: "Your
directors, believing that a part of the in-

come from royalties should be treated as
capital, have transferred $100,000 from the
net surplus for the year to a reserve ac
count. . The company earned in tho year
24.45 per cent, on the stock, and has assets
of $253 per share. The long-diatanc- o serv
ice has been extended from Albany to Buf
falo, and new lines have been built from
Chicago to Milwaukee and from Hostonto
Providence. Additional pole lines havo
heen built from Xtew Haven torew York. About $2,200,000 has
been spent on long lines, which now
comprise 26,083 miles of wire. The gross
earnings oi tne year were $j,btfulS; ex-
pense. $1,450,913; net earnings, $2,415,205;
total divider ds. $1,789,878. Deducting re
serve for general depreciation, the surplus
account remains the same as last year,
$2,028,035. The number of exchanges shows
an increase of 3; branch offices, 452; miles of
wire, 170.471, an increase of 24,0o3: subscrib
ers, -- 171.4."4. an increase of 12,742; instru-
ments under rental, 411,511, an increase of
S1.2&I. The reports of the fifty licenced tele-
phone companies within tho United States
show a steady increase of business and con
servative management. There are 947 extra
territorial lines, with 73,203 miles of wire,
an increase of 20 lines and 18.500 miles of
wire. Of underground wires there aro 17,-"S- R4

miles, an increase of 9,000 miles. Of this
increase New lork had 4,083 miles.

The report was accepted. The resnlt of
the balloting showed that the old officers
were elected, with the exception of Stanton
Blake, who was elected a director in place
oi manning ciapp.

MURDERED FOR SEVEN DOLLARS.

The Perpetrators of the Deed Confess Their
Crime and Will Be Hanged To-Da- y.

Lebanon", Tenn., March 20. Jim Turneo
and Mack Francis, the two negroes who are
to be hanged to-morro- w, havo confessed
their crime. They killed Lem Martin, at
Kound Top, Aug. 31, 1888. Martin was a
half-witte- d, inoffensive young man who
was known by all the negroes of his com-

munity. It seems that on the evening of this
atrocity Martin went to a negro meeting in
in the neighborhood, carrying with him
about $7. lie took occasion to count this
money whilo standing near a church door.
It appears from tho developement of the
casein court that one of theso negroes
struck a match and looked at the money
while in the hand of Martin. These two
negroes went behind the houso
during the evening to plan the murder.
audi wero overheard by a negro who
chanced to be feeling unwell and had gone
out of the house to he down. After preach-
ing was over and the congregation was dis-
persing, these negroes, Turnee and Francis,
were seen going iu opposite directions, but
in a few minutes Mack Francis was met
;oing back iu the direction of Martin's
lome. Jim Turneo also left tho party with

whom he was walking and went back. A
pistol shot was heard by a negro boy who
was sitting in front of a hut near tho spot
where Martin was found dead, and within
a few minutes ho recognized two negroes
passing up the road to bo Turneo and
Francis, and called them by name but re-
ceived no response. Theso negroes were ar-
rested on suspicion within a few
days, tried before the magistrates
of the district for the crime,
and bound over to the Circuit Court, where
they were found guilty of murder in the
lirst degree and sentenced bv Judge Cant- -
rell to be hanged. An appeal was taken by
tho defending attorneys, and the case was
heard before the last term of tho Supreme

tinned, and the execution set for March 27.
The prisoners were lodged in the Nashville
jail, from which they were removed this
morning and brought to Lebanon
in custodv of Sheriff Bandy. In
his confession, to-da- y. Francis said:

We waited outside the door of the church
till the crowd came out, and when Martin
was about 100 yards down the road wo fol
lowed him. when we caught up with him
he was walking with 6ome of tho people
from the church, aud we fell back and
waited till he got by himself; then we
caught up with him again and walked
along, one of us on each side of him. Then
Jim drew his pistol and shot him twice.
Lou's head fell forward and he said; 'Jim,
Jim; ho then turned to me and said, threat
eningly, fchoot! why don't you shoot!' I
then shot twice and hit Lon in the body,
and Jim shot three more times, when Lon
fell. We went through his pockets and
found $7; Jim took 4 and I took S3. When
we killed him we thought he had more
money, but when we left the church I had
no idea of killing him. I have not told the
story of the killing before because Jim did
not want me to."

Turneo heard tho confession throughout.
and when it was over said it was a true
statement. I rancis endeavored to get his
spiritual adviser to promise to tell his story
for him on the sea lib Id, saying that he
wouia corroborate It, but hnally said that
he would make his confession on the
scafl'old.

John Bright Snflers Another Itelapse,
Which Promises to End in Death.

He Has Taken No Food, Except with a Spoon,
for Thirty-Si- x Hours, Is Unconscious and

His Condition Is Said to Be Hopeless.

JOHN BRIGHT.

The Great Englishman Is Unconscious, and
His Condition Is Hopeless.

London, March 2 Mr. John Bright has
suffered another relapse, and is very weak,
ne has not taken food for thirty-si- x hours,
except from a spoon. Dr. noyle, Mr.
Bright's physician, says ho is gradually
sinking.

10 p. m. Mr. Bright is unconscious, and
his condition is hopeless.

Londn, March 27. At midnight last
night Mr. Bright was reported to be sink-

ing. He was still unconscious. The Queen

and the Princo and Princess of Wales have
sent messages of sympathy to the family.

John Bright was born at Gjeenbank, near
Rochdale, in Lancashire, afterwards tho
cradle of co-operat- ion in England, on Nov.
16, 1811. He comes from a family of Quak-
ers, his father, Jacob Bright, having set up
a hand-loo- m in 1802 in the neighborhood of
Rochdale, thus laying tho foundation of tho
important cotton-spinnin- g industry which
the sons developed.

Hia earnestness, r.ommon-sens- a estimate .

of every Question and. his marked faculty
for impressing the common people with
homely arguments, have been widely at
tributed to his Quaker training and sim
plicity of early manners. Ho. was in part
educated at Ackworth, a well-know- n

Friends' school, and latter went to school
at York and Newton. In February, 1S27,

when a little more than fifteen years old.
he entered his father's business, but was al
ready so much interested in pubuc allairs
that, in 1S30, ho began to speak at temper
ance meetings nearKochdalo.

In 1833 young Bright made his first visit

years made brief visits to France. Germany
and the East. His observations during
theso travels formed the subject of some
lectures before the Kochdale Literary and
Philosophical Society.

When the question of national education
came before the public in 1635, Mr. Bright
took a warm interest in the movement, aud
was first brought into contact with Richard
Cobden, of Manchester. Up to the time of
Cobden's death, in 1805, the great free-trad- e

leader had no more enthusiastic ally than
John Bright.

At first the work of Bright and Cobden
was directed to the extension of primary
education. Neither was an original mem-
ber of the Anti-corn-la- w Association,
formed at Manchester in 1838; but when, at
Cobden's suggestion, tho association was
changed into the National Anti-corn-la- w

League, Mr. Bright's name was second on
the list of the committee, and he and his
father, Jacob Bright, contributed to the
fund. In IStt, at Cobden's invitation,
Bright entered tho struggle against the
corn laws, which first brought him promi-
nently before the public. He attacked tho
problem ou moral rather than on political
grounds.

In 1843 he was nominated for Parliament
as representative of Dnrham, and though
at first defeated he was elected at a second
contest after his oppouent had been un-
seated for bribery. On tho seventh day fof
August, 1843, John Bright delivered his
lirst speech in Parliament in support of a
motion concerning the customs revenues,
and was largely instumental in winning
over Sir Robert Peel and securing the abo-
lition of the corn laws.

Mr. Bright's next work was in opposition
to a movement upon behalf of operators in
factories proposing to lix the legal day's
work at ten hours. Ho maintained that
tho workmen and their employes should be
left to regulate their mutual relations; but
even his own work people forwarded a pe-
tition to Parliament in favor of tho bill,
and in Juno 1847 it became a' law. That
Mr. Bright's position did not seriously
affect his popularity was shown in his
election to Parliament tho same year for
Manchester. The important subjects upon
which he worked at that time were various
proposals for the relief of Ireland and the
search for a supply of cotton outside of
America.

Mr. Bright shared with Cobden the ab-
horrence of war which led to the p eaco
congresses of that time. He also opposed
the demand for increased armaments which
followed the coup d etat of 1852 in France.
When England drifted into war with Rus-
sia, Mr. Bright opposed the government
and his own constituents, and in 1S55 he
made some memorable speeches against the
continuance of the war. In 1856 he ro-tir- ed

from Parliament, but was returned
by Birmingham in August 1S57.

While actively at work in favor of the
extension of the franchise, the civil war in
this country divided England. John Bright
was conspicuous in support of the Union,
thougb his own business and that of tho
whole cotton manufacturing districts suf-
fered terribly. As a member of the Society
of Friends it was no surprise to lind him
standing like a rock upon the aide of tho
North. On May 8, ISfif, Lord John Russell
announced in the House of Commons that,
after consulting tho law officers of
the crown, the government were of the
opinion that the Southern Confederacy of
America must be recognized as a belligerent
power, and on the 13th there appeared a
proclamation of neutrality. Mr. Bright
lirst spoke publicly on the subject at a
meeiing oi uis townsmen, at Kocnuaie, on
Aug. i. -- no man." ne sam. "is more in
favor of peace than I am; no man has de
nounced war more than I have, probably,
in this country: fow men in their public life
have ft tillered more obloquy I had almost
said more indignity in consequence of it.
But I cannot for the life of me see. urjon
any of tbc3 principles upon which states

ther than this he was not prepared
to go. With tho Irish national idea ho
never appears to have had much sympathy,
and when tho franchise bill of 18&1 brought
into tho House eighty-si- x Irish members,
many of them fanatical and unmannerly,
and some rather ostentatiously indifferent
to Mr. Bright's claims on Irish gratitude,
he became completely alienated from the
Irish, and proved ono of tho most powerful
tind event truculent opponents of Mr. Glad-stone'ssche- mo

of homo rule. His irritability
ander Vuo criticism which his abandon
ment of his old friends excited sometimes
led him into utterances of such inconsis-
tency as to give color to the charge that he
had changed his earlier political .opinions;
but the general disposition of Englishmen
has been to remember only the great serv
ice he had rendered to the liberal cause in
the days of his vigor, and to set down his
latter-da- y aberrations to age and ill health.

William Kobertson, In his book upou the
Life and Times of John Bright," savs of

Bright's personal appearance: "He mav bo
described as robust of frame, five feet nine
inchesin height,broad-chested,an- d of grace-
ful deportment. His face is broad and full,
and decidedly Saxon; his forehead high,
expansive and prominent, bordered with
venerable locks, 6ilvered by time. Dark
and heavy brows overhang his keen eves.
which are of a tender blue, full of sweet
gravity and wonderfully intellectual,
which can Hash fire or melt into tears and
captivate all who como within the sphere
of their influence. When animated during
a speech, his comely Saxon features bright
en into unmistakable beauty. Tho whole
has an expression of fine intellectual dig
nity, candor, serenity and lofty, gentlemau-l- v

rcnose. For the last thirty years nr
more Lis oratory has been so popular that
when he has given his promise to address a
meeting in any town, the number of per-
sons applying for admission tickets has ex
ceeded by thousands that which the build
ing could accommodate; and so valuable
are his speeches considered that at these
meetings about sixty reporters are present,
who record every sentence."

A MEXICAN DISASTER.

Foundering of an Excursion Steamer, Ac
companied by Serious Loss of Life.

City of Mexico, March 20. The steam-

er Ocotlan foundered on Lake Chapala,
near Guadalajara. A large excursion party
was on board at the time. Twenty bodies
havo been recovered, and many moro aro
known to be still m tho wreck.

GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS.
Anti-Foreig- n Feeling in China Continues Vio-
lent The Famine in the Central Provinces.
San Francisco, March 6. The Occ-

idental and Oriental steamer Arabic arrived
late last night, bringing Hong Kong news
to Feb. 28 and Yokohama advices to March
11. In Shanting the anti-foreig- n excite-
ment runs high. Feb. 23, at Cheeioo, the
Europeans feared an attack from mutinous
troops. It was reported that the Chinese
troops were meeting at the fort and that
the mutineers proposed marching against
the custom-hous- e and other places. As no
man-of-w- ar was there intense excitement
prevailed. No attack was made, however.

A missionary from Chi Hai Yu states that
the Chinese in that city have posted pla-
cards outside various foreign residences
notifying tho tenants that they intend to
massacre all Christians before long. The
rebels are supposed to number 2JAK). On
Feb. 22, 500 soldiers were sent to intercept
them, but could find no indications of the
enemy, who are supposed to havo gono in-
land.

The Chinese authorities declare tho re-
ports of famine in Central China are ex-
aggerated, but great suffering is admitted
to exist in tho northern provinces.

London, March 26. On tho occasion of
