Francis Murphj's Talks on Love That
Gives Redemption to the Drunkard,

The Fathetic Appeal of a Wife and Submission
of the Husband to a Tower that Gave Him

Grace for Keform aud Manliness.

There is no denying the power of Francis
Murphy, the temperance evangelist; there
is no denying his intense earnestness and
enthusiasm; there is no denying that he has
geniality that moves and wins men. Those
who work with him, middle-age-d ministers,
who are supposed to bo seasoned to the
emotional, are moved as readily as the new-
est convert, and as tho meeting goes on
their faces glow with exaltation of spirit.
'Just a few words out of this blessed

book," said Mr. Murphy, last night, as he
began the meeting, Bible in hand, "just a
few words to help us, from the sixty-thir- d

chapter of Isaiah. The spirit of the Lord
God is upon me because the Lord hath an-

ointed me to preach good tidings unto the
meek. He hath sent me to bind up the
broken-hearte- d, to proclaim liberty to the
captives, and the opening of the prison to
them that are bound. "

After prayer by Kev. Dr. II. G. Talbott,
3Ir. Murphy said: "I am delighted to have
the pleasure of meeting this great multi-
tude of people to-nig- ht to testify their con-
tinued interest in this blessed gospel of
peace on earth and good will to men. Most
of us who have fallen into sin did not in-
tend to do so. Our sins are largely our in-
firmities, aud there are few of us who have
gone willfully into them. You are sur-
prised at yourselves to find that you are
upon the wrong road, and glad that tho
kindly counsel of a friend enables yon to
retrace your steps and return to the right
road, and sometimes it is a long way back,
but blessed be God you are able to return.
It is the object of these meetings to get men
back on the right road. Many have gone a
long distance on the wrong road, thinking
they were acquainted with the scenery and
the people along the way. The Lord help
us and you who sit in these pews to think
of some one on the wrong road, and help
them to tho right road. We had a
gracious prayer meeting to-da- y. The
success of this work depends entirely upon
the amount of God's spirit that is in it.
The measure and the strength of this work
is to bo gauged by tho size and the interest
of the prayer-meeting- s. As the engineer

control this disease of strong drink savo
the power of God."

Mr. Murphy then resumed his talk, re-
peating from Isaiah 'Ho hath sent mo to
bind up tho broken-hearted- ." Yes, that's it;
a man must be a little bit of a nurse beforo
he is competent to go in among wounded
men. 'He hath sent me to bind up the
broken-hearte- d, to open tho prisons.'
What a blessed message! What a marvel-
ous office! What joy it would have been in
the days of Andersonvillo to have had some
one go to the door and send tho bovs homo
again. Twenty thousand men in that pris-
on; what a magnificent thrill of delight
would have gone through that desponding
multitude could they have heard tho keys
of tho prison-tibus- o ring out tho
proclamation of their release. Those in
the clutches of drink aro in a worse
prison than Andersonvilla and a
great many of them to-nig- ht- say in the
silence of their hearts, My Lord! my Lord,
I wonder if I shall see another day.' Dis-
couraged, helpless, hopeless, waiting for
some one to come and unlock the prison-hous- e

and bind up their broken, bruised
and wounded hearts. The mercy of God
can do that. 1 wish you could have seen
the man who came to my room with a little
woman, a neatly dressed, sweet, refined lit-
tle woman. The girl had loved him. Oh,
he was one of tho rollicking, pleasant, jolly
boys, lie told her sweet stories. He said,
'Kate, if you go with me you will never re-
gret it; you'll sing like a bird all the days
of your life. Oh, he was dead gone. He is
in the house to-nig- ht. His heart thumped
m his breast like a tugboat. A splendidly
built, fine fellow, but ho had his weak-
ness."

Here Mr. Murphy digressed into a 6tory
and tho young man was utterly lost sight
of. "That puts me in mind," said Mr.
Mnrphy, "of a countrywoman of mino in
Dublin. She had a rich husband,
an elegant fellow, and sho was a
magnificent Irish woman, roses in her
cheeks and a wealth of chestnut
hair tossed carelessly about her face. Oh,
the witchery of you women; it made her
all the more charming. You women are
wonderfully cute, soyou are. She had eves
liko morning glories, and the mirth of that
woman! Mr. Murphy said a man to me,
if you could get that man (her husoand) to

sign the pledge, it won Id change tbe com-
plexion of Dublin.' There the husband sat,
with his glove and cane and hat nil in the
same hand. He did it so genteelly: it was
something wonderful. And his ear was
cocked up way above his head, listening.
His wife sat opposite him, and tho beauti-
ful dew of her laugh was caught in her
dimples. It was perfectly intoxicating. I
asked her hnsband to sign the pledge, and
the moment I did so ho hurried off with
Coine Kate, let's co!' I asked him a train,

and ho said I might get his wife to sign.
" Oh Mr. Murphy,' said she, 'don't ask

me.'
"Whyrsaidl." Upon my word, Mr. Murphy,' said she,

'I have a little wakeness. There are times,
Mr. Murphy, that my heart will stop as
quiet as a clock, aud a drop, just a drop will
Eetit going again.1 "

'There are many people in Indianapolis
who have a weakness. This man with this
sweet little wife, he has a weakness. Sho
wanted, her hnsband converted. Did you
read the news in the papers this morning?
Look out! Look out! There is death in
the cup. It is Dot necessary for a man to
be a drunkard to fall in with the worst
thing that can overtake a man. All that is
evil, all that is vile is upon that road.
Look out! Look out!"

Mr. Murphy at last got back to the story
he started with, and told of tho call of a
man and wife upon him at his hotel, of
their prayers and of tho conversion of the
husband, who had lost two of the best sit-
uations by drink. "Why didn't that littlo
woman leive her husband? many people
would say," continued tho speaker. "I tell
you it is a sin against the Holy Ghost to
tell a woman to leave her husband. If my
daughter marries a man ehe must stay with
him, drunk or sober. These" sep-
aration of husband and wife
are soing on ail tho time; it
is a burning shame to our Christianity that
every court-roo- m in the country is stutted
to the door with divorced. I believe that
man is to bo wholly saved by God's blessed
work. The drinking man does not need to
ho denounced; ho has denounced himself a
Lnndred traies."

Persons who
ought; to know something of Sullivan's
presence, if ho is here, do not take much
stock in the rumor, especially that part of
it wliich saj-- s he contemplates returning
here and meeting the numerous charges
otair st him. Some concede that ho might
slip into tho city, visit his family, mako
some business arrangements, and then re-
turn to his Canadian home, but they think
it is preposterous that he coula como
back with any intention of remaining.
A fevr persons who heard of the rumor thin k
tho story it carries is not an improbable
one. "Sullivan undoubtedly took a great
deal of money to Canada with him," said one
gentleman, "and so far as his confidential
fricuii here know ho has not .invested any
of it. Hiswifo also retains considerable
property. She had a good deal in her own
name before her husband departed, and she
has been buying in considerable of his
property that has been sold under the
sheriff's hammer. It may bo possible that
between them they have enough money
to nearly square up the defalcation. If
that should le the case, and Sullivau can
arrange not to be prosecuted on account of
the warehouse receipts, it is not improbable
that he may conclude to come back."

No one seemed to have any idea where
Sullivan would be in hiding in case ho
really is m the city. No one seemed to be-
lieve Le would go to his old home because
it was too public, and ho could hardly hopo
to remain there any lentrth of time without
being discovered. The more plausible
theory was that ho would go to tho homo
of some friend in the suburbs of the city.
He was known to be on intimate terms
with persons residing in Haughvillo, and
somo persons thought there was where ho
was likely concealed in case ho was really
here. One man suggested that the Iusano
Hospital would be an excellent place for
the defaulter to keep himself under cover.
When he went away he was on inti-
mate terms with everybody at the
institution, and as the same persons aro
still in control, there is reason to believe
they would willingly consent to givo him
shelter as long as they remain in charge.
Officers of the law were pnt into possession
of the few scant facts regarding his probable
return last night, and they went vigilantly
to work hopiug to strike some clew that
might lead to the defaulter's hiding place,
but at a late hour they had not been able
to learn anything more than is given above.
Their poor success led them to believe that
the rumor was without foundation.
