A Brilliant Meteor.
Portland, Ore., April L Last night.

about 9 o'clock, the heavens were illumin
ated by one of the most brilliant meteors
ever seen in this city. The meteor was first
seen at a point about twenty degrees from
the zenith, in tho northeastern part of the
heavens. It traveled in a northwesterly
direction, passed through tho handle of the
dipper, ana lost itself at a point within ten
degrees from the horizon. The head of
the meteor was elongated in the shape of a
spike. It reached it greatest brilliancy at
a point twenty degrees below the north star,
whero it seemed to break near the center,
ono portion continuing to follow the other,
with some four "or five degrees intervening.
Whilo the meteor was at its brightest
myriads oi little stars, in red. yellow, blue.
greeu. and all colors, were whirled oft on
both sides with great rapidity; making a
most beautiful display of celestial fire-
works. The main body of the meteor ap-
peared to be about twenty degrees in length,
whilo the tail, which grew more filmy with
distance from tho head, extended nearly
across the whole 6ky. 1 hero is some ditler- -
enco of opinion rcgardiug the length of
time the meteor was visible. Estimates
range all the way from five to twenty sec
onds.

WHY SMITH WAS KILLED.

lie Was Too Active in Trying to Secure Evi
dence Against the Assassins of Clayton.

Little Rock, Ark., April 1. News
reached this city Sunday night of a murder
which occurred at a mile east of Plummer-vill-e

Saturday evening, about 6 o'clock. Joo
P. Smith, a negro, was shot and killed by
one Dave Richmond, a young white man.
It seems that Smith had been to Plummer- -
ville and was on his way. home, when ho
was overtaken by Richmond, who was rid-
ing on horseback, aud shot down. There
were no near witnesses to the affair and the
particulars about it are meagre, but it
seems that Richmond fired three shots
at Smith, the first of which struck
him in tho breast near the heart
and was enough in itself to kill him. The
shooting was witnessed by some men who
were at work in a field near by, and the
negro was seen to throw up his hands and
then fall . Richmond turned and rode back
toward I and, meeting a wagon
in the road, dismounted and left the horse
there. Some deputy sheriffs came up about
this time, arrested Richmond and took him
to Morrilton, where he is now in jail, and
where his examining trial will take place
on Wednesday. Smith and Richmond are
not known to have had any previous trouble,
and the Killing was wholly unexpected.
It is accounted for in this way: Smith has
been employed by Pinkerton detectives,
who are in this city, to work up the evi-
dence against the men who stole the ballot- -
boxes at Plummerville, and John M. Clay
ton's assassins. He. it has been
learned, had been doing some talk-
ing at Plummerville that day
about his discoveries, and, it seems,
talked too much, and this was the cause of
his death. Further reason for believing
this is found in a letter which Smith wrote
to tho detective on Saturday, and which
was received by him Sunday morning.
Richmond is about twenty years old, and
came to Arkansas from Texas about two
years ago. liis politics are unknown, but
Smith was a leading colored Republican in
nis townsnip.

MERELY A MATTER OP FORM.

Weir and Murphy Ordered to Prepare for An
other Fight, but Are Unable to Do So.

"Lord, I'm
stiff," tho Spider said, "but I've got ono
arm yet, and I'm ready to go at that chump
again. I'll bet that he's worse off than I
am, because I made the cuss grunt more
than once.

2. The RtatntA provides for the disposal or
ibese lands "to actual pettier under the home-Me-ad

lawn only." and while providing that the
rights of honorably discharged Union soldiers
and sailors in the late civil war, as defined and
described in Sections 301 and 2305 of Ke vised
statutes, "fhall not be abriged," makes
no mention of Factions 2306 and

THE CONGRESS OF NATION'S.

AH the Central American States and Several
Others Will Be Represented.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Washington, April 1. The delegates ap-

pointed to the Congress of American Na-

tions will meet in Washington very shortly
to perfect an organization and look over
the ground. The success of tho congress
will depend largely upon tho number of
nations that accept. The last administra-
tion was not in sympathy with the move-
ment, and did little or nothing to promote
interest in it. Mr. Bayard sent formal in-

vitations to'tho several nations invited to
participate, but did not make any attempt
to arouse enthusiasm or give the affair any
more than ordinary attention. For that
reason the South American republics have
held off to see what "would happen, but now
that it is known that Mr. Blaine intends to
make this congress the feature of his for-
eign policy, it is expected that more
interest will bo shown. All of the
Central American republics, Venezuela, the
Argentine Republic, Uruguay and Para-
guay havo formally accepted. Brazil and
Mexico have indicated their intention to
accept. Nothing has been heard from Co-
lombia, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia or Chili.
Colombia and Bolivia are in a state of po-
litical confusion, and it is doubtful wheth-
er any representative will appear hero
from Bolivia, and Colombia will probably
not send any other than the minister resi-
dent. Mr. Hurtado. Peru is bankrupt and
would scarcely be able to pay commission-
ers if she desired to send them. Ecuador is
probably waiting to see what Chili will do.
The latter nation has consistently opposed
any gathering of its neighbors or 'any at-
tempt on their part to euter into political
alliances. Tho well-know- n purpose of
Chili to obtain political control of the en-
tire west coast makes her hostile to such a
congress as is proposed, as well as to any
other measures looking toward a settle-
ment of international difficulties by arbi-
tration.

THE SUPitE3IE COURT.

Decisions Bearing Upon the Rights of Set-

tlers on the PnbUc Lands.
Washington, April 1. The Supreme

Court, to-da-y, rendered a decision in case
No. 211 Lizzie Buxton and Anna J. Voor-hee- s,

plaintiffs in error, vs. Hattie L. Tra-ve- rs

et al.; in error to the Supreme Court
of the State of California. The case of tho
plaintiffs rests upon the contention that
their father acquired, by occupation of un-fnrvey- ed

lands of the United States, a right
of pre-empti- on which, at his death, de-

scended to the plaintiffs under tho laws of
the United States. Tho court holds that
this contention is not well taken. Settle-
ment upon the public lands in advance of
the public surveys, tho court says, is al-

lowed to parties who intend, when the
surveys are made, to apply for their pur-
chase. If, within a certain time after the
surveys and the return of tho plats to the
local land office, the settler takes certain
steps required bv law, he acquires, for tho
first time, a right of pre-empti- on to tho
land; that is, a right to purchase it in pref-
erence to others. Until then he has no
estate in the land which he could devise by
will, or which, in case of death, could pass to
his heirs at law. As has been heretofore
held by the court, occupation and improve-
ment of the public lands with a view to
pre-empti- on does Dot confer a vested right
in the lands so occupied. The United
States enters into no obligation that tho
lands occupied shall never be put up for
nale, but simply declares that in case thev
are offered for the sale the occupant shall
have the privilege of purchasing them bo-fo- re

all others. The judgment of the lower
court against the plaintiff's right is, there-
fore, affirmed. Opinion by Justice Field.

An opinion was also rendered. No. 1370,
Brigid O. Botiller et al., plairtins in error,
vs. B. Domiugo Dominguez; in 'error
to the Supreme Court of tho State
of California. This is an action
of ejectment brought by Dominguez
against Botiller and others to recover
possession of the Rancho las Virgenes, in
Los Angeles county, California. Domin-gucz- 's

title is derived from a grautmade by
Mexico in 1834, but which grant has never
been presented for continuation to tho
board of land commissioners ap-
pointed under the act of Congress of
March 3, 1851, to settle private laud claims
in California, and no patent for the land
has ever been issued by tho United States.
It is contended by Botiller that the tract is
public lands and open to entry under the
general land laws. Tho lower court held
that as Dominguez's title to the land from
Mexico was perfect at tho time of tho
acquisition of California by the United
States he was not compelled to submit tho
grant for confirmation to tho board of land
commissioners, and that his failure to do
o did not forfeit his grant. Judgment was

therefore given against Botiller, and from
that judgment an appeal was taken to this
:ourt. in an elaborate opinion by Justice
Miller, the Supreme Court holds that the
lower court was in crrbr, and therefore
reverses the judgment of the Supreme
Court of California. The court 6ays there
is nothing in the language of tho statute of
1S"1 creating tho board of land com-
missioners to show that its proceedings
were to bo limited to the settlement of
implied and inchoate claims, and that
claims already perfected under the Mexican
law were to be excluded from tho jurisdic-
tion cf the commission. Kowhere in the
statute is there a hint or attempt at any
distinction as to the claims to be presented
between those which aro perfect and thoso
xjhizh tro imperfect, it was not tho pox--

The net cash or surplus in the Treas-
ury to-da- y is $54,000,896, against $48,096,158
a month ago. The gold-fun-d balance in tho
Treasury has increased about $1,500,000 dur-
ing tho past month, and to-da-y amounts to
Sl07.874.421, and the silver-fun- d balance,
exclusive of six million trade-doll- ar bull-
ion, has decreased about three-quarte- rs of
a million, and now amounts to $20,740.-C2- 8.

Government receipts duriug March
were $.71,013,991, against $28,807,873 in March.
1888. Keceipts from all sources for the first
nine months of the current year aggregate
$286,224,414, or $3,000,000 more than for the
corresponding months of the preceding
fiscal year.
