THE DENVER BANK TRICK.

It Is Worked Successfully at Cheyenne, but
Fails at Minneapolisand London, Ontario.

Cueyesxz, Wy. T., April 16—The town
of Grover, Col., forty miles east of here, on
the Burlington road, was the scene of a
sensational bank robbery, copied after the
recent “hold up” at Denver. Shortly after

Smith
gcmurred, and the manthreatened toshoot,
whereupen he handed him all the cash out
of the safe, amuuntin{; to over $1, The
robber took this and a Winchesfr rifle
standing beside the cashier, backed to the
door, jumped upon his borse and rode over
the \i’yoming line. Smith immediately
gave an alarm, and a posse was organized
and started in persuit. The robber’s horse
was found near Pine Blufl station, and it is
belie ved he took the train there. His de-
scription has been wired along the road,
and his arrest is almost certain.

Two men went
into the bank when only two employes
were present. Opne covered the employes
with a revolver, while the other vaulted
over the railin? and thrust about $8,000 on
the teller’s table into a valise, At this mo-
ment a depositor entered, and this forced
the uncovering of the assistant cashier,
who rushed to the safe to get his revolver.
The robber threw the valise to his accom-
plice, who dashed into the president’s room
by mistate.

There was a wild
rash, in which three or four licemen
joined and finally the two robbers were
canght and lodged in jail. The names of
the men are given as James Henry and
Fred Douglass.

COAL MINERS' WAGE SCALE.

———
Western Pennsylvania and Ohlo Men Accept

» Redaction of Two and a Half Cents.
RrrTsnURG, April 16.—The scale confer-
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ence of the Western Pennsylvania and Qhio .
railroad coal miners and operatorsadjommed

this evening, after adopting a scale provid-
ing for the payment of 71 1-2 cents per ton
for mining in western Pénnsylvania during
the summer months, 761-2 cents in the
winter, and 62 1-2 and 67 1-2 cents per ton
for the same seasons in Ohio. This is a re-
duction of 2 1-2 cents per ton on the present
scale which expires on the 830th inst. The
scale ‘cemmittee was composed of eight
operators and eight miners, four of each

from Pennsylvania and the balance from
Ohio. The Pennsylvania mners voted
unanimously against the scale, but the
remaining twelve members of the commit-
tee voted in favor of it. Ifthe action of the
Pennsylvania members is sanctioned by
the Pennsylvarfia miners, a strike in the
Fennsylvania mines in inevitable. The
delegates say a ugre@t majority of railroad
coal miners will object to the scale. This
means that the Ohio mines will be running
after May 1, while those in this State will
be closed down. A strikein Western Penn-
sylvania will thrown 8,000 miners out of
employment.

The Minneapolis Street-Car Strike.
Mixxearoris, Minan., April 16.—To-day
wad another quiet ore in street-car circles,
the only new feature being the striking of
a few shop men whom the company ordered
to take out cars. The company claim that

theyare waiting on the city to furnish police
protection; that the present police force is
inadequate for the emergency, and the city
refuses to gnarantee the necessary protec-
tion until they have sworn in and drilled
a suficient number of special police. It is
pretty certain that an attempt will be made
to start cars on one or two of the lines to-
morrow, although it is said the company.
have been able, so far, to employ but sixty
men to take the places of four hundred and
fifty strikers. It is thought the company
will make concessions to the motor en-
gineers to induce them to return to work,
as they are unable to hire competent men
to take their places. The action of the en-

ineers was approved b{ the local Brother-

ood of Locomotive Engineers at their
meeting last night,

St. Pavr, Minn,, April 16.—The street-car
strike in St. Paul has reached the Legisla-
ture and was acted on bf that body this
afternoon, the City Railway Company
being knocked out in the first round. This
is the fourth day of the strike, and no
attempt haviog been made to start cars or
otherwise to accommodate the public the
Legislature probably acted more pro:nprtly
than it would otherwise have dene. The
matter came up in the shape of a bill intro-
duced by Mr. Willich which re a
previous act validating an old ordinance
giving the St. Paul City Railway Company
the exclusive g)riv.lleges of the streets of
this eity, and the bill was passed by a vote
of 66 to 16. The eflect of this legislation,
which will Pmbablv pass the Senate, is to
throw open the matter of exclusive right to
the streets and leave the decision of that
question to the eourts.

Kaxsas City, April 16.—Fifty determined
men from western Kansas have started for
Minneapolis to take the placesof the street-
car strikers there. Twenty-five went from
Dodge City and twenty-five from Garden
City in response to an offer of £3 per day
for “determined” men.

EASTER EGGS.

01d-Fashioned Ways of Preparing the Sea-
. sonable Reminders.
American Agriculturist.

The coloring and decoration of Easter
eggs is a_pleasant employwent for young
people. It allows a great exercise of taste
and ingenuity, and prettily-decorated eggs
make a nice Easter favor tosend to a friend
instead of the more common card. Beauti-
ful and really artistic results can be
achieved with little money and the exercise
of taste, care and patience. The first
step is usually to boeil the efgs hard.
They should be put in celd water,
which should be allowed to come
to boil gradually: then the ezgs must
be removed. A disregard of this precau-
tion is apt to result inecracked or broken
shells. Another way is to make a_small
hole inthe end of each egg with a slender
darning-needle and blow the contents out.
These eﬁg shells are much more delicateand
easily broken than the first mentioned.
Still another method is to remove the con-
tents and fill the shell with liquid plaster
of paris, which soon hardens and makes a
very substantial egg. The plaster should
be mixed with water until it runs ily.
If, after some plaster is run in the shell, a
few shot are added, the egg will always
maintain an upright position. s

The most simple way to color eggs is to
sew ribbon or calico that will fade around
them and boil a few moments. The ski
of the dark red onions will color besutim
shades of yellow-browns. Tuei will give
shades of crimson, light or dark, according
to the length of time the eggs are left iu
the dye. Ingligo dissolved in water, to
which oxalie acid is added in the proportion
of a teaspoonful to a quart of the dye, gives
a pretty blue. Names, dates and figures
can be put on eggs after they are dyed by
tracing the letters or figures with a fine
brush or a pen dipped in oxalie acid.

To tint eggs any shade use oil paints of-

various hues. Holl a piece of soft cotton
cloth into a wad, and with this rub the
oil paint on the egg, being careful
to take only a small quantity at a time on
the dauber. Any one who knows how to

aint can decorate these tinted eggs very

andsomely by putting on each some appro-
priate design or motto. Fora blue vgga
cluster of lilies of the valley orsnow dro
are charming. Another very suggestive de-
sign is a leafless branch with a erygalis at-
tached and the released butterfly hovering
near. It is wise to choose irregular letters
for the motto; gold or bronze paint can be
used effectively in putting them on. Eggs
left uncolored and a simple design painted
on the shell are quite satisfactory. A va-
riety can be made by se¢lecting light and
dark-colored egzgs and diﬂ‘emn% sizes from
the larger egg of the goose to the tiny one
of the bantam.
