THE SUGAR TRUST.

" —

New and Stronger Combination Being Formed
by the Members of the 0ld Pool.
e ——

New YOork, April 17.—The Herald says:
There have been many conferences and con-
suitations for sometime past among the
sugar kings who recently formed the trust
or combine known as the “Sugar Refineries’
Company.” One of the outcomes of this
state of affairs, as published yesterday, was
the smash-up of the old sugar trust and the
formation of what might be termed an as-
signment pool, supposed to contain seven-
teen out of the twenty-four refineries in the
United States, and representing a capital
of about §50,000,000, which may now possi-
bly be held “in trust” by one individual, or
perhaps by three individuals, Messrs. Theo-
dore A. Havemyer, Henry O. Havemyer

and Charles H. Sneff, the gentlemen to
whom the American Sugar Refining Com-

pany of San Francisco was recently as-
signed.

Important developments are expected
from the suit shortly to be brought by At-
torney-general Tabor against the Have-
myers & Elder Company, and it is under-
stood that an effort will be made to_dis-
cover who are the “boss assignees,” or
establish the identity of the “boss as-
signee,” for it is claimed that the assign-
ment move is illegal if taken to defeat the
ends of justice or to block the investiga-
tion into the trust business. On the other
hand, the whisperings and consultations
going on among the sugar Kings have been
occasioned by the entirely unprecedented
state of the raw sugar stock in the hands
of importers and agents in this country.
It is now only about 14,000 tons, against 110,-
000 tons at the corresponding period last year.
There are about 12,000 tons in this ciqi_. as
against about 100,000 tons last year. This
causes the sugar Kkings to ponder
considerably. After years of “‘cornering,”
directed against the sugar-growers of Cu-
ba, Demara, Manila, etc., during which the
trust has had the i»pst of the fight, that
combine now seems likely to be cornered in
turn, for “somebody” is buyingup sugar in
England. and “somebody” has bought up
in this city, since last Saturday, 25,000 tons
of the 40,000 then on hand.

Gen. Roger A. Pryor, counsel for the
Senate investigating committee, comment-
ing on the story of the death of the old
trust and birth of the new arrangement,
said: *““There is no doubt as to the correct-
ness of the surmises as to the disintegra-
tion of the old sugar trust and the forma-
tion of a new trust. About that there is
not the shadow of a doubt, but it will make
no difference to us as the prosecution will
be pushed all the same.”

Americans Building Ships Abroad.

New York, April 17.—The Herald says
the Pacific Mai Steamship Company will
soon receive from Glasgow, Scotland, their
magnificent new steamer, Pacific, which
they found it cheaper to build abroad than
in an American ship-yard. Captain Sea-
bury set sail from New York in the Guion
steamer, Alaska, on Tuesday, to take pos-
session of the new vessel on behalf of Jay
Gonld. He will have to hoist the British
flag on her, for by our laws she cannot fly
the stars and stripes, having been con-
structed on the Clyde. A foreign steamer
in an American steamship line, which has
loudly cried for subsidies for years back,
is something of an anomaly. “It 1s like a
duck among a brood of chickens”
remarked an old skipper at the Mar-
itime Exchange, yesterday. Nathaniel
McKay, who is something of an expert on
the difterence between wages paid in this
country and in Europe,on being asked hoy\r
much Gould wonld save by building his
steamer abroad, said: *“*The cost of mate-
rial on the Clyde is about 20 to 40 per cent.
less than here, while our wages are 60 to 80
per cent. higher than are paid the Seotch-
men. Messrs. Jay Gould & Sou had the
steamer in cvwat:on built in Scotland on
account of this cheapness. She cannot fl
our flag or stop at two American ports wit
a load in her. This boat has been built to
make money for Americans, and .
pays for her. The next Con will prob-
ably diseriminate against her when a bill
passes to aid American commerce by grant-
ing subsidies to American-built vessels to
carry the mails to China, Ja’pan. Brazil and
Central and South America.

MILITARY RULE.

General Merritt Given Discretionary Power
Over Affairs in Oklahoma.|
Epecial to tho Indianapolis Journal.
WaAasHmINGTON, April 17.—There was a con-
ference at the White House to-day which
may lead to important consequences. Presi-
dent Harrison was joined by Secretaries
Proctor and Noble and the Attorney-gen-
eral, the subject which occupied this guar-
tet being a telegram received by the Secre-
tary of War from General Merritt, com-
mander of the department of Missouri, ask-
ing for instructions in case trouble arose in
Oklahoma. General Merritt laid stress
upon the serious aspect that is presented
by the great rush of boomers, and was em-

phatic in reciting his embarrassing position,
resulting from lack of power to act in case

of an emergency. The matter was regarded
by the President and his advisers as
one, in its possiblities, extremely seri-
ous, and its consideration occupied over
an hour. The conclusion of the con-
ference was embodied in a telegram
which was sent to General Merritt, and al-
though it was not made publie through the
ordinary channels, it islearned that it gives
the commander of the Department of Mis-
souri extraordinary discretionary powers,
making him, in fact, if not in name, the

military general of Oklahoma in case a
riot or any necessity should arise to call for
the bayonet to preserve order. General
Merritt has been diligent in preparing the
troops under his command for instant aec-
tion, and any alarm of trouble would be
met promptly.

Commissioner Stockslager has made pub-
lic a letter concerning homestead entries
in Oklahoma, addressed to Mr. D. D. Hal-
stead, Purcell, Ind. T. Itruns thus:

In reference to & memorandum of five ques-

tions received from you, under date of the 15th
inst., T have to state that it is mnot usual to

answer hypothetical questions, but in viewof the

anomalous conditions affecting the public lands
in Oklahoma, I will state as follows:

First—A person desiring to become an actual
settler under the homestead laws may initiate
his ¢laim by entry at the district land office,after
Pmperl selecting and examing the land desired,

n which case he is allowed six months from date
of entry within which to establish his actual resi-
dence on the laud, or, if he so eleet, he may

initiate his claim by actual settlement on the
land, which may consist of some act or acts coi-
necting himself with the particular traet
claimed, said act or acts to bhe equivalent
to an announcement of his intention,
and from which tho publie generally may
have notice of his e¢laim. Thereafter he is
allowed three months within which to make his
claim of record by entry at the distriet land
oftice. Which of these two methods should be
chosen is a matter for the party's election, ac-
cording to the circumstances and his own judz-
ment of which is wost desirable. .

Second and Third—Of two bouatide settlers or
claimanta, the one whose settlement or eutry is
prior in time will have the superior right. When
the inception of the clotius Is sumultaneous—that
is, at the same time precisely—the legal right is
equal, and the question can be decided acecord-
ing to the equities and the land awarded to the
party having the superior equities, if any; if
none, then it has been the practice to put the
land up between the claimants and to award the
right of entry to the one bidding the highest for
the privilege.

Fourth—The act of March, 2, 1889, enacts that
until sail lands are opened for settlement by
proclamation of the President no person shall be
perumitted to enter upon and oecupy the sate,
and any person violating this provision shall
never be permitted to enter any of said lands or
acquire auy right thereto. The President's
proclamation of March 23, 1889, ecalls attention
expressly to this provision, and directs that it be
strictly enforeed.

Fifth—I am not prernred. in advance of a case
arising, to give an opinion as to what particular
act or acta will be considered a violation of the
law in this respect.

The prospective opening of the Oklaho-
ma country has already resulted in appli-
cations for charters for national banks to
he established there. These applications
have raised a perplexing question with
which the Attorney-general and the Comp-
troller of the Currency are now wrestling.
The law provides that application for an-
thority to-open national banks shall be on
file for a year before charters are granted.
The Territory of Oklahoma, however, has
not been open to settlement until now, and
consequently there has heretofore been no
occasion for applications for the establish-
ment of national banks there. With the
opening of these lands there will bhe an
immediate need of banks, but if the law
be construned literally, no national banks
can be established in Oklahoma for a year
to come,

Postal Facllities.

WaASHINGTON, April 17.—The Postoffice
Department officials are making active
preparations for the immediate opening of
two postoffices in Oklahoma—one at King-
fisher stage station and the other at Guth-
rie, where the United States land offices are
to be established. Several postoffice in-
spectors are now on the ground examining
proposed mail routes into the country and
between all important points. For the
present all mails will enter the Territory
from the north over the Atchison, Topeka

& Santa Fe railroad to its sonthern termi-
nus, and from there will be carried forward

by government contractors over regularly-
established routes. It is expected that the
mail facilities will equal the needs of the
settlers. Mail for the land-office towns and
other principal points will probably go for-
ward on the very day, or, at best, the da'y
following, the one on which the President's
proclamation goes into efiect. Mr. Clark-
son said to-day that probably twenty-five
toflices would be established in the new
erritory within the next thirty days. If
no better accommodations can be had,: t-
masters will supply themselves with tents
or whatever can be made available for
shelter. e

WAITING FOR THE WORD.

Thousands of Settlers Will To-day Start
Across the Cherokee Strip.

Kaxsas CiTy, April 17.—As the day for
the opening of the Oklahoma lands draws
nigh, the capacity of the Union Station in
this city is taxed more and more every day.
The settlers come from all overthe country.
To-day, thirty Italians fresh from Castle
Garden, were among the motley crowd.
The arrivals are about evenly divided be-
tween the Ssnta Fe and the Rock Islana,
which reach the Eastern and Western
land offices, respectively.

A telegram from Arkansas City, Kan.,.
says that reports from the Indian Territory
state that heavy rains have fallen and
that the rivers are rapidly rising. Grave
fears are entertained that the progress of
home-seekers in their march to Oklahoma
will be seriously impeded and that the
fording of the large streams will be ex-
tremely dangerons.

As
a general rnle, the wagons and teams were
of the best class, and the boomers ruddy
and strong and imbued with the idea that
Oklahoma was a land flowing with milk
and honey. For a week past the stream of
white-covered wagons steadily moving
south has been very large. The Wellington
Oklahoma Colony, numbering about fifty,
under the leadership of H. F. Landes, left
that city to-day.

Boomers in Bad Plight.
PurceLy, L. T., April 17.—Boomers south
of the Canadian river are in a desperate
and deplorable condition; sickness and

destitution are widespread, and hundreds
of mnen, women and children are in pitiable

plights. They are scantily clethed, have
scarcely enough food, and are practicaliy
helpless, Many have either mortgaged or
pawned their eamp outtits and personal
effeets during the months of wait-
ing, until about all they have left
is a Winehesterrifie and a supply of ammu-
mition. They tenaciously cling to the hope
wf gpesempting homesteads in Oklahoma,
i ‘have been in the country time aed
time again, and have as often been driven
ount, They know every foot of the country
and in many instances have claims stake
off. 'They nropose going back on Monday
next and taking possession of their claims,
even if fighting for them is necessary.
Bloodshed will certainly result. United
States Marshal Jones, of Sonthern Kansas,
has arrived at Gnthrie with a force of
depnties, but he will not be able to cope
with the iuevitable claim-jumping colli-
sions.

Land Laws and Speculators.
Nehraska State Journal

The orders of the land department at
Washington reveal an intense ignorance of
the real sitnation in Oklahoma. Thespecial
agent sent to secure suitable buildings. Mr.
Pickler, had instructions to rent at both
Guthrie and Kingfisher. In case thiscould
not be done “at a reasonable price,” Mr.
Pickler was then empowered to purchase
lumber and have it shipped to both places,
and have buildings erected. He had a per-
mit to enter the Territory, but permits for

carpenters and laborers were overlooked,
while teaming to Kingfisher was to be “se-
cured at the village of Guthrie.”

The rulings of the department have been
repeated regarding the entries of lands,
but an additional order has been issued
which will cost some officer much money.
It is that the first papers or filings shall
be received during the rush stamped with
numbers, and afterwards entered according
to the order of filing. This repeats a Gar-
den City experience, where the receiver
was $13.000 ahead of the entries of lands,
and yet he honestly accounted for every
cent that came into his possession. The
trouble arose from duplicate filings, two
men having selected the same land, and
the work not bem} completed at the time,
the error was not discovered until the plats

If, as
sometimes happens, one filed at the same
hour on the same date the other settled, a
compromise is effected by giving each 80
acres, and two men are made neighbors
whose morning tings will be an inter-
change of Winchester courtesies.

THE MINNEAPOLIS STRIKE.

The Company Snco:::l:; in Moving a Few
Cars Under Police Protection.

MixxearoLis, Minn.,, April 17.—To-day
was a littlemore lively in street-car circles.
The company have been operating three of
their lines all day with more or less suc-
cess, Cars were started on the University,
the Bloomington, and the South-avenue
lines at 5 o'clock this morning, heavily
loaded with policemen. Very little trouble

was experienced, the police being able to
keep the crowds under control, with the

exception of one or two instances. About
noon & car was stopped on Washington
avenue by a spiked switch, and during the

delay a crowd gathered gquickly and
commenced stoning and egging the
drivers and policemen. Mounted police
charged on the crowd and dispersed it, but
the driver unhitched his horses and left the
car standing in the street. A large num-
ber of arrests were made during the day,
inclnding one or two prominent citizens,
who refused to move on when ordered to do
80 by the police. The erowds on the streets
and sidewalks were kept moving, every
person refusing to do so and those yelling
‘scabs” or “rats” at the carmen were
promptly arrested and locked up, charged
with disorderly conduct. Itis said that
the company had succeeded in employing
115 men this morning, paying from $3 to §
a day, but at noon the strikers had per-
suaded about sixtv-tive of these men to

uit, some of them deserting their cars in
the middle of their runs, or at the further
end from the stables. In such cases ofli-
cials, clerks and book-keepers of the com-
pany were compelled to man the cars and
take them back to the stables.

No attempt was made to operate the mo-
tor line, but it is thouglbt an attempt will
be made to-morrow. The men are still
firm and seem to feel contident of success.
It is rumored this evening that President
Lowry has sent for a committee of strikers
to settle the matter, but little credence is
given the report.

ST, PAvL, Minn., April 17.-To-day was
another quiet one in street-car circles here,
all interest being centered on the eftorts of
the company to run cars in_Minneapolis.
The City Couneil, at its meeting last night,
adop resolutions calling on the street-
car company to start cars in three days or
forfeit its franchise.

New Works Stopped by a Strike.
STEUBENVILLE, O., April 17.—The new
Steubenville iron and steel-works, at
Alikinna, which started last week, are al-

ready stopped by a strike. An amalga-

mated association was started and a scale
of wages was agreed upon, but a reserva-
tion was made which, the men claim, would
work to their disadvantage. There was
also some disagreement between the home
and foreign puddlers. The outlook is not
promising for a speedy settlement of the
strike. About 500 10en are affected.

THE CONSULAR SERVICE,

Appointments Will Be Delayed About a
Month—Men Who May Draw FPrizes,
Special to the Indiapapolis Journal .
WASHINGTON, April 17.—To an applicant
for a consulate, who called upon him to-
day, the President said that consideration
of consunlar appointments would not be
taken up for at least three weeks to come;
that in appointing the new consuls there
would be no clean sweeps; that the State
Department would act very slowly. The
appointments will be made on geographi-
cal grounds, regard heing at all times had
to the comnercial ritness of the appoint-
ments. Mr. Blaine this afternoon reiter-
ated this statement of policy. He added,
incidentally, that for the two-hundred-and-
ten consulates there have been thirty-five
hundred applicants. It is believed that
the consulate at Liverpool will go to Mr.
Thomas Sherman, of Maine, who has been
for years connected with the consular ser-
vice in the State Department. It is stated
on good authority, however, that Mr. Mor-
ton has asked the President to promote
his brother-in-law, Mr. Grinnell, at present
the consul at Bradford, England, to this
office. Mr. George Bain, of St. Louis, is be-
lieved to be slated for the Glasgow con-
sulate; Mr. George Johnson, of Cincinnati,
for the consulate-general at Berlin, and
Gen. Adam E. King, of Baltimore, for the

consulate-general at Paris.

TREASURER HUSTON,

He Is Not Likely to Enter Upon His Dutles
Before the End of the Month.

WasniNgroN, April 17.—It is probable
that Mr. Huston, the newly appointed
United States Treasurer, will not take the
oath of office for at least two weeks, owing

to several complications and embarrass-
ments that would arise should he do so.

SEA POSTOFFICES.

A Proposition to Apply the Railway System
on Board Ocean Steamers,

WasHINGTON, April 17.—Superintendent
Bell, of the foreign mailsoffice, has received
a communication from the poal authori-
ties of Germany recommending the estab-
lishment of “sea postoffices” for the distri-
bution of German-American mails on ship-
board. The Secretary of the Imperial Ger-
man postoffice, in his communication, says
that, owing to the constant increase of the
American mails for Germany, their distri-
bution presents very serious difficulties at
the German exchange offices. Articles of
mail matter are distributed erroneously,
and there are frequent delays in conse-
quence, giving rise to complaints. Even
the Bremen office, he says, in spite of a
large increase of its force, is frequently
unable to distribute heavy American mails,

received via Bremerhaven, in time for the
next mail trains from Bremen, so that, in

many cases, serious delays have become
unavoidable., These difliculties, he says,
will grow more serious in future, owing to
the constant increase of American mails,
“The Imperial German Office,” the letter
says, “has for some time given serious at-
tention to this matter, with a view to find-
ing some means of remedying the evil. It
appears that the most feasible and effective
J’an would be to have the mails in gques-
ion entirely distributed by postal employes
on board the fast-mail steamers plyiug be-
tween New York and Bremen, so that the
German exchange officers conld forward
mails without any delay what-
ever., These sea postoffices could
also greatly facilitate the work of
the American exchange offices by distribut-
ing the mails from Germany for America
during the trip from Germany to New York.
= The 1mperial office is willing to
establish these ofiices, and desires to know
whether the American Postoffice Depart-
ment is inclined to bear one-half of the ex-
pense, from $47,600 to §71,400 per anoum.”
Superintendent Bell, to-day, said that he
was of the opimon that the arrangement
suggested by the German authorities would
greatly facilitate the delivery of mails both
i this country and in Germany, but au-
thority must first be obtained from Con-
gress before any steps in the direction indi
cated could be taken by the department.
