DIED IN GOOD FORM.

A Libertine and Gambler Arrays Himself in
Full Evening Dress Before Ending His Life.

e ——

Cricaco, April 18.—A gentleman who has
been stopping at tae Hotel Richelieu since
April 10, and was registered as Sidney
Walters, suicided with morphine in his

room last mght. Mr. Walters has spent
money freely, and made many friends since

arriving at the hotel. There was nothing
in his behavior during his stay at the hotel

to indicate any intention of suicide.
About 6:30 last evening, a chambermaid,

passing Walter’s room, heard the labored
breathing, and notified the clerk. The door

of the room was found to be
doubly-bolted on the inside, and it

took some time to force an en-
trance. When this was effected a physician
was immediately summoned, and every
thing possible done to resucitate Walters,
but he was too far gone, The suicide was
attired in a new and expensive full evening
dress suit, including the regulation swal-
low-tail coat, white tie, bonttonnaire, kid
gloves and patent-leather shoes. He evi-

dently intended to die 1n good form, and he
succeeded. Why he committed suicide is
not yet thoroughly developed. That he had
two or more wives, and was engaged in
several gallantries, is believed to have had
something to do with it.

Mr. Carrollson, chief clerk of the Riche-
lieu, says that Walters came to the hotel
eight days ago. He took the best room in
the house, threw his money around as
though he owned a gold mine somewhere,
gave big champagne snppers to hosts of
gentlemen friends, drove out in the most
expensive equipages, had boxes at the
opera, and was a general swell around.

A search for letters or other things which
wonld furnish a clew to the cause of the
deed was fruitless. The only writing found
was upon two telegrams, which read as
follows: .

UNTON DEPOT, CLEVELAND, O., April 15.

Received letters, and nm staying at No. 8 John-
son street, MRS, SYDNEY WALTERS,

CLEVELAND, O., April 17.
Telegraph if you are coming, and I will meet
you, MRS, SYDNEY WALTERS,

Mr. Carrollson at once notified her by
talegrafh of Mr. Walters’s death, and she
arrived here this morning and gave testi-
mony at the coroner’s inquest. She said
that she was married to Walters in Cleve-
land six months ago. He was an English-
man by birth, and was born in London,
whem{:e had done considerable work as a
journalist. Seven years ago he came to
this country, and did work for different
publishing houses about the country. She
said she received three letters from Wal-
ters—one on Friday last, a second on Sat-
urday, and the last one yesterday. Inone
of these he said he was going to kill him-
self. DBusiness was bad. There was not
any prospect of it 5ett1n better, and he
was determined to end his life. *‘He tried
several times before to kill himself,” con-
cluded Mrs. Walters, “but he was always
prevented from can?in out his designs.”

Later in the day, Mr. Morris Greenberg,
of this city, called at the Richelien and in-
formed Mr. Carrolison that Walters boarded
with him in this city in 1887, together with
his wife, an actress, whose name is Malvina
Renner, She seemed to have plenty of
money, ard lived in style. After residing
with Mr. Greenberg for seven months the
two moved to the North Side, where they
started honsekaepinF at No. 208 LaSalle
avenue. They lived In the height of style,
went into the best society, had a graud
turnout, and were much sougl;nt after b
the swell ?eopln of the North Side. An ad-
venture of gallautry,in which Mrs. Wal.
ters discovered her husband to have been
the principal, led to a separation, and_ the
wife returned to the stage. She is said to
be q!aymg in a variety theater in Minne-
apolis at present,

Her brother, George Renner, is treasurer
of the Olympic Theater in this city. To a
reporter he said: *“Walters came to this
country eight J'cam ago, and seven years
ago he marne e(fv sister. His past life was
always shroud in mystery. A great
many people who knew him in the old
country said he had been a deserter from
the English army, had been tried and con-
victed, and was just about to be transport-
ed as a convict, when he escaped and came
to America. He was a fearfully wild fel-
low, and never augﬁorted my sister, and
she was coming to Chicago this week to in-
stitute proceedings for divorce. He was
continually in scrapes with other women,
and several months ago, for weeks he had
three or four and some times half a dozen
women at the LaSalle-avenue House,where
they carried on scandalonslf. He was a
gambler, and spent all he could get hold of
in card playing. How many other wives
he had, I don’t know.” After his separa-
tion from Malvina Renner, Walters went to
New York and thence to Pittsbur%. where
he met Nora Erman. Subsequently they
went to Cleveland, and it was she who
came on from Cleveland and testified at the
inquest to-day.

Walters eame to this city from Pittsburg,
about two months ago, where he was en-
gsFed as advertising collector for a histori-
cal publishing company. Here he has been
engaged in the same business until about a
week ago, when he left the city for Chica-

sale of the history of Chicago, and previous
to that time ho was connected with Rei
Murdock & Yisher, and with the Grocers
Regulator, a local publication. His wife
was formerly Malvina Renner, a vocalist,
who was lately singing at_St. Paul. It is
belieyed Walters was well connected in
England, where he once was an officer in the
army. A reporter interviewed one of the
inmates of the house where the alleged wife
of Walters had been making her home, and
found that her name was Katie Erman,
and that Walters had brought her from a
questionable resort in_ Pittsburg to this
city. Walters, it is said, would have mar-
ried her if he could have obtained a divorce
from his wife, who, he alleged, was Estelle
Clayton, an actress, but which others say
is Malvina Renner. )

A Pittsburg reporter, last evening, found
a Miss Nora Erman in a house in that city,
who claimed to be the woman mentioned in
the Chicago dispatech. A late dispatch
from Chicago, however, indicates that Miss
Nora and Katie are sisters, and that both
have a tainted reputation.

Consul Knappe Censured by Bismarck—Atti-
tude of the German Government.

BerLiN, April 18.—A Samoan *“White
Book” has just been issued, obviously in
view of the approach of the Samoan con-
conference. In a dispatch to Herr Stuebel,

the new German Consul to Samoa, dated
Avril 16, Prince Bismarck censures Consul

Knappe's conduct throughout the troubles
in Samoa. He dwells upon the deplorable

fact that with an inadequate force and
without authority, urgency, or a hikelihood

of success, Consul Knappe took measures,
on Deec. 17, which resulted in the death

of a large number of persons and an unde-
sirable change in the position of planters,

besides jeopardizing peace with America,
while quiescence would have preserved a

tolerably satisfactory state of affairs. The
sanction of the other treaty powers being
lacking, he says, Consul Knappe's demand
for the control of the foreign relations of
Samoa was of no force, and compelled him

[Bismarck] to notify Great Britain and
America of its withdrawal. The Chancellor

concludes by declaring that Germany has
nothing to do with the internal affairs of

Samoa; that her mission is restricted to

Hrotecting Germans and enabling them to
evelop commercial interests.

Prince Bismarck has issned an order in
which he defines the respounsibilities of
commanders of war ships with respect to
requests of consuls abroad. The Chancel-
lor directs commanders to examine for
themselves the legal and political grounds
for such request, unless the consul produces
3@-131 authority from the German Foreign

flice. As the reason for his action Prince
Bismarck refers to the recent events in
Samoa, where, he says, an unauthorized re-
quest resulted in great loss of life and in-
jury to German interests, and danger was
thereby incurred of Germany becoming em-
broiled with a friendly nation, with no con-
clusive reason existing for the intervention

of armed forces.

I hearirom a reliable correspondent at
Vienna that the Empress of Austria has be-
come quite insane. She is in a state of
acute melancholia, with strong evicidal

symptoms and troublesome delusions, so
that it is necessary to watch her closely

night and day. Thecourt doctors are anx-
ious to remove the Empress to Wiesbaden,
as it is thought a course of Dr. Metzger's
treatment might prove beneficial to her
nervous system. But it would be difficult

to keep her under proper control except in L
the imperial residences without causing a
scandal. Sothe Emperor wished her to
remain at home. The most alarming symp-
tom in the Empress’s case is a fixed idea
that her death would be a benefit to the
Emperor, who would thereby be ndplaced in
a position to marry again, and then he
might have anotherson. The Emperor will
not visit Berlin this year, in spite of the
semi-official announcements on the subject.
He is exceedingly nnwell, and quite unequal
to the round of elaborate court festivities.
The Emperor’s zealous interest in publio
affairs has greatly relaxed since the Crown
Prince’s death, and now he neither works
hard nor interferes with the ministers, who
are all squabbling among themselves. The
Emperor of Austria has purchased from his
anddaunghter Elizabeth, daughter of the
ate Crown Prince, the estate of Meyerling.
The castle is to become a convent of the
Carmelite nuns, the strictest order in Aus-
tria. Anniversary services are to_be held
in the room in which Prince Rudolph died,
and alms-hounses and orphanages are to be
built and supported out of the revenues of
the estate.

GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS.

An Interesting Church and State Quarrel
Breaks Out in Bavaria.

LONDON, April 18.—A short time ago the
Bavarian bishops petitioned the Crown to be
allowed to control the middle grade of high-
class schools in Bavaria. In making the pe-
tition the bishops based their demand upon
a clanse found in the Concordat of 1817,

which has never been repealed. Baron von
Lutzy, Bavarian Prime Minister and Min-
ister of Public Instruction, in_ giving his
advice on tho snbject, made a rigid refusal
of the bnahors’ petition. This_stirred u

the clerical journals, which attacke

Minister Lutzy and asserted thav he
had acted withont the consent
of the Regent. Baron von Lutz

then published the decree,in the Regent’s
handwntmlg. denying the petition. There-
upon the ultra-clerical journals have pro-
claimed an open contlict between the
church and state. They declare that the
old culturkampf is reopened in Bavaria, and
are exceedingly bitter in their denuncia-
tions of the government. \

The Beaconsfield Anniversary.
LoNDoN, April 18.—To-day being the an-
niversary of the death of Lord Beacons-
field, the Tories decked themselves with

primroses and celebrated the day in the
usual fashion, by feteing, making speeches
and being merry, despite the sacred charac-
ter of the day, as regarded by the church.
The Primrose League, according to its cus-
tom, sent an enormous wreath, which was
hung about the neck of the dead states-
man’s statue in Parliament square. Here
the crowds were so great that a force of po-
lice oflicers had to be detailed to maintain
order and keep the people moving. The
day, far from declining in observance,
seems to have taken stronger hold than
ever before upon the Tory fancy.

Chamberlain and Churchill Disagree.
LoxNDoN, April 18,—Mr. Joseph Chamber-
lain, in a recent letter, stated that Lord
Randolph Churchill declared in November

last that he (Churchill) would not contest
the Parliamentary seat of Central Birming-
ham. Lord Randolph now replics that Mr.
Chamberlain’s assertion is utterly false. It
. cted that an excited correspondence
will follow between the two gentlemen.

Easter at the Vatican.
Rome, April 18.—The Pope celebratea
mass to-day in his private chapel, and gave
communion to the members of the house-

hold. He looked well. On Sunday and
Monday he will celebrate mass in the Con,
sistory Hall, to which strangers visiting the
city will be admitted. It is reported that
Mgr. Mocenni, the Under-secretary of State
in the Pope’s household, will be raised to
the cardinalate.

Famine in Hungary.
Viexxa, April 18.—Famine prevails in
the villages of Bicske and Bistritz, and in

the Waag river distriet in Hungary. Hun-
dreds of people are starving, and many
deaths have already occurred.
