BUSINESS AND TAXATION.

Condition of the Former in England—Taxa-
tion in China—Agriculture in Sweden.

WasHingToN, April 23.—Consul-general
Waller, at London, in a report to the De-
partment or State, says there has been a
general revival of the trade and commerce
of the United Kingdom. The returns, he
says, clearly show a decided improvement
in both the volume and character of the
business done in 1888 over the previous
year, and this inereased prosperity, which
promises to continue, is not confingd to any
particular indgstry. It is apparently due
to legitimate trade, and not to speculation.
The improvement in bnsiness is especially
notable in the ship-building industry.

Mr. Charles Denby, the United States
minister to China, in a report to the De-

partment of State, says the system of tax-
ation in China presents some decided con-
trasts to systems in other countries.
Taxes outside of Peking are
paid on arable land, the tax varying
with the crop-producing quality of the
soil. Inside the city of Peking there is no
tax on land, houses or personal property,
Goods brouglht to the city gates pay a tax,
but are exempt from taxation afterwards.
The only tax on land and houses in Peking
ison the sale of real estate, 10 per cent.
being charged on the price obtained for the
property sold. There i3 also a tax re.
sembling a license fee. Ontside of Peking,
Chinese subjects are liable to be called on
to perform certain duties whenever the
Emperor passes throngh their districts, but
this daty may be avoided by the payment
of a small tax. All moneys spent on pub-
lic account in Peking come from the impe-
rial treasury, and the expenditure is not
limited to funds raised by taxation within
the city. The bulk of the peopie in Peking
pay no taxes whatever. The man who
owns a house and lot, and his implements
of labor, enjoys his earnings without toil
or deduction. ] Ll

The minister closes his report with the
following comment on Chinese taxation,
as contrasted with the system of taxation
in the United States:

How different thia condition is from that in
our own cities, where sometimes 3 ‘per cent. on
a high valunation is exacted for pub I:'Eurpom-a.
To the absence of taxation of the body of the
people may well be ascribed the permanency of
the government and the tranquillity and con-
tentinent of the Chincse race, @ lesson of tax-

ation in China might be p‘:roﬂtably studied by the
cwilized world. but in view of a national, Stat

ecounty, townshir and eity indebtedness, pil
monutain Ligh, the lesson must now be valueless
to the United States.,

Mr. Rafus Magee, the UTnited States min-
ister to Sweden, says there has been a de-
crease both in quality and qnantity of ag-
ricultoral prodnets during 1858, while prices
are higher than in the ten years preceding
that of 1888, The enhanced price, Mr. Ma-
feu says, is due to the tariff laws enacted

ast winter, Minister Magee says that he
has made considerable inquiry with regard
to the effect of these laws on prices of food
suppiies and labor. The resnlt, he says,
shows that food supplies bave been in-
creased in priee from 20 to 50 per cent.

MINOR MATTERS.

Captain Armes Takes the Stand and Testi-

fies in His Own Behalf.
WASHINGTON, April 23,—Captain Armes
took the witness-stand to-day, before the
Armes court-martial board, and testified in
his own behalf.

He called at
inaaguration headquarters the next
day., _and, after some words, Gen-
eral Hastings lost his temper, and
ordered the witness out of the office, but
afterward apologized. Bubsequently the
witness was tendered a commission as a
special aid, which brought him nearer the
President. While g‘idm% alongside the
Vice-president’s carriage, Mr. Morton and
Senator Cullom bowed to him, and he re-
turned the salute.

Talk with & Texas Man Who Is Thoroughly |
Familiar with Oklahoma.
CHiCcAGO, April 23.—-B. B. Groom, a large'
land-owner and resident of Pan-handle'
City, in northern Texas, who arrived in
Chicago to-day, came through Oklahoma.
He talked interestingly, this evening, re-
garding the sitnation there., Raid he: *“I
have stndied the land of ,that country for
several years, and made numerous trips

over it in all directions. There is an en-
tire misapprehension as to its value. In
places it is ferlile, but it won't be many
days before the invaders will learn the
truth about it. These misapprehensions
grow largely ont of talk originated several
years ago about the fertility of Oklahoma.
If you take the old Oklahoma that the first

boomers were working for, you will find

great tracts of exceptionally good land,
but it is not Oklahoma proper that these
people are going into. It is only a
portion o 1It— 1800000 acres in
nearly the center. In No-man's Land
and In the Chickasaw and Cherokes
strip are piecesof excellent land. This land
was known to the original boomers as
Paul's valley, a piece almost as large as
Oklahoma, and much better. This was the
ground that started all the talk about the
richness of Oklahoma, but it is not in the
portion opened for settiement.”

“What about the territory opened, as to
its value for agricultural purposes!”

“Well, I estimnate it this way.” said Mr.
Groom, “and I think I am a pretty good
judge of land values; one-fifth 1s good, one-
