RANINTO A COACH.

——
Two Men Killed, Two Fatally Injured and
Several Badly Hurt at a Grade Crossing

SRt

PHiLADELPHIA, May 8—A two-horse
coach, containing several persons, was
struck by a train on the Pennsylvania rail-
road at Bridesburg crossing, last pight,
and the coach demolished. Two of it§ oc-
cupants, F. K. Womrath and James Dungan,
were killed, and several others injured.* The
accident occurred shortly after 11 o’clock.
The coach contained eleven men, many of
whom were local politicians. Womrath
was fifty-tive years of age, and was
formerly a member of the City Counecil
from one of the upper wards. Dun
gan was sixty-five years of age. Sam-
uel Smith, aged forty years, and Charles

Singer, aged thirty-four, sustained serious
injuries, as did also James Johnson, aged
twenty-five, the colored driver of the
coach. Howard Gibbs, ;th twenty-one,
and J. Frank Wilgus, aged thirty-six, were
also injured. Smith was taken to the
Episcopal Hospital, and the others were
removed to their homes. They were all
residents of Frankford.

The party in the coach were members of
the Masonic fratemity, and were returnin
to this city from a visit to Dr. Boyer, o
Bridesburg, the worshipful master of the
odge to which they belonged. They spent
the evening at the residence of Dr. Boyer
discussing lodge matters, and some time
after midnight started on their homeward
trip. Howard Gibbs, one of the injured,
did not belong to the party, but had been
overtaken on the road and allowed to ride
with the driver. The brief delay caused by
taking on this extra Passqger undoubtedly
had much to do with the calamity which
followed. The night was hazy, rendering
objects indistinet, and it is supposed the
freight train approached the crossing un-
perceived by those in the coach. At any
rate, just as the horses and the front part
of the conveyanve were on the westward
track the locomotive dashed upon them.
The engineer saw what had happened, and
three square-lengths further down the
track the train slowed up. The en-
gineer went around to the ecow-
catcher of the locomotive, and thers,
stretched upon it, bruised, bleeding and in-
sensible, was Johnson, the colored driver.
He regained consciousness after a few
minutes vigorous shaking. *“‘Areyou badl
hurt?” he was asked. He conld not spea
just then. and simply nodded his head.
After a little while, however, he found ut-
terance, and in answer to another question,
said he was alone when the train struck
the coach., He was quite dazed and did
not know what e was saying. “I doubt
that he was alone,” said the engineer; “lot
us 10 back and see.”

Along with a police oflicer and several of
the train hands, he ran up the track. A
square below the crossing the horses were
found dead and almost cut to pieces, lying
close together. The force of the biow must
have been terrible, for the shoes were torn
from the front hoofs of one of them and
the other had a leg cut oft close to the
trunk, as clean as if it had been done with
a knife, Further up the track the wagon
dashed to kindling wood, was discover
in a heap, and afew feet away from it were
the bodies of Womrath and Dungan. Botn
men were dead. The engineer said, at the
time, that they must have been dashed into
the air, and that the first shock killed
them. The bodies were found about fifteen
feet below the crossing, and close to them
lay their fellow-passengers, Smith and
Wilgus, who were qunite senseless, but the
others, with the exception of Dr. Hale and
M,Y_em. were groaning pitifully.

THE PARNELL COMMISSION.

The Witness Makes Several Admissions That
Elicit Hisses from the Audience.

Loxpox, May 8.—The cross-examination
of Mr. Parnell was continued before the
Parnell commission to-day. Mr. Parnell
testified that lte had often reproved Mr.
William O’Brien, editor of United Ixeland,
for the violent articles that appearedin
that paper. He had not publiely repudiated
the articles, because he did not consider
that to be the way to effect the alterations
he desired in the tone of the articles. Mr.
Parnell said. he considered Mr. O’'Brien’s
teachings to be in advance of his own.

Mr. Rarnell denied that he knew *“Num-
ber 1,” either under the name of Tynan or
any other name, and said that he had never
heard of Mr. Egan’s being associated with
“The Martyrs’ Fund,” for the benefit of the
families of the Phenix Park murderers. He
saw nothing ecriminal in the fund, and
rather thought it was righ¢ to assist
the innocent victims. “The Martyrs’ Fund”
might not, however, have been the most
appropriate name for such a fund. He
could not, he said, recollect denouncing
outrages between 1878 and 1881. He be-

lieved the outrsiu perpetrated to have
been the work of small secret societies.
Witness was then asked whether, if secret
societies averse to the league had ex-
isted, and if a vast majority of the people
had belonged to the league, there would
not have ample evidence obtained to
conviet the memtorl of the outrages?
Mr. Parnell parried the question, saying
that might or might not have been the
case, .

Here occurred the most remarkable inci-
dent in the witneses's cress-examination.
Attorney-general Webster quoted a state-
ment made by Mr. Parnell in the House of
Commons during the debate on Mr. Forst-
ers’ bill, in 1881, suspending the writ of
habeas corpus, to the effect that secret so-
cioties had then ceased to exist in Ireland.

“Did you believe that when you said it?”
asked tﬁa Attorney-general.

“No,” replied Mr. Parnell. “At any rate
it was a grossly exaggerated statement.”

There was a buzz of surprise throughout
the court-room at this response.

“Did you, or did you not,” continued the
Attorney-general, “intend to misstate the
faot when you made the statement?”’

“I have no doubt I did,” was the reply.

The Attorney-general—Deliberately?

Mr. Parnell—Yes, deliberately.

The Attorney-general—You deliberately
mad? the statement, knowing i1t to be un-
trne

Mr. Parnell—Yes; or, ¥ not untrue, very
extravagant and boastful.

The Attorney-general—And you. have
never since withdravn it?

Mr. Parnell—No; 1 have not. .

The nonchalance with which the wit-
ness made these admissions astonished the
audience, and elicited hisses.

“Probably,” added Mr. Parnell, “the
statement was meant to mislead the House.
I am afraid it did not, for the bill was

passed. My purpose was to exaggerate the*

effect the league had in reducing the num-
ber of secret societies. The league un-
doubtedly diminished the number of secret
societies, tlmufh_ it had not swept them
away, as | stated.”

Mr. Parnell was next asked what had be-
come of the Land Leagne’s books. He ex-
plained that some were brought to London
and were before the commission. The cash-
books and ledgers had disappeared, he did
not know where. Neither was Treasurer
Kenny, Mr. Egan, orany other of the league
officials able to tell what had become of
them. The letter-books and files of letters
had also vanished.

Presiding Justice Hannen here impressed
upon the witneas the fact that the conrt at-
tached great importance to the missing doe-
uments, and Mr. Parnell promised to try to
find them.

Disgusted at the apparent indiffer-
ence of the French autorities, he gave up
the idea of attending the obseqnies of his
son, and rejoined his fellow exiles here.

Destruction of the Bundy House at New
Castle, and adjoining Livery Stable.

NEW CAsTLE, Ind., May 3.—The most
disastrous fire that has visited New Castle
for years occurred about 8 o’clock this
morning. When first discovered the fire
was burming in the rear of the livery barn
owned and operated by Chas. Bundy, and
adjoining the Bundy House, the principal
hotel and one of the largest buildingsin
the city. The fire apread very rapidly, and
before the fire company could respond to
the call the entire barn was in flames and
beyond control. A large number of horses

were stabled in the barn ready for ship-
ment, nine of which were burned. The

stable was a frame structure, and, together
with the livery stock not including horses,
was valued at $3,000. It was a total loss,
Insured for §1,700,

The fire soon communicated frem the
burning barn to the Hotel Bundy, owned
and mnna%od by Frank Bundy, and one of
the best hostelries in this part of the
State. It was a fine three-story brick
structure, located on the corner of Main
and Race streets, well furnished and
equipped, and was the pride of the town.
When the fire spread to the hotel. the fire
company was unable to render effectual
aid owing to the height of the building,
their apparatus being limited to a hand
engine, and the flames ra’Pidly spread
thmug\x the entire hounse. The guests in
the hotel rushed into the streets and
shivered in the morning air, while the
watched the fire.

Corporal Tanner's Generosity Leading to Im-
positions on His Time.

WasniNGgTON, May 8.—Corporal Tanner,
the new Commissioner of Pensions, is going
to wear himself out looking intoindividual
cases if he continunes the way he has begun,
This is the opinion of everyone who visits
the Pemsion Office frequently. Senators
and Representatives have repeatedly called
the Corporal's attention to the extraordi-
nary amecunt of work he isdoing,and the fact
that his physical strength will not
permit of it, although he is physically and
mentally a strong man. Every day there
are great throngs of old veterans pouring
into his offiee for the purpose of making
personal appeals in their applications for
pensions,

To-day a weazen-faced veteran, small of
stature, and shabbily dressed, with a bun-
dle of clothes slung over his back by means
of a cane, entered the Commissioner’s oflice,
and annonnced that he had walked all the
way from northern Penasylvania for
the purpose of having his pension

case looked up. The Corporalreceived him
with open arus, but before a dozen words
were spoken it was seen that the old man’s
trip of hundreds of miles on foot was a
foolhardy one. He had simply applied for
his pension, snd had furnished none of the
evidence necessary to make a successiul
case,

The Corporal is being imposed upon in
his generosity and anxiety to to do for the
veterans and their widows and orphans,
and this extraordinary amount of work
which is being unnecessarily put upon him
will only result in a general delay tinally.

THE CORCORAN ART GALLERY,

Artists Protest Against a Raling of the Man-
agers in Regard to Copying Pictures.
Speclal to the Indianapolis Jourual
WASHINGTON, May 3.—A concerted effort
will probably be made by the art students
of Washington who have had access to the
Corcoran Art Gallery, against the arbitrary
and senseless rulings of the board of man-
agers of that institution. The aim of the
philanthropist, William Corcoran, the
founder of the gallery, was to aid students,
and to do all in his power to advance the
study of art inthe capital of the country.
With this end in view he always gave easy
access to the gallery to those wishing to
copy the pictures gathered there. and
seemed to be as rauch pleased to have re-
productions of the costly works be had col-
lected leave the building as he did to place
new pieces on the walls. It was not possi-
ble that he could anticipate that upon his
death the board of managers should adopt
another policy, and that his gallery would
become to a large extent closed to students.
It has never been considered advisable

that stondents should make copies of
originals equal in size to the piet-
ures copied, for which reason the
rule hasalways prevailed that three-fourths
of the original is the maximum size, This
ruling interferes but little with the work
of artists, but within the past several weeks
the maunagers of the Corcoran gallery have
reduced the size of pictures, which may be
wade to one-half that of the originals,
which practically euts off one-third of the
works there from being reprodmced at a'l,
as no (Ymp--r conception of the stadies conld
ve had from such tiny canvases ascom-
Ehanca with this rule wounld make, and the

isappointment caunsed thereby can be un-
derstood when it is known that amateurs
are not equal to successfully attempting
the larger am} more difficult pictures that
