formed almost every surgicul operation known,
from pulling a tooth to ovariotomy.” This dp-
peared to be a very broad statement, but proved
to be within, rather than beyond, the truth. The
lady recently returned to her home, at Van
Buren, Grant county, this State, greatly broken
in-health, by reason of her arduous labors, and
is now under medical treatment. She is at pres-
ent a guest of Rev. Dr. Ford, on Central avenus.
This great, unassuming woman has really in her
far-off fleld performed labors sufficiently ardu-

ous to break down a strong man. The hospital
of which she was in charge 18 for the treatment

of native women and children. It was estab-

lished (and is supported) by the Woman's Foreign
Missionary Society of the Methodist Episcopal
Church ten years ago. Miss Corey was there
four years, and Dr. May Carleton, of New York,
is now at the head of the iustitution in her ab-
sfnce.

“How many persons are treated there each
year!” inquired the reporter who visited Dr.

Corey yveste.day.

“From 5,000 to 8,000 yearly. There would
have been more, but with only one ﬁhynh-inn
that was all that could be done. ere are
from seveunty to eignty patients in the wards, and
the hospital is mipped In every way,
with drugs and Instruments, 'ﬁt‘me a8 well
as most of the hospl in this
country. We have private rooms Iin which the
better class of Chiness are cared for, and who
pay for the treatment they receive; the large
wards are for the commmon le. The dispen-
sary practice runs from 50 to S0 persons daily.
These, like thosewho are patients in the wards,
are women and children; ogcasionally a man.

“*Tell hiwm about your outdoor rruclire." sald
I'r. Ford, who was present at the interview.

“I bad two relays of ooglies to carry me in a
chair from bouse to house,” the lady resumed. “It
takes three men to carry the chair, that is, two
to carry and one to steady it. 1 made eight bun-
dred to nine hundred of these outside visitsa
?'aar, go!ng into the howes of the Chinese. The
etier cluss of Chinese are pow looking toward
Christian lands for rhyalchns. that is, women

hysicians for thelr wives and children. Last year
]' entered the Lomes of more of the high caste
people than ever before. Even the doors of the
palace of the Governor of the city were opened
to me, and [ had frequent calls to the houses of
other officials.”

“How do you do in surgical cases! If death
foillows an operation are you not blamed or
threatened!”

“We undertake no ease in surgery until the
utmost contidence is exrf'rmed and the patient
s willing to take the risk of death. As indicat-
ing the confldence we inspire, a mandarin came
to me and pleaded wi me to amputate his
wife's leg. 1t would bave to be amputpted at
the hip joint, but the case had gone too far for
surgery. Chinese women are ready to take the
chance of death. If a Chinese woman feels
that she is dying with any imperfection,
& tumor or of nd, she
will insiat that the attempt be made to remove
it before she dies, even though the operation kill
her, for she believes that if she dies with the
tawor unrewoved her s will not receive her,
and her only chanee of heaven is that she be re-
celved by the godas so that she m be reborn
into the soul of a man. The inese know
nothing about , because they know
nothing of the cadaver, for they believe it to be
sacrilege to cut or mar the hnman body after
death. They have many remedies, a few of
which are efficiently and wisely used in some
cases, hut there is no such thing as science in
Chinese medicine. The larger part of Chinese
wedicine consists of sorcery, incantation and sac-
ritice to idols.”

“What are some of the strange and barbarous
remedies they employt”

“They administer insects of various kinds; fin-
ger nalls are sometimes given and all sorts of
foul decoctions. Tiger's teeth is one of their
wedioines, They regard disease as being com-
municated by evil apirita and so the most out-
regeous remedies, with sacrifices to idols are em-
ployed. Their knowledgeof mercury iu its vari-
olis forma is very complete and [ think they use
it eflectively. Often the first thing done with a
new born babe Is to give it & dose of cinnabar
(red sulphuret of mercury) to purge it of evil
nlnlritll. Sometimnes because of an overdose the
child may be poisoned, [ have had a few such
brought to me with almost eve Joint in
the body diaplaced. Nothing could be done
for them, and death followed. Fortunately such
cuses are few. Cauterization is universal In cases
of pain or eramps, the burning being done with
hot irons. Cauterization is used for cholera.”

“Does the binding of the feet of girls and wom-
en give any hospital cases?”

“1 have had to amputate toes, sometimes the
entire foot of a c¢hild. The foot bandaging be-
gins when a girl s four or five years old. If
scientitically doue no bad result follows; if not
80 done gaungrene is the resuit. The low caste
women, the burden bearers and those who work
in the tields do not have their feet bound. Itis a
hadge of birth and social distinetion. This idea
of social distinetion that the feet should be
bound is held by mere children. Omne little
girl about seven years old was brought
o me with gangrenous toes. Beafore
she was ut under the influence of
chloroform she was very anxiousto know wheth-
er | would eut off her foot or not. Her reason
1or not wishing to lose her foot was that it might
be spared so that ahe could bind it, and yet this
rour child had suffered untold agony with her

cet.

“I had as assistants in the hospital five Chi-
nese girls, medical students. Thcf were taking
n course under me, and [ gave clinical and di-
dactie leotures each day. At the end of two
years' study I think these girls could compare
favorably with any of onrstudents at home here
who had studied the same length of time. My
object here is to raise funds to build an orphan-
age for Chinese girls, waifs cast off by their par-
ents. Girls are often sold by parents into s‘av-
ery or lives of shame. The girls we educate be-
come our most efliclent workers.”

Dr. Corey hopes to return to China, if her
bealth is restored, in about a year.

Docking Horses' Talis,
Bosaton Advertiser.

1t may be interesting, in view of the

resent crusade against the docking of
jorses’ tails, to know what the process is.
Its featnres are thus described: A rope is
thrown over the neck of the horse, the ends
brought between his forelegs and under his
lund pasterns. A sudden jerk draws up his
legs, he falls helpless to the floor, and his
legs are tied. ¢ 18 then secured with
twitches. which 18 twisting a small rope
around the nose, which is very sensitive, so
as to divert his attention from the tail. Be-
hind is a furnace, knives, a large pair of
shears and searing iron. ‘he operator
folds back the hair from the joint to be di-
vided; the knife rap.dly severs the skin,
the hnge shears are applied, the horse
struggies and the tail is oft. Then the iron
at a white heat is appiied. and the bleeding
is arrested. The cheers of the audience
and the subduiug intluence of the twitch
drown the ery of pain, that isnever brought
from the horse except when in great agony;
for this noble animal is one of the few who
endure ordinary pain without a whimper.”

FOOTLIGHT KISSES.

A Handsome Actor Discourses on Stage Os-
culation.
New York Press Interview.

_ “Inever kiss a woman on thestage unless
it is absolutely necessary,” said Mr. Bellew.
“Either the lines must call for it, as th?
do in ‘Antony and Cleopatra,’ which read:
‘Of many thomsand kisses the poor last I
lay upon m{g?a.' where the words make
the action absolutely necessary, or else the
situation of the play must demand it. I
mean by this that I never of my own voli-
tion introduce a kiss into the business of a
piece. 1

*“This is not from any false idea of deli-
cacy or sentiment upon the subject,as [
have none. A stage kiss, from my stand-

oint, is simply a piece 37 stage business—

ike removing the hat, getting up or sitting
down--nothing more, and I think that is
the view most players take of it. My ob-
Jeclnon to the stage kiss is purely a practi-
cal one. ;

“A stage kiss is a much more delicate
operation than is generally supposed, and
what is more to the point I do no: consider
it effcetive from the front. 1 have often
heard it said that very few actors could
successfully play a lover’s part. and in the
connection we are npenkinghof this seems
particularly appropriate when applied to
stage kissing. g

“Most actors seem to think that to ‘depict
love or passion on the stage 1t is necessary
to claw all over a woman. Thisis not only
very disagreeable to the lady. but is apt to
make a scene ridiculous and start the peo-
ple in the gallery to guying. Where Kiss-
ing is absolutely necessary I believe a kiss
should be exchanged. hether a lady
shall be kissed by t%e actor playing the op-
posite part on the forehead, cheek or lips
depends entirely upon the relationship
they are supposed to bear to each otherin
the play, and, to a certain extent, the tem-
perament which tae character he or she is
playing is supposed to have possessed.

“For instance, a brother will kiss his
sister, or a father his daughter, on the
forehead. Some Jovers would follow this
example. It all depends on the lines,
which, to a certain extent, indicate the
temperament of the character represented.
The impassioned lines of Romeo leave no
doubt in the mind of any one that a man
as ardent as he would kiss his sweetheart
on the lips. I know of no instance where
an actress has refused to allow her stage
lover to kiss her on the lism. The action
has no significance in itself, and none 1s
attached to it by sensible people. There
may, it is trne, have been lovers in real
life who were also lovers on the stage, but
they are very few and far between. .

“Actors and actresses, especially those in
the same company, do not, as a rule, fall in
love with each other. During all my ex-
perience I never knew of but one couple
who were making love both off and on the
stage at the same time. The couple I refer
to are Mr. and Mrs, Kendal, or, as they are
termed, ‘the Kendals,” who are shortly com-
ing over to this country. Mr. and Mrs.
Kendal were empl?]yed respectively as
leading man and leading lady, and as such
had to make violent love to each other on
the stage. As they were marred not so
very longafter they began playing together
it is fair to infer that they were in love
with each other.

“I of course cannot undertake to say that
when Mr. Kendul kissed his wife on the
stage it was a kiss of passion, but from the

osition these two held toward each other
it wounld be only natnral if the kisses some-
times were. So far as my own personal ex-
iwnence is concerned I can safely say that
have never experienced any sensation
whatsoever cau by kissing on the stage
any of the numerous actresses I have
played with, and 1 don’t believe any man
who is really an actor ever has. .

“It is impossible to attend to two things
at once, and when a man is on the stage
giving his part the undivided attention it
requires he has no time to think of any-
thing else. I think you will find thaton
this subject, at least, all actors who deserve
the name are unanimous. Afterall is said
and done it may be summed up in the sen-
tence: ‘It is all a question of business.’

“Professional etiquette does not forbid
kissing on the lips. There is no arbitrary
rule on this subject. 1t is left to the dis-
cretion and judgment of the two people
concerned.”

HARD HIT ON THE FIELD.

Peculiar Sensations Which Many a Brave
Man Has Experieaced.

We had been held in reserve for five long
hours, while cannon thundered and mus-
kets erackled spitefully along the front, a
mile away.

There is a
wild cry—a shriek—a groan. as men are
struck and fall to the earth, but no one
heeds them. no one hesitates. It is a hurri-
cane of death, but we feel a wild exultation
in .breast}ug it. Men shout, curse, sing,
swing their hats, and cheer.

I seem
to rise into the air and float hither and
thither, and the sensation 1s so dreamy and
full of rest that I wish it could last forever.

OLD GAS WELL REVIVED.

A Discovery Which Pennsvlvania Gas Men
Consider Very Important.
Pittsburg Dispatch.

The Philadelphia Natural-gas Company
yesterday sccomplished what they regard
«s a great feat. It was nothing less than
the successful revival of an old gas well at
Murrysville. The well had been rebored
and completed shortly after noonat a depth
of 1,582 feet. It came in with a pressure of
700 pounds, equal to that of the new well
which was lately drilled in Bellevernon.
The old well was 1,350 feet deep, and it had
gradually filled up with sand and pebbles,
which cansed a great decline in pressure.
It was then that the company commenced
to experiment upon drilling deaper for an-
other vein of Fnu.

As a general thing similar attempts have
usually ° proved unsuccessful. In some
cases salt water was struck below the two

as sands, which uteerly ruined the well.

"here nitro-glycerine was employed, the
whole well was shattered, and secarcely
ever has a satisfactory result been accom-
plished. *“On this account,” said a gentle-
man connected with the Philadelphia com-
pany yesterday, “this is of great impor-
tance. It proves that the old story about
g:gl giving out and declining wells

ing worthless is simply a fable.
The Murrysville gas field is just as
good to-day as it was some years
ago. If some of the wells show a trivial de-
cline in pressure, it is simply because they
are clogged up, Now, the fact that a very
high pressure has been obtained again in
this well is sufficient evidence that the
same thing can be done with other wells,
and there is no necessity of abandoning a
well simply because its pressure decreases,
To drill a new one costs about $3,000 or
£4,000, while an additional drilling ot 250 or
300 feet entails an expense of $400 at the
utmost.”
