Strawberry Short Cake Two and a half
cups flour, two tcaspooniala baking pow-
der, ono tablespoon! ul granulated eugar,
one-ha- lf teaapoonful salt. Sift these to-
gether at least three - times. Kub into this
three teaspoonfals of good butter; add a
cup of raillc or water orequal parts of each.
Mold lightly into a-so- ft dough. Divide
into four parts, roll out and cut into tho
desired shape bv inverting tho tin in which
it is to be baked upon tho doucch and cut-
ting along the edgo with a sharp knifo,
Bako in buttered tins. There will bo less
crust if two layers are baked in one tin.
This may bo easily done by spreading tho
lower layer with butter, when baked
they will readily separate. Spread each,
layer closely with ripo 6trawherries, nicely
sliced. Dust each layer thick! v with pow-
dered sugar. Eat fresh, with cream, or
with whipped cream made as follows: To
ono pint of thick, sweet cream add three
tablespoonfuld of powdered sugar and a
little flavoring if desired. Beat to a stilt
froth with a Dover egg beater.
