WRIT OF MANDATE GRANTED.

Judge Howland's Decision in the Sauit of John
W.Riley Against Governor Hovey.

e e

In the mandamus proceedings brought by
John W. Riley, as trustee-elect of the Insti-
tution for the Blind, to compel Governor
Hovey to issue to him a commission, Judge
Howland, of the Cireuit Court, decided in
favor of the complainant. Covering the
general principles enunciated in his decis-

ion regarding the trustees of the Insane Hos-
pital, the Judge, in the present instance set
forth, said:

In my opinion, sald Judge' Howland. the
Constitution makes provision for the election or
appointment of every kind and class of ollice
State, county, to ip and municipal, an
designates, in plain terms, where the election or
sm:omth'e wer sball rest. 1 believe the
did this in wently and deliberately, with a fu
sense of, and confidence in their power to coun-
serve all of their political traditions and unwrit-
ten soverelgnty by the ballot which makes and un-
makes their representatives. There oan be no
doubt that the sovereign power of election, or
other mannerof choosing, was originally in the
people, and, be there, it was compeient for
thew to delegate to such agencies s they might

appoint.

think clearly did this in the Constitu-
tion which they adopted. 1. They provided for
the election of SBenators and Representatives to
the General Assembly, by the popular vote of
the electors of the several districta. 2. They
provided for the election, by the voters of the
Btate at lar of a Governor and Lieutenant-
governor. 3. They provided forthe election
by the same vote, of a Secretary, Auditor and
Treasurer of Siate, 4. Next, by the same vote,
for the election of judges of the Sulgreme Court,
5. Next, by the same vote, a Superintendems of
Publie Instruetion. 6. Coming down to judicial
circuits, they provided for the popular election
of ludgea and prosecuting attorneys. 7. Com-
ing own 1o counties, they provided
for the popular election of clerks,
auditors, recorders, treasurers, sherifls, coroners,
and surveyors. Finally, they provided for the
election, by the township electors, of a com-
petent number of justices of the peace. All
these enumerated officers, from Governor to
Juatice of the township, are made elective by the
people, and there the specifications stop.

Then follows the geyeral provision: “Such
other county and township officers as may be
necessary shall be elected owqg’olnted in such
manner as may be preserl y law.” They
then make provision for certain officers whose
arpolntment Is expressly vested inthe Goverunor,
viz.: **The Governor shall appoint the adjutant,
quartermaster and commissary-general.”” Next
for certain officers to be expressly chosen by the
legislative department, “Each bouse when as-
sewmbled shall choose its own officers (the Presi-
dent of the Senate excepted).” Andthey close
this full distribution of appointive power among
electors and the departments with the sweeping
provision, *“All officers whose a intments are
not otherwise provided for in this Constitution,
&hall be chrsen in such manner as now is or may
be Emscril)ed hf law.

These provisions seem to cover the whole
ficld;: they are positive and free from all ambigu-
ity. Itisdifficult to percieve any play for con-
structionor interpretation. Certain named of-
fieers aro i1’»‘;}!111::1-13' elective; other named officers
are appointive by the Governor, other ollicers
by the Senate and Heuse; all the rest are made
elegtive or aﬂzointlve in the manuer which shall
be prescribed by law. The law-making power is
conceded to be the General Assembly, If the
mode is preseribed by law, it must, therefore, be
preseribed by the General Assembly.

It i3 sald that there is a elear distinction be-
tween the power granted to prescribe the man-
ner of nppomnuet& and the wer to make the
appointment, but I fail to see how a law, enacted
under this general power, which preseribed that
the manner of appointinent should be by the
election of the General Assembly, would not be a
valid and constitutional law. What power have
the courts to interpolate such a proviso as this:
“Provided, that no law shall be passed preserib-
ing that the manner of ap‘gointmeut shall be an
eleotiogolz{y the General Assembly”! As to the
great y of oflices unnamed in the Constitu-
tion, the power to prescribe by law the manner
of appointment thereto is granted uncondition-
ally. Who shall impose a condition, or fix its
limits, or define its terms!?

The framers of the Constitution evidently con-
templated that as to some of these officers the
power to elect would be “vested in the General
Assembly” by law, for it provides that in oase a
vacancy in an office shall oceur during a recess
of the General Assembly, the appointment to
which is vested in the General Assewbly, the
Governor shall fill it. Now the Constitation no
where in terns vests in the General Asgembly
the power to appoint to any office, in whieh a
vacanecy eould occur during a recess; they must
therefore have had in mind a vesting of such
power under some law prescribing the wanner
of appointment, passed under this general grant
contained in the Constitution. N

Bome limitation has, however, been judioially
placed upon this power of the Legislature by
the Bupreme Court, by interpretation, and, 2o far
as it has been detimed by that court, it must be
conformed w by inferior tribunals. It has been
decided, at least, that the peoyle, by these vuri.
ous constitutional ‘;rm'iaions. have not granged
the General Assembly the power to appoint lo¢al,
city and township and county officers, unnamed
in the Constitution, which have oharge and con-
trol of lecal affairs and mumeipal property and
funds, but that, as to such otfices, they retain, and
cannot by law bedeprived of, the elective contral,
unless, indeed, there may, ‘perhaps. be an excep-
tion in the casg of lice and peace office
charged with the peace and dignity of the State,
Just where the line is drawn is as yet not very
clear, but it is clear that it is not I 1:h enough to
inciude the position involved in the case at bar;
As to all oflices between the trustees of the Hos-

sital for the Insane, the power to appoint whom
s decided to be in the General Assembly and the
Jocal municipal officers, which it 18 decided the
General Assembly cannot un;oint. the guestion
must be regarded as open. avesought in vain
inthe diverse lines of reascening, inthe various
opinions in the rcernt cases for sowme principle
which would be decisive of this case,

It 1s suggested in one opinion that perhaps the
legislative power is llnited to State oftices “in
the broadest sense.”
clude the present case. In another it is sug-
gestad that she power is confined to offices which
were appointed by the General Assembly at the
adoption of the Constitution, which would, per-
haps, not embrace the case at bar. Until the
true limits of the conceded power of the
General Assembly are more definitely
fixed by further Interpretation [ have
not light enough to feel safe in taking one
further step away froin what seems to me to be
the vlain rmie, as it reads in the fundamental
law of the Btate. Nothing in the recent decisions
determines the law against the rights of the re-
lator; nothing in the reasoning of the ,ludxca con-
curring in the conelusions ultimately reached
disclo=es what the final indgment of the court of
last resort will probably be upon the issue in-
volved in this particular case. t the writ of
mandate go.

ELECTION IN THE SUBURBS.

————

For One Year's Control Democrats in West
Indianapolis Show an Increased Debt.

—_—————
The town elections in Haughville, West

Indianapolis and Brightwood will occur to-
day. The local issues involved in each

place promise to make the contest more
than ordinarily interesting. It has been

the customn heretofore nottodraw the party
lines very close, but this year straight-out
tickets have been nominated in each town,
and they will besupported. In Brightwood,
in particnlar, a citizens' ticket has been one
of the features, but at the election two

{)ears ago the Republicans realized that the
emocrats seccured about three-fourths of
the officers. This year the usual joint con-
vention was held, and a ticket on which
there were but two Republicans was put in
the field. The Republicans objected, and
later nominated astraight-outticket, which
they will support. It isas follows: Trus-
tees, First ward, H. Bloom: S8econd ward,
Geo. Clark; Fourth ward, John Sears;
clerk, 8. E. ‘l'homas; treasurer, Charles Pas-
call, and marshal, G. E. Gilchrist. The
men nominated are all well-known citizens,
of the suburb, and it is expected to elect
she entire Republican ticket.

In West Indianapolis, for the last year,
the town has been under Democratic con-
trol and influence, and its affairs, according
to the testimony of the best citizens of the
place, irrespective of party, have been
badly mismanaged. The same class of men
who have shown their inability to manage
the suburb to the best interests of its citi-
zens are making an effort to be continued
in power, and 1n that effort are being en-
couraged by the Democratic gang of In-
dianapolhis. Prior to 1888 the town was
governed by the Republlcans forseven con-
secutive years, and the progress it
made in that time was remarkable,
From a village of a few houses it grew to be
almost a city. Streets were laid out and
improved, manufactories secured and the
whole place supplied with eleetric-light
before any other town in Indiana thought
of using it as the result ot such enterprise,
the town gained a favorable reputation all
over the State, and the demand for lots
became so large that all the farming-land
surrounding the village was platted, and
nearly all sold. This progress was made
with economy that was surprising.
When the last Town Board went out,
& year ago, the indebtedness
was 88000 on a school-house, $2.200
for a chemical engine, $1.000 for a fire-
alarm aud $850 for electric light. This was
all the town owed on May 26, 1888, In one
year's time the Democrats have inereased
the debt to a little over $20,000. The board
has been extravagant in ali things. It has
contracted for two hnndred and sixty dol-
lars’ worth of electric light, when there
The of the town

marshal was increased £50, and, althongh
he was arrested for murder six weeks ago
and was sent to the penitentiary, his salary
was paid wup to April 2.

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THE STATE-HOUSE ROTUNDA.

Judge Baldwin Would Like to See It Filled
with Statues of Indiana’s Great Men.

At Wabash College, Crawfordsville, yes-
terday afternoon, Judge D. P. Baldwin, of
Logansport, delivered a chapel talk on
“Individuality.” Awmong other things, he
said:

Ilove and take every reasonable occason to
visit our pleasant capital city. Nowhere can
there be seen hrighter faces or more beautiful
specimens of the female form divine. Not far

from the rising monument that a few months
hence will commemorate in a noble shaft the

names and deeds of those brave men who gave
their lives for their country in the great rebel-
lion, stands our new State-house. Exter-
nally an arehitectural failare, within it contains

worthy of a t commonwealth. There is one
room in it which can easily be mwade equal i1n
simple grandenr and noble decoration to the
tomb of the Mcd!cis at Florence, and that is the
rotunda and the graceful and airy dome that
surmounts it. I love to admire its beautiful,
harmonious lines and to look forward to the
time in the near future when its ﬁresent hideous
damp blocks of Indiana oolitic limestone,
smeared with daubs of plaster of Parig cemen
will be removed, and that beautiful octagon shal
be clothed with the dignity, the silence and the
originality of polished white marble. ‘I'be archi-
tectural proportions and beauties are all there,
only it is built of the wrong material. Marble is
the only building material. I hope tolive to see
the big images of War and Peace and Plenty and
Fame, and the gods and god:lesses, male, female
and neuter, that now uglify ita beautiful angles,
cast down aud their places filled with
worthy statnes of Indiana's great men. The
massive yet beautiful bronze of Gov. Morton
that now stands in its aimglo majesty
with uncovered head in the Cirele should occupy
one of these pedestals. The fine statue of Colfax
that now struggies so manfully and patiently to
maintain its dalance upon its tripoed of stilts in
University Place sbonld occupy another niche;
while that of Bendricks, now on ita way across
the ocean, should fill still another. Isaac Black-
ford should not be forgotten; nor the two Presi-
dents—grandfather and graudson—both of thew
are sons by sdoption.

I like to think of this beautiful rotunda becom-
ing a Pantheon for the t and fature great wen
of our rising State. In such a Pantheon there
should be no distinetion of sex. In New Orleans,
& few years ago, I found in a swirl of busy
tangl streets, near the Lee monument, a
massive granite statue, upon the pedestal of
which was chiseled the simple word, “Mar-

t.” This Margaret was a big-hearted work-
gwoman—gross in person, and without educa-
tioui—who hnﬁl:!mnher lite to the foundlings and
waifs of a great city. I would make this rotunda
of ours as beautiful as that of Bt. Peter's at
Rome. I would consecrate it to greatness and
usefulness, and =0 fill it with the inspiration of
unselfish lives, that every generous youth of In-
diana, starting in life, should say to himself as
Nelson said at Trafalgar, “Now for victory, or a
grave in Westminster Abbey.” T would make it
what Santa Croce is to Italy—the ambition of
every one of our sons and danghters blessed with
great gifta, and as the rew of great accom-
plishment, to oceul) , after death, a niche in its
walla, And I woun cf make it as ditficult for an
unwoﬁhmmn to attain this honor as it is for
an unworthy picture, in the French capital, to
attaln a rest place in the Louvre. In the
mad struggle for wealth and notoriety that
sucks in the sonls of our people we need some such
sanctaary as this, inaccessible to any other ke
except merit, the attainment of a place in whie
«hall be not unltke Miltou's Love of Fame, “The
iast infirity of all noble minds.”
