Care of Young Turkeys.
American Agriculturist.

The best feed for young turkeys and
ducks is yelks of hard-boiled eggs, and
after they are several days old the white
may be added. Continue this for two or
three weeks, occasionally chopping onions
fine and sometimes sprinkling the boiled
eggs with black pepper; then give rice,
a teacupful with enough milk to just cover
it, and boil slowiy until the milk is eva
orated. Putin enough more to cover the
rice again, so that when boiled down
the second time it will be soft
if pressed between the fingers. Milk must
not be used too freely, as it will get
too soft and the grains will adhere together.
Stir frequently when boiling. Do not use
water with the rice, as it forms a paste and
the chicks cannot swallow it. In cold,
damp weather a half teaspoonful of cayenne
pepper in a pint of floar, worked with lard
enough to make it stick together, will pro-
tect them from the diarrhea. This amount
of food is sufficient for two meals for sev-
enty-five chicks. Give all food in shallow
tin pans. Boiled milk and water, with a
little hme-water in each occasionally, is the
best drink until the chicks are two or three
months old, when loppered and butter-milk
may take the place of the boiled milk.
Turkeys like best to roost on t and in
their abseuce artificial roosts may be made
by planting long, forked locust poles and
laying others across the forks. They take
to this kind of roost readily, as they require
plenty of room.

Professor Latta, of the Purdue agricult-
ural station, presents some inferences in
regard to the cultivation of corn from ex-
periments of last year. He says, however,
that thess opinions are held tentatively,
experiments being still in progress which
may influence final conclusions. He says:

1. Climate is,the controlling influence in
crop production. It frequently hinders or
prevents the action of other causes. For
instance, in 1887—an abnormally dry year
—fertilizers, methods of preparing ground,

lanting, ete., were practically without ef-
ect,

_ 2. If the best results are to be obtained
in dry seasons, it is essential to adopt such
methods of I;rermrmg and cultivating the
soil as will best conserve the scanty snr—
ply of wmoisture, A

The most practicab
means to this end are drainage of lands
which have retentive sub-soils, deep and
thorough preparation of the ground before
planting, frequent and thorough pulveriza-
tion of the upper two or three inches of soil
by implements that will leave the ground
level and not seriously disturb the corn
roots, and the frequent turning under of
stable manure, sod or green manuring crops
to keep qE the supply of vegetable matter
in the soi

3. No corn enltivator is equally adapted
to all soils or to all stages of growth of
corn.  The common corn plow I consider a
very imperfect implement for either early
or late cuitivation, as it rid‘ie. and im-
perfectly pulverizes the gronnd. The six-
shovel plow is better than the four-shovel;
and with the inner pair of shovels set high
and the middle and outer pairs set well
down, this implement may be used to ad-
vantage early in the season to deeply stir
the soil packed by the horses. For the
later cultivation, the spring-tooth gopher,
or some other form of cultivator having a
shallow and t_[.;ood pulverizing action will
be found lprc erable,

4. Stable manure has had a more marked
effect than commercial fertilizers on the

1eld of crops at the experiment station.

eing a complete manure, it will benefit
all classes of soils that need to be enriched.
It should never be wasted, and wherever
it can be cbeaﬁnly obtained in towns or
cities its use will prove profitable.

5. Commercial fertilizers vary greatlf in
+heir effect on the yield of crops. Before
deciding on their extensive use, the differ-
ent grades on the markat should be tested
on a small scale to determine which will
give best returns. ' -

We desire to test the different varieties
of corn and small grain—especially those
yproduced or improved within the State,and
therefore solicit from farmers and seeds-
men samples of new or promising sorts for
trial on the station farm.

Handsome Bedspreads.

On unbleached Bolton shesting have a
fine design of poppies broadly treated;
work the flowers and leaves in the shades
of red, green and silvery gray with Bar-
garren art thread. This thread is coarse
and works effectively in ecommon outline
stitch. A cream huckaback, fifty-four
inches wide, done with the above thread
makes a pretty quilt, and large clematis
design looks well upon this ground.

Mrs. Niles tells in the Yankee Blade how
to make a spread from a coarse linen sheet:
Have large diamonds stamped all over it,
and work them in outline stitch with dark-
blue Scotch linen floss. In_ every other
diamond work one¢ flower with leaves with
the blue floss, Finish off the edges with a
crocheted edging. X

Another way is to fringe out the linen
sheet all round; n:ake a knotted fringe.
