BIG TELEPHONE DEAL.

Frobable Consolidation of a Great System
in Which Indianapolis Is Interested.

Milwaukee, May 13. If negotiations
which are now in progress are consummated,
the Republicans of Wisconsin will lose
their campaign manager. Henry C. Payne,
chairman of tho Republican State central
committee, will, in all probability, become
a resident of Chicago, and retire from pol-
itics. The inducements which are offered
to him to leave the State is a salary of $12,-0- 00

a year, and a position at the head of
what is represented as one of the greatest
enterprises in the country. Mr. Payne left
to-da- y for Boston, where ho will consult
with the corporation which wishes to
engage his services, and tinally decide
whether to accept the liberal offers made
or not. The corporation that wishes Mr.
Payne's services Is the Bell Telephone Com-
pany, and the position offered is that of
president of tho Western consolidated com-
panies of the Bell Company, with head-
quarters in Chicago. The enterprise, as
outlined, would mark a departure in tele-
phoning, and will consist of a long-distan- ce

system connecting Chicago, St. Louis, Cin-
cinnati, Indianapolis, Omaha, Kan-
sas City, St. Paul,. Minneapolis and Mil-
waukee. The center of this system will be
Chicago, and through that station New
York, Philadelphia, Boston and Washing-
ton will be connected with all the other
points. The Bell companies embraced in
this great consolidation will bo those of
Illinois. Iowa, Michigan, Indiana, Minne-
sota. Ohio and Missouri. Wisconsin alone
will not be in the consolidation as the Bell
Company does not control it. Ilenry C.
Payne is now the president of tho Wiscon-
sin company and would resign that posi-
tion in case ho took tho presidency of the
consolidated companies.

Fatal Cable-Ca- r Accident.
Portland, Ore., May 13. A terrible acci-

dent occurred yesterday evening at Seattle,
W. T., on the Front-stre- et cable road. As
the dummy came down Second-stre- et hill,
the brake reiused to work and the car ob-
tained a great momentum, and in making
the turn into Pine street the passengers on
the left were thrown off. Among them wero
Mr. and Mrs. William Wagner, of Chadwin,
Neb., with two children. Mrs. Sophonia
Yv agner was killed and her child thrown
off and killed. Her oldest child, aged live,
received severe scalp wounds. Several
other passengers were injured, but none
fatally. The car-bra- ke was out of order,
and the engineer in chargo was powerless
to check the speed of the dummy.

SUTREME COURT DECISIONS.

Scott Chinese Exclusion Act Upheld Verdict
for Jijra Clark Gaines's Executor.

Washington', May 13. The Supreme
Court to-da- y rendered an opinion in the
important caso of Chao Chang Ping, appel-
lant, vs. The Collector of the Port of San
Francisco. This is a suit brought to test
tho constitutionality of the Scott-Chinc- so

exclusion act. Shortly after the Scott ex-

clusion act went into eflect Chae Chang
Ping returned to tho United Statoa from
China, and endeavored to secure entrance
at the port of San Francisco. Ho had left
this country, armed with a certificate en-

titling him to return, but the certificate
was declared invalid by the Scott act. The
collector refused him admittance, and suit
was then brought in the United States
court for the district of California, to test
the constitutionality of the Scott act, in
accordance ith the provisions of which
the collector acted. Tho California court
upheld the constitutionality of the act, and
from this decision the case came hero
on appeal. This court affirms that
judgment. It holds that Congress has the
power to abrogate a treaty, and in support
of that view cites the authorities of the
courts, holding that the propriety of such,
action is not a matter for judicial cogni-
zance, but that it is a matter for the p olit-ic-al

department. Congress, it says, has
power to exclude aliens from he country
whose presence is deemed inimical to our
interests.

In an opinion by Justice Bradley, the
court awarded the executors cf the will of
Myra Clark Gaines the sum of $576,000
against the city of New Orleans for the use
of property sold by the city, but recovered
by Mrs. Gaines after long litigation. The
judgment of the lower court awarding the
executors 81.300.000 for the use of the un
improved property sold by the city was not
concurred in.

Since 1834 this case has been in the courts,
and in that time nearly every prominent
lawyer in the country bus taken
part on one side or the other. The
various 6uits were fought savagely
and relentlessly. Opprobrium, Abuse,
vituperation and slander were pouredupon
all connected with the case. Mrs.Gaines
was assailed as an impostor, her legitimacy
called into question, and her mother de-
clared a bigamist and an impure
women. When the exigency seemed to de-
mand it even the manhood and virility of
General Clark, whose child Mrs. Gaines
claimed to be, was disputed. The case was
trjed time aud again in tho State courts of
Ifouisiana, and it is said that it is the tenth
time it has been in the Supreme Court of
the United States. It was regarded as set-
tled and determined conclusively at vari-
ous times in the last thirty years, but each
time the ingenuity of the aole counsel em-
ployed found some means of postponing
the final settlement.

The contests between Mrs. Gaines and
her lawyers have formed not the least con-spicio- us

features of the case. The most
eminent attorneys have been employed,
and nearly all of them have withdrawn
from the case at dirlerent times. Caleb
Gushing. Reverdy Johnson. Judge John A.
Campbell and Jere Black are some
of those who have represented Mrs.
Gaines, whilo Daniel Webster and other
legal luminaries have represented the other
side. Deserted by one counsel after an-
other, Mrs. Gaines struggled on, hopeful,
bouyaut, and confident of victory until she
was finally laid in the grave. Long yeart
of litigation wasted away her money, and
at tuno she was too poor to pay the court
costs. 13ut still she persevered in her de-
termination to clear the stain from her
mother's name, and to secure what she re-
garded as her right. Many residents of
Washington remember her as a little, thin
old woman, whose cheerfulness, vivacity
and energy remained to the last. For years
she was a familiar figure on the 6treet as
she went smartly along, with her son and
son-in-la- w at her side. She died in Janu-
ary, 18S5. Her son and son-in-la- w have
also since passed away, and nobody now
remains but HattioL. Whitney, herdaught-er-in-la- w,

whoso husband was killed by
James H. Christmas, Mrs. Gaines's son-in-la- w,

in a family quarrel a few years ago.
Mrs. Whitney is living very quietly in
Washington.

Mrs. Gaines bojn hr first suit in ISM to
recover the pror tv r litigation, which
had been left by Vr father und bought by
the city of Nev Orleans It is unnecessary
to recount th various phases of the long
fight. The war interrupted tho proceed-
ings for soveral yfar. Aftertbo war the
litigation wasnahed as fiercely as ever in
the courts, and at. last, in lbSl, Mrs. Gaines,
then seventy-liv- e vear.i old, received judg-
ment against the tit v A New Orleans for
$l,025,Go7.83 in t!i tasted States Circuit
Court. Four year Jaltr she died while the
case was on appeal to the United States
Supreme Couit. Tin amouut awarded
represents renrs, interest and principal,
accruing from Hie sum for which the city
originally 6old thft property. It was on
an appeal from t hi tH.ision awarding in-

terest and rents tha ri opinion was ren-
dered to-da- y in tfce Ijnited States Supreme
Court. The ca'e was argued in October,
1887.

Justice Bradley rendered the decision of
the court, whi a was unanimous. Justice
Lamar and Chief justice Fuller were not
members of the court at the time the case
was argued, and to;k no part in the decis-
ion.

THE STRIKE OF MINERS.

It lias Spread to Such an Extent as to Become
a Matter of Concern to the Emperor.

Berlin, May 13. The strike at Dortmund
is spreading. The strikers are assembling
at the pits and parading the streets, and
menacing the emplo3'es at the water-work- s,

which supply the district. The pit workers
at Margareta have expressed a willingness
to resume work on condition that they be
protected from the strikers. A number of
strikers at Castrep attempted to make
a riotous demonstration, but were charged
upon and dispersed by dragoons and
lancers. There was random firing between
the strikers and the military at that place
last night At Luonen the taverns have
been closed.

The strike committee of the Dormuud
miners have issued a manifesto, signed by
Baute, Schrceder and Siegel, in which they
declare that the strikers will not resume
work until all their demands are conceded
by the mine-owner- s.

The miners in the ' Essen district have
struck. This accession to the number of
strikers raises the total of men who have
struck to 90,000. The strikers to-d- ay tried
to prevent the opening of the Altehaase
and Spockhaval pits. Hussars dispersed
the strikers and made many arrests. The
colliers at Waldenburg, Silesia, have gone
ou strike.

Sixt v of the strikine miners of tho Trince
Regent's colliery at Bochum, decided to re
sume work to-da- y, but were prevented,
from doing so by their fellow-workme- n,

who drove them awav from the Dits with
howls and curses. The military were sum-mo- nd

and on their arrival a sharp right
took place between the soldiers and the
strikers, the latter being finally dispersed.

A council of the Prussian Ministry was
held to-da- y to consider the question of the
strike anion sr the coal-miner- s. Tho session
was a prolonged one. Prince Bismarck
presided. At the height of the discus
sion, Emperor William appeared, iu
the council chamber and took an
active cart in the deliberations. It
is renorted that the council de
cided to summon to Berlin deputations
from the mine-owne- rs and its miners, in or
der that thev mav submit their disputes to
arbitration ny the government The dele-
gates sent by the striking miners of West-
phalia to wait upon Emperor William have
arrived in this city. The semi-offici- al press
deny tho reports that collisions occurred
between the troons and strikers on Satur
day, and assert that thero was no rioting
on mai aay in any ox uio uisiuxueu. wcau- -

BRAZIL AND BOLIVIA.

The Former Government Said to Bo Getting
Heady to Fight the LatterPlea for Peace.
Panama, May 4. Following is a transla

tion from an article headed "War," which
lately appeared in the Journal Da Coin-merci- o,

of Rio de Janeiro:
There is no doubt that the government

is preparing for war. lo tho questions
from the Dress, to tho insinuations of the
public, who desire to learn what is going
on, it answers with silence which is tho
most eloquent proof of the probabilities of
an immediate war. The question is a serious
one, and we pray that God will not allow
the government to throw us into a war
which will cost much money, and, what is
worse, the blood of our brothers. Humors
assert that the Brazilian government can do
nothing to prevent a conflict between
Bolivia and Paraguay, since our Govern
ment has sufl'cred a check from tho first
power, which will seize the territory in dis-
pute. It is also evident that a treaty of
alliance exists between Brazil and
Paraguay, and one which, while strength
ening the Republic, guarantees the interests
of Brazil. There is no douVt that wo are
preparing for war, since everything indi-
cates that one is imminent. The government
is the only responsible party in this matter,
and it will have to give an answer to the
country. But what this answer will be.
God only knows, now that the honor of tho
Brazilian flacc can only be sustained bv
bathing it in the blood of our brothers of
America. Let us not be told that war is
not at our doors. The intimate relations
existinir between the Parasruav and Bra
zilian governments are well known, and it
is known we hold interests in Paracuav.
and, therefore, under the pretense of pre-
venting an invasion of our territory, we
send to our frontiers an army which is five
times larger than is necessary. And yet
we want to pretend we are not threatening
Bolivia, and in a manner which may cost
us a very mgu ngure."

THE DECEASED WIFE'S SISTER,

Gossip Brought About by the Repetition of
the Annual Farce.

London, May 13. The perennial farce of
introducing and rejecting the Queen's bill
permitting marriage with a deceased wife's
sister having been gone through with as
usual, several members of the House of
Lords, includiug some who voted in the
affirmative, have proclaimed their inten
tion of varying tho monotonous course of
proceedings the next time it is brought
forward by giving their opinions of the
animus which impels their aucust sover
eign. Tho tolerably close vote of 147 to 120
has aroused a fear that at some future
time the verdict of the Lords,
expressed so many times, may be.
by a mischance, reversed and the
point for whicu tho Queen has so obsti- -

nately contended for manv vear be car
ried at last. The Prince of Wales, of
course, voted in the affirmative, although
bv this time he is doubtless tired of the
wnoie anair, ana woum giaaiv see it imnea
moDiivion. Knowing inernnce s omnion
on the subject, a certain duke has not hesi
tated to alludo to his snaniel-lik- e sub
serviency to his mother's pet whim in sar- -
castic terms, out me said anke has an
enormous income, of which he does not
spend the half, while tho Prince is over-
whelmed with debts and is obliged to act
warily with an eye to his mother's hoarded
millions.

GENERAL, foreign news.
Villages Along the Panama Canal Almost De-

serted Hope of the Colombians.
Panama, May 4. Never in its history

has the isthmus presented the sceno it offers
to-da- y. Thousands of people out of work,
busy centers of activity along the canal are
abandoned and many hundreds of houses
are deserted by their former residents. The
smaller villages are almost uninhabited.
Colombian interior papers have been pub-
lishing extensive articles respecting tho

London, May 13. In the Commons, to

A Victory for the Socialists.
Paris, May 13. A municipal election was

held at Narbonne, xesterday, which result
ed in a victory for the Socialist candidates.
During thfe progress of the election a fight
occurred in the hall where the voting was
being carried on. A party of Socialists,
headed by M. Ferroul, member of the
Chamber of Deputies paraded the streets,
singing the Marseillaise hymn.

Military Officers Conspire to K1U the Czar.
London, May 13. A conspiracy has been

discovered among the mUitary officers
stationed in St. Petersburg. A largo num-
ber of the conspirators have been arrested.
In their possession were found papers
which proved that they intended to make
an attempt to assassinate the Czar. A num
ber of bombs were also found.

Seven Persons Killed by the Military.
Berlin, May 13. A serious affray occured

afElirnheim to-da- y, arising out of dis-
puted claims to the occupation of private
lands. The military were called out to dis-
perse the angry villagers, but were unable
to do so without nring upon them, beven
persons were killed.

Cable Notes.
It is stated that the Czarowitch will soon

be betrothed to Princess Ilelen, fourth
dauenter of the Prince of Montenecro.
The Princess is now in a convent.

Portugal will 6end delegates to the In
ternational Anti-slave- ry Conaress. which
will be held in August, in accordance with
the arrangements ot Cardinal Lavigere.

Dnrine Sundav night a bodv of Socialists
hauled down the royal standard from the
jrreat tower at The Hague, and hoisted the
Socialist finer in its place. An inonirv into
the affair has been uegun by the authori
ties.

Tho Yorkshire miners threaten to strike
unless their emnloyers concede an ad-
vance on wages, iifty thousand notices
have been distributed among the men, ad
vising them to quit work unless an increase
is granted.

Tho Shah of Persia has left Teheran for
St. Petersburg. He crossed the frontier at
Djoulfa. On his arrival on Russian soil he
was welcomed by a body of Russian nota-
bles. A detachment of Cossacks was de-
tailed to act as a guard of honor to the
bnan.

The differ
ences which resulted in tho late strike of
the miners of the Springfield district were
adjusted, to-da- y, at a joint meeting of
miners and operators. It was agreed that
the price to be paid for raining from May 11
to Oct. 1.

Determined to "Work Their Mines.

Brazil, May 13. The miners employed in
Watson, Little & Co.'s south shaft persist
in refusing to go to work at last summer's
prices, presumably waiting till all tho min-
ers can get the same. The operators have
declared their intention of working their
mine. In the event it is attempted, a colli
sion seems inevitable. The Central Iron and

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CRUELTY TO UNFORTUNATES.

Overcrowded Patients in an Asylum Fed on
Pigs Heads and Potatoes for a Tear.

CniCAGO, May IS. The hearing of the ap-

plication forthe release of Dora Willard, an
inmate of the Cook County Insane Asylum,
was begun in the Connty Court this morn-
ing. Mrs. Helen M. Shedd, of the Woman's
Protective Association, testified that the
asylum was overcrowded; that there were
not enough seats for the patients, who
were compelled to sit on the floor, that the
county was paying 9 cents per pound for
hogs snouts, which were being fed to the
patients; there was much drunkenness in
the institution, and there had been some
cases of scurvy. Dr. Kiernan, the present
incumbent, had improved the condition of
affairs.

Mrs. Dr. Hunt, of the asylum medical
staff, testified that there were over one
thousand patients in the institution, which
is calculated to accommodate six hundred
at the outside, and the number of attend-
ants was much too limited. Further evi-
dence was to the effect that the patients
were fed on pigs' heads for an entire year,
with potatoes, lor vegetables, once a week.
There was no service, and the patients
fought for possession of the potatoes, with
the result that the weak got none and over
tifty of the inmates became afflicted with
scurvy. This was under a former adminis-
tration.

One of the medical staff testified that in
one ward there were twenty-eigh- t violent
patients, with only nine rooms to care for
them in. or an average of three in each
room. It was absolutely necessary to have
only one or two in some of the rooms, so
that four persons were crowded into others.
These rooms are 8x10 feet in size. The beds
are 2 1-- 2 feet wide, but in many cases two
Satients are forced to sleep in them.

circumstances, with insufficient
attention, the patients would climb over
the cots and tight, and the medical attend-
ant was frequently called tip sir or eight
times in the course of a single night to 50to patients who were attempting to commit
suicide or murder. This state of alfairs
was reported to the members of the coun-
ty board again and ngain, but nothing was
done to remedy it. It was further in evi-
dence that only one and one-ha-lf yard of
flannel to each patient was furnished last
winter.

Mrs. Shedd also testified that she had
heard that some of the male patients had
keys to the doors of the female wards.
These things, she said, had all been brought
in in a previons investigation by the

'Woman's Protective Association, and a
copy of the report on thi: investigation
was put in evidence.
