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AFFAIRS OF THE RAILWAYS.

Personal, Local and General Notes.

The American Express Company has de-
clared a 3 per cent. semi-annual dividend,
payalbge July 1.

The Mackey syndicate has absorbed the
Ilinois & St. Louis road, and will make it
a part of its St. Louis line,

President Wade, of the Mexican Central
road, passed through here yesterday,
en route from Boston to Mexico.

The Lounisville, New Albany & Chicago
road earned in May, $1580,440; decrease as
compared with the corresponding month,
1888, $4,685,

Several car-loads of Duaukards from the
northern part of the State passed through
here, yesterday, en ronte to Harrisonburg,
Va., to attend their annual meeting.

The Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe, to
keep up with its competitors, gives notice
that its rupning time has been shortened
to all Colorado and California points.

The Chicago, Burlington & Northemn
management announces that under no eir-
camstances will it allow Duluth or “Soo”
lines differential rates, which means war.

The L., N. A. & C. people are pushing
their Louisville Southern line. Track-
layers are now considerably south of Ver-
sailles and pushing toward Lexington, Ky.

J. A. Shinn, auditor of the New York &
New F.'nglan({ road, has resigned to take
the general freight agency of the road. He
will be suceeeded as anditor by H. Dudley.

John Newell, president of the Lake Shore
road, is quoted as saying that *“‘a good deal
more talk has been heard of rate-cutting in
the ’Nort.hwest than there is any occasion
for.

The Pennsylvania has withdrawn its con-
tract to transport the Michigan veteraus to
Gettysburg next Monday, on account of the
broken condition of portions of their road,
and they will go over the Lake Shore.

The directors of the St. Louis, Alton &
Terre Haute road have elected George F.
Foster as chairman of the board, and Geo.
W. Parker president and general ‘'manager,
The earnings of the line for the last fiscal
year were $040 307,

The traffic managers and general freight
t?enta of the roads, both east and west, out
of Peoria will hold a meeting in Chicago,
o> Tuesday next, to adjust divisions and
through rates via Peoria to a proportion-
ate basis with those via Chicago.

The committee on a plan of federation of
the Railway Firemen’s, Brakemen’'s and
Switchmen’s associations have reported,
The delegates maintain the strictest secrecy
about the constitution, but are reported to
be highly pleased with its provisions,

The Supreme Court of Florida has decid-
ed that rates made by States must be com-
nsatory to the carriers, agreeing with
Judge Brewer, of Iowa, in the matter, and
takinq‘the sition that if rates do not pay
they should be permanently enjoined.

In rallroad circles it is thou%htithat could
the Chicago & Alton and theChicago, Bur-
lington & Northern be pacified and induaced
to hold np rates for a few weeks all the
roads will be so busy that they will not
think of cutting a rate to secure business.

The combination reclining-chair and
sleeping coaches which the Cincinnati,
Wabash & Michigan put on, recently, to
run between Indianapolis and Grand
Rapids are already paying institutions, and
the best of the season has by no means been
reached.

The death of Lewis M. Cole, the veteran
ticket agent of the Baltimore & Ohio road,
whose serious illness was spoken of a day
or two ago, is announced. Several of his
friends in Western railroad circles have
gone East to attend the funeral ceremonies
of the deceased.

Examination shows that the Chesapeake
& Ohio canal is damagfd irreparably. and
it will be abandoned. The West Virginia
Central road has for some years been anx-
ious to secure the canal for the extension
of its road to tidewater, and will now proba-

bly be able to do so.

Master Mechanic Swanston, of the shops
of the Pennsylvania Company, at this
point, who was in Altoona on the day of the
Johnstown disaster, returned yesterday.
From Ebensburg to Blairsville he traveled
by wagon, and was eleven hours getting
over the thirty miles of mountainous road.

Fred Broughton died on Tuesday last at
Eastwood, Ont., of softening of the brain.
During his railroad career in this country
he was general manager of the New York,
Pennsylvania & Ohio and the Chicago &
Atlantic, and his last position was that of
vice-president of the Cincinnati, Washing-
ton & Baltimore road.

The movement to abolish Sunday work
on railways as far as possible is making
rapid headway. The reform seems to be
spontaneous, and to be dune rather to a
substantially nnanimous desire on the part
of railway men of every grade to bring it
about, than to any organized -crusade
against Sabbath-breaking.

Another effort is to be made to instill life
into the railroad branch of the Young Men's
Christian Association. It is said that all
the roads are willing to aid inthe good
work, proﬂdingr% live man is given charge
of the work. e first thing, however,
would be to secure pleasant quarters in the
Union Station, or near by there.

The friends of the Union Pacifie and of
the Northern Pacific have a d on a joint
board of directors for the Oregon Railway
& Navigation Company. The election
comes off next week. This action prevents
what promised to end in an uuflogs_amt
warfare between the two roads. All litiga-
tion affecting the Navigation company is to
be dropped.

General Manager McCrea, of the Pennsyl-
vania lines west of Pittsburg, has issued a
general order to heads of all departments,
1in which he says the losses of the parent
line have been very heavy from the floods
of Iate, and it will be necessary to reduce
expenses in all departments to the lowest
possible limit without affecting the traflic
of the road.

The stockholders of the Pennsylvania
road will now doubtless see the wisdom of
the management of the property in keeping
a reserve fund to fall back upon in such a
time as they now have to meet. If in the
next two years the stockholders get even a
H-per-cent. dividend, as theg have been get-
ting the last two years, they may think
themselves fortunate.

A passenger who came west over the Bal-
timore & Ohio road yesterday, and one
who came west over the Erie on the day
belore, each, in effect, said that both of
these roads have been seriously damaged
by the high waters ot the last ten days; in
fact, most of the roads of Maryland, Peun-
sylvania and the Virginias have been badly
damaged, but the Johnstown disaster is so
great that it overshadows the immense
damage done to all the other roads.

So serious are the tronbles on the Penn-
eylvania lines that the meeting of the
Union Railway Company, called for next
week, will likely be postponed again. One
of the oftiéals of one of the proprietary
lines says that an effort will be made at
this meeting to cut down the expenses of
the Union Statien, Union tracks and Belt
road 20 to 25 per cent. Especially is there
complaint of the large expense attached to
k_aepmg things in motion at the Union Sta-
ion.

In the month of May the Western lines
delivered at Chicago 21560 car-loads of
live stock, the C., B, & . leading witn
5,967 car-loads; the C, & N. W. comes next
with 34% ecar-loads. During the month
there was shipped East 0,182 ear-loads, of
which the Chicago & Grand Trunk took
out 1,603 car-loads, the Chicago & Atlantic
1,611 car-loads, the three Vanderbilt lines
352 car-loads, the Pennsylvania lines 992
car-loads, and the B. & O. 52 car-loads.

It is expected ‘Lat orders will be received
to-day by the agents of the Penusylvania
lines to again begin to receive husiness for
the East, both passenger and freight., The
Pennsylvania Railread Company will
open a route from IHarrisburg to Williams-
ggnrt over the Northern Central, and from
that point tc Pittsburg over the Allegheny
Valley road. The ronte will be even more
picturesque than by Altoona, but the dis-
tance from Harrisburg to Pittsburg, as
shown by the railway guide, is ninety-nine
miles greater.

The Pennsylvania railroad officials have
been over most of the main line, in one
manner or another, between Harrishurg
and Altoona, and they find that but four of
their longand more expensive structures
spanning streams are gone, but numerous
small bridges are. At three points on the
Juniata river bridges 640 feet in length
each have gone out. The twentyv-seveu-
span bridge over the SBusqnehanna, just
west of Harrisburg, is not damaged. This
structure is 3,700 feet long. Six of the com-
pany’s most important stone-arch bridges,
varying from five to ten spans, which have
been built at large cost in the last few
years, are all vight; in fact, all the stone
tructures have stood the test admirably.

ne of the officials of the Pennsvlvauia
Company told a reporter of the Philadel-

phia Record that temporaiy wooden struct-
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ures will be erected for their trains to cross
streams where the bridges are gone, and as
rapidly as possible, stone viaducts will be
built in place of the iron structures which
are gone, so much more generally have
these stone viaducts withstood the high
waters,

The preferred stock of the Lake Erie &
Western is now above sixty points, which
is all that itis worth, notwithstanding the
fact that it is in a fair way, next year, to
become a dividend-paying road. The pre-
ferred stock, however, gets 6 per cent. per
anpum before the common stock gets any
dividend. General Manager Bradbury doea
not expect, under the most favorable cir-
cumstances, that the preferred stockhold-
ers will in the next three years get more
than a 4 per cent. dividend, as, after the
improvements of this year are carried
through, there will yet be a good deal todo
in the way of putting in iron bridges and
increasing the equnipment to meet the de-
mands of the patrous of the line,

Requisitions and Paroles.

Requisitions upon which service had been
made were filed with the Secretary of State
yesterday. One was for the arrest of John
McCampbell, who went to Vigo couanty,
after leaving Vermilhon county, Illinois,
two years ago, where, it is alleged, he stole
a set of Fairbanks stock scales. The other
requisition was for a more important fugi-
tive, Walter E. Shupp, who is charged with
having embezzled $1,000 placed in his
hands by George W. Ziegler. The
crime is said to bave Dbeen com-
mitted in Luzerne county, Pennsyl-
vania. Shupp was arrested at LaPorte
by detective O'Brien, of the Pennsylvania
railroad service. While these men were

brought in on requisitions, others were re-
leased on Governor Hovey paroling them.
A. D. Forbes, of Lagrange county, who
forged his mother’s nauie, is a free man, on
condition that he abstain from intoxicating
lignor. Mary Wilson is relieved of further
trouble on account of a forfeited recog-
nizance. Peter McKenna is relieved of a
fine of £120 for violating the liquor law, and
Wyat Hamper gets three years of a ten-
years' sentence canceled. He robbed his
empioyer, in Posey county, seven years aio.
He says the employer owed him $40, and he
could not get it by any other means, but
being drunk at the time he took $100 more
than was due. Hamner has gone to his old

home in Virginia.
