but four are for persons confined in the Fe-
male .Reformatory. It is true that the
number of convicts is not so large, nor are
tho offenses in the main as heinous, but
this would seem a reason for increasing the
number of applications for pardons rather
than reducing them. I he records evidence
the fact, however, that thero are fewer pe
titions for females, in proportion, than for
males, and when they are made the same
energy is not manifested in pushing them
to a successful termination. Why this is
does not appear, but it seems to indicate
pretty clearly that a woman when con
victed of crime is lost to the world and to
her friends in a greater degree than man
uuder similar circumstances.
