As is usual on the first day of the month,

and the beginning of the last half of the
year, trade was moderate in its proportions.
In looking back over the last six months,
the aggregate of sales has been very satis-
factory. Dry goods men are about through
taking account of stock, and in a few days
will bo better able to tell the results of the
first half of the year's business. Grocers
were fairly busy to-da- y, prices on all staple
articles ruling steady. The Now York Com-
mercial Bulletin says of tho grocery mar-
ket: "No general dealing in staple grocer-
ies is expected for a week or ten days at
least, and tho temper of the trade is reason-
ably calm under the circumstances. The
articles most likely to stand as an excep
tion to the rule are couee and sugar, as they
are subject to influences of a char-
acter somowhat beyond the ordi-
nary governing lines, and many
have to be handled promptly either in

The stock market was extremely dull
throughout, and especially in railroad
stocks, of which only St. Paul and Atchi-
son showed any animation whatever. Tho
trusts wer fairly active, though Lead and
Sngaruiononolized tho interest in that class
of securities. The speculation, however,
had all day long rather a holiday aspect,
ami little fs t x pec ted for the remainder of
tho week owing to the holiday cutting
the week in two, and many brokers
having one awsiy. There was a better tone
to the market from the opening, and London
was a buyer, which gave much encourage-
ment to tho advocates of higher ngures.
The purchases for foreign account, how-
ever, were small, and in a large market
would have attracted no attention. Tho
iiuctuations in tho general list were con-line- d

throughout to the smallestliinits, and
outside of tho two stoc ks before mentioned,
there was actually no featnro at all in tho
usually active list. Atchison was remark-
ably weak in the forenoon on tho rumors
that tho company had been compelled to
borrow money for the July interest, and
tho old talk of a receiver was heard in
somo quarters, which, while itgained no credence, served to give a
drooping tono to tho stock. After
tho first honr, however, the stock
remained steady and became much less
active. There was considerable pressure
also upon St. Paul in the forenoon, but tho
ellort met with no success, ami later in the
day the more hopeful aspect of the West
ern raurorm situation sent mat stock up
fractionally abovo its last Saturday's
price.

In the trusts Lead was still tho most act
ive, but it developed somo weakness after
lio clock, and retired slishtlv. The fluctua
tions in tho stock, however, were small and
did not extend over a range of 1 per cent.
anring ine uay, wmie tne early loss was
recovered. Sugar coutinucd its rise of
last week, and in the first hour it advanced
rapidly.scoring a gain of nearly 4 per cent.,
after which it remained almost stationary
until the last hour, when it again moved up
and closed at VSi Among tho inactive
shares of the regular list Ohio
Southern showed marked strength, and
later Southern Pacitic moved no muterinllv
and finally scored a gain of Hi per cent.

How to Utilize Waste Scraps and Crumbs.
The American Analyst

With a little caro cm tho part of the cook
or housekeeper, everv scrap of stale bread
can bo made available. All the crusts and
small pieces should b) placed in a pan and
dried hIowIv in a warm ovcu. When they
are perfectly dry put them in a small bag
made of ticking or canvas and pound them
lino with a wooden mallet, if if t them and
put them in glass jars. They will keep for
months and can be used lor uioadiug meat,
tish, croquettes, etc. Another way of using
these dry scraps is. to roll them until they
break in rather coarso crumbs. They are
then nice to eat with a bowl of milk, for in-

stance, or tea. Cut all tho crust from a loaf
of. bread, and then tear tho loaf in long,
thin pieces. Spread these in a large pan,
onlv ono laver deen. and place in a hot oven.
Wh'en they aro crisp and brown, which will
be in six or seven minutes if the oven bo
verv hot send them to tho table with thin
slice8of cheese. This dish is nice just be-
fore dessert. Frequently it is served with
tho cotlee. Take a number of slices of dry
bread. Dip them quickly ono by one in a
bowl of cold water. Place. them in a large
dripping-pan- , having, only one layer at a
time. Then set the nan in a hot oven. In
ten minutes tho bread will be brown aud
crisp. Place on a warm plato and coyer
with a warm nankin. Serve at once with
a little broiled smoked salmon, or any other
Miioked tish. This dish is a good one for
lunch or supper. Put a loaf ot stale bread
in a nan. and after covering it with an
other pan set it in a moderately hot oven
for twenty minutes. At the end of that
time take it from the pan and set
it on end to cool. This bread will cut like
a fresh loaf. Cut all the crnsis from a loaf
of stale bread, and nut the loaf in a steam
er. Set it over a kettle of boiling water
for twentv minutes, and setve at ouco with
a sanco which has been made in tho mean
time by tho following recipe: Put three
cupfuls of boiling water in a stow-pa- n, aud
place the ran on tho stove. Mix threo
tablesnoonf uls of llour with a half a cupful
of cold water. aid stir the mixture into the
boiling water. Continue Stirling for two
minutes. Now add half a nutmeg igrated),
the vellow iind of a lemon (grated), and al
so two cunfuls of sugar, lioil for twelve
minutes, then add two tablespooufuls of
butter and th juit e of the lemon. Cut the
steamed bread in slices with a sharp knife,
uud pour a geuerous supply of sauce on
each side as it is serveu. mis is a nice.
sweet dish for children.
