DEMANDING LOWER RATES.

Grand Army Men Wiil Not ®ttend the En-
campment Unless the Railroads Relent.

CuicaGo, July 2—The following is fur-
nished to the Associated Press:

We, the undersigned, representing the follow-
tn{dupammuu of thoe Grand Army of the Re-
pablie, to wit: Departments of Michigan, Indi-
ana, lowa, Wisconsin, Illinois. Kentuch. No-
braska, Minnesots and Missouri, representing
145,000 comrades of the G. A. R., having met
in Chicago this 2d day of July, ISS9, for the
purpose of -[prueuuug to the geperal n-
ger agents of the Central Traflic Association,
now in session here, the claims of the Grand
Army of the Republie for the same rates to our
national eucampment as heretofore made to us,
and as only recently made to other associations
and societies, and having received the same
evasive answer which has been made to the re-
peated requests of the commander-in-chief and
the loca committee at Milwaukee for
a one cent rate per wiie traveled,
and feeling that the Grand Army
of the Republio is entitled to at leutumuc!l
consideration on the part of the railroad com-
panies aswsuch other societies and organizatious,
and that we should resent this unjust diserimi-
nation against the veterans who saved the life
of this Nation, hereby insist that the proper
rallroad ofMetals thronghout the United Btates
fix and establish on or before the 11k instant a
rate of 1 cent per mile to and from the Nattonal
Encampment to be held at Milwaukee, beginning
Aug. 27, prox., and in case of failure so to do
within the thue specified, we hereby declare our
Astervination to earry out by general orders {a
our respective departinents the spirit of the res-
olution adopted at the twenty-second National
Encampoent, which reads as follows: *“Re-
solved—Further, That unless the rallroad com-
panies pow furnish the required rate to com-
rades, then the various de ments will die-
courage the attendance of all except mewbers of
the Nanonal Ercampment.”

A FREAKISH SCHOOLMASTER.

Prof. Corkery, the New Jersey Sensationalist,
Gives a Parting Exhibition of Insanity.

SouTH AMBOY, N. J., July2.—Prof. James
Corkery, the eccentric principal of the Park
public school, has closed his last term as
teacher, and the whole villageis erazy with
delight. To sustain his reputation for un-
conventional conduct, he signalized his re-
tirement from the school by a sensational
performance last JFriday. That was the
closing day of the term, and Corkery sprung
upon the 250 pupils a divertisement which

was not on the programme, The members
of the school were all assembled, with the
four assistant young lady teachers and
many visitors, and after a song, in which
all the little folks joined with enthusiasm,
Professor Corkery arose with a solemn face
and proceeded to read a chapter from the
Bible, as provided for in the good old Jer-
sey law,
fore the principal had pronounced a
dozen words the astonished anditors real-
ized that they were to b# the inno-
cent vietims ng another Corkery freak.
The selection which the Professor
had chosen to infliet mpon his hear-
ers was the thirty-eighth chapter of
Genesis, in which is described the adven-
tares of the venerable Judah with that
lively grass widow, Tamar, when he went
up to Timnah. The language of the chap-
ter is severely plain, but Corkcr{' made it
positively offensive by his peculiar read-
mg, while the schoolmarms blushed and the
reity young misses modestly hid their
aces. + When Corkery had finished the
chapter he advanced on the platform and
addressed the andience, He said that his
hearers appeared as if their modesty had
been shocked by the recital of Judah's es-
capade, and they had a right to be.
le then seized the Bible in both hands
and in an excited manner tore out the
leaves containing the words he had just
read, scattered bits on the tloor, throwing
some of the crumpled leaves into a large
waste basket placed conveniently pear.
After this exhibition of indignation toward
the sacred bLook, Corkery made another
speech. He said that as a text-book of de-
votion and tgodﬁnm the Bible was alto-
ether out o Flace in the publie schools,
s a student of the dead Ianl_magea he said
he could show that the Bible was a bare-
faced forgery and fraund, the work of vaga-
bond Hebrews, The people who listened
to his strangs harangue were pained and
surprised, and when the exercises of the
day were finished they were thankful that
it was all over.

Its
probate was opposed l;y.a lawicr. who as-
tonished all Jessup's friends bringing
proof that Jessup left a natural son by a
young «irl whom he led astray while she
was a student at a seminary across the bay,
twenty-five years ago. The girl afterward
married, but the boy, who was raised apart
from his mother, never knew his fathey's
name until on her death-bed, six years ago,
his mother told him. He tried then to have
bis father acknowledge him, but failed, al-
though the father for a time supplied him
with money. His father had also provided
for him nntil he learned the trade of black-
smith. When his father died young Jes-
sup was dish-washer in a private hotel
here, and his story reached the lawyer's
ears, with the result that after a three-
years' fight he has won a fortune.

Indorsing Checks by Telegraph,

Kaxnsas City, July 2.—Judge Philips, of
the United States District Court. has pre-
ared his opinion in the case of Garnett A.
iarrettson against the North Atchison
Bank, of Westbhoro, Mo., filed at 8t. Joseph.
The case involves the guestion of the ﬁa-
bility of an indorser who indorses com-
mercial paper by telegraph. James Tate,
of Colorado, proposed to buy of the Mus-
eatine Cattle Company, of lowa, 1,000 head
of cattle for 22,000, The eattle company,
at the time, owed the bank. and wanted it
to take Tate’s check on the bank for the
purchase of the cattle in payment of the
company’s debt. ’ljhe): telegraphed askiug
it if it wonld pay Tate's cheek for $22.000.
The bank answered by telegraph: *““Iate is
good- send on vour paper.” The check
naliy fell into the hands of Garrettson,
but upon sending it to the bank it was pro-
tested. Judge rhillips holds that the ac-
ceptance of the check as implied in the
bank’s telegraphic message amounted in
law to an indorsement, and the Judge
decides that the bank must pay the plaint-
iffs the amount.

| The baggage, express, smoker,

A TRAIN'S DEADLY PLUNGE

i —

A Fast Express Rushes Into a Washout
While Moving Thirty Miles an Hour,

g ———

The Boiler of the Locomotive Explodes and

Several of the Splintered Cars Catch Fire
from a Broken Kervsene Lamp.

About Thirty Persons Killed and Ninety
to One Hundred Others Injured.

Mail and Express Matter Burned, and Some of
the Unfortunate Travelers Are Supposed

to Have Perished in the Flames,

———

INTO A WATERY GULF,

Twenty-five or Thirty Persons Killed and
Nearly One Hundred Injured.

L’\fxcnsuae, Va., July 2.—A fearful ac-
cident by which many lives were lost, and
alarge number of people injured occured on
the Norfolk & Western railread at 2:30
o'clock this morning,a mile above Thaxton’s
Switch, and thirty-one miles above the
city. Rain had been falling almost con-
tinuously and at times very heavily for
twenty-four hours, swelling the mountain
streams greatly beyond their normal state.
Several trains had passed over the road dur-
ing the night, and it was thought that the
line was safe for trafiie, notwithstanding
the rains, and thatno danger need be appre-
hended. At the place of the accident, how-
ever, the water had undermined the road-
bed. This caused a washout about eighty
feet long and fifty feet wide, The water
at this point was eight to ten feet deep.
Into this  watery gulf the engine
made a frightful leap while running
at the rate of thirty miles an hour,
carrying with it the tender and eight cars.
As the engine struck bottom the rushing of
the water into the locomotive exploded the
boiler. This greatly augmented the catas-
trophe.

Debris was thrown in every direction by
the force of the explosion, injuring some of
thoee on the train by the flying fragments
and scattering firebrands, which ignited

the wood-work of the coaches. The flames

spread, and destroyed a large amount of
mail and express matter, besides spreading
panic among the already terror-stricken
passengers, 1t is supposed that some of the
passeagers were unable to extricate them-
selves from the wreck, and were consumed
in the flames, but it is diftficult to get accu-
rate information, as the employes of the
Norfolk & Western road refuse to give any
information to the publiec.

It is impossible to state the number
killed, but the most reliable estimate
places it at between twenty-five and thirty.
The number wounded will be far in excess
of that., Thirty injured have been taken
to Roanoke, thirteen to Bufordsville, and
fifty to Liberty.

The adopted daunghter of Mrs. Judge
Thomson; of Augustacounty,was killed,and
Mrs. Thompson herself is known to be very
badly hurt. Pat Donovan, the engineer,
with his fireman, a man named Bruce, was
scalded and burned to death by escaping
steam. Train dispatcher Lipsey was also
burned to death.

Among the others who lost their lives
were J. J. Rose, postal clerk, of Abingdon,
Va.; John Kirkpatrick, of Lynchburg; W.
C. Stead, and the husband and two children
of a lady passenger on the train, whose
name cannot be learned. Mr. Stead was an
Englishman, and was agent of an Idaho
hunting and fishing expedition. He wason
his way to England for supplies when he
met his death.

Maj. J. C. Cassel, superintendent of the
Lynchburg division of the Norfolk & West-

-ern, was on the train, and was seriously in-

jured, as were also baggage-master Ford
and Capt. Rowland Johuston, who was in
charge of the train. It was thonght that

Captain Johnston was fatally wounded,

but a later report says that his condition

and that of baggage-master Ford is some-
what improved. L. B. Summers, a postal

clerk, of Abingdon, Va., was badly bruised, -

but fortunately escaped the fate of his run-
ning mate Rose,

There is no telegraph communication
nearer the wreck than Liberty, and it is
hard to get information from there as the
railroad people refuse to permit reporters
to go on the train which went there,

A relief train was made up at Lynchburg
late in the afternoon, to go to the scene of
the wreck, and a number of physicians
went down on it to do what they could to
aid the wounded. The Norfolk & Western
people absolutely refused to allow any
newspaper men to board the train, and
sev'era!_ wlo got on, despite orders to the
contrary, were pnt ofi. The railroad men
also refused to give out any information in
regard to the wreck.

A special dispatch received about 11
o’clock from the scene of the wreck, by way
of Liberty, says: “Six dead bodies have
been recovered. The bodies of the engineer
and postal elerk Rose were recognized. The
others are not known. BSuperintendent
Cassell, although badly hurt, is on the
ground and doing everything possible for
the wounded. The railroad company has
taken a large corps of physicians to the
scepe of the wreck from Roanoke, Liberty
and other points. It is thought a large
number of bodies were barned in the con-
flagration.”

Flowers and Congratulations Heaped Upon Dr.
McDow, the Slayer of Captain Dawson,

CuarrLestoN, 8, C,, July 2—Dr. McDow
isthe hero of the hour. His parlors are
crowded with people offering him congrat-
ulations; they are fragrant with flowers
presented to him. A great many people are
visiting him with congratulations who a
week ago expressed the utmost reprehen-
sion. The result of the McDow case, be-
yond any manner of doubt, has root in the
time-honored prejudice in South Carolina
against haoging a white man. There1s
added to the situation a multitude of ene- |
mies of Captain Dawson in politics. But
the congratulations of MecDow are only one
part of the community’s sentiment. There
is another side to it. It would be nothing
surprsing if within a week or two McDow
should weet his end. Captain Dawson’s

friends were legion. Among them are num-
bered members of the best families in South
Carolina. The precedent of non-punish-
ment has been confirmed by the verdicet in
the case, and many a man abont town has
left his home of an eveuning of late with
"sl)ecml precautions,” in his hll: pockets.
There was a murmur of prophesy in the
air all day Saturday and Sunday that Me-
Dow would be taken from his home and
Iynched. *“Thus far he hasonly been feted,
but,” said a man last night, “Dr. McDow
had betier walk a chalk line from now out.
His precious head isin danger.” Yesterday
McDow went to church, and in the after-
noon took a long walk after the procession
of carriages had ceased rolling to his door.
His father was with him. There was firm-
ness and elasticity in the Doector’s gait,
Just as he passed the court-house, where
another man is npow being tried for mur-
der, some ladies drove by in a carriage. As
they passed he smiled and bowed, and the
occuf-ants of the Victoria waved their
handkerchiefs at him. It is the general
sentiment of the comninnity that the
French maid has had virtnal vindication,
Her appearance upon ithe witness-stand
made her a host of friends, The lawyers

" paid tribute to her as a witness, and every

one has made comment on her good looks.
The glurs upon her have ceased.

There can be heard at every turn of the
street impressions of disgust at the way in
which Captain Dawsoun’s slayer has been set
at large. There are poorly concealed hints
of duplicity in the choice of the jury. Itisnot
nncommon to hear men saying they are going
to move into some other commonwealth.
The Charleston Sun, anewspaper for which
Captain Dawson hsd_ no marked friendship,
nevertheless says editorially to-day: *“The
verdict returned Saturday by the jury in
the MeDow case was a shock to the people
of this eity, both those who were well-in-
clined toward the accused and those who
were not.

THE JONES GIRLS FREAK.

How the Twins Impress the Medical Fraterni-
ty in Their Neighborhood.
———

Special to the Indianapolis Journs

Koxomo, July 2 — The *“Jones girls”
freak continues the reigning sensation of
the hour. The inseparable twins are now
nine days old, and apparently have as firm
a hold on life as any infant of their age.
The peculiar formation of the little won-

ders has been heretofore farnished. Their
fame has extended widely, and, notwith-

standing the oppressive heat and frequent
showers, over two thousand people visited
the scene of the birth, last Sunday, to see
the human monstrosity, The mother is a
spare-built little woman, just turned nine-
teen, with nothing extraordinary in her
physical appearance, and with no peculiari-

ties of ancestry. Nooccurrence during the
period of gestation is remembered

by the mother that could in any manner
account for the deformity. Both futher

and mother were greatly distressed over
the unfortunate birth, though they now ac-
cept the situation with cheerfulness, as the
children have a promise of life without
physical suffering. Mrs. Weaver, the mid-
wife, who was the mother's only attendant

at the birth, says she had né clothing on
hand adapted for the purpose, and declares
them the hardest youngsters to fit in her
fifty t'eatjs’ experience, Should the won-
derful twins live, a collossal fortune awaits
the parents. Already they have received
tempting offers fromn museum proprie-
tors in Chicago and Cincinnati.
Museum proprietors from the former cit

are now here to try to secure the double
baby for exhibition. .

Owing to the great crush of sight-seers it
was deemed best to exclude visitors, and
no one is now admitted to their presence.
This action was imperative, as the excite-
ment caused by the great inflnxof unngera
was having injurious effects both on mother
and children. It is the purpose of the

arents, as soon as the little nondescripts

ave arrived at sufficient age, to_ make an
exhibition tour of the country. The medi-
cal and scientific journals of the counury
are all 'vmﬁ the freak prominent notices,
and ths will be thoroughly advertised.
The parenta live on & small farm fifteen
miles from this city, and are industrious,
hard-working people.

A delegation of pl?uiclaml consisting of
J. C. F. Thorne, J. M. Moiilder, J. C.
Wright, M. B. Watkins, A, J. Bates and
Dr. e, visited the freak Thursday aft-
ernoon. The result of their examinations
was presented by Dr. Thorne as follows:

“I will not attempt any general descrip-
tion—that has already been given several
times better than I am able to give it—but
1 will try to correet some of the errors and
contradictions that have been published.
The freak represents a twin birth, each
child having an entirely separate and inde-
pendent organism, and eac repreaentinf A
marked deformity, besides the deformity
that excites the wonder and pity of every
one that sees it—that of Leing inseparably
joined together. The deformity con-
sists of a detlection of the lower part
of the spine and body, each toward
the left, the deflection being sufficient to
bring the line of the pelvis and lower ex-
tremities to a right angle with the body, so
that the legs belonging to each child, re-
spectively, arethetwo to the left side of the
body. ‘That this condition is the true
one isproven by the position of the outiets
of the alimentary eanal, the bladder and
generative organs. These outlets are al-
ways through the pelvis, and that they are
at the sides of the y in proper relation
to the limbs is sufficient todprove that this
is the line of the pelvis, and tha% the spine
is not continuous fromn one head to the
other. Observing the motions of one child,
it was seen in a it of restlessness.to throw
its arms and kick with the feet only of one
side, the other child being asleep at the
time and perfectly quiet. The soles of the
eet are directed outwards, or away from
the body, as are also the flexures of the
knee joint, and the patella, or knee cap, is
on the side of the knee toward the body.”

The tollowing account of asn uent
visit, is furnished bf Dr. 1. A. Cooper: “Fri-
day evening several physicians, accompa-
nied by their wives, drove to the scene of
the noted Jones twin birth, On enteringe
the gate we met Mr. Jones, the grandfather,
who ushered us into the room where
lay the mother and twins on one bed. They
had just nursed and one already fallen to
sleep. The other was awake, kicking its
heels in mid-air, apparently inviting a play
as infants much older do. They are evi-
dently a little subject to precocity. Upon
pbysical examination, first of the anterior
region, we found appmntl‘{ one continu-
ous abdomen with one umbilicus, centrally
located. But closer investigation econ-
vinced us that there existed distinet and
separate abdominal and pelvie viscera.
Posteriorly, we found the spinal eoluma to
be perfectly normal, teminat!nﬁ in a
coccyx naturally curved an ap-
proximating its fellow of the op-

osite side to an inch and one-half,

aterally, or upon side, centrally at-
tached, are the inferior extremities
(legs). Between them and posteriorly are
the outlets for the abdomen and Ivis,
The legs are placed one on each side and
not both on one side as has been asserted.
In substantiation of our theory and refu-
tation of any other we simply referthe
reader to a few facts,

“First—The thighs flex npon the abdomen,
the legs upon the thlﬁlllﬂ. and extend hori-
zontally to the body the same as any other
baby. which would not be the case if both
legs were on one side. For then the
flexion and extension would be at right
angles to the body, or crosswise.

“Second—We have stated that the spinal
column is normal, which condition could
not exist if the legs were both on one side;
for then the pelvic bones, including the
lower part of the spinal column (sacrnm
and coccyx),would necessarily be contorted
80 as to conform to this condition, which is
not the case. Again we have alread
stated that one baby was sleeping while
the other was awake and kicking, the legs
of the iatter being placed one on each side,
respectively, as indicated by its move-
ments,”

WasHixGgroN, July 2 —There are more
members of the House and Senate here at

the present time than there has been atany
time before since the great rush for offices
first subsided. There has bebn more or less
secrecy maintained in reference te these
visitors, and Senators especially have
shown a disposition to throw inquirers off
the scent by the statement thagt they are
simply “looking” out for a few places for
their friends. It is learned, however, that
there is an objectin these gatherings, which
is of far wore moment than the petty spoils.
The greatest interest is being manifested
in the forthcoming elections in the four
new States, and every Republican is ex-
coedingly anxious that the elections shall
be earried in every district for the Repub-
lican nominee. The gatherings therefore
may be positively stated te have a very
close counection with these elections. The
practical unanimity of  belief that
Congress will be called together
before the  date for the regular

session, and the report of Demo-
cratio success in one of the local elections

in Montana, together with the knowledge
that the best efforts of the party are neces-
sary to control and maintain the organiza-
tion of the Hounse, have set the leaders to
thinking that something must be done.
The consnltations, which have been of an
entirely informal character thus far, havo
resulted in a practicaldeterminationamong
the leaders of the party to take hold of the

eampaign in Montana and tomake the fight
B national one, :

1t is thought here to-night that the na-
tional committee will be called upon o
take charge of details,. While Montana is
