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LICKED UP BY FLAMES.

The Immense Hammond Packing ¥stablish-
ment Destroyved, with a Loss of 300,000,
Haymyoxp, Ind,, Aug. 10.—At 4 o'ciock
this morning the large packing-house of
George H. Hammond & Co, was destroyed

by fire. The blaze was caused by the care-

lesa strikinﬁL of a match near a barrel of
benzine in theoil-house. Within two hours
the entire establishment, with the excep-
tion of the new Kkilling department, was
burned to the ground. The killing and
dressing departments, consisting of two
large two-story buildings, were saved by
the nnited eftorts of the Hammond and Chi-
cago fire departments. The fire throws
some seven hundred men out of employ-
ment. The loss is £300,000. It will take
three months to repair the damage.

Seven buildings were burned, inclauding
two ice-honses, two slanghter-houses, the
glue-works, the oleomargarine factory and
the engine-house. The structures were
saturated with grease and burned rapidly.
Tallow ran into the Calumet river and was
fired by sparks. A counple of acres on the
surface of the water were on fire at one
time, and the Chicago & Atlantic bridge
was in danger of destruction, but the flow
of the tallow was stopped by stretching a
number of barges across the stream, and,
as the tallow limrdt'ned when it became
chilled by the water, the blaze was finally
extinguished. The loss on the buildings is
covered by insurance.

“Do you know,” said a physician to a
Herald man yesterday, *“‘that the great
American bhabit of toothpick chew-
mg is responsible for & very
large npaomber of human ills!” The
young man was more thawr surprised. He
said he'd be glad to learn just how these
evils are wrought by the agpgmntly harm-
less and indispensable toothpick.

“Well,” said the physician, “of course I
refer more particul‘:;rlv to the vractice of
chewing wooden toothpicks. And when I
modify my statement in this way 1 don’t
have any ‘hvsmptiop in reiterating that the
wooden toothpick is an engine of destrne-
tion. If you have ever noticed
these  things much  yon have
observed that a good many people,
who take their meals at restaurants or
hotel cafes, and rush out immediately
afterward to business, snatech on the way
a toothpick, sometimes several of them,
and thrust the little wooden spearsinto the
mouth. In nine cases ont of ten they don’t
use the toothpick gquickly and as a matter
of business, but they retain it in the
mouth after all necessity for the exercise Gf
its {unction has ceased. They chew on 1t
and wobble it about nnder the jaws, and
finally the piece of wood isreduced toarag-
%ml pulp, and then it is usnally cast away.,

‘ery frequently small particles of the wood
areswallowed, and I know one man who was
in the habit of eating his toothpick. I be-
came acquainted with him, because he
wanted me to give bhim something to heal
his stomach, which was really in a lacer-
ated condition. The small particles of
wood that are swallowed frequently lodge
in the walls of the stomach. somewhere,
and induce gastric disturbance,
know several cases which proved fa-
tal. A man may go usn chewing tooth-
picks for fifty years and never
sufier any ill ¢fiects, but his less fortunate
neighbor may chew them for a few days
and die on account of it, I tell you a fact
when I say that lots of troubles with the
digestive apparatus, and lots of more seri-
ous ailments, may be, and often have been
by me in many instances, traced to
t]{u use oi toothpicks as I have pointed
out. The habit, I notice, is one that
is growing rapidly, and, aside from the
fact that it is an ill-bred and rode eustom,
it is to be detested on hygienic principles.
I found the other day that some restaur-
ants dip their tooth-picks in some aromatio
fluid, like cinnamon, and this tends to
cause a big spread of the tooth-pick-chew-
mg habit. The person who puts one of
these prepared sticks in his mouth ecan
hardly resist the temptation to chew on it,
It’s an awful habit, and I'd like to see peo-
ple stop it."” .

In along practice I've seen
how very destructive and dangerous the
wooden toothpick is when chewed., It de-
stroys the gums and the teeth, its chewed
tibres lacerate the bronchial passages, get
into the throat and head, and induce
catarrh, bad breath and general disfigure-
ment of the mouth. If 1 were a philan-
thropist, instead of a dentist, I should ad-
vise everybody to avoid chewing tooth-
picks.”
