President Harrison's Departure.
There was quite a considerable gathering

at tho New Denison yesterday afternoon as
tho hour announced for President Hairi-eon- 's

departure approached, and by 2
o'clock tho corridors were filled with those
who came to say good-by-e. Those who
reached tho parlors were received
without any formality, and tho Presi-
dent was kept busy shaking hands
until the arrival of the monument, G. A. R.
and citizens' committees, at 2:45 P. M to
escort him to --the train. The presidential
party, diminished by the absenco of Secrc-tar- j-

usk. who went to Milwaukee yester-
day morning, was placed in carriages and
left the hotel amid tho cheers and waving
of handkerchiefs from spectators located
on the balcony and about tho main en-tran- cer

The President took occasion, be-
fore leaving, to express his gratitude to
Mr. Georgo O. Taylor, of tho hotel, and
the committees . aud others who con-
tributed to make tho visit com-
fortable and enjoyable. The drive to
the station was made slowly, and the Presi-
dent was kept busy returning the saluta-
tions of those who lined tho streets
on tho way to the train. Attorney-gener- al

Miller and President Langsdale, of the
.Monument Commission, rode with him, and
Private Secretary Halford and other mem-
bers of the party were distributed in other
carriages with the committees. There was
little delay at the station. The party, con-
sisting of the President. R. S. McKee and
Miss McKee, Attorney - general Miller,
Private Secretary Hclford and Marshal
Pansdell, were quickly transferred to the
private car, "Baltimore," attached to tho
regular train East on the Big Four line, and
at 3:10 P. M., with a parting cheer from the
throng inside and outside of the gates, tho
train pulled out for Cincinnati, with Presi-
dent Harrison standing on the rear plat-
form of his car waving his adieux. It was
announced that there would bo no change
in the schedule, but it was expected that
the stops at Shelbyville, Greensburg, and
some other jpoints, would be utilized for
somo reception courtesies. Close connec-
tion will be mado at Cincinnati, and Deer
Park will probably bo reached in time for
breakfast this morning.

Incidents of the Ride to Cincinnati.
Cincinnati, Aug. 23. The train contain-

ing the presidential party left the Union
Station, Indianapolis, at3:10 this afternoon.
In a comer 'of the President's car rested
two oval beds of roses, and as tho President
glanced at tho card on ono of these his face
lit up, and he remarked that Tt is from one
of my men Mose McLain."

The Last Day of the President's Visit
Here Spent with His Old Comrades,

Reunions of the Survivors of the Seventieth
Regiment and the First Brigade-r-Th- e

President's Departure Yesterday.

The termination of President Harrison's
visit to his old home was marked, yester-
day, by a reunion with the soldiers of his
old command, under circumstances which
made it doubly pleasant to those who took
part in the exercises. The survivors of the
Seventieth Indiana Infantry, which regi-
ment was raised by the President, had fixed
the date of their fifteenth annual gathering
here, and chosen their old commander as
their presiding officer. Many of the sur-
vivors of other regiments of his former
hrigadu took occasion to hold a brigade re-
union at the same time and place. Tho resul t
"was that when the veterans of the Seven-
tieth were called to order atTomlinson Hall
yesterday morning more than two hundred
of them were present, and scattered through
the audience were perhaps as many more
of the Harrison brigade, including repre-
sentatives of the nd,

One-hundred-and-f- and
Illinois, and tho

Seventy-nint- h Ohio. As might bo
supposed, most of tho survivors
aro men who have crossed the dividing
line which separates the eloverfields of
youth from the less juicy pasture lots of
later years. A good many of the heads were
thatched with tho unmeltable snow, and
the foot-trac- ks of the crow who begins his
peregrinations on the human countenance
after middle life is rachod, wen plainly
discernible around many of the eyes, hut
most of tho veterans bore their age like a
lusty winter frosty but kindly and when,
at 10 a.

Mr. President and Soldiers ot the Seventieth
Apain with pleasure the pood people of this city
extend a generous welcoiuo to the members of
J our Justly renowned regiment. They have a
lively recollectiou of its departure for the front,
and will never forget Its heroic achievements in
defense of the flag. With such a regiment 80
manned, equipped and officered, and with suoli a
record, we nave a Just pride In being honored by
your presence among us.

During the fateful conflict out of which you
marched as veterans, this city wis a gateway to
and from the South. Whenever au Indiana regi-
ment, moved b hleh resolves, fully equipped,
eagerand ready, amid the blare of trumpet, the
people of this city gave them an unstinted and
substantial blessing; and when afterward, with
decimated ranks, the remnant of the once htrong
regiment returned, tho same citizens met them
with the tender welcome of a faithful comrade.
And now, almost a quarter of a century after
that struggle for national supremacy, amid
scenes so entirely different, looking into faces
new and strange, with surroundings so changed,
you come again and and tho fever of patriotism
still on.

Yours was a fortunate regiment; fortunate not
only in the patriotic spirit that pervaded the
regiment, but fortunate alike iu the uplendid
leadership of your regimental ofticers. W orthily
as you acted tho part of the faithful soldier in
time of war, you have no los worthily served
your country in time of peace. With conspicuous
fidelity, the surviving veterans of the Bevcntieth
are occupying the various stations in civil life,
from the very responsible position of a private
citizen in a free republic to the chief magistracy
of this great and beloved count ry.

The people of this city have always been stead-
fastly true to the cause you helped to make sa-
cred by sacrifice, To you. to all tho members of
your brigade. vea, to all the matchless citizen- -
soldiery of tew Hepublie, the gates of this city
will always swing Inward. You are her guests,
and we atk you to come and go at wiH.

Ar the cable of yearn, link by link, slips avay
and is paid out into eternity, and tho ranks of
your regiment are thinned, be assurred that the
patriotic people of thi city will greet the con-
stantly lessening number with that chastened
andreflued welcome that pprings free and full,
warmed from the heart of the faithful friend. ?o
shall it continue until the last survivor of this
honored regiment shall have made his final and
only surrender.

The address of welcome was heartily np- -
lauded throughout, and when President?larrison rose to reply thero was another

burst of cheers. The latter spoke slowly
and earnestly, being evidently deeply im-
pressed by his surroundings. His words
were as follows:

Mr, Taylor The survivors of the Seventieth In-
diana Volunteer Infantry, now assembled in an-
nual reunion, have heard, with great gratifica-
tion, the cordial words of weloouie which you
have addressed to us. We have never doubted
the hospitality of the citizens of this great city,
and have aeveral time held our reunions here,
and if we have moro frequently sought toine of
the quieter town iu this congressional district,
where the regiment wh organized.it ha only
been because we could be a littlo more to our-
selves than was possible in this city. You will
not think this, a Hellish instinct when I tell you
that, as the years go on, these reunions of our
regiment becomo more and more a family affair;
and. as in the Katherinx of tho scattered mem-
bers of a family in tho family reunion, so wo
have loved, when we get together as comrade,
to be somewhat apart, that we might enjoy each
other. It has been pleasant, I am sure, however,
to link this annual reunion with the great event
of yesterday. It did us good to meet with our
comndes of the whole state, thoe who bad
other numbers on their uniforms, but carried the
same flag under which w e marched, in these ex-
ercises connected with the dedication of a monu-
ment that knows no regimental distinction. Ap-
plause.

Let mo express, comrades, my own gratification
at being able to meet with you. The change
which was made in the time of onr assembly has
made this possible, and I am glad to spend a few
moments with you to-da- y, to forget altogether
for the time being that I am a public officer, and
to remember only rhat I am your comrade and
friend. (Applausej.

If those having charge now will announce
some proper arrangement by which I can take
by the hand tho members not only of the Seven-
tieth Indiana, but any comrades of the First IJrl-gad- e,

who have done us honor by meeting with
us to-da- y, I would be glad to conform to their
wishes. It is perhaps possible that, without
leaving the hall, simply by an exchange of peats,
this may be accomplished, and when that is done
there may yet bo time before dinner to proceed
with some other of the exercises upon the pro-
gramme.

Peforo tho speaking began Colonel Mer-
rill had suggested that as tho President
could not be with them in the afternoon,
it might be well to have a recess before the
noon intermission, to enablo him to shako
hands with those present, and the audience
voted "shake," with great unanimity ami
vigor. Accordingly, at tho close of Presi-
dent Harrison's remarks, lie was escorted
to the main floor and stationed near tho
north end of the east corridor, where the
veterans filed by him, each man stopping
to shake his hand, and many of them ling-
ering to recall some experience they had
shared together. Tho scene was an inter-
esting one, and verj suggestive to those
who witnessed it. Of the nine hundred
members of tho regiment who shared in its

triumphs, less than half aro nowGreatest less than one-thir-d were able to
attend the annual gathering of
tho association. In tho ordinary
course of nature, a lew years must reduce
tho survivors to a meager company, and
tho inroads made upon tho members of tho
association since it bejrau its meetings are
rainfnllv apparent. Many of those in the
diminished column that tiled by the Presi
dent seemed to realize this, yesterday. aul
their greetiim had a suggestion of leave-takin- g

in it that was almost pathetic.
When the reeeptiou was ended, tho Presi-

dent was escorted to the New Denison.and,
with Col. Samuel Merrill in the chair, the
business o. tho association was continued.
A large number of committees were ap-
pointed, tho minutes of the last meeting,
held in Clayton, Hendricks count v, were
read by the' secretary, Maj. M. (i. McLain,
and after their adoption the association ad- -
iourned for a complementary dinner, served
bv the ladies of Anderson Post, of the
Womartt Jtelief Corps.

At tho afternoon session tho reports of
officers and committees were heard, and tho
old board of officers were re-elect- ed. Tho
feature of this session was tho annual ad-dres- .s,

delivered by Col. Samuel Merrill,
which was listened to with much iuterest.
The address was mainly historical, and
dealt largely with tho incidents of interest.
