The Sullivan Ring Securés the Delegates
in the Democratic Primaries.

Judge Norton Shut Out and Sullivan and
Swift the Probable Nomineesof To-Night's
Convention—Campaign Notes.

———

The Democratic city executive commit-
tee got its work in on Judge Norton's may-
oralty aspirations, at last night's Demo-
cratic primaries, in a way which will cause
that gentleman and his friends to wonder
if 80 soon they had to be done for, why the
mischief they were begun for. The dose
was one of large proportions, but it was de-
liberately preparéd and thoroughly admin-
jstered. The managers did not even give
Judge Norton a chance to retire volun-

tarily, as he proposed to do when Judge
Sallivan’s name was first men-
tioned, but he was kept on the
track by evasive statements as to
Judge Sullivan’s attitnde in the canvass,
until the last minute, and then dispatched
with as little compunetion as a professional
dog-killer feels for a poisoned pup. There
was no touch left to make (he extermina-
tion complete and final, Even Sim Coy’s
ward, the Eighteenth, took a hand in the
massacre, and it joined a large majority of
the other wards of the city in instructing
the delegates to the convention to vote for
Judge Bullivan’s nomination for Mayor.

Even where no instructions were given, as,
for instdnce, in the T'wenty-second ward,
care was taken to select a delegation
which did not contain a single anti-Sulli-
van man, and it is donbtiful whether in
Judge Norton’s own ward he has a delega-
tion which could be relied upon to support
his interests. How all this came about will
be a problem over which Judge Norton and
his friends can ponder profitably for some
days to come, He has the satisfaction of
knowing that he made a square fight, and
that he was beaten by methods not recog-
pized either 'in the Marquis of Queens-
bury or London regulation. His forces
began to go to pieces iaste

when Sim Coy announced that he had sil
he could attend to in his own canvass with-

t looking after Norton’s interests, and

e end was rapid.

Thas it will be seen that Judge Sullivan
has in seventeen wards, which gave in-
siructions, 311 votes, or more than sufficient
to nominate him on the first ballot, the
whole number of votes on the basis of rep-
resentation adopted being 564. It is proba-
ble that Bud Swift, also, has more than
enough delegates already to secure his
nomination for clerk on the first ballot, al-

though only 137 were positively instructed
for him,

The Republican Situation.
Republicans throughout the city, yester-

day, were more than pleased with the con-
tinued faveorable reception  accorded to
platform and ticket furnished by last Sat-
urday evening's convention. It not only
had the commendation of Repnblicans gen-

erally, but many Democrats freely admitted
that no just exception could be taken to

either its platform or its candidates.
“There is not one point lacking in the reso-
lutious passed by your eonvention,” said
one veteran Democrat last evanimi “and
I bope that ours, when it meets, wi 1 take
equally satisfactory ground on the ques-
tions referred to. As for the candidates,
General Coburn’s and Al Taffe’s nomina-
tions take the campaigu out of the domain
of personalities so far as they are con<
cerned. 1 have known them both for more
than twenty years, and no man can say
aught truthfully against their personal fit-
eS8,

The Republican executive ecommittee
bheld another meeting yesterday, and
a meeting of the central committee
will be held on Wednesday next. It is
earnestly desired that Republicans shall
make no changes of residence which will
remove them out of their present ward
precinets during the next few weeks of the
campaign. Many people are under the im-
pression that thirty days’ residence in the
ward is sufficient, but thirty days’ residence
within the precinct is also necessary to up-
hold the voter's claim to have his ballot
received.

. Demoeratic Nominations for Council.

In aadition to electing delegates to the
Democratic ecity conveution last night,
Democratic candidates were nominated for
Council in several of the wards where the
Democrats had hitherto failed to nominate.

In the Fifth ward Irvin Robbins was nomi-
nated: in the Thirteenth ward, Peter Seid-
linger, and in the Twelfth ward Dr. W. C.
Thompson, There was little interest taken
in the nominations, which were looked upon
as merely for the purpose of filling out the
Democratic city ticket.

The Interstate-Commerce Commission-
ers to Meet To-Day in Indianapolis.

T

Complaints of Discrimination and Inequalities

of Rates to Be Considered at To-Day's Ses-
sion—Members of the Commission.

The members of the Interstate-commerce
Commission, with the exception of the Hon.
W. R. Morrison, arrived in the city yester-
day and registered at the Bates House. The
object of the visit is to hear several cases
of loc al litigation wherein the parties con-
cerned either reside in the city or neigh-
borhood, and thus save them the expense
incident to a hearing at Washington. For
this purpose the commission will held

a court at the federal building this
morning at 11 o’clock. The personnel of

the board comprises #he following well-
known gentlemen: Judge T. M. Cooley,
chairman; Gen. W. L. Bragg, Col.'William
R. Morrison, Judge Augustus Schoonmaker
and Judge Wheelock G. Vesey.

In a conversation with General Bragg
concerning the object and workings of the
board that gentlemah said the present
board was instituted by President Cleve-

nd, gn the 31st day of March, 1887, The
aw provides that no more than three mem-
bers of the commission shall be adhe-
rents of the same political party. When
Cleveland appointed the commission he ap-
pointed three Democrats and two Repub-
licans. The duties of the board relate en-

tirely to business and have nothing what-
ever to d o with any political question. The
members are elected for terms of ‘six, five,
four,. three and two years, so that
one of the terms of office ex-
pires every year. Judge Vesey is a
new member of the board, having been ap-
pointed in the place of Judge Walker, who
resigned on the 1st of April last.

“The object of the hoard in coming to In-
dianapolis,” said General Brage, “is that
quite a number of the cases to be tried
could be heard more conveniently here
than at any other place. Indianapolis is
centrally situated, and thus better adapted
to the convenience of the witnesses and
others participating in the suits. Weexpect
to remain in the city for two or three days,
and from here the board will go to Kansas
City and then to Chicago. The sittings of
the court will commence at 10 or 11 o’clock
A. M., and continue until 1 o’clock, when a
recess will bataken fordinner. At2o'clock
business is to be resumed.”

- Was elected to Congress, from the
Eighteenth distriet of Illinois, in 1864,
remained in Congress fourteen years, and
was finally defeated by Jehu Baker in the
fall of 1886, He was afterward appointed
by President Cleveland as a member of the
g;m]ngl;llwon.

Judge Augustus Schoonmaker is sixty
yvears of age, a Democrat in li-
tics; has been Attorney-general of New
York, and was en'gaupd in the practice of
law at the time of his appointment upon
the commission.

Judge Wheelock G. Vesey is fifty-four
ears of age, and in politiesl life a Repub-
ican. He was a judge of the Supreme

Court of Vermont, and was a colonel in the
Union army during the war. Judge Vesey
was appointed to fill the vacancy
on the Dboard eaused by the
retirement of Judge Walker. His term of
office expires Dec. 31, 1889, _

General Walter L. Bragg 1s fifty-one
vears old and a Demoerat in politics. He
wus formerly president of the Railroad
Commission of Alabama for two terms, and
was a Hancock elector for the State at
large in the election of 1580.

Yesterday's Session of the American
National Baptist Association.

White Ministers Asked to Give Their Assistance
in an Effort to Subdue Existing Race Preju-
dices—Colored Educational Institutions.

e ——

The American National Baptist Convention
(colored) Dr. Bimmons, of Louisville, presi-
dent, had an interesting session yesterday.
This canvention was organized at 8t. Louis
four years ago, and represents all the col-
ored Baptists of this country. Dr. Ellis, of
the Home Missionary Union, and Dr. C.
C. Billing, of the American Baptist Publi-
cation Society, were introduced, and made
brief addresses. Rev. Gilbert made a

speech advocating the organizing of an
American Baptist Heme Missionary BSo-
ciety, and a National Baptist Educational
Society. Dr. C. O. Boothe, of Alabama,
and Rev. Chicon, of Louisiana, spoke
of the inroads the Catholics are
making among the colored people
in this country. The latter is him-
self a converted Catholic, and a few years

ago walked from his home to attend the
State University at Louisville, Ky.
Rev. Dr. Harvey Johnson, of Baltimore,
Md., spoke strongly on the unjust treat-
ment of the negro of this country,
and spoke of the dangerous consequences
that often follow eruelty and injustice. He
hesitated to say what might come if the
negro was not allowed the freedom that be-
longed to him as an American citizen.
Rev. W. R. Pettiford, president of the Ala-
bamajState Convention, spoke on the condi-
tion of the negro in the South. and the
necessity of a day of fasting and prayer.
He denied the newspa reports as to ne-
groes arming themselves to attack the
white people in the South. These he de-
clared to be Southern falsehoods, tele-

aphed North to create race piejudice.
irief speeches were also made by Revs. G.
B. Howard, of Virginia; Harrs, of Arkan-
sas, and Pollard, of Alabama.

A wrangle sprung up in the Kentucky
delegation over the selection of a lady upon
the executive committee when she was not
even in attendance upon the convention.
Dr. Simmons made a gallant speech for the
ladies, and when there was still insistence
that there were men who came to the con-
vention from Kentucky who might be hon-
ored with positions, Dr. Simmons exclaimed
to the Kentuckians that there were him-
self, Dr. Pargish and Dr. Gaddie among the
‘officers of theé conwvention. *“What more do
you want!” he cried. *“Do you want the
whole earth, with a fence around it, and a
mortgage on the moon?!” Great laughter
followed this sally, and, though the
wriangle continned, it soon dwindled to a
caim.
