Fifty Millions to Aid the Movement.

Yany Irpassioned Addresses Urging the Exo-
dus Received with Great Approval—Thanks
for the President of Georgia's Senate.

The flame of wrath that flashed forth last
week in the National Convention of Colored
#aptists condemning the outrages com-
anitted through the South against their
lrace took another form, yesterday after-
Woon, more singular and sensational than
§n its first expression. There iano question
bat the two hundred or more ministers who
#or a week have been in session at the Sec-
wond Baptist Church are the best represent-
atives of the colored race that ever met in
this city; men of strength and learning, and
pronounced leaders among their people;
men with the courage of their convictions,
and with eloquent voice to give them to the
world.

1The committee on resolutions had report-
ed a resolution presented by Rev. H. N.
Bovey, of BSpringfield, Mo., and it was
egain before the convention, this time ap-
proved by the committee. Dr. Brawley,

chairman of the committee, read the pa-
per, which. following the usual preamble,
‘was as follows:

, And, Whereas, Our political leaders are few,
and even those we have cannot reach the people,

Therefore, It becomes our duty to speak out |

upon all questions that affect onr
and economienlly as well as religiously; and,

Whereas, God has always, in all ages, in-
structed and ruled the people throngh his own
whosen and called men; therefore, be it

Resolved, That this convention believes that
the truest interests of our people are in their
accepting the Horace Greeley doctrine of“Young
men, go West,” where thegemy obtain a recog-
Zition and grow up with the country.

Resolved, That poor aud oppressed people
bave alwaya migrated westward, where they
coula lands In new countries, and thus grow
up with them and become the great men of those
hew communities, :

To the fomgoing Rev. Dr. Simmons, of
Louisville, Ky., added the following:

Resolved, That we ask the President of the
United States to recommerd to the United States
Congress an appropriation of £50,000,000 to aid
the colored people to leave the South.

The applause that followed the reading of
the amendment of Dr. Simmons was deaf-
ening, and the excitement was intense, A
dozen men were on the tloor, seeking to get
the recognition of the presiding officer. It
was obtained by Rev. Walter H. Brooks, of
Washington, D. C.

I am heartily in favor of these resoln-
tions,” he began, the tones of his voice
thrilling the now intently-listening dele-
gates. “Most of the representative men of
our race, men who have given character,
lpnrposo and influence {0 our people, men

ike Bruce, Lyunch, Douglass, are men who,
having been born in the South, left it—left
it to secure Northern ideas and then to go
back to the land of their nativity to labor.
What is true of such men as Douglass,
Langston, Bruce and Lynch is in a great
mensure true of many men who are
in this house to-day representing your
churches. They are men who have been
brougat in contaet with Northern ideas
and Northern spirit. [Applanse.] They
have either left their homes, and gone to
Northern colleges, walked Northern soil,
breathed Northern air, caught the North-
ern spirit, and gone back to their homes,
or Nerthern men and women, with the
spirit of liberty and freedom, bhave
taken that spirit to the iustitutions
they have planted in the South,
jApplanne. _and cries of thank God.]
I'his race will never be anything until a
new soul is put into it. [Long continued
applanse and cries of amen.] You ean not
do Dbetter than take your luggage and
move westward. | have seen men afd
women on shipboard coming across the At-
lautic to this country packed together like
sardines—not black people, but white—and
they came heresceking forall the privileges
that makemen great. But the negro sticks
to his master's hut and suffers himself to be
shot down like a dog. The great West has

. been gétting its millions from abroad
while we llngler on the old plantation,
I tell you, unless you own land in this
county you will suffer as a poor and de-
grad peoFle always suffer, whether white
nrﬂblack. Applause and shouts of *“that’s
0.
I have seen, in Scotland and in England,
qirls by the score clothed in rags and with-
put shoes upon their feet, amfstha white

r in England are as debased as the poor
facks in this country. That is the reason
that foreigners come to this land, and why
should we sit still! Let wus go
put from the old to the new, and
when the weeds begin to grow about the
deserted huts, and over the fields, these
white men who have wronged us, who have
heaten and even murdered us, will know
their loss. [Applause.] In the name of
God, let us go! Let us thin out the South!
We have been migrating some: there are

churches all over the land the members of
which have come out of that cruel land,
1f I had my eboice I would send every child
of mine out of the country, to one where
they could stand on an equality with any
man. This summer I had the privilege
of being introduced to the Lord Mayor
of Loudon, and when his good lady
came out on the arm of her escort she
aused as the procession moved to the
anch-room and expressed a desire to be in-
troduced to the colored men from America,
We had the privilege of taking her jeweled
hand, and our black skins were not
against us in Eungland. It is no oftense
there to be black. I tell you it is gettin
to be that this intellect the great God o
f‘!pr,v has placed in us eannot be kept down.

e are going! Let ns ask Congress for
this in earnest, and I believe the money
will be forthcoming. There would be
thousands of black wen who would take
up their homes in the West and leave the
ungrateful South. [Applause.)

ev. Dr. Rimmons, of Louisville, read the
following fiom the Indianapolis Sun:

Special from Atlanta, Ga., Sent. 17.
Senator Gibbs, in favoring the bill to repeal
the tax on emigrant agents, and thereby inerease

the exodus of the negroes from the State. made
a speech, the like of which has not been heard in
the Georgia Senate in a long time. He denounced
thé negre as useless, worthless and barbarous,
and eited Liberty county, with its recent heathen
womh!&en of false Christs, to prove what he
said, He was In faver of helping all the ne-
groes to leave, no watter whether they are good
Iaborers or not. He considered that freedom
had destroyed the negro's usefulness. Notwith-
etanding the immense increase of negroes since
the war, production in Georgla had fallen off
nearly half. He considered it necessary to get
rid of them. The lHves of Southern wownen were
sotually elrenmseribed and bound in for fear of
outrage at their hands, and unless sometning
should be done to relieve the strain which owed
its existence to the pressare of these wretches,
the time would come, and thet before long, when
the white peopie of the State would rise as one
man and demand emigration or extermination.
The bill was only defeated by the vote of Presi-

dent Dubignoun.

“And that,” exclaimed the Doctor indig-
nantly, “got a tie vote in the Georgia Nen-
ate, and it requ:red the vote of the lLieuten-
ant-governor, who was in the chair, to
keep the resolution from passing. Andthat
man Gibbs is from Savannah, the bome of
Dr. Love, of this convention. Letus leave;
let us ask for ifty millions and go where
our wives and children may be somebody
at least let our children be onme‘bod{. 1t
we all go. we will impoverish the South, for
the whites will not work. Already they
have a law in North Carclina to prevent
emigration, |A voice: Mississippi, too,] and
fine and imprison emigration agents. Let
us ask Congress for this fifty millions and
test the pulse of the Nation.” [Applause. ]

Rev. J. A. Taylor, of Richmond, Va.,
spoke. “l have been,” he said, “op to
wholesale emigration, but 1 agree with
President Simmons that the time has come
for the colored people of the South to do
something. 1 know that the white people
of the South do not want us to leave them.
They would keep us in the South rather
than allow us te go where we can do some-
thing and be some one. We want to go
where our women can be protected,

children independent, and our men can be
paid for what they do. These outrages
that we have suffered! This Nation
is being stirred by the story, snd
the Southern people are saying it is
not the best people of the South who are
doing these things. They say the gentry
and intelligence of the South have no con-
trol over these outrages. That may be
trne when irresponsible parties assault our
leading men on railroad trains, but when
men representing Georgia as legislators
come so uear to passing such a piece of leg-
islation it is time for us to ask the United
States government to assist us to go
somewhere. We do not want to liveamong
a people where we caunot breaths without
being shot down. Let us enter the forests
and build our own howmes, and travel upon
trains without being beaten or shot in cold
blood.” [Cries of “Amen, amen,”]

Rev. Dr. E. K. Love, of Savannah, Ga.,
after using an anecdote as an illustration,
said: “The Georgia Legislatare does not
really waut us to go. They are joking. Let
us joke some, too. Lieutenant-governor
Dubignon has long been fair to the black
man. He believes in the supremacy of the
white race, but when he was Attorney-gen-
eral of Georgia the black man was pro-
tected, and those who injured him were
punished. There is a boast that this gov-
ernment protects its citizens abroad, but
we are not protected in our own homes,”

Rev., Wm. Burch, of Cincinnati, was
warmly in favor of an exodus from
the South, which he thought would be
of great he‘p to the race. He thought that
this ery for an exodus and for an appro-
priation to help the blacks to come out of
the South should take the form of a peti-
tion, and that it should be brought before
all the people in the land for signatures.

Mr. C. 8. Morris, of Louisville, Ky., then
spoke. “In the reconstruction days,” he
said, ““when the old master came back and
said to the negroes: *“I'he Republican
party has freed youn, now let it take care of
you,” and drove these humble freedmen
out without food, and withount shelter,
telling them to go North, and let the people
of that section care for them, many did leave
the plantations. Some crowded into the
cities, others eame North, and the master
class found out they had sent away the
hands and left the months—the drive-wheel
had stopped and left empty stomachs.
There were no hands to till their cotton, to
work in the sugar cane. No white man
could endure the wmalaria of their rice
swamps. They were glad to have the ne-
gro come back. [Apgemme.] Gentlemen,
the same thing will true to-day. The
negro 1n the South is breeding more rapid-
ly than the white man, and that,
in my jondgment, is what causes more
trouble than aunything else. White men
looking into the future sce that the time.
will come when all the Sonth, as to negro

pulation, will be as Mississippi and

«ouisiana are to-day, The negro vote of

New York, Ohio and Indiana put Benjamin
Harrison in the presidential chair. [Ap-
F}aupo.] If you can take 25,000 out of

Hq will not be improved by imitat-
ing the civilization of the whites of the
South. Let him come North whero
the civilization is better and Frander.
What kind of a character can he form
when bronght into contact with the ecivil-
ization of the South as it is to-day? Let us
take the civilization that came in the May-
flower; of those people who, when they
first landed upon these shores, sang ‘Glory
to God in the highest, peace on earth, good
will to men.” [Applause.] I believe 1t is
wise to seatter the negro all over the coun-
try, so that he msay have the same advant-
ages he has found 1n this State, Tell me,
you brethren who came up from the South,
did not the air seem freer and the sunshine
better! [ came from only ninety miles to
the sonth, and I felt that it was as though
I had come ont of a coal mine 1to the brae-
ing air of the mountain top.” |[Great ap-
plause. ]

Several short speeches were made in
favor of the resolution and only one or two
against it. Mr. Steward, of Richmond, Va.,
belioving there was no need of vighr mil-
lion people migrating anywhere. The res-
olution t’.’lﬂ.‘i-“ll mmnimous‘h'.

Rev. Dr. Boothe, of Hollywood, Miss,,
oftered the following resolution, which was
also adopted:

Resolved, by the National Baptist Conven-
tion, assembled in the city of Indianapolis, That
our thanks are due and the same are hereby ex-
tepued to the president of the Georgin Benate
for his vote in defense of our helpless people
in hisz State, and that we do ask him to join ns in
petitioning the Congress of the United States to
give us territory, and to appropriate means by
the hnlln of which we way reach that land and
fix onr homes therein.,

The following, offered by Rev. Walter H.
Brooks, of Virginia, was also adopted:

Believing that there is & God in Israel, and
that what a people sow they must some day reap
to their joy or sorrow, be it

Resolved, That this convention do hereby in-
dorse the resolutions of the Baptist Foreign
Mission Convention setting apart the third Sun-
qlaﬂ in October as a d:;; of fasting and prayer in
behalf of our people.  That we earnestly request
other bodies of Christians, regardless of race and
denomination, also to observe the day in like
wanner.

Resolved, That we solemnly ask the President
of these United Btates, when making up his next

roclamation of National Thanksgiving, to em-

'df in it the idea of special prayer to God that
lawlessness and crime in this boasted Inud of the
free and home of the brave, to the detriment of
the eolored people and the fame of the entire
country, may shortly forever cease.

A letter was received from Rev. Dr. H. L.

MAaRrION, Ind., Sept. 18.—~The forty-ninth
session of the Indiana Annual Conference of
the African Methodist Episcopal Church
conveuned this morning in the A. M. E.
Church, on Fifth street, and was called to
order by Bishop John M. Brown, D. D., of
Washington, D. C., the presiding episco-
pate of the fourth district, composed of the
Indiana, I1linois, Iowa and Michigan confer-
ences. The devotional exercises were con-
ducted by Rev. Johnson Mitchell, of
Charleston, who offered up an earnest in-
vocation. Elder Johnson then read the
scriptural lesson from the nine-
teenth Psalm. The liturgy of the
churech was solemnly recited under the

conduct of Bishop Brown, after which
Rev. James Ferguson prayed a very fervent
prayer.
