Northern, on the basis of 57 centa

tirst class, from Cincinnati and Cleve-
land.  Although Chairman Faithorn, of
the Western Freight Association has an-
thorized all other Northwestern roads to
meet the action of the Burlington & North-
ern. it is not certain that they will all avail
themselves of the privilege. Certainly the
Chicago & Nosthwestern will take no
hasty action, and may decide to remain out

of the through basiness entirely. Those
that have givern the required notice under
Chairman Faithorn’s permission will be

ready to put the rates into effect next Mon-
day. The general belief is that after the
close of navigation the trunk lines will be
willing to prorate with the Chicago roads
on traffie from the seaboard to St. Paul, and
then the “Soo” will be easily forced into an
agreewent to maintain rates.

On Oct. 1 Southern tourist tickets will
go on sale, and at rates which aresomewhat
‘ower than last year. The general passen-
ger agents of the Southern .lines have
iwarmed wisdom from the past, and will of-
fer rates which will draw business.

John B. Carson rode over the I. & St. L.
livision of the Big Four from Greencastle,
thirty-eight miles, in forty-five minutes, on
Thursday, and on reaching the Union Sta-
tion said that it was as good a piece of
single track as he had over ridden over in
his loug railroad experience.

The grain movement has received a
marked check in the last few days. Less
than 500 car-loads a day are now arrivin
in Chicago, against 1,000 car-loads a mont
ago. and the falling off is fally as noticeable
with the Indianapolis roads. It is doubt-
‘ess due to the low prices offered for grain.

It is stated that the Porter syndicate,

In order to havethe ratestake
effect Nov. 1, it will be necessary to have
the sheets ready to mail to thecommission
at Washington, from Chicago, St. Louis
and Indianapolis, not later than the 18th of
October. Therefore, it will be impossible
to send proofs to any line, and all the rates
will have to be figured or their basis agreed
upon at the meeting.”

Working of the Interstate-Commerce Law.
To the Editor of the Indianapolia Journal:

I have observed the injustice of this law
from two stand-points, baving been em-
ployed in both the railroad and mercantile
service since the law has been effective.
It is in direct opposition against both rail-
roads and shippers in many ways. For in-
stance, there are two or more lines center-
ing or passing through a given point whose
interests are competitive for business
destined to some other point common to
both interests. One line decides to vednce
the agreed rates, and gives the necessary
notice required by law, a copy of which is
sent to the commission at Washington (to
be filed and not understood), but no notice
is given to its competitor of the reduction

in the rates, and, consequently, the line

making the reduction first secures all the
benelit, because it has its rates in the mar-
k et first, and shippers naturally look upon
them as their benefactors, and cling to
them and continne shipping that way,
thinking that they will always be the first
to pull down the rates.

The reduction of this rate works against
certuin shippers in this way. Take, for in-
stance, a firm doing business and having
heavy consignmeéents for the objective point
to which the first line reduces its rates, is
located on the opposing line’s tracks, and a
heavy expense 18 necessary to dray the
freight across the city to the track of the
line which has reduced its rate. This ship-
per is diseriminated against for the reason
that the Oﬂpoo_ing line cannot meet the
rates made by its rival until it gives the
five days’ notice required by law.

As regards the notice required by the
commission: The law says: “Three days’
notice shall begiven,” and the commission
says “five daysshall be given of redunc-
tions in rates,” the two days extra as-
sessed by the commission being allowed for
the time in transit of the document to
Washington giving notice of the said re-
dnetion, The law gives the commission
power to rule in this arbitrary manner, but
the law says that said votice is only to be
posted for publie inspection but three days
prior to the date said reduced rates take
effect. This gives the line that first re-
duces the rate two days’ advantage over its
competitors, and the notice will be dated
and forwarded to the commission, provid-
ing for the five days required by law, but
this same notice is nc_)tdpusted for public in-
spection until the third day before it takes
effect. I am of the opinmion that this should
be changed to make the railroads notify
each other of such changes.

It is a well-known fact that representa-
tives of certain lives have meetings to
agree on rates to points common to one or
more lines represented, and thatthe rates so
agreed upon are supposed to be regularly
maintained by the associations, snch as the
Central Traflic Association, the Trunk-line
Association, the Chicago & Ohio River
Traffic Association, the Associated Rail-
ways of Virginia, and about twenty-five
other such organizations, but the resoln-
tions and acts of these associations vanish
into thin air when by violating any rule
some line, 8 member of such association,
can secure a car of freight., Association
rules are not law, and will not stick, as
there is no penalty whatever that can be
imposed by these organizations uapon offend-
ing members, and it is for this reason that
one of the worst features of the interstate-
commerce law should be eliminated.

Before the law weat into effect railroads
could place impediments in the way of lines
in these associations that wounld restrict
the violation of their rules, but the inter-
state-conmunerce law put a stop to this by
the third section thereof. One of the pen-
alties imposed upon any offender in these
associations, under the old rule, was to re-
fuse to interchange bnsiness with it in
through cars or on throngh rates, compell-
ing all freight to be transferred and charg-
ing local rates from peint of transfer to
destination, or if the liue receiving it from
the oflender did not reach the destination
of the freight by its own line, it was trans-
ferresl at junction point with itsconnection.

Section 3 of the interstate-commerce law,
however, preveuts all sueh diserimination
and forces other lines to follow the action
of the unruly member, which, in most cases,
they can ill affesd to do, for the reason that
the wealthier oomﬂmuiea are always the
first to make the break and the small fry
must follow. If the law is just why does
it pernuit such discrimination against the
weaker lines? This law injures the mana-
facturer for the reason that its originator’s
idea was in direct opposition to State
rights, He evidently iutended to confine
the output of the manufactories to the im-
mediate territory in the locality of the fac-
tories. That is, he thought a manufact-
urer of buggies in the Eastern States
should not com with a manufacturer
of like articles Cincinnati, in business
for the Pacific coast and Western Terri-
tories, which idea was a very good one, if
he knew how to ca it ont; but he en-
larged on his original idea, and the result is
the wost absurd attempt to regulate the
commerce of this country ever thrust upon
the public. It operates against small deal-
ers in this way: Before the law went into
effect the coun trade was supplied by
wholesale tirms doing business in the larger
cities, and who bought direct from the
Eanstern houses and then distributed to the
various interior Fninu within fifty or one
hundred miles of them, but now, by reason
of the freight rates alone the Eastern
houses t with the country firms,

.

and the middle man is robbed of the trade
that fairly belongs to him. While this is
benefit to the country dealor, it is nnfair to
the intermediate wholesale house, as he has
invested capital and spent years of labor in

building ap a trade which this law takes
out of his Emdl. and places direct with the
Eastern houses.

I have many expressions from business
men in various parts of the country com-
plaining of this law, and desire to quote
the following from: the thirty-fourth an-
nual report of the Baltimore Corn and
;‘llo;g,s Exchange, for the year ending Dec.

" .

The Interstate Commission, that boon for
and antidote to rate-cut and s favorit-
ism, still holds its sway, and we read occasional-
{i:f ite doings and utterances; but we confess to
feeling that it has fallen far short of its mis-
sion, not through the fault of its honorable and
res members, but to the very nature of the
rtaking. Railroad wars, nmcuml:lga. open
and secret, under-billing, false billing and special
rates are as frequent now as ever. Charges are
made, sometimes proved, but where is the pun-
ishment! Do we hear of any! This law, an
experiment, waa but a step, and a very small
one, in the right direction, and the subject will
countinue to be one for the most careful study
alike of our statesmen and bankers, and to their
aild in solving the problem must be called the ex-
