The question of what things may, and
what things may not be done in connection

with the coming election is coming to the
front prominently in ccnnection with the
act passed by the Legislature last winter
concerning elections and nominating con-
ventiona. Former legislation on the sub-
jeet is pretty well settled, and the courts
having passed upon the questions of forged
tally-sheets, opening ballot-boxes with
batchets, and other irregular practices in
ccnnection with the vote after it has been
deposited, there will probably be no need
of further wulings for the benefit
of those hitherto concerned in this particu-

lar class of performances. It is the matters
that have heretoiore been considered proper

and right by both parties that now demand
attention, the last law apparently propos-
ing to shear off some of the methods hereto-
fore used to make elections run smoothly
and get out the vote in various precincts.
The law has been heretofore priuted, and
was discussed both before and after its
passage, but some of its obscurities
will be recalleda by the interroga-
tories which were presented to
Judge Irvin, of the Criminal Court,

Judge Irvin stated that he would not have
time to give the actany thorou_lf!; examina-
tion at this time, and wasunwilling to give
his construction of it as a rule to be fol-
lowed, unless he had ample opportunity to
examine it. The judges of the Superior
Court were next interviewed, with a fair
prospect of success, Judge Taylor said he
would e e the question in connection
with his associates if the{ were willing,
and Judges Howe and Walker made similar
replies. A formal request will be made,
this morning, of the three judges, and it is
Loped they may be able to consider the in-
terrogatories submitted during the present
week. Pending their decision the comunt-
tees will withbold action on the matters
concerning which inquiry is made.

Fire Department Figures.

“There is a good deal of squirming among
Demoecrats over the fire department records
furnished by the Journal,” said an ex-mem-
ber of Council, yesterday, “but I notice
that they still decline to print the figures.

The more it is investigated the better
the showing it makes. proven by the
records, it has been manarqed in an abse-
lately non-partisan way. There have been
but two remevals since Chief Dougherty
took charge, and both of them were made
for open unsu nation and defiance of
anthorig. The Democratic firemen who
took e mnew chief at his word
have no reason to complain. He
told them that proper attention to
dut was the only test required
of t! and some thirty of them still hold
their places, and will continue to hold them
by that tenure. The difference in the dis-
cipline and morale of {he department is in
Dougherty’s favor, and the improvement is
so apparent that it has been a matter of
common remark for months past. As tothe
intimation contained in a recent statement
attributed to ex-Chief Webster to the ef-
fect that the money of the department was
stolen by the Council fire committee dur-
ing his administration, that is a very shal-
low device by which to explain the exhaus-
tion of - appropriations under
his  direction. He knows, as every
well-posted _ eitizen knows, that
the Council fire committee have
nothing to do with the handling of fire de-
partment funds. The salaries are paid di-
rect to the firemen from the city clerk, and
the other bills of the department are an-
ditel by the ecommittee on accounts
and the amonnts paid on war-
rants drawn to the order of each creditor
whose claim is allowed. By no possibility
could the insinunation referred to be found-
ed on fact, and without any such founda-
tion, it is a rascally suggestion.”

HERE'S A HOW D'YE DO.

The Father of the School-Book Law Fails to
Obey It—A Switzerland County Muddle.

——————

George 8. Pleasants, the Democratic
scribe of Switzerland, who foisted upon a
long-suffering public, through the medium
of the House of Representatives, the
scholastic absurdity known as the text-
book law, has turned traitor to his own
creation, and encourages disobedience to
that law’s requirements.

The faets are contained in the following
story: In Switzerland county, where the
aunthor of the bill resides, there is a contest

for the county superintendency. The
township truetees are equally divided
politically, bat the auditor, who has the
casting vote, is a Republican.

Last June, when the time arrived for
electing the county superintendent, the
Democratic trustees held a meeting and
absolutely refused to vote for any candi-
date  without regard to their political
opinions, and the aunditor there-
upon declared that the Republican
candidate had received a majority of all
votes cast, and W. A. Van Osdol was ap-
pointed to the superintendency.

The incumbent, M. C. Walden, refused to

irrender the office to Van Osdol, and a
suit was commenced to compel him to do
so. George’B. Pleasants and Senator Grif-
fith are the attorneys for Walden.

There is a Democratic school board at
Vevay, the home of Pleasants, and contra-
ry to the law of which he is the
anthor, he has asked the trustees of
the local school to put the sale
of these books into the hands of the Demo-
cratic postmaster at Vev &y, who is & book-
dealer, and ignore altogether the authority
of County Superintendent Van Osdol, and
State Superintendent LaFollette. A few
weeks ago Pleasants was in _this city ne-
gom_atm%for the shipment of books by the
Indiana School-book Company to the post-
master in Vevay, and the company has
made several consigniments of books to him
for sale.

Now the law, of which Pleasants is the
anthor, expressly demands that the school-
books must come from the requisition made
to the State Superintendent by the county
superintendent, and PFPleasants has ordered
the books to go to the Demoeratic post-
master direct, and ignore altogether the
ofticers of the education .department.
