The decline, however, met
with such determined resistance that the
pressure was removed by noon, and Louis-
ville & Nashville again took the lead, fol-
lowed by Western Union, which was very
favorably inflnenced by the publication of
the annual report. The news of the day
was, in the maim, favorable. As the day
wore along, the npward movement became
more pronounced, and Sugar Trust became
once more omne of the leading strong
stocks. -Among the specialties, C., C., C,
& St. Louis was especially prominent in
the upward movement, becoming active on
buying, which looked like that of insiders,
accompapied by rumors of a la?e gain in
the ecarnings. Money eased off to below
the legal rate later in the day. and the
early sellers became alarmed and took in
some of the short sales, which again stimu-
lated prices, and the upward movement
made material progress in all portions of
the list.

The Ups and Downs of the Market, with the
Range in Prices of Leading Articles.

CHICAGO, Oct. 9.—The speculative side
of the wheat market was rather a sarprise
io-day, mlhing dull and weak early and
very strong and more active later. Traders
were rather puzzled at the action of the
market. Operators no doubt found them-
selves short toward the close and were anx-
ious to cover, Some foreign buying of
futures was mentioned., A prominent
local trader was the principal seller around
83¢ for December, and another large opera-
tor, together with some other local bull con-
tingents, took the offerings. The market
ovened easy and prices receded 4@ %we be-
low yesterday’s closing, after which the

market advanced %@ lg¢, ruled steady for
some time with a later rally of lo¢c more
and closed about 7y le nigher than yester-
day’s closing. An easier feeling was mani-
fested in corn, transactions being at lower
prices, within a narrow range. There was
considerable pressure to sell May, this fut-
ure receiving the most attention, there be-
ing one trade of 100,000 bu at 327g¢. The

WOMEN BLACKSMITHS.

Hard Lot of the Female Tollers at the Anvil
in England.
Mrs. Leonora Barry, in Pittsburg Commercial

From Birmingham 1 went on about fif-
teen miles to Dudley, or what is known as
the Black Country.and it is rightly named,
Both in appearance and the conditions of
its people a blacker, more dreary life could
not be conceived. 1t is the property of
Lord Dudley. The ill-fated Johustown, of
Pennsylvania, did not present a more piti-
ful a.l»peamn.ce after its fearful disaster
than does this landed property of a lord.
The country is divided into little hamnlets
bearing such burlesque names as Thibbett's
Gardens, Cinder Bank, Primrose Hill, Neth-
erton Ruins (very appropriate), Crodley
Heath, etec. _

A description of one of these places will
suffice for all. Thibbett's Gardensis a
miserable, grimy, dirty path, with little
hovels built alongits one foul-smelling
street, over which all sewerage matter
from roof and kitchen has cut little ditches,
At the back of every dwelling, and in-
cluded as a part ot the rent, is a forge with
fireplace sufticient for one or more anvils.
Herﬁ. at these anvils, the women and
children of this poverty-stricken locality
stand day after day, until months roll into
rears, and years into a lifetnme, swinging

ammer and tongs, welding into every
link of chain their health, comfort and
happiness. The doleful sound of the ham-
mer and anvil, used by the mothers, is
welded into every nerve and fibre of the
unborn babe, and after its birth it is lulled
to sleep by tho same mournful cadence, and
its little body rests on the big bellows,
or swings inthe rude cradle that hangs
from the rafters.

Nails, such as are used in the bottoms of
ships, bobnaiis for heels and soles of ulmegi
and chains of different sizes, Nos. 12, 4 an
43, are the sizes made by these women,
some of whom are over sixty years old.
The iron rod is brought from the factories
in coils and the women have to straighten
it out prt?)_u ratory to using. The)} get 112
pounds of iron rod at a batch, They are
allowed eight pounds for waste, and must
be accountable for the balance.

Chain-makers, by working steadily, make
18 pence per day, which equals 86 cents
American money. The rent of a house of
two rooms, with forge and two anvils, is 2
shillings 9 pence per week (66 cents'. One
good woman. of whom the clergymen who
accompanied us spoke very highly, said
she had lived in one house and worked at
one forge for seventeen years, and in that
time no repairs had been made except such
as were pald out of her own earnings. The
husbands and fathers of these chain and
nail making women are miners, working
for such a miserable pittance thatitis ab-
solntely necessary for the mother, wife and
daughter to live this eruel life.
